"Tbs first thing ws do, let’s  kill 

ell the lawyers.”
Shakespeare puts these words hi

the mouth of Dick, the butcher, 
qne of Jack Cade’s  followers, in 
the play, ‘‘King Henry the Sixth."

It has been quoted often as an 
example ‘of the occasional anti­
pathy of the puoltc towards law­
yers. However, an examination ^  
the play reveals a rather Interest­
ing turn to this quotation.

Jack Cads was a pretender to 
the throne of England. In the pro­
cess af Inciting hia, rebellion, he 
promised the rabbis that they 
would got several halfpenny loaves 
for a penny, and all three-hooped 
pots should have ten-hoops, ell 
things should bs Ilf common, the 
laws of England would come from 
his mouth, and his mouth would 
be parliament.

Here was the promise of dic­
tatorship, socialism and Commu­
nism, all rolled into one, in the 
time of 8hakespeare, and tn order 
to accomplish these results the 
first thing to be don« was to kill 
all the lawyers, who would nat­
urally oppose say such system.

Upon the pages of history are 
the names of lawyers whose con­
tribution to our free society was 
so great that they are beacons by 
which all men continue to see their 
inalienable rights shine forth in 
the darkness of dictatorship and in­
justice.

One. whose name stands out on 
tbs early pages of history as a 
champion of all men In their striv­
ing for equality, wsa Cicero. Chry- 

gonua, the political pofter of 
Rome, condemned Roscius, so that 
hia property might he confiscated 
for the benefit of Chrysogonus.

When no one else would defend 
Roocius for fear of Chrysogonus, 
Cicero cams forward and, with the 
knowledge that he stood alone 
against the most powerful figure 
in Rome, made himself immortal 
when he refused to temper Ida 
argument, courageously attacked 

irysogonus, and shamed the court 
into turning from cowardice to fol­
low the law and aat Roscius free.

Freedom Of The Press
On occasion we find ourselves the target of criticism 

because we are always "attacking the government." Even 
some of our best friends suggest from time to time that 
we should be "for" the government when we find it 
doing something "constructive."

W e should like to delve into the history of the Ameri­
can press for purposes of establishing clearly the heri­
tage we are attempting to uphold.

The odvent of the doily news sheet.on the American 
scene occurred about the same time American editors 
were thoroughly and completely aware of those dangers 
that exist implicity in all forms of government.

In those formative years, nearly without exception, the 
"free ond untrommeled" press tacitly summed up its edi­
torial policy thusly:

1. The government, be it local or notional, is an in­
strument of force.

2. No business or private person con make use of ag­
gressive force. Every business and every person is at the 
mercy of the government as it uses force. The govern­
ment, therefore, needs no protection from the people. 
The people need protection from the government.

3. The power of the government is so great that it is 
capoble of telling its own study, I. e., pro-government 
propaganda has always been supplied in great abundance 
throughout all of history. There is no reason to believe 
that even in this new country the men with the use of 
force at their command wouldn't use it to cost themselves 
in a favored role ond show themselves in a favorable 
light.

4. Therefore, the free and untrammeled press set itself 
up as the vigilant arm of a people who proposed to re­
main free. The press determined that it would not be a 
booster for ony kind of government. It might conceiv­
ably praise some independent action of some government 
employee. But it would man the walls of the people's 
liberty ogainst the encroachment occasioned by govern­
ment force and coercion. The press would take upon it­
self the task of peeking and prying into the govern­
ment ond reporting the unpleasant facts to the people.

Government within itself has always hod omple ave­
nues for corruption, malfeasance, negligence and high- 
honded dictatorship so that o'watchdog is definitely need­
ed. The government cannot be trusted to be the watch­
dog over itself, since any such pretense is usually a po­
litical dodge for throwing one batch of politicians out so 
that another batch of politicians can get in.

The press, then, became the stalwart defender of 
Am erican independence and liberty. This position of the 
press was upheld, with a few notable exceptions until 
about twenty-three years ago. Then, under the economic 
pressure of a depression, and the advent of the socialist 
theory into high government offices, the most outspoken 
of the nation's doilies began to weaken in their editorial 
policies. Inst cod of remaining critical of the government, 
which was their natural tendency and, indeed, their duty, 
they begem to extoll the virtues of the men in power.

More and more the press became merely on exten­
sion of the government propaganda organs. A great per­
centage of the "news" reported was merely a rehash of 
government news releases. More and more the news­
papers become dependent upon government services and 
governmental slants. Until today, there ore many papers 
ocross the country which consider opposition to the clique 
in power as parallel to treason.

A t this point certain questions could be asked.
1. Has there been any convincing evidence that gov­

ernment in the 20th century is less corrupt than it was 
in the 18th or 19th centuries? 

i 2. If governments tend toward corruption, is there 
ony reason why the American people should trust their 
government, particularly in the task of revealing its own 
shortcomings?

3. If the government cannot be trusted to reveol its 
own weaknesses and shortcomings, how are these failures 
going to be learned by the people?

4. Is there any agency in America better qualified to 
hold the activities of all types of government under the 
merciless glare of publicity than the doily newspapers?

5. If there is no other agency better qualified, why, 
then, should the daily newspapers take the part of gov­
ernment and uphold it?

