I had a rather personal interest 
in the successful completion and 
safe return of the Wake Island 
bombing. I went along. My duty 
was-to write about it for the com­
bined Allied press.

Just about this week 
ago, we were on 
Midway sweating out prepara­
tions. It was to be the longest 
overwater night air strike made 
in the war up to that time. Mind­
ful of the casualty rate in air at­
tacks at that time, a Navy public 
relations man had advised me to 
desist from going along, on tha 
simple theory that It la easier to 
write about a thing if you stay 
alive.

The admiral was aghast when 
this suggestion was relayed to
him.

"Why, we’re leaving a bomb 
off one ot the planes just 
you on,”  he said. " I ’m 
don# right.”

Argued For Bombers 
Admiral Price at that time was 

commander of Fleet Air Wing 
Two—or, in the Navy’s quaint 
shrunken nomenclature, OomFalr- 
WlngTwo. He had argued the 
high command into letting him 
use huge four-engine flying - boat 
plsmes as bombers, and on this, 
their first, strike he wanted to be 
sure of aurcesa.

It all happened around 1644 
when the Puritans in England for­
bade any merriment or religious 
services, by act of parliament, on 
the ground that it was a heathen 
festival. What resulted was much 
grumbling, breaking of the law 
and a Christmas underground 
which wrote and distributed pam­
phlets in favor of Christmas.

In 1648, for instance, was pub­
lished "Canterbury Christmas.”

WASHINGTON — (UP) — The 
postman has been busy with the' 
nation’s biggest Christmas m a l l  
rush this month, and he has had 
fewer extra helper! to handle the 
mountains of parcels and cards.

Postmaster General Arthur E. 
Summerfield believes It’s better 
and cheaper to pay overtime to 
mors of th* 500,000 regular postal 
workers than to hire mors outside, 
Inexperienced helpers.

Last year the department hired
275.000 extra workers — college 
boys, housewives, would-be post­
men and unemployed. That was
111.000 fewer than the previous 
year. It meant that regular mail­
men collected more overtime.

Summerfield laid this aystem 
resulted In such a big saving that 
he Issued orders for more over­
time this year and even fewer out- 
alda helpers.

In 100 of tha largest post offices 
last year, OT.OOO fewer helpers 
were hired and 1,440,000 m o r e  
hours of overtime were worked by 
regular mailmen at a net saving 
of 34,800.000, Summerfield said.

Good For Morale
Postal authorities also feel that 

extra overtime pay will be a good 
morale-booster for postal workers 
this year, particularly in view of 
the fact that they lost a chance 
for a five per cent pay rise through 
a presidential veto.

Several hundred postal Inspec­
tors were on the Job this month 
keeping a virtual hour-by-hour 
check on th* flow of mail. Bottle! 
necka are reported on a nation­
wide communications system and 
steps ar* taken immediately to ; 
overcome them.

Last year the reports were filed 
at Washington headquarters. This 
year, the reports go to nine region­
al headquarters for action.

Postmasters ar* given e x t r a  
funds to handle the mall rush. 
It's pretty much up to them how 
they spend the money. Last yesr 
they paid an estimated $04,000,000 
in overtime and for extra hire.

Last year about 0,200,000.000 
pieces of mail, an all-time record, I 
were moved betwgen Oct. 1 and 
Dec. 27. Summerfield said the load 
will be even larger this year.

Many unusual and picturesque 
tales have bePn told about the 
modern usage of Christmas flow­
ers. Although they are legendary, 
the carefully spun bits of folklore 
provide a colorful background for 
present day flower decorations 
which are used during the Christ­
mas season.

Holly, with its red berries, dark 
green leaves and neekle-like spikes 
is a light-hearted symbol of 
friendship and good will w h i n  
December arrives. According to 
legend, though, holly originally 
was used as an Instrument of 
cruelty. The crown of t h o r n s  
which Christ wore was fashioned 
from holly. Prior to the Curci- 
fixion the plant bore white berries 
but after the Crucifixion the ber­
ries turned a bloody crimson. Mis­
tletoe. a close associate of holly, 
ia said to have been the wood 
from which Christ's cross wa a 
made.

One of the most beautiful le­
gends woven around Christmas 
flowers concerns the Christmas 
rose. While err route to Bethlehem 
the Wise Men crossed the path 
of a little shepherdess named Mad- 
elon. Enraptured, at the wondrous

tale about the birth of Christ 
which they related, she was heart­
broken because she had no gift to 
offer.

