Reuther’s Strange Idea
Of Double Standard

[ have been commenting on
Walter Reuther's address before
an AFL-CIO group

He complains about facts not
being available but doesn’t specify
what facts

Every owner of stock In a cor-
poration knows_ he can get all the
facts . about income, expenses,
wages, salaries and profits of the
corporation. What facts are hid
den?

He complains about the corpora
tion heads getting a pension and
the corporation refusing to give
the workers a pension

Of course there should be no
corporation pensions, either for
the salaried executives or for the
workers, Everyone should get all
he earns each year. And if the
government did not discriminate
against the executives they would
not receive pensions. But when the
government discriminates against
them by taxing them up to 91
percent of their income, while the
lower income group is taxed at
