Supreme Court today ordered the 
Little Rock School Board to pro­
ceed with integration at Central 
High School.

The high court did so by up­
holding a decisionpf the 8th U.S. 
Circuit Oourt of Xppeals.

The Circuit Court has over-ruled 
a 2‘,,-year delay in integration 
granted by Federal District Judge 
Harry J. Lemley on June 21.

The Supreme Court’s decision 
was unanimous.

I Chief Justice Earl Warren read 
a brief order on behalf of the 
whole court.

On Bench 5 Minutes
Warren said the decision was 

effective immediately. This means 
[that the Little Rook School Board 
| is under orders of the Supreme 
Court to admit Negroes when 
Central High School opens for the 
fall term Monday.

Communist T  roops 
Pull Out Of Korea

TAIPEI, Formosa (UPI) -Communist China warned 
today that the Chinese “volunteer" troops now being 
pulled out of North Korea were fully prepared to go 
“any place to fight against the aggressors," including the 
Quemoy area.

Communist China sent perhaps one million “volun­
teers" into North Korea to aid North Korean Communists 
fighting United Nations forces. They are being withdrawn 
into Manchuria and “are closely watching the situation 
in the Taiwan Strait area," Peiping Radio said.

Reports from Quemoy said Na­
tionalist frogmen there were re­
moving underwater obstacles in 
hopes of carving out an emergen­
cy landing beach but that Red 
artillery was bombarding the is­
land almost without letup.

The Communists drove back 
four Nationalist supply vessels 
Thursday with a record barrage 
that continued through the night 
and morning. The defense minis­
try said more than 60,000 shells 
hit Quemoy between 4 p.m. Thurs­
day and 7 o'clock this morning.

M a ss  C h in e s e  " P r o t e s t s ”
Reports from Quemoy said un­

derwater demolition teams had 
started clearing coastal mines and 
steel spike barricades from a new 
area sheltered by a 50-foot sheer 
cliff for a third landing ship 
beaching area.

Ike Doesn't Want To Whet Red China's Appetite
WASHINGTON — President Ei­

senhower said last night this coun­
try will not appease Red China In 
the Formosa 8tratt test that only 
whet Peiping's appetite and s e t  
it off on "an ambitious plan of 
armed eonqiieat.” Elsenhower said 
he devoutly hopes Communist 
China will agree to a cease • fire 
before its massive bombardment 
of Quemoy Island explodes into a 
bigger conflict.

Rut he said that if Peiping, does 
not agree to that course, t h i a  
country wlll not yield to h e r  
threats.

"A Western Pacific M u n i c h  
would not buy u* peace or secur­
ity," he said in an address to the 
nation. "It.would encourage t h e  
aggressors . . .  If history teaches 
anything, appeasement w o u l d  
make It more likely that we would 
have to fight a major war."

At the same time, Eisenhower 
expressed confidence that there 
will not be any war.

“There is a far better way thaa

resort to force to settle these dif­
ferences." he said, "and there is 
some hope that auch a better way 
may be followed.”

"That is the way of negotia­
tion."

Eisenhower, interrupting his va­
cation. spoke to the nation by ra­
dio and television from the White 
House. He appealed for public un­
derstanding and support of h i s  
avowed determination to fight if 
necessary to prevent Chinese Com­
munist conquest of Nationalist Chi­
na.

Repeatedly, Eisenhower stressed 
that surrendering Quemoy would 
only whet Red China's appetite.

"1-et us suppose that the Chinese 
Communists conquered Quemoy," 
he* said. “Would that be the end of 
the story? We know that It would 
not be the end of the story. His­
tory teaches that when powerful 
despots can g a i n  something 
through aggression, they try, by 
the same methods, to gain nor# 
and more and more."

He said Red capture of Quemoy 
would threaten the main Nat'on- 
alist island of Formosa and cau­
tioned that the Philippines, linked 
by alliance with the United States, 
"could he next in line for conquest 
If Formosa fell into hoatile hands."

He said “the Chinese Commu­
nists and the Soviet Union appear 
to be Working hand in hand" in 
a plan he said presents a clear 
danger to the Free World.

Eisenhower summed up his 
views with these words:

"There is not going to be a n y  
appeasement.

"I believe that there Is not go­
ing to be any wsr.

"But there must be sober rest- 
Iration by the American people 
that our legitimate purpoaea e r a  
again being tested by those w h o  
threaten peace and freedom ev­
erywhere. "

Eisenhower gave his strongest 
hint that he might order U.S. arm ­
ed forces to intervene If Chiang 
Kai-shek's Nationalist forces need

help to beat off any Red Chinese 
assaults. But he said he c o u l d  
not “ make absolute advance com­
mitments.”

"Now I assure you t h a t  no 
American boy will ever he ssked 
by me to fight just for Quemoy," 
he said.

"But those who make up o u r  
armed forces and I believe the 
American people as a whole <1o 
stand ready to defend the prin­
ciple that armed force shall not 
be used for aggressive purposes."

Despite mounting tensions. Ei­
senhower said, there Is some hope 
a settlement with Red China can 
be reached at ambassadorial talks 
expected to begin soon in Warsaw.

If theae talks fail, he iml-cateo 
he would turn to the United Na­
tions. He said It Is clear Red Chi­
na's military actions e n d a n g e r  
world peace. In an appeal to Pei­
ping for reasonableness he then 
added:

"I do not believe that any rul­
ers, however aggressive they may

a V

be. will flout efforts to find a 
peaceful and honorable solution, 
whether It be by direct negotia­
tions or through the United Na­
tions."

