UNITED NATIONS, N.Y. (UPI) 
—Chinese Communist attacks on 
the Quemoy Islands and threats 
to Invade Formosa have lessened 
Peiping’s chances of winning a 
seat in the United Nations at this 
session, diplomatic sources said 
Joday.

Russia was expected to raise n 
formal demand today for seating 
Red Chins in the United Nations, 
but Western diplomats predicted 
the vote would go heavily against 
the Soviet attempt. Moscow pre­
pared for the move by propagan­
da attacks against the “ unrealis­
tic" U.S. attitude on China.

The Russian move was expect­
ed to be made in the General (or 
steering) Committee of which 
Russia is a member. The commit­
tee is to approve items for full 
debate and allocate them for pre­
liminary consideration to the vari­
ous standing committees.

No Important battle was expect­
ed until the committee takes up 
ftn Indian proposal for a full as­
sembly debate on the “ question of 
representation of China in the 
United Nations."

Hoffa Defies 
Monitors On 
Election
• WASHINGTON (UPIl Team­

sters Union president James R. 
Hoffa today defied court-appoint­
ed watchdog monitors and called 
for a union election after next 
Feb. 1 "to get rid of”  them.

The union'* executive board au­
thorised the election only hours 
after the majority of the three- 
member monitor board had an­
nounced It would ask a federal 
court whether the union could 
hold an election without permis­
sion of the monitors.

Monitor chairman Martin F. 
O'Donoghue aaid a petition asking 
for a ruling would be filed quick­
ly, possibly today, with Federal 
Judge F. Dickinson Letts.

After conferring with the mon­
itors, Hoffa went into a closed- 
door huddle with his executive 
board and emerged after mid­
night to announce plans for the 
union election.
* Hoffa, whose controversial elec­

tion as Teamsters president last 
October was responsible for the 
court-appointed monitors, said the 
February union convention would 
“ be open to the conduct of all 
business."

He said 14 of the 15 members 
who were present at the executive 
board meeting approved the reso­
lution.

Hoffa said the board had re­
ceived telegrams from a majority 
of Teamsters J o i n t  councils 
throughout the nation urging it to 
hold the convention. He said they 
wanted to turn the union business 
bark to its elected officials. He 
said ths convention "In effect 
would be to get rid of the mon­
itors."

Hoffa said the general secretary 
and secretary treasurer of the un­
ion would make arrangements as 
to the time and place of the con­
vention.

The six bodies recovered with 
the last coach brought to 27 the 
number of corpses found so far. 
Coast Guard cutters searched 
through the night for two more 
reported seen floating on the bay 
near the Jersey City Yacht Club

At least 10 persons still are 
known to be missing. A railroad 
spokesman said calls to his office 
from relatives indicate as many 
as 13 may still be missing.

In addition, about 40 persons 
were Injured late Monday morn­
ing when the train rolled non-stop 
through three signal l i g h t s ,  
through a derail switch and off 
an open drawbridge into 50 feet 

j of Water.

fberty. that some kind of request 
or action would have reached the 

le&dquarters of this agency.
I There are many such instances

nerefore. in those cases, we must 

Issume that the A.C.L.U. failed to 
let simply thru ignorance. N o t  
bearing of a matter i„ wertainly 
lo  evidence of willful failure to 
let.

Not at any time 
y our knowledge has the A.C.L.U. 
•estirred itself in their b e h a l f .  
Wiy? The twins are known to op- 
ose collectivism.
Then there was the nearly equal­

ly notorious case of Manuel and 
Aicille Miller of Bethel, Vermont, 
his couple expressed its views 
pposed to communism. Manuel 
filler was confined to prison for

a year. Lucille spent several 
weeks in St. Elizabeth’s mental in­
stitution in Washington, D.C., was 
later released with the assurance 
of the judge who had committed 
her that she was certainly not in­
sane and never had been, but that 
her opinions were unwelcome to 
him. Where was the A.C.L.U. .vhen 
it came to protecting the civil lib­
erties of this couple?

On the other hand we can al- 
; ways find the A.C L.U. with all 
| its banners waving whenever any 
investigation is made into com- 

| munist front activities. In t h e  
past, during most of the McCarthy 
investigations, one had onlv to 
hear the name of a suspected red. 
and the A.C.L.U. was there in 
force to defend that party. The 
list of actions in which this organ­
ization ha*j~«hpmpioned t h o s e  
suspected or even proved of com­
munist connections is very long.

It would appear, thereby, that 
the A.C.L.U. has a double stand­
ard. It will stand up to the gov­
ernment and champion the liberty 
of any persons who are collectivist 
in their views But it is deaf and 
dumb whenever someone appears 
in difficulties as a result of his 
individualistic views.

Therefore, we must conclude 
that A.C.L.U. has a strong ]>oliti- 
cal bias which slants its actions 
in favor of liberalism in the mod­
em sense, rather than in favor of 
liberty.

We would appreciate any evi­
dence that can be presented, that
we are in error.

