UNDER TIGHT SECURITY

Grand Jury Gets
Evidence On VP

BALTIMORE (UPl) — Evi-
dence involving allegations of
bribery. extortion and conspira-
cy against Spire T Agnew was
presented to a federal grand
jurpdoday despite the vice
president 's contention that he is
immune from indictment

Extremely tight security was
impased at the federal court-
house for the 22-member
panel's secret deliberations. A
large group of reporters was
barred by a small armyof U. S
marshals from getting near any
areas used by jurors or
wilnesses

The vice president sat in on
the first hour of a meeting
President Nixon held at the
White House this morning with
Cabinet members and Republi-
can congressional leaders

Agnew was described by
supporters and aides as confi-
dent of vindication and express-
ing public determination to
remain in office while resigna-
tion rumors continued to
circulate

The federal prosecutors pro-
ceeded with the Agnew presen-
tation with the approval of
Attorney General Elliot L
Richardson, who assumed the
responsibility for deciding how
far the Agnew investigation
could go as part of a wide-
ranging inquiry into political
corruption in Maryland

Agnew sought unsuccessfully
to get Congress to take over the
prime investigatory role, argu-
ing that he could not be indicted

in the courts without first being

A member of the leftist
Peronist Youth, Enrique Grim-
berg. 34. was shot to death at his
home in Buenos Aires
Wednesday by four unidentified
men. It was not clear whether
there was any connection with
Rucci's death the preceding
day

Leftist Peronists, who consid-
ered Rucci too conservative,
had jeered death threats at him
in the past, but Grimberg was
not one of their prominent
leaders

Police said the People’s
Revolutionary Army (ERP). a
Marxist guerrilla group. was
responsible for Rucci’'s murder
on Tuesday

President-elect Juan D
Peron. 77. who takes office Oct
12, attended the funeral with his
40-year-old wife Isabel. who is
vice president-elect. Interim
President Raul A Lastiri and
other government officials also
were present

Rucci. head of the General
Workers Confederation (CGT)
since 1970, was a faithful
follower of Peron throughout
the general's 18 years in exile
and helped maintain the CGT as

Cambodians Note
Honor For Dead

PHNOM PENH (UPI) —
Tens of thousands of Phnom
Penh residents honored Cam-
bodia’s war dead today despite
fighting only eight miles away
and guerrilla threats of an
attack against the capital itself

Throngs of people in the
capital, many refugees uprool
ed by years of war, crowded
into pagodas to observe the
annual memorial day in honor
of the dead

Buddhist monks. their heads
shaved and wearing saffron
robes. ended a 15-day fast and
were surrounded in the pagodas
by mounds of prepared food
brought by worshippers

Police and army troops set up
guard posts at roads leading
into the capital and mingled
with the crowds to head off
terrorist violence in the re-
fugee-swollen city

Attack Threatened

The guerrillas, in leaflets
found in Phnom Penh. threat-
ened an imminent attack
against the Cambodian capital

In an attempt to halt rebel
infiltration. government forces
battled guerrillas eight miles
south of Phnom Penh and
artillery units pounded
insurgent strongholds.

Surviving Sextuplets’
Conditions Improving

DENVER (UPI) — The
conditions of the five surviving
Stanek sextuplets improved
today.

“The babies are doing splen-
didly," University of Colorado
Medical Center spokesman
Barbara Springer said. ““They
are all out of the respirators
now, and the doclors are
optimistic."

Three boys and the only
surviving girl were in good
condition. Nathan, the last to be
removed from a respirator and
still breathing through a tube
inserted in his throat, was listed
in satisfactory condition.

Nathan and three of the other
babies suffered from hyaline
membrane disease, a lung
ailment which took the life of
Julia two days after she was
born.

The children were delivered
seven weeks prematurely on
Sept. 16. The mother. Edna
Stanek, returned to her subur-
ban Lakewood, Colo., home .
Tuesday. The babies won't be
released for four more weeks.

