“Morally, there is no difference
between circulation eredit (which
is installed in the monetary and
banking s'ructure of the United
States as il it were honorable
ar ! desirable) and counterfeit bills
or coins. Because circulation cred-
it ic not o,en and obvious theft,
because of tiv lack ol understand-
ing of it by most people, and be-
car se t'.ey do not openly resist it,
its consequences are indirect, and
its penalties arc not understood.
It* penalties, by the way, show up
in the form of booms and depres-
sions, and aot in jail séntences.
