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Tornadoes, funnels dance aröund eastern Panhandle

Numerous funnel cloud sightings were reported in 
the Texas Panhandle Tuesday night with a few torna­
does touching down, and another round o f the heavy 
weather is expected to hit the area tonight, said 
KGRO/KOMX Meteorologist Darrell Sehom.

Although most o f the Gray County area was spared 
the more severe storms, Wheeler County was not as 
lucky.

Wheeler County Sheriff Jimmy W  Adams said he 
had a personal experience with one such twister shortly 
before midnight.

“ I drove right into the eye o f the tornado," Adams 
said this morning in a telephone interview.

The sheriff said he was watching the storm system 
and was driving to T& M  Truck Stop to warn people 
there to take cover when “ lights started poppin’ and 
blowing out o f the awning at the truck stop.”

Saying he realized he was in the tornado, he said he 
attempted to drive out o f  it going north on Interstate 40 
across the bridge. However, he apparently went with 
the tornado as it picked up his two back tires on the 
vehicle, leaving only the front tire imprints for several 
hundred feet. He was thrown o ff in the dirt and into a 
fence row.

“ 1 lost my hat. It was a brand new hat txx), but it's 
ruined," he said after someone found it today hanging 
on the fence today.

“ I was hollering on the radio that 1 was in a tornado 
and then the antennas got tom o ff and I couldn’t contact 
them and they couldn’t contact me," the sheriff said.

Adams said he has several cuts and his body is sore. 
The back windshield o f his patrol car and two passenger 
windows on the right were blown out and he has a lot o f 
body damage to the vehicle, he said. 'There was grass, 
mud and tree limbs inside the car.”

After the tornado passed, Adams said he backed out 
and drove back to the truck stop and found electrical 
lines down. He got on a public address system and told 
everyone to stay in their vehicles until help arrived.

“ I had a job to do, I had to get back in there."
The sheriff said a trailer house south o f the truck 

stop, 10 miles south o f Shamrock, was pulled out by the 
tornado and destroyed. He said the frame o f the unoccu­
pied dwelling is still standing but the roof and most o f 
the walls are scattered. Part o f  the mobile home ended 
up near where the sheriff’s vehicle was carried.

An Arizona family at the truck stop also had some 
windows blown out o f their mini-van during the storm, 
the sheriff said.

Numerous houses and buildings have hail damage 
from the first system that went through Wheeler County

about 6:30 or 7:30 p.m., the sheriff said. Damage covers 
an area about a mile w ide and 15-20 miles long in 
Wheeler County, he said. “ We had baseball sized hail 
from (he Hrst system. A  constable and deputy’s vehicle 
received hail d ^ a g e ."

This tornado was the second experience for Adams, 
who slept through a tornado as a small child in 1950 on 
a farm east o f  Wheeler.

Sehom said he expects the weather to get rough 
again between 4 p.m. today and midnight.

Unstable weather patterns this week resulted from 
warm, moist air moving from the Gulf o f Mexico on 
northerly winds to collide with a cool, dry system from 
the mountainous southwest.

Sehom said tornadoes were spotted from five miles 
south o f McLean to east o f McLean and in the Wheeler 
County area on Tuesday evening.

A  tornado that struck Shattuck, Okla., likely came 
from a system that moved through Wheeler County, 
Sehom said, after studying weather patterns and the 
movement o f  the storm. (See related story. Page 3.)

Sunray received about six inches o f rain and other 
parts o f the area received more than Pampa, which 
recorded only .21 o f an inch.

KGRO and KO M X radio stations stayed on the air 
until 2:30 a.m. today reporting on weather conditions 
and warning people who needed to take cover. Normal

time to go o f f the air for both stations is midnight.
“ When Wheeler took cover about 7:30 (p.m. Tues­

day) we were live on the air with the dispatcher,” 
Sehom said.

“ A ll in all we were pretty fortunate, in as many tor­
nadoes as were reported any one o f them could have 
been deadly.”

Sehom said western Oklahoma will likely get more 
o f the heavier thunderstorms today than Texas. He said 
on Thursday the Panhandle should get a break from the 
severe weather when the area will be on the back side 
o f the front.

The meteorologist said the type o f weather activity 
Tuesday night in the Panhandle is expected from mid- 
April to the first o f  June when funnel systems are more 
likely to occur.

Twisters were also spotted north o f Briscoe, where 
1-inch hail was also reported, and southwest o f  Higgins 
about 10 p.m. Tuesday. But no dwellings were threat­
ened, said Carol Wilson, a Hemphill County sheriff’s 
dispatcher.

A  tornado moved across open fields about 5 miles 
south o f McLean, where marble- and golfball-size hail 
fell, and several other funnel clouds were reported later.

“ It came down twice and then went back up”  into

Com niissioner D ixon  urges city 
to show its support fo r Celanese

A  Pampa city commissioner is 
urging the city to adopt a resolution 
supporting the Hoechst Celanese 
Corp. against a lawsuit charging the 
company with negligence and pollu­
tion, which, plaintiffs claim, culmi­
nated in a fatal 1987 plant explo­
sion.

Commissioner Robert Dixon left 
the podium during Tuesday night’s 
commission meeting at City Hall to 
make the request during public 
comments.

joined a suit against Celanese, plain­
tiff’s attorneys said last week. They 
are charging that the company is 
responsible fo r  numerous health 
problem s in the area, including 
Down’s syndrome and cancer.

Dt. Gerald Holman, who heads 
the hospice program in Am arillo, 
has sided with the plaintiffs, charg­
ing that pollution from the plant has 
had severe effects on local health.

“ I ’ m here today to speak on 
something that has disturbed me 
quite a bit,”  Dixon told commission­
ers. “ It’s the adverse publicity that 
has com e about because o f  
Celanese. The publicity is nation­
wide.

“ Last Tuesday in the Dallas 
Morning News, they had a three- 
quarter page story atout Pampa and 
Celanese’s problems and it was all 
negative. These things have also 
been in the northeast part o f  the 
country.”

Over 600 area residents have

However, Dr. Phil Guzelian, pro­
fessor o f  medicine, pathology, phar­
macology and toxicology at Medical 
C o lle g e  o f  V irg in ia , jo in ed  two 
other m edical school professor; 
from around the nation. Dr. Mar­
shall Johnson o f Daniel Bough Jef­
ferson Medical College o f  Philadel­
phia and Dr. Harris Bush o f Baylor 
M edical C o llege  in Houston, in 
totally refuting Holman’s claims.

Guzelian said after studying sub­
missions to the court by Holman 
and Dr. John Denko, an Amarillo 
pathologist, he found no scientific 
basis for the claims.

“ There has been nothing positive 
about this,” Dixon complained o f 
the publicity the case has garnished. 
“ It does everything to destroy our

economic development programs. 
You see these things in the paper 
and people say, ‘ What is going on 
there?” ’

Dixon told commissioners, “ I 
would like to see the city o f Pampa 
and the commission take this under 
advisement and issue some type o f 
proclamation or endorsement saying 
that the com m ission or the c ity  
backs Celanese wholeheartedly.”

He said there was precedent for 
such an action since “ less than two 
years ago  we d id  this to keep 
Celanese here (after the explosion) 
with a gigantic rally out at Harvester 
Jtadium.”

The commissioner said he has 
talked to numerous Celanese 
em ployees who fear i f  publicity 
against the company continues to 
mount, the chemical company will 
“just pull up and leave Pampa.”

He term ed C elanese and its 
employees “ our friends and neigh­
bors, civic leaders and ... one o f our 
major employers.”

D ixon said, “ I guarantee you 
right now that the people out there 
are in fear the plant w ill close and

Drug task force grant clears first hurdle

O ffic ia ls  from the Panhandle 
Regional Planning Commission con­
firmed to Pampa city officials Tues­
day afternoon that a grant applica­
tion for a full-time local drug task 
force has been tenatively approved.

C ity  M anager G len  H ackler 
made the announcement Tuesday at 
a work session prior to the C ity 
Commission meeting at City Hall.

He said state approval must fdlow 
regional approval, but that there is a 
"99.9 percent chance that will happen.”

The grant is for $26,130 and will 
be combined with $22,500 in local 
p ledges , raised by the K iw an is 
Club, and funds from the city and 
Gray County to establish two full­
time drug agents in Pampa.

Hackler said one o f those detec­
tives will be paid by the PRPC with 
grant funds they received from the 
state and will answer to the Panhan­
dle Regional Narcotics Task Force.

