Not only dbes
this principle of equalizing wealth
deny the moral right to private
property, but once the principle
is accepted, thére is no stopping
place until all are reduced (o the
same level income. The Ten
Commandments forbid one man
to covet the wealth of anothet
What are ministers saying about
this logalized covetousness end
theft by majority vote?

The rirht to private property
is also denied by a labor union
when it demands the right teo
manage what it does not own,
The fact that a worker uses a
machine (o produce goods does
pot give him ownership of that
machine. If he goes on strike, does
h> have a moral right to prevent
another worker from using the
tools or machine to earn for the
real owners, the stockholders, a
return on the savings they have
invested? If the worker remains
on the job, oes he have a moral
right to limit the production of
the machine or tools and thus
rob the owner of his just return?
