5 Sailors Die 
In Explosion 
In Atlantic

SAVANNAH. Ga. (UPI) — An 
•aplosion in the aft engine room 
•f the minesweeper U.S.S. Exult­
ant killed five crewmen Friday 
night in a tragedy at sea 70 miles 
off the Georgia coaat.

Fire following the explosion 
raged for an hour in holds of the 
ship, apparently fed by fuel oil 
leaking from Mast-ruptured lines. 
Crews from the Exultant and a

WASHINGTON (UPI) — The 
United States Saturday ordered a 
Soviet Embassy first secretary 
out of tha country on charget he 
paid a young American citizen — 
now a aelf-styled Nazi—to try for 
a federal job.

The State Department said the 
official, V a I a n 11 n M. Ivanov, 
“ grosaly violated the estaMished 
norma of diplomatic behavior.’*

The department did not elabo­
rate on ita charges regarding Iva­
nov’s relationship with the Ameri­
can. Roger C. Foss. But Foss said 
in a published interview he un­
derstood that Ivanov wanted hint 
te act as a “ sleeper agent”  ia a 
goveriHient poat.

U.N. Forces Relieve 
Belgians In Katanga

ELIS/TBETHVILLE (UPI) -  
iSwedish soldiers of the United 
Nations Torces liegan r^evtng the' in hw 
Belgian Army In rebellious Ka 
tanga Province Saturday. Premi 
ar Patrice Lumumba of the Con­
go immediately threatened anoth­
er crisis by demanding that all 
white troops leave the Congo at 
once. •

The agreement to relievo Bel­
gian troops was worked out by 
U.N. Secretary (jenerai Dag Ham- 
marskjold and Katanga Proai- 
dent Moise Tshombe in two days 
of talks in this tense city while 
Katanga police broke up anti- 
Tshombe demonstrations.

A aeries of announcements by 
Hamroarskjold and Tshombe 
said the Swedes took ow r guard 
duties at the airport at 5 p.m. 
(11 a.m. edt) and that other U.N. 
troops would arrive on Monday 
and Tuesday t^  ̂ complete the 
takeover ordered by the Security 
Council.

The new contingents will be 
Irish and Ethiopian — half white 
and half Negro.

Defiant statements by Tshombe 
here and by Lumumba, in Leo­
poldville. showed that the (Congo­
lese crisis was far from ended. 
Tshombe said the actiona made 
it clear that Katanga Pfovince, 
which "seceded”  from the Congo 
on July II, would be able to main 
tain ita independence.

Vast Changes In Social Security 
Law Urged By Senate Committee

WASHINGTON (U PD -The Sen­
ate Finance Committee Saturday 
approved legislation calling for 
aweeping changes in the Social 
Security law affecting millions of 
elderly men and women.

It voted to let men collect re­
tirement benefits at age 42 in­
te n d  nf 45 and also to raise from

women racciving Social Security 
benefits can earn.

Instead it offered a 
compromise closer to a more 
modest program already ap­
proved by the House.
