"Lots of folk have come to 
me during the 13 years I have 
served in my capacity as ser­
vice officer,”  Vaughn mussed 
Saturday. "Think it runs to 
around 114 per year, but that's 
not the total of folk who re­
ceive help. If it’s a family need­
ing help, usually only one mem­
ber of the family comes for 
help, but it goes to many more 
people.”

There have been some un­
usual cases. “ There was the 
time we had a family of 14 who 
were down and out.”  he recall­
ed. "They got stranded here 
and needed Help to get to where 
they were going. Well, we help­
ed them, and would you believe 
it. they later reimbursed us for 
what we had spent on them. 
But not all of them are that 
thoughtful — not by a long 
sight!"

The unit here serves only 
transcient.s; local folk who need 
help are served through the 
welfare agencies. And the 
njoney g:ven these needy cover

BE IT RESOTA’ ED BY THE 
LEGISLATURE OK THE 
STATE OF TEXAS:
Section 1. The Constitution 

of the State of Texas is 
amended hereby, by the addi­
tion of a new Section to A r­
ticle V III thereof, to he num­
bered Section 2-A, and read­
ing as follows:

"2-A. The properties, of any 
charitable trust or organiza­
tion, if such trust or organi­
zation is dedicated to, and op­
erates a hospital furnishing 
free hospital and/or medical 
care for the indigent within 
the State of Texas, shall be 
exempt from all ad valorem 
taxes levied by any taxing en­
tity, except by the State of 
Texas itself, provided:

“ (1) such trust or organiza­
tion has expended for free 
hospital and/or medical care 
within the State of Texas, dur­
ing the calendar year next pre­
ceding, a sum of not leas than

One and One half Million Dol­
lars ($1,500,000.00); and. fur­
ther provided,

“ (2) after such exemption 
has been in force and effect 
for one full calendar year, the 
amount expended for free hos­
pital and/or medical caie, 
within the State of Texas, 
amounts to not less than One 
Million Eight Hundred Thous 
and Dollars ($1,800,000.00) for 
the calendar year next pre­
ceding: and, further provided, 

(8) such trust or organiza­
tion is exempt from United 
States income taxes;

" (4 ) such chaiitable trust or 
organization maintains its do­
micile and operates a hospital 
or hospitals in a county hav­
ing a population of more than 
one million two hundred forts 
thousand (1.240,000) accord 
ing to the last preceding Fed­
eral Census, and such exemp­
tion shall apply only to tlie 
properties of such charitable 
' list or organization located 

ithin the county of its domi

BE IT RESOLVED IIV THE

Section 1. That Section 17 

of Article VII of the Consti­
tution of the State of Texas 
be amended so as to hereafter 
read as follows:

• Section 17. In lieu of the 
state ad valorem tax on prop­
erty of Seven Cents (7e) on 
the One Hundred Dollars 
($100.00) valuation heretofore 
permitted to be levied by Sec­
tion 51 of Article III, as 
amended, there is hereby lev­
ied, in addition to all other 
taxes permitted by the Con­
stitution of Texas, a state ad 
valorem tax on property of 
Two Cents (2<*) on the One 
Hundred Dollars ($100.00) 
valuation for the purpose of 
creating a special fund for the 
continuing payment of Con­
federate pensions as provided 
under Section 51, Article III, 
and for the establishment ami 
continued maintenance of the 
State Building Fund as pro­
vided in Section 51b, Article 
III, of the Constitution.

