The drug industi7  is a high level, 

free market endeavor, set into mo­
tion by private funds for the pur­
pose of alleviating pain and death. 
Hat the drug industry made any 
kind of a contribution in this en­
deavor? Here ore some facts.

It used to be that gastritis, duo­
denitis, enteritis and colitis brought 

.4eaih. to 2».pcrsonij.in Cicety-10^
OM. Thanks to improved drugs this 
death rate has been reduced to 
only 4.7 out of the same number.

The ddath rate is down 83 per 
cent.

Influenxa and pneumonia in IMO 
claimed 102.5 lives out of every 
100.000. In 1958 the same diseases 
cost only 13.1 lives. The death rate 
is down 88 per cent, (these figures 
exclude newly-bom infants in both 
cases).

But children have not been neg­
lected. In 1930 death rates among 
babies under one ^ear cost 89 lives 
"out of every thousand. In 1*58 from 
the same age group only 29.8 
babies failed to survive.

The death rate here is down 57 
per cent.

An even more remarkable rec­
ord is reached in children in jSge 
group 1-4 years. Per 1,000-such ^ il-  
dren In 1*30, 5.8 were toot, in 1958 
the same ago group lost only 1.1, 
a death rate decline of 80 per cent.

Let's Uke a look at another field 
of medicine, that of tranquilizers. 
Theso famous drugs are reducing

mental hospital population. T h e  
use of drugs to treat mantal disor­
ders has reduced the length of hos 
pitaliiation for thousands of pa­
tients, and has saved an estimated 
N60 million in state mental hospi­
tal construction in a single three- 
year period.

The National Health Education 
Committee reports that in just one 
year the U.S. Treasury gained 
more than a billion dollars — and 
almost N billion was added to tho 
national income — as a result of 
the decline in mortality rates since 
1937.

Much of this achievement can 
be traced to the free enterprising 
drug industry, our unwillingness to 
he saddled with socialized medi­
cine and the fact that Kefauver 
hasn't yet succeeded in throttling 
freedom in this field.

Not only is the drug industry 
ihqving^ headlong into theso many 
instances, of human death and hu­
man suffering, it is voluntarily con­
tributing huge sums to research in 
the vital areas where newer and 
better treatments must be found.

In 1958, as an example, research 
scientists in private laboratori.es 
were called upon to test 114,600 
new substances and their rtlation- 
ship to known diseases. That same

tively rare tribute to a non- 
diplomatic official.
