A vast section of West Texas 
the word snowfalls in hidory 
from a sneak winter storm that 
boiled out of the New Mexico 
mountains and struck with a quiet 
fury that caught the weather bu­
reau with Its jorecads down It 

| measured two feet in some places.

Soldier*, state policemen and 
highway workers with giant snow­
plows and snow scoops mounted 

I on big truck* worked through the

snow and ice that stranded hun­
dreds ol motorists and marooned 
many school childien. At lead two 
persons died!

Most of the snow • stalled mo­
torists and marooned, children 
were rescued, but some of them 
had to shiver- through the night 
In their cars. And some of the 
children had to huddle together 
around pot-bellied •• stoves - in 
their classrooms to keep warm 
through the night, waiting for res-

Temperatures began to warm up, 
over the area as the storm raced 
eastward, its biggest punch spent. 
But there was so much snow on 
the ground that it would be sever­
al days before the area could re­
turn to normal.

Shortly before midnight, John F. 
Hague, the weather bureau obser­
ver in Plains,.said it was the heav­
iest snow he could remember 
since hw moved mto the area in 
1(30. Jfe said he measured 21 
inches in several places, and it 
* i i  still falling.

" I  can't remember seeing flakes 
as big as tha ones that fell to­
day,". he said

Reese Air Force Base at Lub­
bock reported II inches on the 
ground at midnight, and , it was 
Mill snowing tighrty at daybreak.

The storm is believed to be the 
worst since 1(M when Plainview 
got 30 inches, and -Lubbock had IS 
inches. However, for some sec­
tions it was even worse than the 
one five years ago.

Several highways and many 
rural and county roads in tha area

were impassable even to the heavy 
equipment operated by tha high­
way department and national 
guard, which was called out to 
help rescue .stranded motorists.

In Lubbock, hundreds oi cars 
were stalled and traffic snarled to 
a standstill under the snowfall that 
came at a rate of two inchc: per 
hour and was falling so thfck^and 
fast it was worse than a dense 
fog-------- =_,. --------.-----

Ralph Maldonado, 20. was killed 
in Lubbock when a Santa Fa

freight smashed into his car at a 
crossing during tha storm. Police 
said visibility was so low. Maldo­
nado could not have seen tha 
train.

Bobby Jack Smith, It, was 
struck and killed at Poet, Tex., 
when he stepped off af a school 
bus and was struck by a car that 
couldn't stop on a snow and ica 
covered road in front of his home.'

The belt of snow stretched from 
the Panhandle to the Guadalupe- 
Devie mountain area in extrema 
Southwest Texas. While tha snow

was crippling tha western part of 
the state, heavy rams as much as 
two inches drenched tha central 
section, Northeast Texas and 
southern areaa of tha Mata.

Tha weather bureau warned 
atockmen in South Central Taxaa 
to move livestock out of bottom­
lands. particularly along tha Leas 
River in the vicinity of Hamilton, 
Gustine.

Tshombe said in a special broadcast.

AUSTIN — A bill providing ter 
licensing of crew leaders of mi­
grant (arm work crews has been 
Introduced in the House by Reps. 
Raul Longona of Pharr Don Ken 
nard of Fort Worth and John C. 
Alanir of San Antonio.

Longona said the bill is aimed 
at insuring protection and l i f e  
guards for the migrant agricultur­
al workers of Texas.

Licenstag and enforcement of the 
statute would be invested in the 
commissioner of the Texas Bureau 
of Labor Statistics. The taw would 
apply to crew leaders of five er 
more workers.

Longoria had this to say about 
the proposed measure:

“ It is imperative that the state 
of Texae taka the necessary stepe 
to protect those migrant workers 
from exploitstion. and the f i r s t  
step toward that end is the licens­
ing snd controlling of crew lead­
ers in a manner that the workers 
are not abused."

The bill alee stipulates t h a t  
en>w leaders shall maka annual 
reports on personnel end conditions 
of all srorkers.

BRUSSELS. Belgium' (UPI) -  
King Baudouin has formally dis­
solved Parliament and decreed 
new general elections for March 
II.

The announcement followed con­
ferences between the king and 
Premier Gaston Eyskens and
Vice Premier Rene Lefebvre. It 
was in line with the expressed 
wishes of the leaders of the ruling 
Social Christian-Liberal coalition 
and the opposition Socialists.

All three parties wanted new 
elections in the aftermath of the 
bloody and costly year-end strikes 
against the government’s auster­
ity program.

The decree also warded off a 
possible Cabinet crisis between 
Eygkens’ Social Christians and 
their Liberal partners. The seven 
Liberal ministers handed in res­
ignations last Friday, claiming 
that Eyskens refused to put into 
effect key budget cuts provided 
in the economic recovery bill.

AUSTIN (U P ! ) -  The fight by  ̂
the rural electric cooperatives to" 
furnish power to areas that have 
been annexed by cities is now be­
fore the Texas Legislature. -i

State law currantly forbids a 
cooperative from supplying pow­
er to anyone except those cus­
tomers already on the lines when 
the area was annexed.

A bill by Rep. Alonso Jamison 
of Denton would permit the co­
op to serve any member, old or 
new. within the area of annexa­
tion. * '

It would not permit the co-op 
to aerve any other pert of the 
city.

The House State Affairs Com­
mittee will hold a public hearing 
on Jamison's measure at 7: JO
p. m

His bill is designad to overturn 
a state Supreme Court decision 
made five years ago.

Jamison was unable io gat ac­
tion in the State Affaira Com­
mittee on a similar bill during 
the last legslature.
