Ferguson, Sanderford, 41, will en-
deavor to defeat Governor James V,
Allred, serving his first term, for
re-election. AltHough he has not an-
nounced formally, Allred has indi-

Sanderford was campaign man-
ager for C. C. MeDonald of Wichita
Falls, Ferguson-supported candidate
for governor defeated two years &go.
His first term in the senate expires
at the end of this year.

Dolley, University
of Texas economist, pointed out in
his monthly analysis of thé finan-
cial situation for the University Bu-
reau of Business Research, Some
slight expansion of bank lending
has accompanjed the general im-
Pprovement in business activity, but
the gains recorded thus far are in-
sufficient to indicate a definite up-
ward trend, -he said.

---“World silver prices broke sharply

during the month, following the
partial withdrawal of treasurv. sup.
2o A nve avnuLn
price ror spot silver, for example,
dropped from: an. equivalent of 66
cents per ounce on December 7 to
approximately 52 cents on December
20, a net: decline of 21 per cent,
The troasury apparently has shifted
from a policy of buying all silver
offered at a certain price, to a pol-
icy of allowing the market to seek
a2 more netural level largély unsup-
ported by officlal purchasing. Seem-
ingly, the new policy was decided
upon because of the prospect of in-
creasingly heavy offerings of silver
from the Orient, especially from
China. p

“As of December 6, the treasury
announced that it had purchased
a total of 761,774,000 ounces of the
‘white metal’ under the various sil-
ver purchase laws. Valuing this
metal and stocks previously held at
$1.29 an ounce, the total valuation
of all/silver holdings now stands at
almost $2,000,000,000, providing a
ratio of about one to three with
gold. To reaeh the specified one-
to-three ratio will require the pur-