6. Is not freedom of the press best expressed by the 
policy of revealing to the people, the true facts of gov- 
emment?

7. Is not the freedom of the people dependent in large 
m easure upon on uncontrolled press which con and will

facts in government ond brave the conse-

self-evident answers to these questions point up 
the reason for the News' editorial policy regarding gov­
ernment. Of course, we w ill not praise government per 
se, although we may praise certain men in govemnfent. 
W e are the eye of the "loyal opposition" delving into 
every governmental m istake, ond laying it bare before 
the public. W hy should we support the government in 
our editorial policies? The government takes from us 
our money, and lim its and controls to a greater or lesser 
degree most production and distribution without our per­
mission or consent. 1

UN War On U.S. Business 
Moet of the believers in the 

United Nations do not realize how 
similar it is u» the communism in 
Russia. I did not realize this until 

greet I read a i  article in the March is­
sue of U. S. A. by the editor. 
Alice Widener. Here u  what she 
reports:

"Whether he knows it or not. 
every American business man is 
involved in United Na’ions eco­
nomic affairs up to his neck and 
down to the lining of his pocket. 
For self-preservation, he has got 
to get the hang of complex U. N. 
economic plans and deals. They 
are mostly Marxist and are aimed 
at the destruction of American 
free enterprise.

‘‘As a first move in thwarting 
U. N. action against capitalism, 
business men must learn to recog­
nize the specific Socialist direc­
tives that are now being carried 
out by the United Nations. They 
were best evplained by J o s e p h  
Stalin who declared long before 
World War II:

"1. ’We must work for the dis­
organization and destruction of
capitalism.

"2. 'The amalgamation and col­
laboration of nations within a sin­
gle world system ot economy con­
stitutes the material basis for the 
victory of socialism.

"3. ‘We must fight for control 
over the direct reserves of capital 
held by the middle classes of the 
independent nations, and for the 
most deep-seated reserves of capi­
tal in the colonial and non-sover­
eign nations.

"4. ‘It is essential that the ad­
vanced countries should render 
real and prolonged aid to the 
backward nations in their cultur­
al and economic development. Un­
less such aid is forthcoming it 
will be impossible to bring the 
various nations and peoples with-1 
to a single world economic sys­
tem which Is so essential for the 
final triumph of socialism.

"5. ‘It remains for us to give a 
positive solution of the national 
problem. The only real solution is 
regional autonomy which d o e s  
not divide people according to 
nation: on -the contrary, it only 
serves to break down national par­
titions and unite the population in 
sqch a manner as to open the 
way • for division according to 
class. . . The aim must be to unite 
the workers of all nationalities 
into united and integral bodies in 
the various localities, and then to 
unite these collective bodies into e  
single party in a world dictator­
ship of the proletariat. Only thus 
ran the whole of society be fully 
democratized. As l o n g  a s t h e  
power of capilel exists there can 
be no equality of nations '

the whole of Marxism as it is 
practiced anywhere today — in 
Moscow, London. Peiping. Santia­
go.

Switzerland, that the United 
Nations Economic Commission for 
Europe had distributed to mem­
ber governments a working paper

Synthetic Food Substitutes 
Have Aroused Farm Bureaus

WASHINGTON — Displacement 
of fata, oil end auger in foods and 
beverages by chemicals, poses 
such a potential threat to normal 
agricultural crops that It baa arous­
ed the farm bloc on Capitol Hill. 
Manufactured pills cannot yet sup­
plant a Juicy steak, potatoes and 
biscuits, but the Increasing ap­
pearance of synthetic substitutes 
on tha Dinner table has aroused 
tha American Farm Bureau Fed 
•rations and the Department of 
Agriculture.

Principal target la the contin­
ued substitution of chemicals for 
fats and oils in bakery products, 
and of chemical sweeteners in soft 
drinks end canned fruits. The dis­
placement threatens to pile up Sec­
retary Ears Taft Benson's present 
surpluses of wheat, fata, oils and* 
similar products, which already 
run into billions of dollars. Even­
tually. the tendency could upset 
the country's whole farm structure.

Unfortunately for opponents of 
tjiis dietetic movement, the appeal 
of the new Ingredients to a weight- 
conscious public, especially femi­
nine housewives and purchasers, is 
greater than is generally realised.

The Farm Burelu demands 
that the Food and Drug Admin­
istration be given greater authority 
to prohibit tha use of synthetic in­
gredients until thalr nontoxicity to 
proved. At present, Food and Drug 
may ban them only if it can show 
that such Ingredients are harmful 
for human consumption. And the 
bureau's inspection and teat per­
sonnel and facilities are limited.

Two important members of the 
House Interstate and Foreign Com­
merce Committee have introduced 
measures to this affect. They are 
J. Percy Priest of Tennessee, Cbm 
mittee Chirman. and Joseph P. 
O'Hara ot Minnesota, ranking Re 
publican on the Committee. AI 
though they hope for action at this 
session, so many Industrial in­
terests would be affected adverse­
ly that prolonged end bitter con- 
trove ray r is expected.'

The' 
chemical industry has expanded 
tremendously since World War II j 
and aeaks new outlets. Potential 
displacement of fete end oils by 
this means has been estimated at 
100.000.000 pounds annually. There 
la such a sizable surplus now that 
the Government subsidises their 
export, and there is hardly enough 
storage room for wheat overpro­
duction.

Gene and beet sugar growers la 
the United States are harassed al­
ready by Cuban and Puerto Rican 
competition. Mor  ̂ than n score of 
Southern and Western Senators are 
behind a bill to increase domestic 
producers’ share of the American 
market. Senator Allen J. Ellender 
of Louisiana, top Democrat on the 
Senate Agriculture Committee, 
heads the movement.

Food and Drug aet up* stand­
ards for Ingredients in bakery 
goods in 1961. It banned certain 
chemicals, including those guaran 
teed to keep bread soft longer than 
will fats and qjta. But there are no 
such standards for sweets, such as 
cakes, prepared mixes, cookies, 
ate. It is unlikely that any will h^ 
established to this Held for some 
time, due to many complexities.

Aa yet. auger substitutes are 
relatively small. But thalr use la 
growing, in view of housewives, 
understandable desire for economy 
to housekeeping and to keep their 
waistlines to a fashionable mini­
mum.