The night before Christmas in 
18*1, “ Silent Night" — most be­
loved Christmas carol — had not 
yet been composed. But on Christ­
mas Day it was sung for the first 
time by children in an Austrian 
village to the accompaniment of 
a guitar.

That Chriatmaa Eve the village 
priest, young Josef Mohr, sat read­
ing the story of the Nativity when 
a peasant woman knocked at the 
door. A child had been born in 

Jone of the humble homes in his 
parish in the Alps. He went to 
bless it and returned so filled with 
the meaning of the Christmas 
story that he sat down to write 
what he felt. The llnea kept turn­
ing into verse: "Silent night! Holy 
night! All is calm, all is bright . . "

A second knock at the d o o r  
was his friend, the organist and 
schoolmaster, Frans Gruber, with 
word that the church organ had 
broken down. If there was to be 
music tomorrow it must be a very 
simply hymn since there was Mttle 
time to rehearse the children. Gru­
ber there and then composed the 
music for "Silent Night" l a t e r  
erroneously attributed to Hayden. 
Next morning, with only a guitar 
to guide them, the village children 
sang the song that waj to become 
the carol of the world.

How To Make

BURLINGTON, Vt. — (UP) —

Christmas Holly 
Is Subject Of 
Superstition

Husbands and wives! Attention! 
There la an old superstition about 
holly that will interest you. It was 
a belief of the ancients that the 
first to bring Christmas holly Into 
the house, either husband or wife, 
would be the one to rule the house­
hold during the ensuing year.

But don't put too much stock in 
the belief. Like other, Christmas 
legends, the truth might be lost 
in history.

Christmas Cards 
First Used In 
December, 1846

'Silent Night' 
Is Widely 
Known Carol

Of all the songs that return to 
being warmth to the Yuletide sea­
son, no carol is so universally 
known as 1 Silent Night." Certain­
ly no other is as loved and sung 
as this simple German song.

For years its origin was un­
known, except that It supposedly 
dated back for many centuries, 
recent investigations, however, 
disclosed that it waa produced in 
1818. The poem waa originally 
written by Joseph Morh, an as­
sistant priest in Oberndcrf in South 
Germany. The melody was com ­
posed by a schoolmaster, Frans 
Gruber.

Both the poll and the composer 
were part of the choir that sang 
the now famous carol that Christ­
mas Eve in the Oberndorf church. 
The beloved song was sung first 

; to the accompaniment of a guitar, 
for the church organ waa out of 
order that Eve in 1818.

It has since been sung to the 
tune of almost every musical in­
strument in the world, in the lan-

For centuries mankind had re­
garded the evergreen tree as a 
symbol of life eternal. When the 
sere leaves of hardwoods fall in 
the Icy winds of autumn the coni­
fer# stand, still fully dressed in 
living green, a mute promise that 
life has not fled but only l i e s  
dormant for a season.

' repeated around the firesidea of 
j Europe.
I The children of Lapland and 
northern climates naturally pic­
ture Santa dressed in fur and dash­
ing through the snow in a rein- 
deer-drawn sleigh. But in central 
Europe. St. Nicholas first appear* 

j ed on his liturgical feast day, De­
cember 6, and ha was a thin, aus­
tere churchman who rods a mule 

I and carried gifts for good children 
and a bundle of birch roda with 
which to switch the naughty.

Under Dutch influence St. Nich­
olas lost, his solsmnlty. The Dutch 

j colonists who brought him to 
America were very practical peo­
ple and they decided against two 
gift-giving days in the asms 
month. Thus, Sinter Klass started 
coming round only at Christmas 
Ume. ,

Eventualy, the ancient legends 
were woven Into American Christ­
mas traditions. Washington Irving 
sent St. Nicholas flying through 
Christmas' skies in a reindeer- 
drawn sleigh in 1800; Dr. Clement 
Moore'a poem "The Night Before 
Christmas," written in 1832, gave 
Santa little round belly
that shook when he laughed, like 
a bowl full of Jelly;”  and a series 
of drawings in 1888 by Thomas 
Nast added much to the traditional 
pictures and appearance of the 
Santa we see today.

In every youngster’s life there 
I comes the time when he begins 
to suspect that the various b e -! 

[whiskered gentlemen, so numerous] 
during this season, are not exactly 

. the real Santa Claus. Wise parents |. 
advance the "helper" theory as 
soon as they are asked questions 
and teach their children to make 
the Christmas of less fortunate 
th land aeeotu mistl reoc lmt eaf. 
tot* and their families come true. [

Thus, the real Sant® Claus isn’t 
just myth or legend. He Is the I 
Spirit of Christmas who lives in 
the sparkling eyes of children and 
the hearts of all grownupa w ho! 
strive for peace and good will 
among men.