Eisenhower hinted that he has 
some specific proposals til mind 
to offer the Reds. Secretary of 
State Dulles had strongly hinted 
on Tuesday at possible concessions 
if the Peiping regime would halt 
It* military operations in the For­
mosa Strait.

“We believe that diplomacy can 
and should find a way out," El­
senhower said. “There are meas­
ures that ran be taken to assure 
that these offshore islands will not 
be a thorn in the side of peace.

"We believe that arrangements 
are urgently required to atop gun­
fire and to pave the way to a 
peaceful solution." -

Skip Inaccuracies

tieatrqen'. of Elisabeth through 
hypnosis, for example, when ac­
tually hers was the first signifi­
cant ease in which Freud depart­
ed from hypnosis; the depiction 
of Freud s wife ss a near-shrew 
when actually their marriage was 
quite happy; the pretended meet­
ing of Freud with his colleague. 
Dr. Jose Breuer. after hie mar­
riage wnen actually Freud and 
Breuer were good friends many 
years before Freuds marriage

It's a dramatists s business to 
do wnai he chooses with his ma­
terial if it helps him turn out a 
successful and meaningful ve­
hicle.

However. 1 m not sure "The 
Wound Within was successful oi 
meaningful.

For one thing. It was construct­
ed episodically Freud seemed 
to spend the houi jumping from 
couch to couch

For another thing, there was a 
lack of dramatic conflici there 
were indications of conflicts with 
his wife and the local medical 
aociety, but these just piddled 
out.

Hollywood Treatment
But mostly, my objection to the 

whole piece was Its Hollywoodish 
treatment of the Freud story. I 
submit there is something terribly 
hackneyed about a great human 
and scientific drama that ends 
with Freud mouthing words like; 
•‘What happened today is not the 
tnd. it is the beginning

And with his wife gushing In 
reply: “It is a very beautiful be­

ginning." Curtain
As for the acting Granger did 

pretty well considering he had to 
bellov  ̂ lines like " I’m doing what 
I must do!"

His portrait had drive and 
thrust, but it lacked a little in 
warmth.

Eisenhower likened Red de­
mands that the United States force 
the Chinese Nationalists to s u r ­
render Quemoy and other offshore 
islands to demands for peace at 
any price evident at Munich be­
fore World War II.

"Some misguided persons have 
said that Quemoy is nothing to be 
come excited about,” he said.

He compared this to the situa­
tion before World War II, when 
he said, the "powerful democra­
cies stood aside" while totalitari­
an states seized Ethiopia, Mi n -  
churia, Austria and Czechoslova­
kia.

Eisenhower cautioned against al­
lowing history to repeat i t s e l f ,  
saying:

"But, my fellow Americans, It 
certainty can be repeated if the 
peace - loving democratic nations 
again fearfully practice a policy 
of standing idly by while big ag­
gressors use armed forces to con­
quer the small and weak.”

Dag Hoping 
For Space 
Agreement

By BRUCE W. MUNN 
United Press International

UNITED NATIONS, N.Y. (UPI) 
—Secretary General Dag Ham- 
marskjold expressed hope today 
the United Nations General As­
sembly will make progress to­
ward agreement on baste laws for 
outer space at the session that 
opens Tuesday.

Requesta from both the United 
States and Russia for a debate on 
space are among about 70 items 
awaiting action. They pose a new 
problem for- an organization which 
in the past has dealt only with 
terrestrial disputes.

Sir Leslie Munro, outgoing pres­
ident of the assembly, mentioned 
the need for space law in a speech 
delivered outside the U.N. last 
year.

Hammarskjold touched on the 
point in his annual report to the 
assembly, made public here to­
day.

"The beginning of space explor­
ation . . . has created a new chal­
lenge to the development of inter­
national law, just as the ballistic 
missiles which pass through outer 
space have created a further chal­
lenge to the disarmament effort 
. . .“ he said.

"I hope that it will be posaible 
to move ahead toward agreement 
on a basic rule that outer space 
and the celestial bodies therein 
are not considered as capable of 
appropriation by any state, and 
an assertion of the overriding in­
terest In the community of nations 
in the peaceful and . beneficial use 
of outer space.”

Space law is the only new item 
listed so far for debate by the 
asaembly, although it appears 
likely that Iceland's "fish war” 
with Britain and the Formosa 
crisis will come in for attention 
during the session.

As for his current mission to the 
Middle East, where he tried with­
out notable effect to arrange the 
speedy withdrawal of U. S. troops 
from Lebanon and British troops 

| from Jordan, Hammerskjold said

wound.

Skip Inaccuracies
I shall skip over the inac­

curacies in the script — Freud’s 
treatment of Elisabeth through 
hypnosis, for example, when ac­
tually hers was the first signifi­
cant case in which Freud depart­
ed from hypnosis: the depiction 
of Freud's wife as a near-shrew 
when actually their marriage was 
quite happy: the pretended meet­

in g  of Freud with hi* colleague. 
t) i . Jose Breuer, after his mar­
riage when actually Freud and 
Breuer were good friends many 
years before Freud’s marriage

It’s a dramatists’s business to 
do what he chooses with his ma­
terial if it helps him turn out a 
successful and meaningful ve­
hicle.

However, I'm  not sure "The 
Wound Within” was successful or 
meaningful.

For one thing.- it was construct­
ed episodically Freud seemed 
to spend the hour jumping from 
couch to couch

For another thing, there was a 
lack of dramatic conflict there 
were Indications of conflicts with 
his wife and the local Nnedical 
so&iety, but these just piddled 
out. /-

Hollywood Treatment
But mostly, my objection to the 

whole piece was its Hollvwoodish 
treatment of the Freud* story. I 
submit there is something terribly 
hackneyed about a great human 
and scientific drama that ends 
with Freud mouthing words like: 
“ What happened today is not the 
end, it is the beginning.”