Unalienable Right
There has always been a great 

rea of confusion in this nation 
bout the relationship of man to 
is government. Our founding fa- 
lers set forth an ideal which was 
ttle less than sublime in its con- 
ept. It was that the Individual 
•tan would be the boss of his 
overnment.
It was in this vein that the Con- 

titution was formed, attempting
> carry into implementation the 
obility and genius of the Declar- 
tion of Independence.
Here was the central theme: 

lat each individual man should 
e the sovereign lord of his own 

* fe and his own effects and af- 
Urs. The government was sup- 
o.ied to be the instrumentality 
’hich protected him in that elu- 
■ ve and lofty perch of freedom, 
he government was to be mere- 
/  the servant, and as a servant 
•> be responsive to the will of 
ach individual. And to this end, 
ie powers and rights of the in- 
jvidual, the government could 
till act for him.
This relationship of master and 

srvant was exemplified in prin- 
iple in the ballot. While the gov- 
rnment would have certain pow- 
rs it had received as a grant 
•om individuals, the Individuals 
temselves held the checkrein, in 
ie form of the voting privilege, 
nd also in three legal areas re­
ared to as initiative, referendum 
nd recall. For it was possible, 

the individuals cared to do so, 
>r them to organize Into voting 
locks and by such organization
> initiate measures, to repeal 
teasures and to recall politicians

For centuries, Indeed through- 

ut the recorded history of man, 
ovemmenla have held the sov- 
n-ign sway. The American ex- 
eriment blazed a new trail for

or the first time in history, 
sting from ths American Rev- 
lutlon, men declared that they

[were by nature free, and that 
t they were endowed with certain 
I unalienable rights by their Crea­
tor, such rights preceding and 

i superseding any governmental 
power, however such government 

(was formed or conducted.
What has happened to this ex- 

jperiment? Clearly, as things stand 
the ancient rise of Centralized pow­
er within the government has 
gone on unabated. Americans are 
as hard pressed, as harassed, as 

j taxed and controlled as were 
their ancestors who fled Europe 
under similar oppressions. But 

! now, if anything, their condition 
| is worsened by the fact that they 
tend to believe a fiction: namely 

I lhat they really do nontrol their 
'government, whereas in fact they 
do not. And it follows that there 
is less determination among the 

| rank and file of people generally 
to rise up and demand a surcease 
of these abuses of their freedom 
than would otherwise exist were 
this illusion not among them.

Let us seek for tpe root of the 
dilemma. It must be found in the 
true nature of man. for there is no 
other place left for us to seek. 
We have long recognized that man 
is both a rational and a self-de­
termining creature, having at all 
times the exclusive control of all 
of his own energies.

The usages given to his ener­
gies may be inhibited by regu­
lations and by force. But the con­
trol is always individual. No one 
but the individual himself can con­
trol his own energy.

If this is true, we may move 
forward here into a pretty con­
tradiction. For if man is always 
the master of his own energies, 
albeit he may be ISoerced or con­
strained to employ his energies 
in ways unwelcome to him, the 
fact would emerge thHt he is not 
only unwise to seek to pass cer­
tain powers which are rightfully 

I his over to his government, but 
that, by nature, he is incapable of 
doing so.

If his rights and powers are 
unalienable, as our Declaration 
supposes, then these righfs and

By R. C. HOYLES

Competition Promotes 
Human Fraternity 

XIII.
Bastiat explains how competition 

is in perfect harmony with Chris­
tianity in this manner:

"Christianity has introduced into 
the world the grand principle of 
human fraternity. It addresses it­
self to our hearts, our feelings, 
our noble instincts. Political Econ­
omy recommends the same princi­
ple to our cool judgment: and, ex­
hibiting the connection of effects 
with their causes, reconciles in 
consoling harmony with vigilant 
calculations of interest with the 
inspirations of the sublimest moral­
ity.

“ A second consequence which 
flows from this doctrine is, that 
society is truly a Community. Mes­
sieurs Owen and Cabet may save 
themselves the trouble of seeking 
the solution of the great Commun­
ist problem — it is found already 
— it results not from their arbi­
trary combinations, but from the 
organization given by God to man, 
and to society. Natural forces, ex- 
peditive processes, instruments of 
production, everything is common 
among men, or has a tendency to 
become so, everything except 
pains, labour, individual effort. 
There is, and there can be, but 
one inequality, — an inequality 
which Communists the most abso­
lute must admit, — that which re­
sults from the inequality of ef­
forts. These efforts are what are 
exchanged tor one another at a 
price bargained for. All the utility 
which nature, and the genius of 
ages, and human foresight, have 
implanted in the commodities ex­
changed, we obtain into the bar­
gain. Reciprocal remunerations 
have reference only to reciprocal 
efforts, whether actual under the 
name of Labour, or preparatory 
under the name of Capital. Here 
then is Community in the strictest 
sense ot the word, unless we are 
to pretend that the personal share 
of enjoyment should be equal, al­
though the quota of labour furnish­
ed is not so, which indeed would 
be the most iniquitous, the most 
monstrous, or inequalities, — —
I will add, the most fatal; for il 
would not destroy Competition — 
it would only give it a retrograde 
action. We should still compete 
but the Competition would be ri­
valry of idleness, stupidity, anc 
improvidence.