SANTA MONICA. Calif

unsuccessful Atlantis
expedition were sued for §1
million Wednesday by a father
and son who invested in a
proposed documentary film on

John D. Couturie. a Hughes
Aircraft Corp. executive, and
his son, William, filed suit in
Supeérior Court against Dr
Julian Nava, member of the Los
Angeles Board of Education,
and Maxine Asher. former co-
directors of the Ancient
Mediterranean Research As-
sociation

The association. .with Mrs
Asher in charge. mounted the
expedition during the summer.
taking some 50 persons, who

Take Steps

To Recognize Sihanouk

UNITED NATIONS (UPI) —
At least 17 nations have taken
the first step to get U.N.
recognition for Prince Norodom
Sihanouk's exile government as
the legal regime of Cambodia,
informed diplomatic sources
said Wednesday

Sihanouk asked Secretary
General Kurt Waldheim for
recognition in a note sent from
the non-aligned summit confer-
ence in Algiens Sept. 10, but the
letter was never released by
U.N. officials.

The diplomatic sources said
17 nations, including China and
Albania. have since presented a
formal request that the note be
published as an official docu-
ment by the General Assembly.

They said the group intends to
press for debate in the General
Assembly after gathering
further co-sponsors.

The sources said Sihanouk’s
supporters plan to push for a
full political debate on Cam-
bodia even if they fail to get an
assembly majority.

Sihanouk was ousted as
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Cambodian head of state on
March 18, 1970, by a group of
military officers. including cur-
rent President Lon Nol. Siha-
nouk later set up an exile
government in Peking and is
considered the nominal head of
the Khmer Rouge insurgent
forces fighting Lon Nol.

In his letter to Waldheim, he
emphasized the unanimous
decision at the Algiers confer-
ence in favor of U.N. recogni-
tion for his exile regime as the
sole legal government of
Cambodia.

Sihanouk said the nearly 80
heads of state at the conference
“represent the overwhelming
majority in the United Na-
tions."'

Boyle Slips
Into Coma

WASHINGTON (UPI) — Two
days after swallowing a “lethal
level’" of barbiturates. former
mine workers President W. A
““Tony'" Boyle. remained in a
deep coma Wednesday night
his chances of survival poor

Charged with three murders
stemming from a disputed
union election in 1969, Boyle
apparently attempted to com
mit suicide late Monday night
just 10 hours before a scheduled
court appearance on a govern-
ment move to have him taken to
Pittsburgh to face state murder
charges

A spokesman at George
Washington University Hospital
said Boyle, 68, remained in a
deep coma and was being kept
alive by a mechanical
respirator. His chances of
recovery, the spokesman said
were “'still poor

He was charged earlier this
month by the federal and
Pennsylvania governments
with ordering the murder of
union rival Joseph A. “Jock"
Yablonski, his wife and
daughter, who were found shot
to death in the home New
Year's Eve. 1969

The government later over-
turned the election on grounds
of voting irregularities and
Arnold Miller, an ally of
Yablonski, defeated Boyle in
the subsequent government-
supervised election ’

The hospital spokesman said
a “lethal level" of barbiturates
remained in Boyle's system.
The only change in his condition
Wednesday was that he showed
“minimum eye response to loud
verbal commands. "

The.37-year-old former oil and
gas explorer has invented a soft
drink can with a selfcontained
chilling system.

It enables the consumer,
miles or hours from any
refrigeration, to pull the tab top
on a warm can of soda, wait 90
seconds for the chill capsule to
work and then take a swig of a
frosty beverage.

Seeks Summer Market

Chill Can Industries, with
Wray a major stockholder, is to
begin production early next
year at its Burns Flat, Okla.,
plant. of more than 500,000 cans
aday containing the device.

**We hope to be in full swing to
catch the summer market next
year,"” said Wray, who believes
horizons are virtually unlimited
for his brainchild which took six
years to perfect.

Aside from the obvious use in
canned beverages such as soft
drinks, beer and juices, Wray
said he hopes to apply the
device to canned puddings and
other desserts, premixed cock-
tails and items in uncooled
vending machines in hotels and
motels.

“It will work on practically

-anything that's canned,’’ he

said, "‘and the best part is it fits
all existing dimensions for
cooling. filling, loading and
handling equipment. "
How It Works

Here's the way it works

When you pull the tab on the
can, the special capsule under
the lid is activated, releasing
the refrigerant. Nothing
touches the drink. but the
chemical process, like a small
refrigerator, lowers the
temperature of the drink 40
degrees

The device takes up the space
of four ounces of beverage,
meaning traditional 12-0z. cans
will contain only eight ounces of
liquid. They will weigh only a
fraction of an ounce more, Wray
said

The big rub will be the cost
Wray indicated soft drinks will
probably sell for 30 to 35 cents
per can. depending on the retail
markup

““We are going to try to be
competitive with
refrigeration.’’ Wray said
“*Convenience is probably the
biggest thing we're selling. "

Wray said he got the idea
when he ran a firm drilling for
oil and gas near Kittanning,
Pa..in 1967,

**Being out in the oil fields, I
got so thirsty sometimes I
thought I was going to die," he
said. 'l actually would lie down
in a creek to get a drink. | would
have paid anything for a cold
drink."