“ What makes this request doubly 
satisfying is the fact that the region­
al task force has agreed, because 
they have received additional state 
funding, they w ill place a full-time 
agent in Pampa to work hand-in- 
hand and day to day in Pampa and 
Gray County and the outlying areas

on drug enforcement,” Hackler said.
The other agent will be an expe­

rienced detective hired by the city, 
working in concert with the task 
force, Hackler said.

In addition, he said the city’s crime 
prevention officer will work with drug 
dogs on public education o f the city’s 
youth about the hazards o f drug abuse 
aixl what happens if they arc caught.

Hackler credited Po lice C h ie f 
Jim Laramore with being largely 
responsible for .securing the grant.

“ C h ief Laramore and his staff 
did a tremendous job,”  Hackler said. 
“ And the citizens who donated near­
ly $23,(X)0 to date were commended 
by the PRPC  advisory board for 
their interest in the community.”

H ackler said the tw o agents 
should be in place in Pampa by the 
fall o f  this year.

During the commission meeting, 
approval was given to additional seal 
coating o f  c ity  streets, including 
Somerville, Nelson and 23rd. Com­
missioners said the project is still 
$39/XX) under budget, even with the 
additional streets.

They also approved the transfer 
o f  $70,000 from the water/waste 
water fund into workman’s compen­
sation and two items rela tive to 
rules and usage at the new Hidden 
Hills municipal go lf coivse.

Astronauts use robotic arm to place Hubble Space Telescope in orbit

SPACE CENTER, Houston (A P ) 
-  D iscovery ’ s astronauts used a 
robotic arm today to slowly lift the 
$1.5 billion Hubble Space Telescope 
high above the shuttle, preparing to 
release it to peer tnio far space for 
clues to creation.

Cam eras aboard D iscovery  
showed the telescope being held 
high above the shuttle at the end o f 
a 50-foot e rn e , reflecting sunlight 
from its silver surface and a tivifing

Earth in the background. The hour- 
long process o f deploying the tele­
scope’s solar panels began in mid­
morning, part o f i i  six-hour checkout 
period.

Release o f  the telescope was 
scheduled for 12:57 p.m. CDT.

“ Precisely one ^ y  after lifting 
o f f  from  Launch Pad 39B at 
Kennedy Space Center, the Hubble 
Space Telereope is ready to fly on its 
ow n,”  M ission Control’s Jeffrey 
Carr said. “ The game has begun. 
The race is on. The clock is ticking.“

Once it was out o f  the cargo bay.

the telescope was operating on its 
own batteries, which had a life o f up 
to eight hours. Astronauts Bruce 
McCandless and Kathryn Sullivan 
were ready to leave the safety o f the 
cabin in spacesuits to pull the tele­
scope’s two electricity-producing 
solar arrays out manually i f  there 
wasa proMem.

In the first o f several maneuvers 
today, mission specialist Sieve Hawley 
careftiUy guided tiK rnedianical arm and 
latchedomodK 12 I/2-m i  tdeacepe.

He then fe leased  the latches 
holding Hubble in place in the pay­

load bay. The telescope was discon­
nected from the shuttle’s electrical 
system, and the instrument began 
operating on batteries.

Earlier this morning. Discovery 
commander Loren J. Shriver maneu­
vered the shuttle into its deployment 
position , w ith its nose pointed 
toward the sim. That was to put the 
te lescop e ’ s solar arrays, once 
unfurled, at the proper angle to 
quickly start collecting energy and 
protect the telescope’s fixed  star 
trackers while the instrument was 
being held above the payload bay.

Discovery is in orbit 380 miles 
above Earth, 70 miles higher than any 
previous .shuttle. The orbit was dictated 
by the need 10 put the telescope d)ove 
die Earth’s distorting atmosphere.

I ’d like to pass on the 
quote o f the day frotp the on-board 
astronomer (Hawley), something to 
the e f fe a  that the big marble sure 
looks far away today.”  Shriver sdid.

Controllen monitoring the tele­
scope at Goddard Space Right Cen­
ter in Maryland said Tuesday that no 
problems had been d etect^  so far 
aboard Hubble, the most expensive 
and complex unmanned spacecraft 
ever built.

“ Everything has just being going 
lik e  c lo ck w ork ,’ ’  said Ron 
Schlagheck, shift director o f orbital 
vé rifie r ion s  at Goddard. “ Every­
body is in excellent spuits.”

A fter the meeting, Dixon said 
the com m ission supporting 
Celancse should not be based on the 
company’s innocence or guilt, but 
hinged on getting behind the city’s 
major em ployer, which provides 
over 400 jobs for Pampa.

“ N oth ing has been proven ,”  
Dixon said. “ It’s never been tried in 
a court o f law and all I ’m trying to 
do is to reassure Celanese the city o f 
Pampa is behind them.”

Dixon said local residents should 
not lose sight o f  the fact that the 
petrochem ical company is the 
largest taxpayer for both the school 
district and Gray County.

Since Celanese is outside the 
Pampa city limits, it does not pay 
c ity  taxes, though most o f  the 
employees live in Pampa and pay 
individual taxes.

Dixon conceded that in the event 
Celanese is found guilty o f  any o f 
the charges against them, it might 
put the city in a bad position, i f  it 
goes on record as supporting the 
company.

“ But I don ’ t anticipate that 
because I have people who told me 
today that Celanese ... w ill fight this 
to the bitter end,”  Dixon said. “ I 
don’ t see anything that would put 
Pampa in danger.”

Dixon said he was not worried 
about not representing his con ­
stituents who might have joined the 
suit because, “ I stepped down and 
said what I did as a citizen.”

“ I was speaking as an individual 
citizen, not as a commissioner,”  he 
said. “ That’s why I stepped down.” 

Commissioners were asked to 
consider the matter and possibly 
take action at their next meeting, in 
two weeks.

Dixon indicated he was trying to 
balance pro-environmentalist senti­
ments around the nation that were 
unfairly punishing business.

City Manager Glen Hackler, an

attorney, said there is no evidence 
from the Texas Water Commission 
or A ir  Control Board that would 
indicate Celanese is guilty o f  any o f 
the charges against them.

“ Commissioner Dixon has sug­
gested the citizens som ehow be 
m obilized  in support o f  a major 
employer in town,”  Hackler said.

“ I don’t think his intent was to 
ever g ive  the appearance o f  any 
impropriety. Since it is in litigation, 
that’ s w here it w ill  need to be 
resolved.”

Hackler said with the “ hype or 
sensationalism”  in the media about 
the Celanese case, which has includ­
ed stories in the New York Times and 
on CBS Television and editorials in 
a Dallas newspaper, “ there is going 
to be negative publicity.”

“ I continue to maintain that as a 
city government we have to rest on 
the ob jective criteria and not the 
alleged claims o f an attmney or peo­
ple who believe they have claims 
against an indusuy,”  Hackler said. 
“ I don ’ t think we should panic, 
based on the studies we have.”

Judge denies mistrial motion in jail death case

A  state district judge Tuesday 

denied a mistrial in the case. District 
Judge Joe Tunnell turned aside 
defense arguments that the defen­
dants’ case was damaged by racial 
epithets found painted in a first floor 
restroom at the Smith County court­
house Monday. The jurors said they 
did not see the graffiti.

Former Hemphill Police C h ief 
Thomas Ladner and former Sabine 
County sh er iff ’ s deputies James 
“ Bo”  Hyden and Billy Ray Horton 
are on trial. The defendants are

white. Gainer was black.
The three were acquitted by a 

Hemphill jury in July 1988 o f  v io­
lating Gamer’s civil rights.

Sangwin said he heard a man 
demanding to make a phone call, 
then heard someone walk from the 
front o f  the jail and threaten to beat 
the inmate if he didn’ t shut up. The 
prisoner replied with an obscenity 
and a few  minutes later, Sangwin 
heard tw o sets o f  footsteps 
approaching, he testified.

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Heavy damage reported after tornado strikes Shattuck, Oklahom a
By The Associated Press

Forecasters say more severe weather is likely today 
in northwestern CMdahoma in the wake o f a tornado that 
caused extensive property damage in Shatiuck before 
advancing into southwestern Kansas.

“ It may be a temporary lull,”  National Weather Ser­
vice forecaster Fred Beeler said early this morning. 
“ There are more storms ih western Texas and New 
Mexico just as severe that arc moving this way, but the 
flrst round is over.”

A  tornado watch was issued until S a.m. today for 
Beaver and Texas counties in the Panhandle; Custer. 
Dewey, Ellis. Harper, Major. Roger Mills. Woods and 
Woodward counties in northwest Oklahoma, and in 
Beckham, Greer. Harmon. Jackson. Kiowa and Washita 
counties in southwest Oklahoma.