“ Also, there is hereby lev­
ied, in addition to all other 
taxes permitted by the Con­
stitution of Texas, a state ad 
valorem tax on property of 
Ten Cents <10f) on the One 
Hundred Dollars ($100.00) 
valuation for the purpose of 
creating a special fund for the 
purpose of acquiring, con­
structing and initially equip- 
ing buildings or other perma­
nent improvements at the des­
ignated institutions of higher 
learning provided that none of 
the proceeds of this tax shall 
be used for auxiliary enter­
prises; and the governing 
board of each such institu­
tion of higher learning is 
fully authorized to pledge all 
or any part of said funds al­
lotted to such institution as

Said 
Board shall be composed of 
the Commissioner of the Gen­
eral Land Board and two (2) 
citizens of the State of Tex­
as, one (1) of whom shall be 
well versed in veterans’ a f­
fairs and one (1) of whom 
shall be well versed in finan­
ces. One (1) such citizen 
member shall, with the advice 
and consent of the Senate, he 
appointed biennially by the 
Governor to serve for a term 
of four (4) years; but the 
members serving on said 
Board on the date of adoption 
hereof shall complete the 
terms to which they were ap­
pointed. In the event of the 
resignation or death of any 
such citizen member, the Gov­
ernor shall appoint a replace­
ment to serve for the unex­
pired portion o f the term to 
which the deceased or resign­
ing member had been ap­
pointed. The compensation for 
said citizen members shall be 
as is now or may hereafter be 
fixed by the I.egislatuie; and 
each shall make bond in such 
amount as is now- or may 
hereafter be prescribed by the 
Legislature.

"The Commissioner of the 
General Land Office shall act 
as Chairman of said Board 
and shall be the administra­
tor of thc Veterans’ Land Pro 
gram under such terms and re­
strictions as are now or may 
hereafter be provided by law. 
In the absence or illness of 
said Commissioner, the Chief 
Clerk of the General Land Of­
fice shall be the Acting Chair­
man of said Board with the 
same duties and powers that 
said Commissioner would have 
if  present.

"The Veterans’ Land Board 
may provide for, issue and sell 
not to exceed Four Hundred 
Million Dollars ($400,000,000) 
in bonds or obligations of the 
State of Texas for the purpose 
of creating a fund to be 
known as the Veterans’ Land 
Fund, Two Hundred Million 
D o l l a r s  ($200,000,000) of 
which have heretofore been is­
sued and sold. Such bonds or 
obligations shall be sold for

So often our thoughtfulness does 
not have to spread over the world. In a lifetime we will deal with a small 
number of God's people. The small social activity of visiting or talking with 
others can make another happier or unhappier. A man might enjoy hearing 
something about a business deal a new automobile, or a round of golf; or mot­
her might enjoy a good quality you may have noticed in her children.

There are favors which we can do for people without their knowledge. There 
are people such as we read about in the newspaper or hear about in TV or radio 
broadcasts. We could say a short prayer for them. Even people who are fight­
ing bad causes-fighting against God - God loves them too He hopes that they 
can be converted to a better spirit. That is how God feels about His enemies; 
so that is how we should feel about them. A by-product of this love or thought­
fulness of our fellow readers of Bailey County Journal readers and all people 
is sound mental health. Most neuroses and psycohoses develops from over-think­
ing with own selfish problems. Thoughtfulness of others weakens this danger­
ous selfism; so what is good for a man's soul is usually good for his mind and 
body too.

Section 1. That Article I II 

of the Constitution of the 
State of Texas be amended by 
adding a new Section to lead 
as follows;

•Section 60b. STUDENT 
LOANS, (a ) The Legislature 
may provide that the Coord­
inating Board, Texas College 
and University System, or its 
successor or successors, shall 
have the authority to provide 
for, issue and sell general ob­
ligation bonds of the State of 
Texas in an amount not to ex­
ceed Eighty-five Million Dol­
lars ($86,000,000). The bonds 
authorized herein shall be 
called ‘Texas College Student 
Loan Bonds,’ shall be executed 
in such form, denominations 
and upon such terms as may 
be prescribed by law, pro­
vided, however, that the bonds 
shall not bear more than four 
per cent (Ac/< ) interest per 
annum; they may be issued 
in such installments as the 
Board finds feasible and prac­
tical in accomplishing the pur­
poses of this Section.