“ Chriatmaa Carol." Hera la em- 
bodid the feativity, tha good will, 
tha true aplrit of Christmas that 
few writers have been able to cap­
ture.

Dickens himself knew very little 
of tha comfort and happiness In 
his early life. He was born in a 
sordid slum area in Portsmouth, 
England. Hit father was in a 
debtors prison most of Dicken s 
childhood. Dickens was a man ac­
quainted with poverty and distress, 
but in hla works la no mark of 
bitterness or self-pity.

Much criticism, however, has 
been directed at his note of re­
form through melodramatic pathos 
an exceaa sentimentality. Actual­
ly this does not affect his art, 
for Its crusading motives a r e  
overshadowed by the enduring 
qualities of hla ganlua.

Every character that Dickens 
touched became alive; from the 
gentleman who aak Scrooge for a 
donation for the poor, to his little 
sister, Fran. Hla sense of words 
is exquisite, and hia ability to coin 
names unsurpassed. Picture a 
“ Mr. and Mrs. Fexxiwlg,”  or for 
that matter, a "Tiny Tim ." In an 
Instant the character is drawn and 
colored.

But perhaps the most miracu­
lous quality Dickens possessed was 
that of enveloping hi* characters, 
action, and plots with a cloak of 
fantasy, so that while you are 
reading about the kind of people 
who live next door, or who de­
liver your groceries, • you can 
find yourself In an aura of 
spiritual poesy.

So, as you read and hear again 
this ageless Christmas carol, and 
sit in once again at the Cratchlt's 
Christmas dinner, you may pause 
to wonder about the magnificent 
Englishman who wrote it. Who 
was Charles Dickens? And a bi 
ographer has answered, "He was 
a banner In the sun, the wind 
hia genius, his novels, the danc 
Ing shadows." So, for long years 
to come, as long Indeed mb any. 
one reads English, we will geek 
shelter in his books in time of 
our tribulation, in time of our 
prosperity. And there, in this dkep 
shelter, waits for us the power 
that possessed Charles Dickens — 
his fiery indignation a g I net 
wrong, hia glowing faith in human 
freedom, hia impassioned convic­
tion that in tha and good must 
conquer evil."

Mistletoe 
First Used 
By Druids

All Countries Hare Special 
Ways Of Keeping Christmas

We hop* you have a very delightful Christmas 
surrounded by devoted family and friends.

AND TAILORSThe greens which are used for 
Christmas decorations found their 
way Into early festivities because 
of certain virtues attributed to 
them by the ancients, and many 
of them which adorned pagan sea­
sonal rites were later taken over 
to grace the ceremonies and cele­
brations of Christmas Day.

In both England and America, 
the holly and the mistletoe are 
associated with Christmas as in­
variably as are the plum pudding 
and Christmas tree.

It was the Druids who first used 
the mistletoe. “ Heal-all" was their 
name for it. The plant was sup­
posed to have curative values, and 
gradually they assigned to It all 
manner of magic powers.

Their priests, each year around 
the time when we now celebrate 
Christmas, would have high plat­
forms built around the sacred oak 
trees Which, in a manner of speak­
ing, were "hosts'1 Le the mistle­
toe. Robed In ceremonial vest­
ments of white, they ascended 
these platforms, and with golden j 
sickles especially made for the; 
solemn occasion they cut away the 
mistletoe.

The Saxons also prized it and 
It was thay who gava to It the 
name of mistletoe.

Eventually the green came to be 
regarded as a symbol of peace. 
Opposing warriors who met near| 
it would call a truce, and it was 
customary to hang it over the en-j 
trance doors so that they w h o  
entered might be assured of friend­
ship.

Interpretation. In other parts of 
Germany the dispenser of gifts is 

The custom of

many Russians, belong to the Or­
thodox church. Their Christmas 
feat traditionally begins with a 
bowl of “ kutya”  which is a com ­
bination of wheat, honey, ground 
poppy seed and pecans. Mush­
room soup, fruit, fish and nuts 
are also served. A small layer 
of hay is spread under the table 
cloth to show humility for Christ's 
birth In a stable. Polish people 
also follow this last custom.

So every country and every dis­
trict often has its own special ways 
of keeping Christmas. The United 
States, being composed of people, 
and has adopted those it liked, and 
altered them to fit the American 
style. So It has been with Santa 
Claus the Christmas plays and 
carols, the luscious menus — ev­
erything has been gladly taken 
over with thanka to the many na­
tions and peoples that have be­
queathed them to ua.