And with his wife gushing in 
reply: "It is a very beautiful be­

ginning.” Curtain.
As for the acting, Granger did 

pretty well considering he had to 
bellow lines like “I ’m doingr what 
I must do!”

His portrait had drive and 
thrust, but it lacked a little in 
warmth. Mary Sinclair, who has 
not been seen much on TV late­
ly, had nothing much to do, but 
did it fairly well.

Dag Hoping 
For Space 
Agreement

United Press International

UNITED NATIONS. N.Y. (UPI) 
—Secretary General Dag Ham- 
marskjold expressed hope today 
the United Nations General As­
sembly will make progress to­
ward agreement on basic laws for 
outer space at the session that 
opens Tuesday.

Requests from both the United 
States and Russia for a debate on 
space are among about 70 items 
awaiting action. They pose a new 
problem for-an organization which 
in the past has dealt only with 
terrestrial disputes.

Sir Leslie Munro, outgoing pres­
ident of the assembly, mentioned 
the need for space law in a speech 
delivered outside the U.N. last 
year.

Hammarskjold touched on the 
point In his annual report to the 
assembly, made public here to­
day.

“The beginning of space explor­
ation . . . has created a new chal­
lenge to the development of inter­
national law, Just as the ballistic 
missiles which pass through outer 
space have created a further chal­
lenge to the disarmament effort 
. . .” he said.

“I hope that it will be possible 
to move ahead toward agreement 
on a basic rule that outer space 
and the celestial bodies therein 
are not considered as Capable of 
appropriation by any state, and 
an assertion of the overriding in­
terest In the community of nations 
in the peaceful and beneficial use 
of outer space."

Space law is the only new item 
listed so far for debate by the 
assembly, althougb it appears 
likely that Iceland's "fish war” 
with Britain and the Formosa 
crisis vfill come in for attention 
during the session.

As for his current mission to the 
Middle East, where he tried with­
out notable effect to arrange the 
speedy withdrawal of U. S. troops 
from Lebanon and British troops 

[from Jordan, Hammerskjold said 
only that he will report later "on 
the arrangements made In consul­

tation  with the governments con­
cerned.”

At one time, some 200 families 

were evacuated from their homes, 
but most of them returned by 
today. Officiala said 41 persons 
spent Thursday night in an emer­
gency Red Crosa shelter in down­
town El Paso.

The floods were caused by high 
water pouring down the ne’work 
of normally-dry arroyos from 
Mount Franklin and also by back­
waters of the Rio Grande.

Some 9,000 sandbags were uti­
lized in staving off major dam­
age, but there still was some 
seepage into homes and suburban 
shopping centers.

But police and public works 
employes had to work around the 
clock to clear streets and U.S. 80 
west of rocks, debris and mud 
swept in by the torrents.

Juarez Hard Hit

Damage was heavy aerate the
Fiver in Juarez where tile Mlgit 
waters wreaked havoo with Un­
paved streets and adobe (dirt) 
homes. Scores of persona were 
forced out of their quarters on the 
Mexican side because that . city 
does not have the modern storm 
sewer facilities to take care of 
runoff water.

Skies were overcast in El Paso 
this morning and also in East and 
Central Texas with some shower 
activity reported in South and 
southeast Texas. Patches of fog 
also were reported over the high 
plains.

Forecasters said, however, that 
the low clouds and fog probably 
would ‘‘burn out” by mid-morn­
ing.

Temperature* Mild
Most of El Paso’s rain came 

before daybreak Thursday. Only 
.48 inches were recorded there 
during the 24-hour period ending 
at 6 a.m. today. Other precipita­
tion during that period included 
.75 at Waco, .39 at Houston .14 
at Laredo, .13 at Presidio, .09 at 
Galveston, .07 at San Angelo and 
.03 at Wink.

Texas Methodism’s tribute to its 
program of student activities on 
28 college campuses will be ob­
served by local churches on High­
er Education Sunday, Sept. 14, 
Pastors In five annual conferences, 
Central Texas, North Texas, North­
west Texas, Southwest Texas and 
Texas, which includes the south­
eastern portion of the state, are 
expected to take this opportunity 
to give their parishioners a view 
of the college - oriented program 
o f. religious education provided 
through the Methodist S t u d e n t  
Movement.

Texas colleges anticipate an en­
rollment of around 100,000 this 
year — and over one - fifth will 
be Methodists, according to church 
officials. Methodist students who 
go off to college this year for the 
first time will find that the church 
is waiting for them when t h e y  
reach the college campus. It will 
be waiting as represented in its 
Sunday program of worship and 
church school. But more than that, 
it will be waiting as represented 
in its week - day program carried 
out through the Wesley Founda­
tion on all of the major Texas 
campuses. Five Methodist colleges 
and 23 other eolleges and uni­
versities, tax - supported or pri­
vately endowed, have Methodist 
student activities as a part of the 
campus religious life.

Students have long heralded the 
Wesley Foundation as "A Home 
Away From Home,” and fresh­
men are always expected to find 
this particularly true as they fake 
their first adjustments to the life 
of the university campus. Wesley 
Foundation is the Methodist stu­
dent organization on the campuses 
of Texas. It is a fellowship of 
Methodist students, engaged In 
worship, training and service ac­
tivities in the campus community 
through the week and ' supporting 
the local church activities on Sun­
days. Carefully trained workers 
with full ministerial training lead 
the Wesley Foundations. Some of 
the foundations are housed in spe­
cially planned buildings adjancent 
to the campus known as Methodist 
student centers. Other* are locat­
ed in churches or in room pro­
vided by the college. On Methodist 
campuses, the Wesley Foundation 
is usually called a Methodist Stu­
dent Movement organization.