"In fine, the doctrine, — so sim­
ple, and. as we think, so true, — 
which we have just developed, 
takes the great princinle of human 
perfectibility out of the domain ol 
declamation, and transfers it 
that of rigorous demonstration"  
This internal motive, which is nev 
er at rest in the bosom of the in­
dividual. but stirs him up to im­
prove his condition, gives rise to 
the progress of art. which is no­
thing else than the progi-essive co­
operation of forces, which from 
their nature call for no remuner­
ation. To Competition is owing 
the concession to the community 
of advantages at first Individually 
obtained. The intensity of the la­
bour required for the production 
of each given result goes on con­
tinually diminishing, to the advan­
tage of the human race, which 
thus sees the circle of its en(oy- 
ments and its leisure enlarging 
from one generation to another, 
whilst the level of its physical, in­
tellectual. and moral improvement 
is raised; and by this arrange­
ment. so worthy of our study and 
of our profound admiration, we be­
hold mankind recovering the posi­
tion it had lost.

"Let me not be misunderstood, 
however. I do not say that all 
fraternity all community, all per­
fectibility, are comprised and in­
cluded in Competition.

The Doctor
Says:

One correspondent asks where 
Lupus erythematosus comes from 
"in the first place." Now this 
question I cannot answer, since as 
yet the cause of this curious dis­
order is not known.

There are apparently two main 
forms of the disease which are 
closely related. One of them in­
volves primarily fhe skin. The 
other is more general in nature 
and is known as disseminated Lu­
pus.

Although Lupus has been reo 
ognized for nearly a century it is 
attracting more and more interest 
and study. Furthermore, although 
still a comparatively unusual dis­
ease, it appears lo be increasing. 
One report from Sweden, tor ex­
ample. reveals that it appears to 
be increasing there also.

The disease is often found be­
tween the ages ot 15 and 40. but 
no age is entirely exempt. Wom­
en appear to acquire Lupus ery­
thematosus about four times as 
often as men. Why we do not 
know. Occasionally it occurs in 
lamilies and even in twins.

However, part of Ihe apparent 
inn ease in frequency may tie Ihe 
result of better diagnosis im o ro  
cases recognized), particularly be­
cause of the ingenuous "LE Test’* 
—a laboratory procedure

Weakness, fatigue and fever are 
common early signs of generalized 
Lupus Unlike many diseases ac­
companied by fever, there is * 
low white blood count—that is. 
smaller than normal number ot 
white blood cells.

Pain* in the joints are alan coin- 
man. Although the skin symptoms 
have long been considered char­
acteristic, they may be absent at 
the beginning of the disease and 
sometime* never do sppear.

The fever and joint pain* are 
generally improved by using drugs 
like aspirin, or any other saly- 
nlales The sulfa preparations, or 
at least one of them, may hava 
some value also. Male hormone* 
have been tried but their results 
are dubious.

The skin of patients with Lu­
pus erythematosus usually has to 
be protected against sunlight. 
ACTH, cortisone and their rela­
tives have thought good results 
many time* and such preparations 
now are probably used more than 
any other.

Other treatments have been 
tried, including diet. Adequate 
vitamins, particularly " B ‘ and 
"C", have been recommended, but 
these do not appear to influence 
the underlying condition. Certain 
anti-ma!drial dings and s sub­
stance known as nitrogen mustard 
also have been used.

(1) A permanent colony on the Moon offers ad­
vantages similar to that of a space station orbiting 
ibout Earth—as an astronomical laboratory, for 
instance, or an advance base for the exploration 
of other planets.

The maintenance of such a lunar colony is en­
tirely feasible, in the view of many authorities. 
Oxygen could probably be extracted from ores, 
and even water obtained from minerals. In time; 
the colony could be self-supporting.

Due to the absence of atmosphere and the danger 
from cosmic rays and falling meteors, a perma­
nent base may be constructed, at least in part, in

the side of a crater or mountain to afford maximum 
protection. While excavations are underway above, 
temporary domes shelter the workers.

is already being investigated as a solution to food 
shortages on Earth.

(2) This cutaway, shows suggested layout of a 
lunar colony. A nuclear reactor supplies power, 
heat and light to its various sections. A hydroponic 
garden supplements food supplies from Earth.

The science of biology will play an important 
part in the establishment of the colony. Special 
crops, suitable for use on the Moon, may have to 
be evolved. Although hydroponic farming is still 
experimental, it will doubtless make great ad­
vances long before men reach the Moon. The syn­
thesizing of foods from strains of algae and yeast

(3) From the Moon base, now quite extensive 
and self-sustaining, with its outlying laboratories, 
observatories and shops, a land train sets out to 
explore distant areas and survey mineral re­
sources.

At the same time, astronomers study the Earth 
and the universe. With no haze or intervening 
atmosphere and no weather to spoil observations, 
they have an unobstructed view of the stars and 
planets. A celestial body which will undoubtedly 
get top priority is Mars, the planet that has in­
trigued man for centuries.