He set to work on his idea,
went through about 1,000
drawings nnd 200 or 300
prototypes. '‘The first one
looked like a monstrosity,”
recalled.

Researchers at Battelle
Memorial Institute here spent
three or four months getting a
working model. and the device
is still being perfected. Wray
said. .

As for safety, he said the
containers have the stamp of
approval of the Food and Drug
AdminiStration and will be
labeled with warnings against
exposure to heat and inhalation
of the refrigerant.

To Airport By Officials

SAN ANTONIO (UPI)— Mu-
nich Police Chief Dr. Manfred
Schreiber said the Arab
terrorists who killed nine Israeli
athletes taken hostage during
the 1972 Olympics were lured to
the airport so sharp - shooting
snipers could kill them.

Schreiber said it was the only
chance police had to free the
hostages.

The Arabs, armed wilh sub-
machine guns and 10 hand gre-
nades each, demanded 200 Arab
prisoners being held in Israel be
returned to Cairo before they
would agree to release the hos-
tages, Schreiber said.

He said the Israeli
government refused the
demands and the German

government had ‘‘decided that
under no circumstances could
the terrorists be allowed to
escape with the hostages.”

“For the responsible execu-
tives there wasn't room to move
within the confines of these de-
cisions.’’ Schreiber told 5.500
members of the International
association of Police Chiefs. At
that moment we could only hope
the terrorists would make a
mistake we could capitalize on,
or that some other stroke of luck
would come our way."

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Container Gardening
..Is Booming

COLLEGE STATION -
There's a kind of gardening
booming in popularity. It's
called container :

“With this type of gardening,
all kinds of plants from petunias
to pine trees can be grown,"
sayd Everett Janne, landscape
horticulturist for the Texas
Agricultural Extension Service.
“*Containers can be moved
around wherever they are most
effective or most needed.

Shrubs, trees, vines — every

kind of plant — can be moved
from indoors to out, from front
yard to patio, at a moment's
notice.”

Container plants can be in the
spotlight when they are looking
their best and banished when
they go into a decline.

A new garden can be
beautified instantly with pots of
geraniums, begonias or
petunias.

The Texas A&M University
horticulturist offers some
general guidelines for container
gardening.

“*Containers must be strong
and able to stand continual
moisture. Wooden boxes, tubs,
barrel halves and similar
containers are available at
garden supply centers. Clay
pots are amother good choice.
Or you can use your
imagination in creating your
own containers. When building
wooden containers, be sure to
use moisture - resistant wood
such as redwood or cedar.”

Since plants in containers will
dry out much faster than those
growing in the ground. more
frequent watering will be
necessary — probably every
day during hot weather, points
out Janne. Soil in the container
must be porous and yet must
retain moisture. The container

should have drainage holes to
permit excess water to run off.

With frequent watering,
nutrient supplies are washed
away and need to be
replenished often,
the horticulturist., Use a
complete plant food, preferably
a liquid or completely soluble
kind. Once plants are
established and growing. apply
plant food about every three
weeks. :

**Since the big advantage of
container gardening is the
movability of your plants,
remember these tips on
transportation,’ advises Janne.
“Plan your moving in advance
1o let the soil get somewhat dry
to reduce the weight of the
container. Then set the
container on a dolly. a small
wagon or a piece of canvas to
make the tripeasy."

Container gardening can
indeed be a '‘moving
experience,'’ contends the
horticulturist.

STANFORD, Calif. (UPI) —
If you think food costs in the
United States are too high, be
glad you don't live in a
country where rice is the
staple diet, says Walter Falcon,
director_of Stanford
University’s food research
institute.

‘‘American food price
increases are dwarfed by
recent movements in rice, the
staple food of over a billion
Asians,” Falcon said on his
return from a six-week trip to
five Asian countries.