Chris Lee, a cameraman with CHdahoma City televi­
sion station KOCO who was near Shauuck to film the 
severe weather, said the city “ took a pretty direct hit”

late Tbesday.
“ It went right down Main Street at least half a mile 

or more.”  Lee said o f the tornado that was flrst rqxvted 
on the ground about eight miles west-southwest o f  
Ameu.

Lee said the Shattuck Natioiutl Bank had its win­
dows blown out and debris blocked the front doors o f a 
nearby fire station.

“ They had quite a little bit o f  damage.”  said an 
Ameu flreman who was also on the scene late Ibesday. 
“ A  lot o f  the business section got hit pretty hard, but 
there weren’t any injuries that I know of.”

Walt Shain, administrator o f  Newman Memorial 
Hospital in Shattuck, said early this morning that the 
hospital did not treat any tornado-related injuries.

A  dispatcher at the Shattuck fire department said the 
tornado slightly damaged the Are station and also 
caused “ lots o f  damage”  to other nearby buildings.

“ It did go right down Main Street and a block or 
two on either side.”  she said. “ I am still shook.”

The dispatcher said Main Street was “ nearly 
impassable and we have lines down.”

She said she was working by flashlight in the fire 
station.

“ It was just awfully strong winds to start, with hail 
and hard rain.”  she said.

The dispatcher did not know the extent o f  damage in 
the rest o f the city.

The tornado that struck Shattuck reportedly stayed 
on the ground for some 30 miles and thi^tened May in 
southern Harper County before advancing into K an i^ . 
authorities said.

A  dispatcher at Oklahoma Natural Gas Co. in Shat­
tuck said crews had been dispatched to shut o ff ruptured 
gas lines.

Authorities also reported widespread power outages 
in the Shauuck ikka. but no fires were reported.

ONG spokesman Eldridge Luber said from Okla­
homa City that workers on the scene reported roofs had 
been blown o ff several structures, including the Shat­

tuck National Bank and a nearby apartntent building.
Ellis County sheriff’s dispatcher Yulonda Taylor 

said the tornado Imocked over an undetermined number 
o f  power poles as it crossed Highway 60 about eight 
miles west o f Arnett, aboitt 14 miles southeast p f Shat­
tuck.

Thunderstorms erupted along a dryline over the 
Texas Panhandle and western Kansas earlier Tuesday, 
the weather service said.

Hail iq> to softball in size and tornadoes were report­
ed in the eastern Texas Panhandle while quarter-size 
hail fe ll over the eastern Oklahoma Panhandle, the 
weather service said.

Thunderstorms were expected to continue early this 
morning as an upper-level system moves northeastward 
out o f  the southwest United States.

An upper-level trough was expected to gradually 
move eastward toward the central plains keeping the 
chances fo r thunderstorms across Oklahom a high 
through at least today, the weather service said.

Juveniles arrested in shooting of Plainview police officer
P L A IN V IE W  (A P ) -  A  police 

officer was hospitalized in critical 
condition today and five juvenile 
suspects were held in connection 
with his shooting, which occurred 
after their car was stopped and then 
chased firom this Panh^dle city.

G ilbert Garcia was shot three 
times in the neck and the middle o f 
his back Tuesday after he chased the 
vehicle to a rural dirt road about 
seven m iles w est o f  P la in v iew , 
where it crashed.

The ju ven ile  suspects were 
booked into the Hale County jail, 
where charges were pending, said 
Police Chief Roy L. Osborne.

The 42 -year-o ld  Garcia had 
stopped the suspects’ veh icle at 
about 3 p.m. after an advisory had 
been issued for one o f them by juve­
nile authorities.

‘The juvenile authorities had an

‘attempt to locate’ advisory on one 
o f the people in the car,”  Osborne 
said. “ The officer recognized him 
and attem pted to stop him. and 
that’s when a pursuit ensued.”

He said details o f  the shooting 
were still sketchy, but it occurred 
when Garcia, who was patrolling 
alone, emerged from his squad car 
at the wreck scene.

The officer did not Are his gun, 
the ch ief said. He said a weapon 
was recovered from the suspects.

Emergency medical technicians 
gave Garcia cardiopulmonary resus­
citation and took him to Central 
Plains Regional Hospital in Plain- 
view. He was later transferred to the 
intensive care unit at St. Mary’s o f 
the Plains Hospital in Lubbock, said 
Mamette Winner, a nursing supervi­
sor.

Osborne said four suspects were

apprehended near the scene. O ffi­
cers from the Texas E)epartment o f 
Public Safety and sheriff’s office, 
using a h e licop ter and a plane, 
found the fifth  suspect in a fie ld  
west o f  the city limits hiding in a 
lake bed about a half mile from the 
vehicles, he said.

The police chief said it was the 
first shooting o f  a Plainview officer 
since 1962.

A  hospital spokesman said 
surgery had not been scheduled yet 
because o f concern about the neck 
wound.

The five  suspects, ages IS and 
16, remain in the custody o f  Plain- 
v iew  ju ven ile  authorities. N o  
charges w ill be filed until juvenile 
detention hearings are held, Osborne 
said.

Osborne said the 16-year-old 
suspect captured in the lake bed had

Garcia’s weapon with him. along 
with a .22-caliber handgun believed 
to be the weapon used to shoot Gar­
cia. Test results on the handgun are 
pending.

Garcia earlier Tuesday morning 
had taken a report that a similar 
handgun had been stolen Monday, 
Osborne said. The 16-year-old juve­
nile held in oonnection with the 
shooting had been the suqiect in the 
gun theft, Osborne said.

O sborn  said Garcia had called 
for assistance in the chase. A  DPS 
trooper discovered the police office 
only a few  feet from  his veh icle 
shortly after the shooting occurred.

Garcia, who had been employed 
as a security guard for the Wal-Mart 
Distribution Center at P la inview  
prior to becoming a policeman, had 
been w ith the P la in v iew  P o lic e  
Department for 18 months.

LU B B O C K  (A P ) -  Testimony 
was expected to end today in the 
detention hearing o f  a former Pana­
manian president’s son accused o f 
threatening to kill President Bush.

Close friends and the brother o f 
Otto Lakas. a 21-year-old architec­
ture student at Lubbock Christian 
University, were expected to take 
the stand on behalf o f Lakas in U.S. 
Magistrate J.Q. W arnick’ s court 
today.

Several friends and an expert 
witness testified Tiiesday that lidcas 
was merely “ trying to get atten­
tion”  when he made the threatening 
statements earlier this month.

But two clerks at a Lubbock 
pawn shop, who were called as gov­
ernment witnesses Tuesday during 
the four-hour hearing to determine 
whether Lakas w ill receive bail, 
reiterated their contention that 
Lakas was serious when he told 
them he had “ a bullet with Bush’s 
name engraved on it.”

Paulina Jacobo, who is repre­
senting the government, said ev i­
dence will show Lakas is a risk to 
leave the country and a threat to the 
president’s life i f  he is released on 
bail.

Lakas. the son o f Demetrio B. 
Lakas, Panama’s president from 
1972-78, has been held in the Lub­
bock County jail withoot-bail since 
^ x i l  17 on a federal chaige o f threat­
ening to kill the presidenL He has no 
prior criminal lecoid, police said.

Lakas, 21, told The Associated 
Press April 19 he “ was not serious”  
when he told Lubbock pawnbroker 
Stacy Nichols that he was planning

to “ blow Bush’s ... head o ff.”
Stacy and Tracy Nichols, twin 

brothers who help manage their par­
ents’ Exect Pawn Shop, said they 
talked to Lakas April 4 fo r more 
than three hours while Lakas con­
sidered buying a .357 Colt revolver.

W hile discussing “ everything 
that 21-year-otds talk about,”  Stacy 
N ichols said Lakas vo iced  anger 
about the December U.S. invasion 
o f  Panama, for which he blamed 
President Bush.

“ I have a .223-caliber rifle at 
home and a bullet with Bush’s name 
engraved on it,”  a Secret Service 
affidavit quoted Lakas as saying. 
“ Bush is coming to Lubbock and I 
w ill blow h is... h ^  o ff.”

The White House has announced 
no plans for a Bush visit to Lub­
bock.

The Lubbock Christian Univer­
sity architecture student has 
acknow ledged making the com ­
ments, but friends testifled Tiiesday 
that he was not serious.

Mark Levetin, a friend and for­
mer college professor, said Lakas 
would often “ spout o ff his mouth to 
get attention.”