"(b ) All moneys received 
from the sale of such bonds 
shall be deposited in a fund 
hereby created in tha State 
Treasury to be known as the 
Texas Opportunity Plan Fund 
to be administered by the Co­
ordinating Board, Texas Col­
lege and University System, 
or its successor or successors 
to make loans to students who 
have been admitted to attend 
any institution of higher edu­
cation within the State of 
Texas, public or private, In­
cluding Junior Colleges, which 
are recognized or accredited 
under terms and conditions 
prescribed by the Legislature, 
and to pay interest and prin­
cipal on such bonds and pro­
vide a sinking fund therefor 
under such conditions as the 
Legislature may prescribe.

‘ (c ) While any of the 
bonds, or interest on said 
bonds authorized by this Sec­
tion is outstanding and un­

paid, there is hereby appro­
priated out of the first moneys 
coming into the Treasury in 
each fiscal year, not otherwise 
appropriated by this Consti­
tution, an amount sufficient 
to pay the principal and in­
terest on such bonds that ma­
ture or become due during 
such fiscal year, less the 
amount in the sinking fund at 
the close of the prior fiscal 
year.

"(d ) The Legislature may 
provide for the investment of 
moneys available in the Texas 
Opportunity Plan Fund, and 
the interest and sinking funds 
established for the payment of 
bonds issued by the Coordin­
ating Board, Texus College 
and University System, or its 
successor or successors. In­
come front such investment 
shall be used for the purposes 
prescribed by the Legislature.

" (e )  All bonds issued here­
under shall, after approval by 
the Attorney General, regis­
tration by the Comptroller of 
Public Accounts of the State 
of Texas, and delivery to the 
purchasers, be incontestable 
and shall constitute general 
obligations of the State of 
Texas under this Constitution.

" ( f )  Should the Legislature 
enact enabling laws in antici­
pation o f the adoption of this 
Amendment, such acts shall 
not be void because of their 
anticipatory nature.”

Sec. 2. The foregoing Con­
stitutional Amendment shall 
be submitted to a vote of the 
qualified electors of this State 
at an election to be held on 
the first Tuesday after the 
first Monday in November, 
1966, at which election all bal­
lots shall have printed on 
them the following >

“FOR the Constitutional 
Amendment authorizing the 
Legislature to provide for 
loans to students at institu­
tions of higher education to 
be known as the Texas Op­
portunity Plan.

HOUSE JOINT RESOLU­

TION NO. 57 proposing an 
Amendment to Section 1-a of 
Article V of the Constitution 
of the State of Texas, by add­
ing to said Section as pres­
ently written, the following 
provisions: requiring automa­
tic retirement of certain Dis­
trict and Appellate Judges at 
age seventy-five (75) or such 
earlier age, not under seventy 
(70), as may be provided by

ing their selection; (iiii) three 
(3) citizens, at least thirty 
(30) years of age, not licensed

public discredit upon the judi­
ciary or administration of 
justice; or any such Justice 
or Judge may be involun­
tarily retired for disability 
seriously interfering: with the 
performance of his duties, 
•hich is, or is likely to he­
mic, permanent in nature.
“ (7) The Commission shall 

keep itself informed as fully 
as may be of circumstances 
relating to misconduct or dis­
ability of particular Justices

Judges, receive complaints
reports, formal or informal, 

.. on any source in this behalf 
and make such preliminary in­
vestigations as it may deter­
mine. its orders for the at­
tendance or testimony of wit­
nesses or for the production 
of documents at any hearing 
or investigation shall be en­
forceable by contempt pro­
ceedings in the District Court.

‘‘ (8) The Commission may, 
after such investigation as it 
deems necessary, order a hear­
ing to be held before it con­
cerning the removal or re­
tirement of a Justice or Judge, 
or it may in its discretion re­
quest the Supreme Court to 
appoint an active or retired 
District Judge or Justice of a 
Court of Civil Appeals as a 
Master to hear and take evi­
dence in any such matter, and 
to report thereon to the Com­
mission.