Early Christiana did not cele­
brate the birthday of Christ. It 
was not until the fourth century 
that December 25 came to be ac­
cepted as the presumed anniver­
sary of the great event. In that 
year Pope Gregory V set his day 

! officially. His intention was partly 
'to absorb the old pagan festival 
Of the returning sun ( the winter 
solstice on December 22) In a 

i Christian feast. A number of pag­
an celebrations were overlapped 
In this mariner during the first 
centuries of Christianity,

In Great Britain,, for instance, 
the 'Lord of Misrule1- led the frol­
icking, parading and carol singing, 
this period of pranks and general 
foolishness Is supposed to have de­
scended from the Saturnalia of 
pagan Rome. Only a few Britons 
now follow this Jolly old custom.

The Santa Claus tradition rep- 
presents the combining of a num­
ber of widely differing relics of 

! old superstitions and beliefs. The 
j northern Europeans In pre-Chris- 
jtlan times believed In a spirit of 
woods and fields who had to be 
placated now and then, or he would 
ruin the harvests. This being was 
known in Norway, as the “ Nissee," 
and by various names in other 
Scandinavian countries. It is still 
a custom In rural regions for chil­
dren to set out porridge and beer 
on Christmas Eve to please the 
NiaSe. He Is merging however, 
with the popular figure of Santa 
Claus.

In Britain the character known 
as "Father Christmas" is suppos­
ed to be a Christian version of 
this ancient spirit of the fields. 
The Dutch Sinter Klass, of St. 
Nicholas, Is still recognisable as 
the god bishop of Myre in Dutch 
plays, but he , too is being ab­
sorbed in the mors popular ver­
sion of 8anta Claus, the tat, red-

Mass Climax To Nazareth Activity*Mr. and MrsfSnowman’ Easy To  Make
NAZARETH — (UP) — The fev­

erish activity that has been grip­
ping the people of this town where | 
the Savior grew to manhood comes 
to a peaceful climax sat the close 
of Dec. 24 with the celebration of 
Midnight Mass in the Church of 
the Annunciation.

For weeks, the l? ,000 Christians 
of this town of more than 20,000 
persons have been preparing to 
send off the 800 fortunate ones go­
ing to Bethlehem in Jordan to cel­
ebrate Christmas at the Church 
of the Nativity. The thousands un 
able to go themselves (either be­
cause Iareal or Jordan, or both 
have refused to authorize t h e i r  
crossing the border), will take part 
in the bustle surrounding the lucky 
ones. .

Chartered buses and cars pack­
ed with pilgrims to the birthplace 
of Christ will leave Dec. 24 in a 
long caravan wending its way up 
the road leading out of Nazareth 
into the low hills to the west.

On one of these hills, Jesus ad­
dressed Die multitudes following 
Him from far and wide (Matthew 
8), immersing them in the glory 
emanating from His words. Speed­
ing along the highway, the pil­
grims will easily be able to see 
some of the physical splendor serv­
ing as a backdrop for the Sermon

One of the most popular saints 
In Christendom, especially through­
out the Eastern World is Saint 
Nicholas, patron saint of old Rus­
sia, of Aberdeen, of parish clerks 
and of scholars (who used to be 
called clerks). He is the original 
of our Santa Claus.

Little is known of his life but 
he is said to have been the Bishop 
of Myra in the early part of the 
fourth century.

Saint Nicholas is the patron 
satin of pawnbrokers because of 
the three bags of gold ( l a t e r  
transformed to three balls of gold) 
that he gavg to the daughters of 
a poor man to save them from 
the necessity of earning t h e i r  
dowries in a disreputable way.

He is also the patron saint of 
little boys. Legend has it that 
Saint Nicholas restored the lives 
of three little boys who had been 
cut up and pickled in a salting- 
tub to be served as bacon.

Saint Nicholas is invoked by 
sailors, because he allayed a 
storm during a voyage to the Holy 
Land.

He Is said to have originated 
the Christmas stocking custom. Ac­
cording to this legend, he once 
climbed to a roof top to avoid 
being seen and dropped a purse of 
gold down the chimney for a needy 
family. The money instead of fall- 
Ing into the fire, is supposed to 
have lodged in a child’s stocking 
hanging on the mantlepiece to 
dry.

Saint Nichlas’ act became 
known, and thereafter when un­
expected gifts appeared, they were 
attributed to Saint Nicholas.