Because the church realizes that 
students going away make new 
form new habits, acquire n e w  
friends, establish a new home, 
form new habits, acquire n e w j 7 ;3o 
knowledge, confront new ideas, the 
Wesley Foundation and the Metho­
dist Student Movement exists. 
Methodist leaders say that a whole 
personality cannot develop when a 
person has only a kindergarten 
faith to match his snow • balling 
acquistion of high education. Min­
isters in charge of Wesley Founda­
tions find that one of their main 
responsibilities is to help the stu­
dent hold his many questions in 
the perspective of a growing life. 
Wesley Foundations encourage 
each student to pursue the search 
for a philosophy of life and deep 
faith as avidly as he goes after 
grades and a degree.

Methodist leaders say that the 
church realizes, too, that religious 
illiteracy is appalling today; that 
a weak and uncertain faith can 
seldom serve adequately when the 
student is bombarded with new 
ideas on the collegiate l e v e l .  
Therefore, study is an Important 
part of every Wesley Foundation 
program. T h i s  may be done 
through a Wesley Bible C h a i r  
which offers courses for credit on 
tax-supported campuses, or in In- 
congerenees and other activities.

Why.dpes it exist? So that the 
sudent who finishes college and be­
comes a working layman in a

to explain it to another; under­
stand his faith in terms of his 
vocation; be familiar with t h e  
church, its history and its task; 
and be able to work creatively in 
church councils and boards.”

You Do Not Control You
No matter how firmly we may 

resist the knowledge, the fact re­
mains that all humpn energy is 
controlled only by human beings. 
Each individual controls his own 
energy. Groups of persons do not 
control individuals. Nor do individ­
uals control groups. Each per­
son ultimately does make the de­
cision as to how his energies are 
to be controlled.

It is true, of course, that many 
things may influence an individual 
and thus his final usage of his 
energy may follow influence which 
has been brought to bear. A per­
son may be pursuaded to pur­
chase a given item. Another per­
son may be persuaded to pur- 
such a purchase. But in the end, 
the decision to purchase or not to 
purchase is a matter which the 
Individual, and he only, has de­
cided.

Where many people become con­
fused in this process is at that 
point where a use of force in­
trudes itself upon the decisions of 
the individual. At that time, many 
opine that the individual does not 
control his energy, but that the 
force from outside himself does 
control him. This is not true.

It may be, for example, that 
a man with a gun confronts you 
and asks you to surrender your 
purse. Whether you surrender 
your purse or not is still a m at­
ter of your own choice and your 
own control of your own energy.

It may be wise or merely ex­
pedient for you to surrender your 
purse. But the decision to do so 
is yours, and not the gunman’s. 
He has brought a threat of force 
to bear 'so  that it is hardly safe 
for you to resist him. But you do 
not have to decide to do what is 
safe. You can decide to do many 
other things besides surrender to 
his wishes. And even if you do 
decide to obey his request, the de­
cision is yours.

People can be, and are every 
day, killed for refusing to obey 
an order. This does not alter the 
fact that each individual is him­
self at all times 7he only author­
ity over his own human energy. 
If he decides to disobey the order 
and death results, the choice was 
still his. If he decides to obey and 
thus preserve his life, the choice 
is also his.

This is in no way to excuse the 
use of compulsion by one against 
another. On the contrary, such a 
use of force is Inexcusable. But it 
does not remove the basic fact of

man's nature. You and you alone 
can control your thoughts, your 
muscles, your opinions ,or your 
actions.

It is in this area of understand­
ing that Rose Wilder Lane, the 
distinguished author of “Discov­
ery of Freedom,” has done such 
useful pioneering.

She puts it this way:
“The control or numan energy 

is individual control. An individu­
al’s desire to achieve some aim is 
the stimulus that generates hu­
man energy. The individual con­
trols that energy.

“He always controls it in ac­
cordance with his personal view 
of the desirable, the good.

“In other words:-Every person 
acts on a basis of his religious 
faith.

“ (I am not discussing religions. 
My interest is wholly in the un­
precedented effectiveness of hu­
man energy in protecting and en­
riching human life, in these Unit­
ed States during the past cen­
tury.)

“Consciousness itself is an act 
of faith. No one can probe that he 
exists. No evidence of the senses, 
and no effort of logic, can demon­
strate the existence of the element 
that everyone means when he says 
‘I*. I simply know that I  exist.

“In the same way, by faith, ev­
eryone knows that a standard of 
values exists. You can not know 
that you are cold, without having 
a standard of temperature. You 
can not like or dislike, or want 
or not want, anything, without 
having a standard of good. You 
can not generate energy to act, 
without desiring something that 
(to you) is good. You can not 
think, without faith that you exist 
and faith that a standard of value, 
a God, exists in the universe.

“Of course, millions do not be­
lieve that Jehovah exists, or Jupi­
ter, or Brahma or Allah or Christ. 
It is always possible not to believe 
in any God in whom other men 
believe. But it is impossible not 
to believe in God. The human 
mind will not work without a 
standard of value.”

Thus, when you are confronted 
with a compulsive choice, you will 
inevitably choose to act in a way 
that to you will seem good at the 
time. This may result in your ei­
ther losing or saving your life. But 
the decision is always yours. 
There is no other way that the 
fact of your own energy can ever 
be understood.

Pseudo Nonconformity
The tenth episode of the Satur­

day Evening Post’s series "Ad­
ventures of the Mind” brings us 
architect Walter Gropius, and a 
sadly misnamed piece entitled: 
“The Curse of Conformity.”