“During the last 24 months
alone, the international price
of rice has gone from less than
$100 to more than $400 a
ton.” He blamed the price
increase on continued drought.

Texas Drivers Offered

Better Insurance Savings

AUSTIN (UP1)— Texas driv-
ers looking for bargains in auto
insurance because of rate re-
ductions approved recently by
the State Insurance Board may
find some companies are offer-
ing the savings with one hand,
and taking them away with the
other

But all the reductions will of-
fer some advantages to policy
buyers, even if it isn't a pocket
ful of change, Insurance Board
officials say

The reductions approved by
the board rangé from 10 to 20
per cent below the standard
rates — aboul the same level
many of the companies have
been paying in dividends to
their customers

Alistate Giving Refunds

For example, Alistate Insur-
ance Company. the second larg-
est auto insurer in Texas, has
been giving its customers a 10
per cent dividend on their
premiums. Alistate charged the
same rates as other companies
as required by law, but
refunded 10 per cent of the
premium at the end of the
premium period

Now the company has won
permission to cut its initial
rates by 10 per cent. meaning
that the buyer will get the re-
duction at the beginning of the
policy period rather than at the
end of it

At least five of the 13 com-
panies which have announced
rate reductions were already
giving dividends as large or
larger than the announced cuts

The remaining seven or eight,
Insurance Board officials say.
are offering savings — from
slight to substantial — above
the amount they had been pay-
ing in dividends

‘I don’t think there's any
doubt many of the policyhold-
ers will realize a saving." said
Don O’Brien. director of the
auto insurance division of the
State Insurance Board

“It's money in hand, not mon-
ey you'd advance to them and
then maybe get back at the end
of the year. You'll get the sav-
ing al the start (of the policy
period) rather than at theend."”

Tony Proffitt, aide to Insur-
ance Board chairman Joe
Christie, said ‘"generally, on the
overall picture. the deviations
are as much or more than any
dividends paid in the past year

Can Cut Rates

And besides, Proffitt said
there is no mandate from the
Insurance Board saying that a
¢ompany cannot reduce its
rates and still pay customers a
dividend at the end of the year if
it has made a healthy prohr But
that is considered unhkdy at
this point

Insurance Board officials.
hope that the new *“‘competitive
rate law’' passed by the 1973
Legislature, in effect only since
Sept. 1. will encourage auto in-
surance companies to lower
rates in order to compete for
consumer dollars. resulting in
more efficient operations for
the company and less cost for
Texas drivers

Portability Programs Envisioned Under New Act

By GEORGE J. MARDER

WASHINGTON (UPI) — The
year is 1995. John Doe is ready
to retire. Back in the 1970s he
worked for a firm for a few
years and earned a vested right
in a private pension when he
reached 65.

He can’t remember the full
name of the company. He
doesn't even know where it is
now located. Perhaps it may
have gone out of business.

The Senate took a cautious
step forward last week to see to
it that John Doe collects the
retirement money due him. It
was one of the least understood

The provision has to do with
portability—carrying a wor-
ker's earned pension rights
from one job to another.

Portability Opposed

Many workers have lost
pension rights because of lack
of portability. They either
changed or lost jobs before they
had earned an irrevocable right
in a pension. For eyample: a

man could have worked for
several different firms for 30
years without staying long
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enough on one job to eam a

pension. Even if he stayed with

one long enough, the years he
worked for the others wouldn't
count. ,

The concept of portability has
been opposed strenuously by
business spokesmen in congres-
sional consideration of private
pension reform. They do not
want any single pension fund
linked to another through
portability. Complete portabili-
ty would vastly increase the
cost of pension plans.

Two Senate committees
which investigated the private
pension plan system felt that

the problem was serious enough
to warrant reform.

The bill approved by the
Senate would give workers in
private pension plans progres-
sive vestment—or
irrevocable— rights to earned

pensions.

After five years, the worker
would gain a 25 per cent vested
right; after 10 years, 50 per
cent ; and after 15 years, 100 per
cent. That doesn't means that
after 5, 10 or 15 years the worker
would collect that money. But
he would have a vested right in
collecting it at retirement age.

>

The right couldn't be taken
away or lost.

Veoluntary Form Okayed

While senators were willing to
make vesting compulsory, they
were not willing to go that far on
portability. Compulsery
portability raised complications
such as how to mesh one type of
pension benefit with &nother. It

. also faced the kind of opposition

which could have defeated the
entire reform bill.