When Levetin was asked i f  he 
thought Lakas could carry through 
with the threat, he replied, “ Gerage 
Buid) it  my president. I wouldn’t be 
sitting hera right now i f  I thought 
Otto could do iL”

Dr. Philip Davis, a Lubbock psy­
chologist, spent seven liours evalu­
ating Lakia in jail over the last three 
days at the request o f  Lakas’ attor­
ney, Tommy Turner.

“ He is not a violent person,”  Dr. 
Davis said, referring to Lakas. “ It is 
my professional opinion that Otto is 
no threat to the president.”  -

AU STIN  (A P ) -  The House was 
to take up a b ill today aimed at 
keeping schools open even if law­
makers can’ t meet a May 1 court 
deadline for reforming the public 
education finance system.

The Texas Supreme Court, in 
finding unconstitutional disparities 
in funding available to property-rich 
and property-poor school districts, 
has said state aid to schools should 
stop May 1 unless the finance sys­
tem is overhauled.

But Gov. Bill Clements and leg­
islative leaders have been deadlocked 

> over Clements’ pledge to veto any 
new taxes for reform, leading Reps. 
Bruce Gibson, D-Godley, a ^  Hiu'- 
vey Hilderbran, R-Uvalde, to write 
the bill to dodge the deadline.

Under the measure, schools 
would get their nearly $500 million 
state payment for May at the end o f 
this month, rather than May 25 as

having to borrow -  and pay interest 
on -  money to meet their expenses 
if  state aid is stopped, said L l  G o v . 
Bill Hobby. Others have said some 
poor school districts also might have 
trouble borrowing funds.

Clements and House Speaker 
Gib Lewis, D-Fort Worth, back the 
payment-acceleration bill.

But Sen. Carl Parker, chairman 
o f the Senate Education Committee, 
said there’s no need for the measure 
because lawm akers w ill*  send 
Clements a school reform bill.

“ W e’ve had enough smoke and 
mirrors and gimmicks and tricks,”  
said Parker, D-Port Arthur.

A  House-Senate conference com­
mittee ack^Mcd a bill Tuesday to pump 
$555 million more into public educa­
tion next school year. The bill relies 
on $443 million that would be gener­
ated by raising the state sales tax from 
6cents to6.5 cents on the dollar.

The Senate on Thursday is to

WHl consider House legislation to 
free an additional $114.4 million for 
education by cutting other areas o f 
the state budget.

Although Clements promised to 
veto the sales tax increase, he said he’ll 
act in time to give lawmakers a chance 
to oveiride.his veto before the special 
session ends at midnight May 1.

To enact the tax increase after a 
gubernatorial veto would require a 
two-thirds vote o f  those present in 
the House. In the Senate, a two- 
thirds vo te  o f  the 31 members 
would be required.

' 1 he school finance reform plan, 
which is a compromise between a 
$450 m illion House bill and $1.2 
b illion  Senate measure, is to be 
taken up Thursday in the Senate, 
and on Wednesday or Thursday in 
the House.

The only one o f  the 10 confer­
ence com m ittee members who 
opposed the comprom ise plan is

Rep. Kent Grusendorf, R-Arlington. 
Among other items, he said he is 
concerned that the measure would 
be too costly in the future.

Estim ating jhat the measure 
might cost as much as $3 billion a 
year when fu lly  im plem ented, 
Grusendorf said, “ I don’t know how 
you would fund that other than with 
a personal income tax.

A  fiscal note prepared by the 
Leg is la tive  Budget Board shows 
that in fiscal year 1995, when the 
bill is fully implemented, it could 
cost $1.8 billion to $2.9 billion over 
current spending.

The school finance system -  
which relies on a combination o f  
state aid, local property taxes and 
some federal money -  currently 
costs about $13.5 billion a year.

U.S. renews terrorism charges against Syria despite Polhill release

W A S H IN G T O N  (A P )  -  The 
Bush administration is ruling out 
any immediate warming o f relations 
with Syria despite a courtesy call by 
President Bush and an official pat 
on the back for assisting in the lib­
eration o f U.S. hostage Robert Pol- 
hUl.

“ While Syria has taken certain 
positive steps since 1986 to combat 
terrorism, including its role in the 
release o f  Mr. Polhill, we continue 
to be very concerned about the pres­
ence in Syria and Syria-controlled 
areas o f  terrorist groups,”  State 
Department spokeswoman Margaret 
Tutwiler said Tuesday.

Th e groups include Ahm ed 
Jabril’s P t^ la r  Front fcM' the Liber­
ation o f Palestine -  General Com­
mand, suspected in the bombing o f 
Pan Am  Flight 103 in December 
1988 in which 270 people were 
killed; the Japanese Red Army and

the Abu Nidal organization, Ms. 
Tutwiler said. The fust has its head­
quarters in Damascus; the other two 
are in the Bekka Valley o f Lebanon.

“ Syria’s current relations with 
these groups is an impediment to 
better U.S.-Syrian relations,”  the 
spokeswoman said.

President Bush telephoned Presi­
dent H afez Assad on Monday to 
express appreciation feu Syria’s par­
ticipation in the release o f Polhill on 
Sunday after 39 months in captivity.

Evidently, that personal gesture 
was the extent o f any U.S. move 
toward Damascus, although 
Tutwiler said economic sanctions 
imposed by the Reagan administra­
tion in 1986 were “ under continuing 
review.”

The sanctions include a ban on 
certain bank credits, a suspension o f 
commercial flights between the two 
countries and a travel advisory cau­
tioning Americans against going to 
the Middle Eastern country.

White House spokesman Marlin 
Fitzwater said Bush told congres­
sional leaders Tuesday that “ he 
believes Syria had more than a pass­
ing role in the hostage release.”

Meeting with the leaders in the 
Cabinet Room, mostly to discuss 
Lithuania, the president reiterated 
that “ goodw ill begets goodw ill,”  
Fitzwater said. But he said Bush 
added, “ W e cannot chip away at 
this problem  on an increm ental 
basis. W e want the release o f  all 
hostages.”

The spokesman did not say what 
Syria had actually done to help Pol­
hill. He also hedged on whether Iran 
helped as well, and ruled out restor­
ing U.S. ties to Iran after a 10-year 
lapse unless the seven other ca i^ve 
Americans in Lebanon are freed.

Fitzwater quoted B u ^  as saying 
he thought Iran understood “ our 
gratitude fo r any help they may 
have p rov ided  in the hostage 
release, but they also know that the 
process o f  norm alization cannot 
occur until a ll hostages are 
released.”

Other U .S. o ffic ia ls  told The 
Associated Press on Monday that 
Iran and Syria would remain on the 
State Department’s list o f countries 
that sponsor terrorism.

Testimony continues in Gonzales trial
D ALLAS (A P ) -  The judge in the trial o f  a former 

Houston police officer was to rule today on whether he 
would allow the victim’s ex-husband to testify before a 
jury about violencoduring their 12-year marriage.

Alex Gonzales is on trial for murder in the shooting 
death o f Ida Lee Delmiey. She was shot to death after a 
car chase by three off-duty policemen early in the 
morning last October.

Her ex-husband, James, testified without the jury 
present Monday that Ms. Delaney shot at him 'twice 
during their marriage and routinely carried an ice pick 
in her purse.

State District Judge Ted Poe was to ruled today on 
whether he’ ll let Delaney repeat his story to the jury, 
over the objections o f prosecutors.

Delaney, 60, would be the last witness on the stand 
before final arguments in the trial, which was moved to 
Dallas because o f puMicity.

The Delaneys were married from 1966 to 1978, and 
Delaney said his ex-wife always kept an ice pick in her 
puTK avid a pistol in her car, in her purse or hidden in 
the front her clothing.

Defense lawyer «Mike Hinton asked Delaney, a 30- 
year Cameron Iron Works machine shop employee, i f  
his ex-wife was easily angered.

“ Temper kinda high,”  he answered. “ Quick tern-
-------*•per.

IV ice , he told Hinton, Mrs. Delaney opened fire on 
him widi a pistol.

The first time, he said, was “ sometime in the ’60s,”

and the second happened “ in the early ’ 70s.”  But 
Delaney also said the second episode came just before 
he sued for divorce in 1978.

Both prosecutors and defense lawyers said they 
weren’ t aware that Delaney was available to testify 
before Tiiesday.

Hinton and defense attorney Joe Bailey lost a bid 
M onday to let jurors hear a description o f  Mrs. 
Delaney’s 1971 assault on a Houston policeman.

They also fidled to convince Poe to let them tell jurors 
about a 1959 case in which Itb Lee Williams was a sus­
pect in an ice-pick stabbing. Sgt. Steve Cl^;)part said 
Williams, who later became Delaney, was never charged. 
That case was not prosecuted at the request o f the victim.