In the event the 
Constitutional Amendment 
proposed in this Resolution is 
adopted by the people of Tex­
as in the election in Novem­
ber, 1965, the Governor of 
Texas is directed not to issue 
a proclamation for the elect­
ion and not to publish notice 
thereof for the Constitutional 
A m e n d m e n t  proposed by 
House Joint Resolution No. 1 
of the 59th Texas Legislature, 
since the provisions of said 
House Joint Resolution No. 1 
are included in this Resolu­
tion. But, should this proposed 
Amendment be rejected by the 
people of Texas in the election 
in November, 1965, then the 
terms and provisions of House 
Joint Resolution No. 1 shall be 
and remain in full force and 
effect and shall be proclaimed 
published and submitted to the 
electorate in November, 1966, 
as provided in said House 
Joint Resolution No. 1.

ing the per diem allowance 
of Members of the Legisla-

BE IT RESOLVED IIY THE 
LEGISLATURE OF TI1E 
STATE OE TEXAS: 
Section I. That Section 24 

of Article 111 of the Constitu­
tion of the State of Texas be 
amended to read as follows: 

“ Section 24. Representatives 
shall receive from the Public 
Treasury an annual salary of 
not exceeding Four Thousand, 
Eight Hundred Dollars ($4,- 
800) per year. Senators shall 
receive from the Public Treas­
ury an annual salary of not 
exceeding F o u r  Thousand, 
Eight Hundred Dollars ($4,- 
800) per year. The Lieutenant 
Governor and the Speaker of 
the House of Representatives 
shall receive from the Public 
Treasury an annual salary in 
an amount to he fixed by the 
Legislature. All Members of 
the legislature, including the 
Lieutenant Governor and the 
Speaker o f the House of Rep­
resentatives, also shall receive 
from the Public Treasury a 
per diem of not exceeding 
Twenty Dollars ($20) per day 
for the one hundred and forty 
(140) days o f ench Regular 
Session and for thirty (30) 
days of earh Special Session 
of the Legislature. No Regu­
lar Session shall be of longer 
duration than one hundred and 
forty (HO) days. This Amend­

ment shall be self-enacting 
and appropriations heretofore 
made in the General Approp­
riations Bill for the biennium 
ending August 31, 1067, for 
the salaries of the Lieuten­
ant Governor and Speaker of 
the House of Representatives 
shall not he invalid because of 
the anticipatory nature of the 
legislation.

“ In addition to the per diem 
the Members of each House 
shall be entitled to mileage in 
going to and returning from 
the seat of Government, which 
mileage shall not exceed Two 
D o l l a r s  and Fifty Cents 
($2.50) for every twenty-five 
(25) miles, the distance to be 
computed by the nearest and 
most direct route of travel, 
from a table of distances pre­
pared by the Comptroller to 
each county seat now or here­
after to be established; no 
Member to be entitled to mile­
age for any extra Session that 
may be called within one (1) 
day after the adjournment of 
the Regular or Called Ses-

Sec. 2. That Section 17 of 
Article IV of the Constitution 
of the State of Texas he 
amended to read as follows:

“ Section 17. If, during the 
vacancy in the office of Gov­
ernor, the Lieutenant Gover­
nor should die, resign, refuse 
to serve, or be removed from 
office, or he unable to serve; 
or if he shall lie impeached or 
absent from the State, the 
President of the Senate, for 
the time being, shall, in like 
manner, administer the Gov­
ernment until he shall be su­
perseded by a G o v e r n o r  
or Lieutenant Governor. The 
Lieutenant G o v e r n o r  shall, 
while he acts as President of 
the Senate, receive for 
services an annual salary ___ 
an amount to be fixed by the 
Legislature and the same 
mileage which shall lie 
lowed to the Members of the 
Senate, and no more; and dur­

ing the time he administers 
the Government, as Governor, 
he shall receive in like man­
ner the same compensation 
which the Governor would 
have received had he been em­
ployed in the duties of his 
office, and no more. The 
President, for the time being, 
of the Senate, shall, during 
the time he administers the 
Government, receive in like 
manner the same compensa­
tion. which the G o v e r n o r  
would have received had he 
been employed in the duties 
of his office.”