Dr. Gropius is groping for a 
solution to mass industrialization. 
In his view, the curse of our times 
is related to the machine and to 
the multitude of things machines 
have produced. He fails to discov­
er in all his efforts that conform­
ity is a government - made pro­
duct and has more to do with com­
pulsion that it has to Madi­
son Avenue promotion. Universal­
ly, people do not like to be ̂ exactly 
like other people. But government 
tends to  do that to them. A n d  
here, Dr. Gropius fails utterly to 
come to grips with reality.

In his mind, it is the p u b l i c  
taste, deplorable and undeveloped, 
which has produced our pre-fabri- 
cated dwellings, marching up one 
street and down the next with the 
precision of the Buckingham Pal­
ace guard. He fails to take into 
consideration the fact that people 
may not like these things, b u t  
find themselves well able to pur­
chase them because of the X a c t 
that our government has m a d e  
their purchase so simple and bur­
denless that it is easier to own a 
cracker box for living purposes 
than it is to pay rent.

People do what they can afford to 
d ^  The government encourages 
people to desecrate their own 
sense of individuality in order to 
use tax money in the form of a 
never-ending loan.

But, in the end, Dr. Gropius 
doesn’t object to conformity. He 
calls it the "curse” of our times, 
the times of the machine tools, 
but he ends up joining ranks with 
conformity, if only it can be a 
conformity of his own designing.

The architect, he insists, should 
not design the entire prefabricated 
house. He should, instead, design 
all the component parts of t h e  
house and then let Individual buy­
ers order these prefabricated 
units and assemble them accord­
ing to their own tastes. While we 
Immediately concede that the out­
ward appearance of homes, by 
Sits innovation, would appear to 
be different, the fact would re- 
ftiat*. however, that the appear­
ance of divergency would be 11- 
Umatf. Living rooms whether a t-(

tached to the home In front. In 
back, at either side or in the 
middle, would still he prefabri­
cated and one would be as much 
like the next as two peas t a k e n  
from different pods.

His aim is “unity thru multiplic­
ity” and to this end he clearly ad­
vocates some supreme council of 
architects drawn up to perpetrate 
something for each village a n d  
town which would enlarge the area 
of conformity enormously.

About forty years ago, according 
to Gropius, he helped to organize 
a school for architects in Weimar 
and Dessau, Germany. The p u r  
pose was: ". . . to establish a com 
mon background for spontaneous 
artistic creation, saving the work 
of the artist from arbitrariness or 
isolation and making it part of the 
development of a genuine ZEIT­
GEIST, away from the I-cult.”

This school succeeded, says its 
founder. "It was . . .  a laboratory 
for basic research into design 
problems of all types. Staff and 
students succeeded in giving their 
work a hemogeneity based not on 
external, stylistic features, but 
on a fundamental approach to de­
sign which resulted in standard 
products rather than novelties.”

Just how standard products 
which are thoroly homogenized, 
are to combat the tendency toward 
conformity is not entirely clear. 
What Dr. Gropius appears to be 
saying is this. If you can overcome 
gthe outward appeamce of e o n -  
formity, you may be able to plunge 
right into the heart of things and 
there find relief in true conform­
ity. And this, he concludes, is the 
way to escape conformity.

There are a  number of worth­
while things contained In this 
hodge-podge of reasoning. For ex­
ample he says: “ Selectivity is a 
criterion of a balanced culture.”

And therein he appears to fa­
vor the Idea that each individual 
should select what he chooses. 
But since he has no faith in t h e  
selective power of individuals, he 
shudders as he considers the cul­
tural result of an excessive use of 
free choice. “One of the brightest 
prospects will be the creation of 
visual order out of our chaotic 
modern scene by co-operative ef­
forts and co-ordinated planning.

Does Competition 
Reduce Pauperism ?

IX.
In Frederic Bastiat’s chapter on 

“Competition,” he goes into the 
question of how competition ef­
fects the lowest paid workers. He 
aamits there are lots of misery 
and suffering. He discusses the 
subject in this manner:

“Now, taking pauperism as an 
existing fact, are we to impute 
it to the natural iaws which gov­
ern the social order, — or to hu­
man institutions which act in a 
sense contrary to those laws, — 
or, finally, to the people them­
selves, who are the victims, and 
who, by their errors and their 
faults, have brought down this se­
vere chastisement on their own ( 
heads?

“In other words, does pauper­
ism exist by providential destina­
tion, — or, on the contrary, by 
what remains of the artificial in 
our political organization, — or as 
a personal retribution? Fatality, 
Injustice, Responsibility — to 
which of these three causes must 
we attribute this frightful sore?

“I hesitiate not to assert that it 
cannot be the result of the natural 
laws which have hitherto been the 
subject of our investigation, see­
ing that these laws all tend to 
equalization by amelioration; that 
is to say, to bring all men to one 
and the same level, which level 
is continually rising. This, then, is 
not the place to seek a solution 
of the problem of pauperism.

"At present, if we would con­
sider specially that class of la­
bourers who execute the most ma­
terial portion of the work of pro­
duction, and who, in general, hav­
ing no interest In the profits, live 
upon a fixed remuneration called 
wages, the question we have to 
investigate is this: Apart from the 
consideration of good or bad ec­
onomic institutions — apart from 
the consideration of the evils 
which the men who live by wages 
(the proletaires) bring upon them­
selves by their faults — what is, 
as regards them, the proper ef­
fect of Competition?