So the Senate approved a
form of voluntary portability,
with the government acting as

central bookkeeper. The gov-.

ernment would set up a Pension

Benefit Guaranty Corp., with

- prime responsibility for insur-

ing private pension funds. It
would charge employers §1 a
year for a covered worker. The
insurance fund would pay_ the
worker his full retirement
pension even if the private fund
went bankrupt or couldn't live
up to its commitments for one
reason or another.

Senators who worked on this
problem are convinced that
portability will become more
important and more acceptable
as pension vesting rights
increase.

US Shows Signs Of Metric Usuage

WASHINGTON (UPI)
Signs along Ohio's Interstate 1_1\
are giving road distances in
kilometers, the space agency is
expressing rocket thrust in
newtons and school children are
buying metric rulers.

It's all part of a growing effort
to get the United States in tune
with the other industrial nations
which are either using or
converting to the internation-
al metric system of measure-
ment.

Dr. Malcolm O'Hagan, execu-
tive director of the American
National Metric Council, told a
recent meeting of the Interna-
tional Organization for Stand-
ardization that the status of
metric conversion in America is
like a pot of water about to boil

He said the effort to switch
from the customary system of
weights and measures—inches,
feet, yards, ounces, pounds, ete.
— 10 meters and grams got a
major boost in 1971 when the
Secretary of Commerce
recommended that the U.S.
embark on a 10- year, voluntary
metric conversion program.

Metric use already is wide-
spread in some segments of
American industry and metric
measurements have been used
for years for such things as drug
prescriptions, bearings,
photographic film and spark
plugs.

The National Bureau of
Standards and most other
scientific bodies have been

working in metric units for a -

long time and the bureau has
sent complete sets of metric
weights and measures to the
states to make way for
legislation establishing the sys-
tem—

The effort for international
standardization extends far
beyond weights and measures.

There are about 2,500 interna-,

tional standards today and R.L.
Hennessy. executive director of
the Standards Council of
Canada, said world trade

Nixon And Land Control

If you are going to be free, you
will have to be free some place

That statement will make a
lot more sense after you have
thoughtfully considered what
President Nixon and Congress
plan to do with federal controls
over land use — that is, federal
controls over the use of
privately owned land

Nixon has proposed, and
Congress is acting on, a
proposal to reward state
legislatures monetarily for
adopting federally approved
land - use laws and for
withholding such rewards from
such state legislatures that do
not pass the sanctioned laws.
The President urged Congress

1o enact a law that would.

support the kinds of land - use
policies which he said the state
themselves must ultimately
adopt

In urging this legislation, the
President stated, ‘'‘Land use
control is perhaps the most
pressing environmental issue
before the nation. How to use
our land is fundamental to all
other environmental concerns. "’

Mr. Nixon is 100 per cent
correct. Land is basic. If the
individual is free to develop his
property. he is free. On the
other hand. if the land - owner
must get a by - your - leave from
some politician, he is not free
That is what we mean when we
say. that to be free a person has
to be free some place. For
example. one of the reasons the
Puritan fathers came to the
wilderness was that it provided
a place where they could be free
— at least for their line of
beliefls [

You mighf WERBET how either
the federal government or the
state governments derive their
capacity to interfere with land

development from the
Constitution. The answer is that
they don't. Their rationale is
twofold: (1) land zoning and
planning are an exercise of
governmental police power, and
(2) police power is “‘prior’ to
the Constitution.

By the term ‘‘prior." the
zoners and planners mean that
police power would be a part of
any workable government and
hence was understood to be a
part of the governments that
were set up under the U.S.
Constitution and the several
state constitutions. By this line
of reasoning. any government
could legitimately do anything
by classifying the deired
activity as a police power

Mr. Nixon along with his
associates and some of his
apparent political enemies is
rapidly building a reputation for
a Constitution - be - damned
attitude. For this much is

‘tertain, that the framers of the

Constitution had two objectives
One of these was to frame a
workable government. The
second objective was to put a
limit on the police power of that
government. The Constitution
itself contains this restrictive
language, '"The powers not
delegated to the United States
by the Constitution. nor
prohibited by it to the States.
are reserved to the state,
respectively, or to the people.”
(Amendment X). That
provision has never been
mangled by the courts