Clappart revealed that an ice pick was found in 
Delaney’s purse after she was shot to death in an O ct 
31 shootout with Goruodes on the Southwest Freeway 
near the Newcastle ex it

Gonzales said he and two fellow  off-duty officers, 
Alexander Romero and R.C. Gonzales Jr., followed 
Delaney for 13 miles in order to arrest her after she 
nearly hit their car whh her pickup and shot anthem.

Prosecutors say the three harassed and terrified the 
woman and that Gonzales, who was drunk and out o f 
uniform, slugged Delaney in the face before shooting 
her to death.

W hile questioning Clappart, Rosenthal suddenly 
asked if  the three o fficen  weren’t fired over the killing.

Clappart answered that all three lost their jobs, 
marking the first time jurors had learned o f the firings.

More people scared 
o f new census forms

“ I was scared o f Tilling in my Qwn name.”  a man who refused to 
give his identify told The New York Times about the 1990 census. * i 
feel the government kno^s enough about me already.”  A  woman 
said: ‘T o o  many questions. No, I can’t give you my name. They’ ll 
call me about iL Oh, yes, they will.”

Something wonderful is happening. People are saying “ no more” 
to the government in a subtle way. Millions are simply not sending 
in the 1990 census form. In an informal Times survey, one in four 
people said they weren’ t filling out the form. Census Bureau Direc­
tor Barbara Everitt Bryant says only S7 percent o f Americans have 
sent the forms back in.

Why? John O ’Leary, a 35-year-old Boston sales manager, tells 
the story: “ I didn’t fill it out because I don’t like the government 
keeping track o f me.”  The government insists the census is essential 
for doing out $50 billion in federal money. Yet more and more peo­
ple are realizing that the federal lucre does not bring prosperity, but 
more bureaucrats, police, snoopers and snouters.

Are these fears well-founded? Federal law makes the answers 
confidential. But James Bovard, a 1980 census laker and analyst for 
the Competitive Enterprise Institute, wrote in The Wall Street Jour­
nal that “ people have been evicted for giving honest census 
answers. Though the Census Bureau does not release data on each 
household, it does releas*; information on blocks -  and a block can 
have as few as six houses on it.”  The General Accounting Office 
has found that the city governments use census data to evict people 
from “ illegal” two-family dwellings.

When Japanese-Americans were rounded up in 1942 and put in 
concentration camps, the Census Bureau provided exact data on 
how many o f them lived in a particular neighborhood, allowing the 
feds to nab them easily. These were loyal citizens, most native-born, 
whose liberty was supposedly guaranteed by the Bill o f Rights.

Bovard described how the 1980 census was used: “The 1RS in 
1983 attempted (largely unsuccessfully) to combine census data 
with private mailing lists in order to track down people who don’t 
Tile income taxes. As computer technology advances, the ability o f 
the 1RS to ‘ abuse’ census data will increase.”  Today’s computers are 
at least 100 times more powerful even than models used in 1983.

N o wonder Boston businessman Jeff Epstein told the Times, “ I 
have to tell you that sending [census forms] out right before taxes 
are due was crazy.”  I f  such citizen revolt against the snoopy census 
form continues, the United States may go the way o f Holland, 
which abandoned its own snoopy census 20 years ago after a mas­
sive citizen boycott *

The Census Bureau and the rest o f the government have only 
themselves to blame. The U.S. Constitution stipulates only an “enu­
meration”  -  a head count -  not a snoopy questionnai % and for a 
single purpose: the apportionment o f congressional districts. In 
other worlds, the Census Bureau should legitimately ask only the 
question: “ Are you alive?”
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Cable TV: Lust for regulation
It is a sound princi[de, or so it seems to me, to 

look with daik suspicion upon any effort by gov­
ernment to “ protect”  us. In obedience to that princi­
ple, let us be wary o f  Sen. John Danforth’s pending 
Cable Television Consumer Protection AcL It may 
be a bummer.

The gentleman from Missouri is disturbed at 
some things that have happened since cable T V  
was deregulated five years ago. He sees the evil 
consequences o f  monopoly. Between 1986 and 
1989, cable rates in Jefferson City increased by 71 
percent. In Cape Girardeau, rates soared by 100 
percent. Without re-regulation in some form, he 
sees nothing to prevent cable providers from goug­
ing their subscribers and delivering lousy service to 
boot.

Well, maybe so, but voices o f  experience should 
whisper in our ears. The parallels are not exacL but 
most o f  us can recall -  plaintively and poignantly -  
the kind o f telephone service we had before gov­
ernment got into the act. It was the best service in 
the world. Then the courts went to work and broke 
up A T& T and the Bell system. Now the service is 
often terrible and it costs a ruddy fortune.

The theory behind the telephone fiasco is the 
same theory Danforth and his colleagues are resur­
recting here: M onopoly is bad; competition is 
good. The theory is fine, but before Congress 
applies the theory to cable TV, let us take care not 
to hobble a healthy horse.

This is an amazing industry. It all began in 1948 
when John Walson, who sold T V  sets in Mahanoy 
City, Pa., had an idea. He erected a community 
antenna on a nearby hill and sold access to its 
advantages. By 1970, roughly 4.5 million house­
holds had subscribed to cable. By 1980, the num-

prospect o f  one more bureaucratic monster holds 
small tqipeal.

Another aspect is troubling. Danforth makes 
much o f  cable’s role as “ gatekeeper o f  informa­
tion.”  He finds it ominous that “ cable operators 
today are free to decide what local broadcast pro­
grams their subscribers are able to see.”  But how is
this different from the way in which newspapers go

ber had grown to 15 million households.
Today the best estimate is that 53 million homes 

-  about 57 percent o f  all television households -  
are signed up. In the past decade cable advertising 
revenue has ballooned from $58 million to $2 bil­
lion. More than 9,000 cable systems are now in 
operation. A  typical cable system delivers 32 chan­
nels, and when everything is working properly the 
picture is superior to the obtained with rooftop 
antennae.

The data suggest that the industry must be 
doing something right. I f  you accept the industry’s 
statistics at face value, always a risky thing to do, 
basic cable rates since 1972 have lagged behind the 
rate o f  inflation. The cable operators are selling 
entertainment at an average cost o f  $15 per house­
hold per month -  less than what it costs to take the 
fam ily to a single baseball game. Th is doesn’ t 
smack o f monopoly gone bersbrk.

Under Danforth’s bill, regulation o f  basic cable 
rates would rever^to local city councils whenever a 
cable operator had no “ effective competition.”  In 
these circumstances, local governments would 
ha\c to fix rates within guidelines to be set by the 
Federal Com m unications C om m ission . The

about their business? Editors and publishers regu­
larly decide what news and features their sub­
scribers are able to read.

The senator would not exactly dictate the pro­
grams that a cable franchise woukl have to deliver, 
but he would compel every cable system to carry, 
free o f  charge, the broadcast signals o f local T V  sta­
tions. I f  cable operators en joy the same First 
Amendment protection accorded to other media, it is 
hard to see how they constitutionally could be com­
pelled to carry any program they were not required 
by local contract to carry. A ll this is puzzling.

James P. Mooney, president o f  the National 
Cable Television Association, freely acknowledges 
that his industry has problems with customer ser­
vice, but he insists the problems are diminishing. 
Now that most o f the attractive markets have been 
gobbled up, the industry’s hope fo r profitable 
growth lies in signing up the 40 percent o f  T V  
households that have not yet subscribed. This will 
require moderate fees, diversified programs and 
prompt service. Otherwise, prospective subscribers 
will seek news and entertainment elsewhere.

M y thought is to stick by the marketplace. G ov­
ernment protection is great when it protects us 
from contaminated meat and fraudulent securities, 
but we ought not to have more “ protection”  than 
we truly need.

Our military is gobbling up the West

Although Sen. James A. McClure, 
R-Idaho, long has been a staunch sup­
porter o f  the military, he was upset 
when the A ir  F orce last year 
announced its intention to greatly 
expand a bombing range in his state.

Predicting a “ firestorm”  o f grass­
roots opposition, McClure expressed 
his “ g rave  concern ”  about the 
Defense Department’s “ decision to 
drop this proposal in our laps" with­
out making any attempt to deal with 
public concerns.

A t issue is the expansion o f  the 
Saylor Creek Bombing Range, south 
o f  Mountain Home A ir Force Base, 
from  just under 110,000 acres to 
almost 1.46 million acres. McClure 
now awaits the conclusions o£ public 
hearings before taking a formal posi­
tion on the substance o f the proposal.