Sec. 3. The foregoing Con­
stitutional Amendment shall 
be submitted to a vote of the 
qualified electors of this State 
at an election to be held on 
the first Tuesday following the 
first Monday in November, 
1965, at which election all 
ballots shall have printed 
thereon the following:

“ FOR the Constitutional 
Amendment allowing an an­
nual salary in an amount to 
be fixed by the Legislature 
for the Lieutenant Governor 
and for the Speaker of the 
House of Representatives 
and allowing a per diem for 
Members of the legislature 
not to exceed Twenty Dol­
lars ($20) per day for the 
140 days o f each Regular 
Session and 30 days o f each 
Special Session.
“ AGAINST the Constitu­
tional Amendment allowing 
an annual salary in an 
amount to be fixed by the 
legislature for the Lieuten­
ant Governor and for the 
Speaker of the House of 
Representatives and allow­
ing a per diem for Mem­
bers of the legislature not 
to exceed Twenty Dollars 
($20) per day for the 140 
days of each Regular Ses­
sion and 30 days of each 
Special Session.”

Texas shall issue the neces­
sary proclamation for the elec­
tion and this Amendment

The Governor 
shall be installed on the first 
Tuesday after the organization 
of the Legislature, or as soon 
thereafter as practicable, and 
shall hold his office for the 
term of four years, or until 
his successor shall be duly in­
stalled. He shall be at least 
thirty years of age, a citizen 
of the United Statos, and shall 
have resided in this state at 
laaat five years immediately 
preceding his election.”

"Section 48b, There is here­
by created as an agency of the 
State of Texas the Teacher 
Retirement System of Texas, 
the rights of membership 
in which, the retirement privi­
leges and benefits thereunder, 
and the management and op­
erations of which shall be 
governed by the provisions 
herein contained and by pres­
ent or hereafter enacted Acts 
of the Legislature not incon­
sistent herewith. The general

lustration and responsi­
bility for the proper opera­
tion of said system are hereby 
vested in a State Board of 
Trustees, to be known as the 
State Board of Trustees of 
the Teacher Retirement Sys­
tem of Texas, which Board 
shall be constituted and shall 
serve as may now or here­
after be provided by the Leg­
islature. Said Board shall ex­
ercise such powers as are 
herein provided together with 
such other powers ami duties 
not inconsistent herewith as 
may be prescribed by the Leg­
islature. All moneys from 
whatever source coming into 
the Fund to provide retire­
ment, disability, and death 
benefits for persons employed 
in the public schools, colleges, 
and universities supported 
wholly or partly by the state 
and ail o t h e r  securities, 
moneys, and assets of the 
Teacher Retirement System 
of Texas shall be adminis­
tered by said Board and said 
Board shall be the trustees 
thereof. The Treasurer of the 
State of Texas shall be cus­
todian of said moneys and se­
curities. Said Board is hereby 
authorized and empowered to 
acquire, hold, manage, pur­
chase, sell, assign, t r ad e ,  
transfer, and dispose of any 
securities, evidences of debt, 
and o t h e r  investments in 
which said securities, moneys, 
and assets have been or may 
hereafter be invested by said 
Board. Said Board is hereby 
authorized and empowered to 
invest and reinvest any of 
said moneys, securities, and 
assets, as well as the pro­
ceeds of any of such invest­
ments, in bonds, notes, or 
other evidences of indebted­
ness issued, or assumed or 
guaranteed in whole or in 
part, by the United States or 
any agency of the United 
States, or by the State of

oration, or other political sub­
division o f the State of Texas, 
both general and special obli­
gations; or in home office fa­
cilities to be used in admin­
istering the Teacher Retire­
ment System including land,