“For this class, as for all, the 
operation of Competition is two­
fold. They feel it both as buyers 
and as sellers of services. The 
error of those who write upon 
these subjects is never to look but 
at one side of the question, like 
natural philosophers, who, if they 
took into account only centrifugal 
force, would never cease to be­
lieve and to prophesy that all was 
over with us. Grant their false 
datum, and you will see with what 
irrefragable logic they conduct 
you to this sinister conclusion. The 
same may he allowed the expres­
sion. They forget to take into ac­
count1 centripetal Competition, and 
that fa. sufficient to reduce their 
doctrines to puerile declamation. 
They forget that the workman, 
when he presents himself In the 
market with the wages he has 
earned, becomes a center towards 
which innumerable branches of 
industry tend, and that he profits 
then by that universal Competition 
of which all trades complain in 
their turn.

“It is true that the labourer, 
when he regards himself as a pro­
ducer, as the person who supplies 
labour or services, complains also 
of Competition. Grant, then, that 
Competition benefits him on one 
side, while It pinches him on the 
other, the question comes to be, 
Is the balance favourable or un­
favourable — or is there compen­
sation?

“I must have explained myself 
very obscurely if the reader does 
not see that jn  the play of this 
marvellous mechanism, the action 
of Competition, apparently antag­
onistic, tends to the s in g e r  and 
consoling result, that there Is a 
balance which is favourable to all 
at the same time; caused by 
gratuitous Utility continually en­
larging the circle of production, 
and falling continually into the do­
main of Community. Now, that 
which becomes common is profit­
able to all without hurting any 
one; we may even say—for this 
mathematically certain—is profit­
able to each in proportion to his 
previous poverty. It is this portion 
of gratuitous utility, forced by 
Competition to become common, 
which causes the tendency of val­
ue to become proportioned to la­
bour, to the evident benefit of the 
labourer. This, too, renders evi­
dent the social solution which I 
have preiaed so much on the at­
tention of the reader, and which 
is only concealed by the illusions 
of habit, — for a determinate 
amount of labour each receives an 
amount of satisfactions which 
tends to be increased and equal­
ized. *
• "Moreover, the condition of the 
labourer does not depend upon 
one economic law, but upon all. 
To become acquainted with that 
condition, to discover the prospects 
and the future of the labourer, 
this is Political Economy; for 
what other object could that sci­
ence have in view?. . .But I am 
wrong — we have still spoliators. 
What causes the equivalence of 
services? Liberty. What impairs 
that equivalence? Opression. Such 
is the circle we have still to 
traverse.

"As recards the condition of that 
class of labourers who execute 
the more immediate work of pro­
duction, it cannot be appreciated 
until we are In a situation to dis- 
cover In what manner the law of 
Competition is combined with that 
of Wages and Population, and also 
with the disturbing effects of un­
equal taxes and monopolies."

Skies For Meteorologists

During his absence, hla column 
today la by a leading meteorolo­
gist, who absorbingly reports on 
the far-reaching and exciting de­
velopments underway on greatly 
Increased and accurate weather 
forecasting. So important a r e  
these scientific and technical ad­
vances that he says, “Forecasters 
confldentaly believe they are en­
tering the golden age of meteorol­
ogy."

WASHINGTON — Weathermen 

are predicting fair akiea a h e a d |» « arch 
for meteorologists starting careers wanted 
in weather forecasting.

Within the next few years our 
weather forecaster* will be using 
new observation and forecasting 
tools that go far beyond the wild­
est dreams of the pre-war fore­
caster. Such devices Just a  f e w  
years ago would be dismissed as 
Rube Goldberg and Buck Rogers 
Inspirations.

Already installed or being devel­
oped are such outstanding new fa­
cilities as weather search radar, 
storm-spotting satellites, automat- 
weather observer*, electronic fore- 
caster*, atorm photographic rock­
ets, globe encircling balloons, hur­
ricane and tornado probing planes, 
ocean weather buoys, lightning 
counters, televlalon weather brief­
ers, weather chart facsimile net­
works, and high speed telecom­
munication devices that can ex­
change w e a t h e r  Information 
around the world at 1,000 words a 
minute.

These and dozens of other newly 
developed weather facilities and 
forecasting procedures are to be 
supplemented by closer networks 
of observation stations over land 
and marine areas from the Arctic I ttons to free meteorologists a n d

weather observer.
These man - made globe enclr 

clling weather platforms are des 
tined to provide earthbound fore 
casters with an enlarged “moon's 
eye view” of the ever • changing 
stormy weather patterns around 
the entire globe.

These storm patrol satellites will 
also provide, for the first time 
In the history of meteorology, di­
rect and unimpeded observations 
of the sun'a radiation toward the 
earth, and of the earth 's re-radla- 
tlon back toward outer space.

Since all life on earth and the 
weather depends on the sun, re- 

meteorologists have long 
to know how time a n d  

space variations of “ Incoming” ra ­
diation and “outgoing" radiation 
changes in the weather experienc­
ed In various area^ of the world.

The Weather Bureau recently 
Has been developing an entirely 
neVr family of automatic weather 
observing instruments that even 
tually will replace the h u m a n  
weather observer.

Already developed and In opera, 
tlon at more than a dozen locations 
in the United States are robot ob­
servers that automatically observe 
and record wind direction, w i n d  
ape*d, visibility, temperature, dew 
point, amount of precipatation, 
barometric pressure and even the 
occurrence of lightning strokes In 
the vicinity. Later experimental 
models of the automatic observer 
will also report cloud height and 
the amount of sky covered by 
clouds.

The first batch of these tireless 
24-hour-a-day mechanical weather 
observers are to be located at 
mountain tops and other hard-to- 
reach uninhabited points.

Later models are to be establish, 
ed at large airport weather s t a

tative aesthetic formula.”
We have received little comfort

Ocean to the Antarctic plateau, 
and are to be backed up In depth 
by far-ranging meteorological re­
search programs.