The effort of Mr. Nixon, his
associates and the
Democratically controlled
Congress to bribe the state
legislatures to‘adopt federally
sanctioned land - use laws is a
corruption of the Constitution. It
has become a familiar pattern

Scientific Individualism

Some scientists are in a flap
between themselves because
one of their number claims he
discovered that blacks are
hereditarily lower in their IQ
rating than are whites

The more-equal-than-others
claque undertook to silence
such statistical heresy by
muscle power. One apostle of
black inferiority was
thoroughly pummeled at the
London School of Economics
Others have run afoul of faculty
disdain and administrative
regulations on American
campuses

But a third view has emerged
which partakes neither of the
white - supremacy nor black - is

better emotionalism
Professor Edwin Ghiselli
University of California -
Berkeley. doesn't believe that
people can be studied as groups
on the basis of body
characteristics. "Psychologists
who lump people into these

kinds of categories are being
lazy."" he asserted

The professor also criticized
the categorizing of people as to
whether they have Spanish
surnames. He used his youngest
granddaughter as an example
Just on the basis of her name,
an earnest investigator would
without any qualms classify her
as a child of Latin descent.™
But, he said. her ancestry is
primarily English. Lithuanian,
Polish. with a dash of German,
Portugese, Italian and Swiss

Ghiselli advises his fellow
scientists to look on people as
individuals. Other things are
secondary. Our experience is
that this “‘third view"' is more in
accord with the observable
facts than either of the other
two

higher the retirement

The taxpayers will be at the
mercy of the merciless if the
proposal carries. Plans are
already being laid to by-pass
the taxpayers if this plot fails. It
will be necessary for the
legislature to limit the salaries
of county commissioners and
judges. before we can afford to
raise their salaries. Certainly
we are sympathetic with their
wants, but estimates place the
government's take of the gross
national product at from 36 per
cent to 41 per cent. 25 per cent of
the taxpayers in our state are
retirees on fixed incomes. For
this proposal to pass. will be to
take the retirees out of their
homes and bread from the
mouths of the poor

So we ask the voters again to
help us defeat this proposal. We
try our best to help bring sanity
to the political scene in our
great State of Texas, but what a
huge task we do have.

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WASHINGTON (NEA) — A
crucial element in the
Watergate affair has, as far as
can be recalled. never been
mentioned. It is fear.

You can't listen to the parade
of witnesses before the Ervin
committee without catching the
vibrations. Many men had
doubts about what they were
asked to do. If they responded to
commands anyway, fear of the
power of the White House often
was the unspoken component in
their behavior

To the extent that major
independent agencies like the
FBI and the CIA were drawn
into the Watergate net, their
reacting officials seemed in
clear awe of the presidency
Patrick Gray. former acting
FBI director. is a prime
example of a man torn bet ween
a sense of duty to his
organization, and a fear of the
consequences of “‘crossing’’ the
White House.

Unless one has been
reasonably close to Washington
activity for a good while, much
longer than the tenure of
Richard Nixon as President, it
is difficult to realize how men in
the bureaucracy — whatever
the department or agency — are
affected when the magic words
“‘the White House is calling"
are spoken, or a letter arrives
on White House stationery.

Indeed . a caller from 1600
Pennsylvania avenue,
assuming he is in the higher
echelons, need not even make a
statement. He can arouse
emotions running from modest
concern to outright terror
simply by asking a question
like

“What's the status of that
case?"’

Down to a certain-civil
service level, the President
obviously has big leverage. The
power to hire and fire is never
far from the forefront of a
vulnerable bureaucrat’s mind.
His reputation, his earning
capacity, his family, all these
and more may be at stake.

For all its flaws and frailties
in recent years, Congress still is
widely thought of as, potentially
at least, an effective
counterweight to presidential
power. The Ervin hearings.
inquiries into White House
activities by other
congressional groups, the cutoff
of funds for Cambodian
bombing.- indicate this is no
illusion.

Yet most senators and
congressmen fear the White
House, with its acknowledged
and much - used power to
dispense or withhold favors in
particular states and
congressional zones. There is
really nothing new in this,
except that fear seems greater
than normal.

The fright has been
heightened by increased
awareness that White House
authorities, by taping, wire -
tapping and other methods,
may have been closely tracking
the movements and utterances
of individual lawmakers.