It is vehemently opposed, however, 
by sportsmen fear^l o f the destruction 
o f  fishing and hunting grounds, by 
ruichers resistant to the withdrawal o f  
range land on which their cattle and 
sheep graze, by environmentalists con-

cemed about the destruction o f critical 
wildlife habitat -  and by residents who 
cannot tolerme military jets ceaselessly 
screaming overhead.

The A ir Force says the range will 
be (g r a te d  six days a week from 7 
a.m. to 10 pjn. Moreover, on one day 
per week it w ill be open all night. The 
Committee for Idaho’s High Desert 
predicts the “ Afghanistanization o f  
the American W est”
. Similar schemes to take control o f 

vast tracts o f  public land and air 
space for military use me pending in 
more than a dozen other states. In 
California, for example, the Defense 
Dqiartment wants to expand the 1.3 
m illion  acre Ch ina Lake N ava l 
Weapons Center.

In Montana, the A ir  Force and 
Army National Gumd want more than 
718,000 acres for bombing, a r t i l l^  
and tank training ranges. In Missis­
sippi, the Army National Guard wants 
at least 32,000 acres and possibly as 
much as 116,000 acres o f the DeSoto 
National Forest to expand the tank 
maneuvering area at C!unp Shelby.

(Although most o f  the tiacu cur­

rently being sought by the armed 
forces are now administered by the 
Bureau o f Land Management, more 
than 600,000 acres o f  what previously 
were national forests are currently 
under Defense Departmeitt control.)

In 1940, f(M instance, the entire 
Choctawhatchee National Forest in 
Florida was given to the War Depart- 
tpent and transformed into what is 
now Eglin A ir  Force Base. Federal 
law calls for m um  o f the land when 
it is no longer needed for military 
purposes, but nobody expects that to 
occur any time soon.)

'The Army wants to acquire almost 
665,000 acres at Fort Irwin in Cali­
fornia, 139,000 acres at Fort Bragg in 
North Carolina, 83,000 acres at Fort 
Polk in Louisiana, 82,000 acres at 
Fort R iley in Kansas, 51,000 acres at 
Fort A .P . H ill in V irgin ia, 50,000 
acres at Fort Lew is in Washington 
and more than llOjOOO acres at vari­
ous other bases in Alatama, Hawaii, 
Kentucky, Missouri and Virginia.

In Nevada, a new 610,000-acre 
tank iruaieuver area near Hawthorne is 
being sought by the Arm y National

Guard, while the nearby Fallon Naval 
A ir Station wants to more than double 
the airspace reserved for its use, addoig 
10,800 square m iles to the 10,200 
square m il^  already under its oorttrol.

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Cham orro inauguration beset by political infighting in N icaragua

M A N A G U A , Nicaragua (A P ) -  On the eve o f  her 
inauguration, Presid.ent-elect V io le u  Barrios de 
Chamorro infuriated leaders o f her political coalition 
with her apparent decision to retain the Sandinistas* 
longtime military chief..

Gen. Humberto Ortega, a leader o f  the Sandinista 
revolution, is to stay on for a time to promote reconcili­
ation between the |no-U.S. administration and the left­
ists who ruled Nicaragua ftM- a decatte, an administra­
tion source said.

Nicaragua is emerging from nine years o f civil war 
that claimed 30,000 lives and left the economy in tat­
ters, and Mrs. Chamorro has promised its 3.5 million 
people peace.

But by keeping outgoing President Daniel Ortega’s 
brother at the helm o f  the military, Chamorro could be 
making it mote difficult to persuade the U.S.-supported 
Contra rebels to disarm.

The upper-class housewife and newqiap«' publisher 
who takes office in this war-wracked nation today also 
runs the risk o f  alienating the leaders o f  the ideological­
ly diverse coalition she led lo  victory in Feb. 25 elec­
tions.

“ It is unaccqMable that members representative o f  
the FSLN (Sandinista Front) remain in high-level posts 
in the army, InteritK Ministry and other government 
structures,”  the coalition leadership said in a statement 
Tuesday.

The Sandinistas often treated their political oppo­
nents harshly, so it is no surprise that members o f  the 
new government wish to see them completely^ out o f  
government.

The leadership o f  the 14-partv United National 
Opposition coalition (U N O ) has frequendy been at odds 
with the small circle o f  Chamorro advisers that is 
putting her government together.

A  source close to Chamorro told The Associated 
Press that leaving Gen. Ortega in place would be a 
temporary measure and confirm ed a report in the

Chamorro family newspaper Lm Prensa that the presi­
dent-elect w ill at the outset assume the post o f  ddfense 
minister.

“ There are some extremists (within U NO ) that want 
the Sandinistas w iped out in one fe ll sw oop,”  the 
source said. “ That cannot be. He (Gen. Ortega)ÿivill be 
eased out, but not for a while.”

The Contras and members o f  the Chamorro coalition 
have demanded that the army be purged o f Sandinista 
loyalists.

Gen. Ortega was a memba o f the Sandinistas* nine- 
man directorate until he quit Monday to honor an agree­
ment to depolitkize the armed fmces.

A ll officers in the army and security forces likewise 
resigned from leadership positions in the Sandinista 
Front, inesponably making them eligible to stay on after 
Chaniorro takes over.

The resignations are unlikely, however, to placade 
many o f the thousands o f armed (^ t r a s  in the country­
side who say they will not disarm as agreed by June 10 
unless the army is purged o f Sandinistas.

Discord in the new governing coalition was also evi­
dent Tuesday when the new National Assembly was 
inaugurated.

In an internal primary over the weekend, Myriam 
ArgueHo o f the People’s Conservative Alliance won 28 
votes from U N O ’s 51 deputies to win the coalition’s 
nomination for National Assembly president. A lfredo 
Cesar o f  the Socia l Dem ocrats and a p rotege o f  
Chamorro, received 23 voles.

But at Tuesday’s first session o i the new assembly, 
Ms. Arguello and her su^xirters did not return from a 
recess for a secret vote on the legislative presidem after 
Cesar tqipeared to have won Samlinista siqiport for his 
candidacy.

Cesar was rumored to have agreed to siqiport Gen. 
( ^ g a ’s staying on as army chief in exchange for the 
votes o f  the assembly’s 39 Sandinista deputies.

A  man with his sights set on the 19% presidential 
elections, Cesar would clearly like the visibility o f  the 
National Assembly presidency to help launch such a 
candidacy.

Quayle to attend Cham orro 's inauguration

W A S H IN G T O N  (A P )  -  V ice  
President Dan (^ a y le  is represent­
ing the United States at today’ s 
inauguration o f  Nicaraguan Presi­
dent-elect V ioleta Chamorro, but 
without a $300 million aid package 
President Bush had hoped to deliver.

Instead, the vice president was 
exp6cted to deliver a $2.5 million 
down payment in m edical assis­
tance, o f f ic ia ls  said. The grant 
would rqiresent the first direct U.S. 
aid to the Nicaraguan government 
since 1981.

The plan also would provide aid 

to Panama.
“ I asked that they do that back in 

March. I asked that the legislation 
be fmished on April 5. And tomor­
row, V io le ta  Chamorro is being 
sworn in as president and we don’t 
have that,”  Bush complained to a 
White House audience.

He appeided to a group o f build­
ing contractors to “ please call your 
friendly senator and tell him to get 
goirtg and get this legislation pa^ed 
... I ’ d like to have ¿ a t  legislation 
intact so that our able vice president 
can report that to Mrs. Chamorro 
when he goes down there tomorrow.”

Bush’ s package is sta lled in 
Congress over unrelated legislation. 
On Tuesday, the Senate Appropria­
tions Committee voted 15-14 to pro­
vide $3(X) million to Nicaragua and 
$420 million to Panama.

To  enable Q uayle to bring 
Chamorro some good news. Bush 
planned to invoke seldom-exercised 
em ergency authority to send the 
$2.5 m illion  in m edical a id to

N icaragua, congressional and 
administration sources said.

Quayle also will report progress 
toward sending previously promised 
food and other aid for the new gov­
ernment, said the sources, speaking 
on condition o f anonymity.

Failure to approve ¿ e  fu ll aid 
package by Chamorro’s inaugura­
tion should not be seen as an embar­
rassment, House Speaker Thomas S. 
Foley, D-Wash., said Tuesday.

“ It is a matter o f  procedures 
here,”  he told reporters. “ We have 
procedures that obviously have to 
go forward, and I think eventually 
that aid package will be voted.”

The administration’s aid request 
for Nicaragua is designed to help 
that country, among the poorest in 
the hemisphere, to recover from a 
decade o f  civil war and U.S. trade 
sanctions. It includes money to meet 
immediate needs fo r planting o f  
crops and for fuel.