equipment, and office build­
ing; or in such corporation 
bonds, notes, other evidences 
of indebtedness, and corpora­
tion stocks, including common 
and preferred stocks, of any 
corporation created or exist­
ing under the laws of the 
United States or of any of the 
states of the United States, as 
said Board may deem to be 
proper investments; provided 
that in making each and all of 
such investments said Board 
shall exercise the judgment 
and care under the circum­
stances then prevailing which 
men of ordinary prudence, dis­
cretion, and intelligence exer­
cise in the management of 
their own affairs, not in re­
gard to speculation but in re­
gard to the permanent disposi­
tion of their funds, considering 
the probable income therefrom 
as well as probable safety of 
their capital; and further pro­
vided, that a sufficient sum 
shall be kept on hand to meet 
payments as they become due 
each year under such retire­
ment plan, as may now or 
hereafter be provided by law. 
Unless investments authorized 
herein are hereafter further 
restricted by an Act of the 
Legislature, no more than one 
per cent (1% ) of the book 
value of the total assets of the 
Teacher Retirement System 
shall be invested in the stock 
of any one (1) corporation, nor 
shall more than five per cent 
(6C„) of the voting stock of 
any one (1) corporation be 
owned; and provided further, 
that stocks eligible for pur­
chase shall be restricted to 
stocks of companies incorpor­
ated within the United States 
which have paid cash dividends 
for ten (10) consecutive years 
or longer immediately prior to 
the date of purchase and which, 
except for bank stocks and in­
surance stocks, are listed upon 
an exchange registered with 
the Securities and Exchange 
Commission or its successors; 
and provided further, that so 
long as less than $500,000,000 
of said Fund is invested in the 
government and municipal se­
curities enumerated above, not 
more than thirty-three and 
one-third per cent (33%%) 
of the Fund shall be invested 
at any given time in common 
stocks. This Amendment shall 
be self-enacting and shall be­
come effective immediately up­
on its adoption without any

enabling legislation. Thia Sec­
tion shall not alter, amend or 
repeal the first paragraph of
Section 48a of Article 111 of 
the Constitution of Texas i 
amended November 6, 1956, 
or any legislation passed pur­
suant thereto. This Section 
shall not alter, amend or r 
peal the second paragraph of 
Section 48a of Article 111 of 
the Constitution of Texas as 
amended November 6, 1956, or 
any legislation passed pursu­
ant thereto, except insofar as 
the provisions of the second 
paragraph of Section 48a and 
any legislation passed pursu­
ant thereto, may limit or re­
strict the provisions hereof 
and only to the extent of such 
limitation or restriction.”

The foregoing Con­
stitutional Amendment shall 
be submitted to a vote of the 
qualified electors of this state 
at an election to be held on 
November 2, 1965, at which 
election all ballots shall have 
printed thereon the following;

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE

that they shall hereafter con­
sist o f one section to be known 
as Section 51-a of Article III, 
i-hich shall read as follows:
“ Section 51-a. The Legisla­

ture shall have the power, by 
General Laws, to provide, sub­
ject to limitations herein con­
tained, and such other limita­
tions, restrictions ami regula­
tions as may by the Legisla­
ture he deemed expedient, for 
assistance to and/or medical 
care for, and for rehabilita­
tion and any other services 
included in the Federal legis­

“ (1) Needy aged persons

“ (2) Needy individuals who 
are citizens of the United 
States who shall have passed 
their eighteenth (18th) birth­
day but have not passed their 
sixty-fifth (65th) birthday and 
who are totally and perman­
ently disabled by reason of a 
mental or physical handicap or 
a combination of physical and 
mental handicaps;

“ (3) Needy blind persons 
who are citizens of the United 
Stales and who are over the 
age of eighteen (18) years;

States and who are under the 
age of twenty-one (21) years, 
and to the caretakers of such 
children.

“ The Legislature may define 
the residence requirements, if 
any, for participation in these 
programs.

"The Legislature shall have