A closer look at some of these 
new developments In the weather 
sciences will show why forecasters 
confidently believe they are enter­
ing the golden age of meteorology.

A single weather search radar 
station for example, can r e p o r t  
day and night, continuously a n d  
Instantly, the times and a r e a s  
where rainfall is occurring over 
an area equal to the average size 
state. The same radar equipment 
can locate and track hurricanes 
and other severe storms, and can 
thereby help the forecaster predict 
the exact time* when particular lo- 
calitles will be struck by damag 
ing winds and flood producing 
rains.

Weather search radar can a l s o  
be used to help the aviation fore­
caster locate and track any freez­
ing rain, extreme turbulence, 
sudden squalls and other hazards 
to flying within a radius of 200 
miles. A soon-to-be-installed net­
work of 31 weather search radars 
will help provide the best yet in­
flight bad weather protection to 
private a ircraft

A second outstanding example of 
the new look In meteorology today 
is the successful use of high speed 
electronic computers to forecast 
wind and weather patterns f o r  
each hour up to 72 hours in ad­
vance.

After less than three years of 
experimental development w i t h  
numerical prediction m e t h o d s ,  
Weather Bureau forecasters a r e

technicians from time • consuming 
routine observation work ao that 
they can provide more service to 
pilots and the public.

Some time before the end of the 
hurricane season, attempts are to 
be made to launch from high fly. 
Ing aircraft hurricane tracking 
beacona designed to float along In 
the eye of a hurricane. Other ex­
perimental attempts will be made 
to use a rocket • launched cam 
era to photograph hurricanes from 
an altitude of about 70 miles.

During the past three years the 
National Hurricane Research Pro­
ject, at West Palm Beach, Fla., 
has made some historic contribu­
tions to our understanding of the 
make-up and behavior of tropical 
storms.

Much of this increased know! 
edge of the inner workings of a 
hurricane has been made possible 
through the use of specially-equip­
ped Hurrlcan Hunter aircraft pro­
vided by the Navy and Air Force 
Plana are now afoot to secure the 
use of similarly-equipped planes to 
explore in detail next spring the 
special atmoshperlc conditions in 
thunderstorms that later develop 
into tornadoes.

The extensive activities of t h e  
International Geophusical Y e a r  
have added great stores of weath­
er observations from far-off places 
that will help research workers 
unravel some remaining mysteries 
of weather and climate around the 
world.

NEW YORK — It is a little 

astonishing that so pertinent, so 
colorful and so tragic a story as 
the sinking of the cruiser Indian­
apolis in the waning days of World 
War II has waited 13 years to be 
told in detail and with honesty. 
It conies at a time when our 
Navy is already juggling several 
hot potatoes (the disturbing fail­
ures of all but one Vanguard, the 
Rlckover controversy and so on), 
and it is not reasonable to think 
that “Abandon Ship!” will add to 
its comforts.

This is a book put together with 
a newspaperman's devotion to 
tact. It is written by Richard F. 
Newcomb, a world news editor 
for the Associated Press, and 
the publisher is Henry Holt 4 Co. 
Mr. Newcomb has spared no ener­
gies and-or shoe leather. Holt has 
spared no expense. The result is 
an explosive book and a fine 
contribution to the war library of 
our times.

On easily a dozen immediate 
counts, the sinking of the Indian­
apolis, with its appalling loss of 
life, was a fantastic occurrence. 
A Japanese submarine, one of the 
very last ones putting to open sea, 
just happened to be where it was. 
The Indianapolis, on a somewhat 
purposeless mission, also just hap­
pened to be where it was. T h e  
moon, already less than full, just 
happened to emerge from a scud 
of clouds at a moment when the 
submarine commander just hap­
pened to be periscopescanning that 
narrow sector of sea. A look only 
slightly left or right, a passing 
small cloud, a sudden surge of 
waves, almost anything would 
have prevented him from seeing 
the Indianapolis. His torpedoes, 
three of them, just happened to 
stab into the Indianapolis in an 
area which immediately destroyed 
the ship’s communications system. 
It prevented the “Abandon Ship" 
order from being issued through­
out the ship by automatic means 
and meant that the order had to 
be passed slowly from area to 
area by voice.

The story makes plain that or 
almost as many counts the Navy 
is sadly to be blamed. It declined 
escort for the Indianapolis. It had 
an operations failure at Leyte 
which made it possible for a miss­
ing ship to go unnoticed. Combat 
ships were not reported as de­
layed or missing it they did not 
drop anchor at indicated desti­
nation points on the hour and 
day previously planned. Port offi­
cer* did not find it in their direc­
tives to say: “The Indianapolis 
was due here today. It is not 
here.” There were other weak­
nesses in directives, with the re­
sult that a chance pasing by of a 
chance patrol plane discovered the 
surviving crew of the ship wal­
lowing in an oil-blanketed sea not 
hours but several days after the 
ship was torpedoed. No admiral 
ever was castigated for all this. 
But the captain of the Indianapo­
lis was court-martialed, the only 
commanding officer of a combat 
ship lost In time of war ever to 
be court-martialed. Several other 
officers received unjustified, un­
merited Letters of Reprimand 
which, scandalously, were made 
public (the only one* ever), 
and their lives were made hideous 
by it. Later, much later, the sec­
retary of the Navy rescinded 
these Letters of Reprimand, but 
the rescinding was not made pub­
lic until this book. The b o o k  
makes clear that there was an 
unjust, frantic, remorseless deci­
sion to make lesser hands pay for 
a situation which honestly lay at 
the Navy Department's own door. 
The greatest ignominy, and one 
which kindled furious public indig­
nation at the time, was the Navy's 
puzzling, questionable decision to 
bring the Japanese sub comman­
der to Washington as a court- 
martial witness against Captain 
Charles B. McVay III — the only 
time an enemy officer ever was 
asked to testify against an Amer­
ican officer.