Recall the early days of the
Ervin inquiry, with its pageant
of clean - cut young White House
aides belatedly ‘‘telling all."”
and you can easily see how they
— full of hope and an afbition
for higher things — could be

¥8ksed on the facts presented
in a recent report from the
Department of the Interior,
Congress is considering the
feasibility of developing
existing sources of geothermal
energy. Geothermal energy
exists in the form of geysers and
hot springs where underground
streams are forced through the
earth's crust as super - hot
steam. The Interior reports that
geothermal energy could supply
as much as 10 per cent of the
power needs for the western
third of the United States

In addition to 1.8 billion acres
of land in the West, Alaska and
Hawaii show great potential for
the development of geothermal
energy. Already. there are
geothermal dry - steam plants
operating in northern California
producing power at 5.2 mills per
kilowatt hour, compared with
8.2 mills per kilowatt hour for a
coal - fired plant.

Geothermal energy promises
to provide a possible long - term
solution to the eventuality of an
energy shortage. ultimately
supplying about two per cent or
more of the nationwide power
demand. If a long - term energy
crisis is to be averted, it will be
as a result of prudent and
thrifty policies concerning the
research and development of all
the available energy sources,
including hydrocarbons. Such
policies must be compatible
with the mechanics of the
personal enterprise. profit -
motive system

Conservation - minded
citizens interested in
encouraging research and
development of geothermal
energy should communicate the
appropriate response to
members of Congress and the
media. The problem of
producing energy is an issue
that demands the attention and
consideration of all patriotic -
minded individuals, for both its
strategic military and economic
implications.

Dectors Differ
On Treatment

Dear Dr. Lamb — I am
caught between conflictin
recommendations, medica
and surgical, given by two
famous medical centers about
doing an angiogram and possi-
bly coronary artery surgery. I
am a 52year-old university
professor with mild angina
attributed to the occlusion of
one coronary artery. My
weight is 148; fasting blood
sugar, 108; cholesterol, 210;
triglycerides, 195; and blood
pressure, 138-85,

A treadmill test with an
electrocardiogram (heart
tracing) was diagnosed as
positive, but another doctor
stated that the findings were
negative and the test should
be repeated. Is it not true that
once you've been diagnosed as
having a positive test that it
does not e?

Still another doctor stated
my condition was due to anxi-
ety and prescribed Inderal
and Sorbitrate, plus niu-ogg-
cerin for chest pain. Of
course, | was a nervous wreck
and had to take nitroglycerin
for activities and emotions
that 1 had never had prior to
all thes conflict. One doctor
said my palpitations were due
to my coronary artery occlu-
sion, but after five months of
medicine both of these condi-
tions ceased entirely. Why? 1

t that if an artery was
filled with fat and lime it
couldn’t heal itself. If these
heart conditions were caused
by an occlusion, how could
they stop?

Dear Reader— There is
quite a divergence of opinion
in interpreting electrocar-
diograms with exercise. I did
a large amount of the early
treadmill work in healthy

oung pilots. Many of them

ad electrocardiographic
changes, but no heart disease.
Such tests may unmask under-
lying heart disease, but a
great deal of caution has to be
used in interpreting such trac:
ings. Electrocardiograms can
change in response to exer-
cise. Individuals in poor physi-
cal condition often have
changes which disa r after
their p:dvsical condition has
improved.

It is possible after blockage
of one artery for small con-
necting arteries to open and
detour blood around the occlu-
sion. In this way nature pro-
vides its own bypass without
surgery.

Angiograms and surger
mxﬁ be reserved for M
uals with persistent chest

ain, usually in the form of

fmennitwlt episodes, after a
recognized heart attack. Coro-
nary b{.pau operations or
revascularization of the heart
are not always successful and
lcln impose their own prob-
em.

You should do everythin
you can to minimize thé fa
underneath your skin. Follow

the measures suggested for
pre heart Jmn, in-

ven

cluding , ho smoking, and
if your condition its, be-
gin a gradual increase in
normal physical activity. This
means wa in your case.

Your palpitation may have
improved because of your
medicine and relief of concern
about your problem, or an
improvement of the circula-
tion to your heart, which can
occur in time if everythin
else is left alone. Just the fac
that you have done this well
this n(&lnd assuming that

tter means that you no
onger\ have symptoms, I
would concur with the con-
servative approach — which
means no surgery.