The White House earlier made 
$3.6 million available to a United 
Nations group that is seeking to help 
dem obilize and repatriate Contra

rebels whose gu errilla  battles 
ag'iinst the Sandinista government 
at one time were actively supported 
by administration o f  former Presi­
dent Reagan.

Oflicials o f  the new government 
have conceded they face a difficult 
challenge in meeting the electorate’s 
expectations for a better standard o f 
living.

Reagan cut o f f  a id  to the 
Nicaraguan governm ent shortly  
after taking office in 1981.

Bush said his a id package, 
intended to be a flrst installment on 
a larger U.S. commitment, would be 
crucial in helping new democracies 
o f  Latin America revive their crip- \ 
pled economies.

“ We are a symbol up here for 
these countries in our own neighbor­
hood,”  he said.

The stopgap medical aid would 
be provided unda* a little-used sec­
tion o f  the foreign assistance law 
that permits the president to use up 
to $10 million a year for “ any emer­
gency purposes,”  so long  as 
Congress is notified.

Stepfather says bom b builder's 
suicide was a sign o f rem orse

After 50 years, U .S. weighs ties with Albania

IND IANAPO LIS  (A P ) -  A  man 
who committed suicide shortly after 
a bomb he built maimed a 5-year- 
old girl at a K  mart a year ago may 
have taken his life because “ a good 
little girl was the victim,”  his step­
father says.

D avid  L . Sw in ford , 19, shot 
himself in the head in a car on a 
rural road on April 19, 1989, two 
days after the bombing and hours 
after having discussed the blast witlp 
his mother and sister, authorities 
said Tuesday.

Swinford, o f  rural Noblesville, 
was identified as a possible suspect 
within days o f  the bombing, but 
investigators only recently devel- 
oped conclusive evidence he built 
the device, said Charles Petersen, 
agent in charge o f the U.S. Bureau 
o f Alcohol, Tobacco and Firearms 
in Indiaiuqx)lis.

Tests on a screwdriver and knife 
from Sw in ford ’ s car determined 
they were used in making the pipe 
bomb, which was concealed in a 
pump-type toothpaste dispenser and 
blew the girl’s hand o f f  as she lifted 
it from a shelf, Petersen said.

Petersen said authodties knew
no motive for the bombing.
But Swinford’s stepfather, David < 

W. Whitesell, recalled a conversa- 
' tion his family had while watching 
a T V  account o f  the bombing a few 
hours after the incident.

During the discussion, Whitesell 
said, his w ife , G race, wondered 
aloud who would comm it such a. 
crime involving a child.

“ David replied, ‘What business 
did a little girl have to do in the 
trash bag department?’ ”  Whitesell 
recalled. “ I f  he really did do this, I 
think it was a real blow to hhn to 
find out that a good little girl was 
the victim.”

Erin Bower, now 6, now wears 
an artificial limb to replace the left 
hand she lost in the Mast She was

scheduled this month for a cornea 
transplant in her left eye, also dam­
aged in the explosion.

Her mother, Maureen Bower, 
expressed sympathy over Sw in ­
ford’s death.

“ I ’m sorry the boy felt he had to 
take his l ife  over it. Somehow I 
think that as well as Erin has done, 
we could have found forgiveness 
for him,”  Mrs. Bower told WTHR- 
T V  Tu^day night

While Swinford was withdrawn 
around adults and was asked to 
move out o f  the home fo llow ing  
disagreements, his mother and stq>- 
father said he loved children.

M rs. W h itese ll said her son 
would play with the couple’s chil­
dren -  Paula, 4 1/2, and 15-month- 
old twins, Brittany and Paul.

“ There was a point that I sug­
gested he go into something where 
he could work with disabled chil­
dren because our boy has Downs 
syndrome and David always related 
w ell w ith him ,”  Mrs. W hitesell 
said.

Whitesell said his stepson never 
confessed to the bombing.

Petersen said there was no evi­
dence Swinford actually placed the 
bomb on the shelf, and he may have 
had an accomplice.

W A S H IN G TO N  (A P )  -  A fter 
more than 50 years, the U nited 
States is ready to pursue normal 
diplomatic relations with Albania 
despite its reputation as one o f the 
world’s most rigid police states.

The State Department le ^ n d e d  
favorably on Tuesday to a statement 
last week in which Albanian Presi­
dent Ramiz A lia expressed interest 
in establishing diplomatic ties. He 
made the same overture to the Sovi­
et Union.

State Department spokeswtmian 
Margaret Tutwiler, in a statement, 
referred only indirectly to Albania’s 
human rights record.

“ Establishment o f  diplomatic 
relations would create the opportu­
nity for dialogue through which we 
would be able to communicate our 
concerns and encourage respect for 
human rights in Albania,”  she said.

A lban ia  has been one o f  the 
world’s most reclusive nations for 
years, shunning diplomatic ties with 
all but a few  countries while pre­
serving its status as a bulwark o f 
ortho(k>x communism.

It is the only European country 
that has refused to participate in the 
35-nation grouping that addresses 
issues related to continental security
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and cooperation.
But A lia ’s speech a week ago, in 

addition to making overtures to 
Washington and Moscow, indicated 
an interest in Albanian membership 
in the European group formed 15 
years ago in Helsinki.

The most recent Stale Department 
report on human rights conditions 
worldwide, released in February, said 
Albanians are “ permitted only very 
limited c iv il and political rights”  
under their Marxist government

The death penalty can be 
imposed for such non-violent crimes

as unauthorized attempts to em i­
grate ̂ or for anti-government propa­
ganda.

Albania o ffic ia lly  has been an 
atheist state since 1%7. More than 
2,100 religious structures were shut 
down and many religious leaders 
were persecuted, imprisoned or exe­
cuted for continuing their religious 
functions, the report said.

In form ation  about sp ec ific  
human rights abuses has been d iffi­
cult to obtain because o f strict o ffi­
cial censorship.

Amnesty International, the Lon­

don-based human rights group, has 
said that repeated appeals to Albani­
an authorities for the release o f pris­
oners o f  conscience have not been 
answered.

One sign that Albania has begun 
to open up was its decision to grant 
a visa to Rep. Joseph P. Kennedy, 
D-Mass. He is scheduled to visit 
A lbania during the first week in 
June.

He is believed to be the first rep­
resentative o f the U.S. government 
to visit Albania since relkions were 
broken before World War II.

“ I realize by my acts I have hurt those who are clos­

est to me. I am truly sorry,”  Milken said, breaking 
down and crying as he read a statement in U.S. District 
Court.

Included were guilty pleas for aiding speculator 
Ivan Boesky in several securities law violations; for 
aiding another trader in filing false income tax returns; 
and for conspiring to violate securities laws.

Milken did not plead to any charges o f  insider 
trading or racketeering, which were the most serious 
in the government’s original, broad indictment o f  
him.

Milken, 43, entered his guilty plea before U.S. Dis­
trict Judge Kimba Wood in a courtroom packed with 
about 250 people.

The move capped the stunning decline o f the former 
head o f Drexel Burnham Lambert Inc.’ s high-yield 
bond department, who gained notoriety for engineering 
fuiancing for some o f the biggest corporate takeovers o f 
the 1980s and then for allegations o f  widespread 
wrongdoing.

Elizabeth Foley, spokeswoman

for the Philadelphia Yearly Meeting, 
the I>iggest Quaker group in the 
East, said, “ T h ey  had P opeye 
reso lv in g  dispute and co n flic t  
through vidence. This is completely 
(^Mioxious and offensive."

“ We are an organization o f  paci­
fists. We have a peace testimmiy that 
is more than 300 years o ld ,"  she 
said. “ To portray us as a church that 
beats up on other people is not O K .”

Quaker Oats Co. -  which has no 
connection with the religious group 
-  apologized and said it deleted the

“ These people are the cannon fodder o f  the drug war,”  
said Michael Lappe. special agent in charge o f  the U.S. Cus­
toms Office o f Enforcement in El Paso, which investigates all 
the bridge cases. “ They are expendable.”

Bridge officials say just about all the runirers have the 
same story when caught: Somebody approached them in 
Juarez and didn’t have the “ papers”  to get into the United 
States. He was planning on crossing the river, the story goes, 
but needed to get someone to take his vehicle across the 
bridge so he would have something to drive while in El Paso.

The 4rivers are offered anywhere from $30 to $200 for the 
favor by the “ river contractor,”  the U.S. law enforcement •?,3 
for the recruiters.

You can draw your own (x>nclusions about who 
they are.