I think Stuart B. Gibson, of 
Richmond, Va., would speak in­
terestingly in this fearful case. I 
think Lloyd P. Barto, of Waco, 
Texas, would make Interesting 
commentary. There are several 
hundred who, now that the whole 
story is public and clean, might 
make repetition of such a disas­
ter Impossible by the force of 
their comments.

Thanks of a large order are due 
to Mr Newcomb lor his tireless 
research. And if this all added 
up does not make a motion pic­
ture story I, for one, will be 
mightily surprised. Although I 
doubt the Navy could give full 
cooperation.

You should read “Abandon 
Ship!" It’s a real story of war's 
torment. Not a fictional study of 
men at war.

The Doctor 
Says:

It is a great shock to parents
who learn that they have a child 
whose fits or convulsions are the 
result* of epilepsy. However, 
when this does occur, the parent* 
should school themselves to take 
the situation calmly and not by 
any means despair of the situa­
tion:

Epilepsy is a disorder of the 
brain. In reply to Mrs. J. S., who 
asks what is meant by grand mal 
convulsions, I can say that this 
is the severest type of epilepsy. 
When it occurs, typical convul­
sions exist and there is loss of 
consciousness.

The other main type of epilepsy . 
is known as petit mal. Here there 
■re only brief episodes of loss of 
consciousness without accompany­
ing convulsions.

Petit mhl is I»ss serious and 
easier to treat effectively, though 
even those who have grand mal 
attacks can generally be greatly 
helped.

Just before an attack of grand 
mal begins there is usually a pe­
culiar sensation in some part of 
the body. This is known a* an 
aura.

The exact sensation varies, but 
an "uneasy" feeling in the stom­
ach area is one of the most com­
mon. Those who have epileptic at­
tacks learn to recognize this aura 
and to know that an attack is on 
the way.

As a major attack starts, the pa­
tient may give a loud scream or 
yell, which ts called an epileptic 
cry. At this time the head is 
usually drawn back or to one side, 
the jaws are fixed, the hands 
clenched and the legs extended 
straight out. a

This is quickly followed by mus­
cular contractions, noisy breathing 
and a brick-red colored face. Dur­
ing all this period from the epilep­
tic cry on, the patient Is uncon­
scious.

After an attack the patient re­
covers consciousness without re­
collection of whst has happened. 
Sometimes attacks come only at 
night so that it is possible for a 
person to have been epileptic for 
years without any one knowing it.

Today there are methods for 
testing the electrical waves of the 
brain. Known as electroencepha- 
ogrnphy, these tests have shown 
that the brain waves of someone 
with epilepsy are different from • 
those of a normal person.

This method of testing has al­
ready proved to be of great help 
In finding out which people are .. 
most likely to develop epilepsy, • 
in determining the severity of the 
disease, and in helping to decide 
what treatment is best for the 
particular patient.

New drugs for the treatment of 
epilepsy have been made available 
in recent years.

Agriculture Department has esti­
mated the 1968 com crop at S.488,-
766.000 bushels. This compares 
with the August estimate of 3,487,-
169.000 bushels.

The Crop Reporting Board esti­
mated this year’s wheat crop at
1.446.464.000 bushels, made up of
1.170.768.000 b u s . h e l s  of winter 
wheat and 276.696,obo bushels of 
spring wheat.

The winter wheat estimate was 
the same as last month's when 
the crop was virtually all har­
vested. The apring wheat esti­
mate compares with last month's
249.967.000 bushel forecast.

Last year farmers harvested
1.402.832.000 bushels of com. Ten- 
year average production was |
3.144.304.000 bushels.

The c u r r e n t  wheat forecast
compared with 947,102,000 bushels 
last year and a 10-year average 
Of 1,116.216,000 bushels.

Com yield was estimated at 49 
bushela an afire,, compared with 
46.8 bushels In 1957.

(1) Enormous difficulties must be overcome be­
fore the building of a permanent manned space 
station is feasible. But its construction will be 
easy in one respect, if only in one: The absence 
of gravity (actually, Earth’s gravity canceled by 
centrifugal force in orbit) will enable men to 
maneuver huge girders and plates about like 
feathers. ,

j On the other hand, the human problem alone 
will be tremendous. Each worker’s spacesuit must 

. be a self-contained “world.” The need lor eating 
and sleeping quarters will limit the number of 
men able to work at one time. Sudden movements 
from shadow into unfiltered Sunlight will be a real

danger to a worker’s eyes. Spacesuit failure will 
mean death. Other factors, some as yet unknown, 
may cut actual working time to a few hours.

(2) A strange-looking craft is this cargo ferry 
or space taxi. Platforms like this will scurry about 
in orbit, gathering materials and supplies from 
cargo rockets.

(3) Recent discovery, by means of the tiny 
Vanguard I satellite, of a band of hitherto unsus­
pected intense radiation some 600 miles above the 
Earth may seriously hinder man’s dream of space 
travel. Some sort of protective “suit" such as this 
may be required for any prolonged stay in space.

A thick, lead-lined cylinder, it is a tiny spaceship 
in its own right. Explorer IV now in orbit is 
probing the nature and extent of this strange 
band of radiation.

(4) Months will be required to construct the 
shell of the space station. Then more months to 
finish the interior, install instruments and equip­
ment. Here, the completed station is ready to be 
provisioned. Zero gravity condition at the hub 
facilitates the loading of supplies. In the central 
ball, spacesuits can be removed. Tubes lead to the 
main sections of the station in the rim.