Federal authorities say the M dge busts keep the pressure 
on those organizations; federal prosecutors a ^  the federal 
public defender’s office, which ends up handling the defense 
in the majority o f  cases, say the bridge busts are stretching the 
federal court system in El Paso to the lim it

Over the past two years, the number o f attorrRys assigned 
to the U.S. attoTTRy’s office and puUic defender’s office has 
doubled, for the most part to hariidle the avalaiKhe o f bridge
cases.

At the same time, El' Paso still has only one permanent 
federal judge. Harry Lee H u d ^ th , who is widely recognized 
as having one o f  the heaviest case loads in the country.

As a consequence, authorities encourage plea bargains for 
marijuana loads under 50 pounds.

Cases o f less than 20 pounds o f  marijuana often are turiRd 
over to th( state to prosecute, and small or trace amounts o f 
marijuana are treated administratively, through the forfeiture 
o f  the vehicle.

More community resources availably 
for helping to prevent child abuse;

‘ It should not huh to be a child,’ 
yet the Texas Deparunent o f Human 
Services annually confirms more 
than 50,000 cases o f  child abuse and 
neglect

W hile families most at risk are 
those where parents are noubled by 
a lcoho lism , drug abuse, marital 
strife, low self-esteem and jobless­
ness, child abuse crosses all socio­
economic lines and ¿thnic group­
ings.

S k ills  fo r  parenting are not 
inborn but require constant develop­
ment by the parent during the child­
hood-adolescent period. Most par­
ents genuinely love their children, 
but find themselves caught in situa­
tions beyond their control and do 
not know how to cope, according to 
a news release from the Texas Agri­
cultural Extension Service.

Because many Texas fam ilies 
tend to be m obile, they may not 
have fam ily  resources or stable

friendships to provide external sup­
port, the news release states. They 
also may lack basic child develop­
ment information which helps them 
develop reasonable expectations o f 
children’s behavior at different ages 
and stages, it said.

A  growing number o f  communi­
ty resources have become available 
to parents. Groups such as the 
Extension Service, local churches, 
school and m edical centers now 
o ffe r  parenting education classes 
and special programs to address 
these needs.

M any public lib raries carry 
books that are helpful to parents in 
understanding ch ild  grow th  and 
development Some volunteer orga­
nizations also provide parent a id^, 
especially for new parents. Some 
communities also offer a crisis hot­
line.

However, child abuse prevention

isn’t just an oiganized effort. Each 
adult also can do his or her part

Following are some suggestions:
• Start with yourself. I f  you think 

you need help, get i t
• Offer help to a friend, a neigh­

bor or a relative who appears to 
have difficulty with parenting tadu.

• Rqiort suspected abuse.
• Volunteer time to an organized 

activity.
• M ake a donation to groups 

working to prevent abuse.
While April is traditionally des­

ignated as Child Abuse PreventicMi 
Month, each day is one for reaching 
out in support o f  Texas children. 
“ Helping”  ¡nevents “hurting.”

Don’t say 'yuck': oat bran ice cream is on its way
BOSTON (A P ) -  Impossible as 

it sounds, a food scientist says he’s 
invented just what the world’s been 
waiting for: Ice cream that’s good 
for you.

Not only does this stuff contain 
almost no fat, it m ight actually 
lower the body’s cholesterol level 
instead o f raising it

The secret ingredient is a fluffy 
white powder made from that dar­
ling o f the food conscious, oat bran. 
Its principal inventor, George E. 
Inglett o f  the U.S. Department o f 
Agriculture’s research labs in Peo­
ria, ni., calls it Oatrim.

I f  his predictions are correct, in 
tw o  or three years it w ill be an 
ingredient in all sorts o f  otherwise 

I high-fat foods, including mayon­
naise. cheese spreads, salad dress­
ings and margarine.

“ It has a double wham m y,’ ’ 
Inglett said. “ It w ill replace animal 
fat, such as cream, in desserts. And 
it acts in the body to lower blood 

I cholesterol.”

To be successful, Oatrim w ill 
have to compete against other fat 
substitutes that have been under 
developm ent longer, and it w ill 
have to overcome doubts that have 
arisen about the powers o f oat bran

to lower cholesterol.
The first o f the substitutes, called 

Sim plesse, was approved by the 
FOod and Drug Administration last 
month. It is made from egg whites 
and milk protein. Others, made by 
Kraft and Procter & Gamble, are 
also under consideration by the 
FDA.

Whether oat bran actually lowers 
blood cholesterol was called into 
question by a study conducted last 
year at Brigham and Women’s Hos­
pital in Boston. £)octors concluded 
that cholesterol levels fa ll when 
people eat lots o f oat bran -  but only 
because they are too full to eat high- 
fat foods that raise cholesterol.

Oatrim  is produced when 
enzymes are used to remove water- 
soluble fiber from oat bran or oat 
flour. When mixed with water, it 
takes on the consistency o f  cream 
cheese but has almost no taste.

In g le tt unveiled  his product 
Monday at a meeting o f  the Ameri­
can Chemical Society. He handed 
out samples o f  English mufTins cov­

ered with an Oatrim cheese substi­
tute. It was sweet and bland with a 
mild taste o f Cheddar cheese.

W h ile  he d id  not show o f f  
Oatrim ice cream, he said that in 
taste surveys people rate it between 
ice m ilk  and ic e  cream . W hen 
w hipped up by a so ft-serve 
machine, tasters describe it as “ deli­
cious, excellent, wonderful and mar­
velous,”  he said.

In one reflect, it is clearly differ­
ent. Four ounces o f fancy premium 
ice cream contain about 300 calo­
ries, 22 grams o f fat and 85 m il­
ligrams o f  cholesterol. Oatrim ice 
cream has 135 calories, virtually no 
fat and four milligrams o f choles­
terol.

No studies have been done to see 
what effect the product has on peo­
p le ’ s cholestero l. H ow ever, Dr. 
Rosemary K. Newman o f Montana 
State University tested it on chicks 
and found that it low ered  their 
cholesterol levels 18 percent

“ It certainly was e ffe c tiv e  in 
ch icks,’ ’ she said. “ I ’ m excited  
idKNit it”  as a food for people.

'Too Tali' plans second retirement
Jo n es leaves door open fo r  other offers

D A L L A S  (A P ) —  Defensive end Ed “ Too Ta li’ ’ 
Jones says he won’t return to the Dallas Cowboys for a 
16th season because he no longer fits the rebuilding 
Dallas system that has placed an emphasis on youth.

Joies, 39, said Tuesday he may consider offers from 
other Natioiial Football L ^ gu e  teams, but also hinted at 
possible retirement.

“ Coach Jimmy Johnson has decided go with younger 
players,”  he said. “ You don’ t make those changes and 
keep an older player.”

Johnson said he hadn’ t talked to Jones about his 
plans. But it became apparent that the Cowboys had lost 
interest in Jones when they didn’ t make him a qualify­
ing contract offer and left him unprotected during the 
Plan B free agency signing period. He remains a free 
agent.

Johnson wouldn’t comment on Jones’ situation but 
released a statement through the public relations depart­
ment:

“ I haven't had a chance to visit with Ed.”  Johnson 
said in a statement issued through the team’s public 
relations department “ So I don’t know what his plans 
are. But I want to visit with him and do what is best for 
Ed and the Cowboys.”

Jones would be the league’s oldest player i f  he plays 
a 16th season.

“ I don’ t want to blow smoke,”  he said. “ 1 don’t blow 
smcAe. I might wake up tomorrow and retire. So I ’m 
not going to say that I w ill sign with another team.”

He refused to discuss teams that might sign him.
The Dallas Times Herald reported that three teams 

have contacted Jones and he wants to play for a Super 
Bowl contender.

“ It would be nice to get another (Super Bowl) ring,’ 
he said.

San Francisco 49ers coach Geoige Seifert said Tues­
day he wasn’t interested in Jones.

“ No disrespect to Ed, but our defense is pretty well 
set,”  he said.

The addition last week o f San Francisco defensive 
end Danny Stubbs means the Cowboys will enter train­
ing camp with four veteran defensive ends and two'oth- 
ers signed from Plan B free agency.

The returning veterans will be Jim Jeffcoat, Danny 
Noonan and Tony Tolbert. Johnson said he decided Iqsl 
week to move Noonan from tackle to end.

With Stubbs, Dallas w ill have three newcomers, 
including Plan B signees Lybrandt Robinson.aod 
Anthony Spears.

Jones was removed from the starting lineup last'si»- 
son after 11 games, ending his streak at 204 consecutive 
starts. He set a club record with his 15 season and 245 
games.

Jones said he w ill make a decision on whether to sign 
with another team by mid-May.
