DeGaulie Moves

Eaids In Paris

PARIS (U PD —Strong riot pô  
lice reinforcemeats roared into 
Peril Saturday to back up Pren- 
dent Charin de Gaulle's pledge to 
crush icrroriim by the Secret 
Army Organixetion (OAS) which 
has cacriad its war tp keep Al­
geria French across tha Medittr- 
ranaan.

Observers said the extra troops 
of the Republican Security Guard 
(CRS) also would bolster security 
precautions against the threat of 
any new “ putsch" by the extreme 
rightwing against I>t Gaulle.

But even as ths msasures~waie 
bsing taken, saboteurs Mew up 
two pylons near Paris, temporar- 

— ily witting off power supplie* to 
^ r id  M tha Tip ital and to Lille 
and Le Havra in the provinces. 
The two towers were dynamited 
near a transformer station at 
Villejust in the Seine-et-Oise de­
partment. g

Between 440 and SOO CRS troop*

and motorcycles, moved into the 
capital during the morning. Four 
rofhpenie* headed up tha broad 
Champs Elysees avenua in tha 
heart of the city, on their way to 
barracks in tha outskirts in an 
obvious show of strength.

E^iGLISH LAWYERS . 
Even though the American Rev- 

''tution antted tha dominion o( the 
nglish kmc over the cotoniei, the 

-.onmon law of England as a tie 
"ith the mother country remain- 
d. It has stood as the common 
leritage of a sister people and 
'as served as the fountainhead of 
\merican legal thought. However, 
n the years that have passed 
.mce the Revolution, the l e g a l  
trofessions of Britain and Amer­
ce have proceeded along separ- 
ire lines of development.

In the English legal profession 
swyers are split into two classes, 
rhey are caliild solicitors and bar-' 
ietera. Broadly speaking, aolici- 
'ors deal directly with clients and 
irepare cases. Barristers conduct 
aset before the courts. The clos- 
'st analogy that can be draivn to 
.ha American profession is the 
practice that has grown up in 
ome of the large firms of having 
office lawyers and trial lawvers. 
\etually, there is more differ­
ence. In the United States, when 
« lawyer is admitted to the bar 
it  a parttcular state, he becomes 
t combinaion barrister and so­
licitor.

The profession of law in Eng­
land came into being between the 
Eleventh and Thirteenth C e n- 
turies. During the earlier portion 
'it this period, it was customary 
(or a Ittigant to bring a fiisid to 
iielp him in his law auit. By the 
end of the Twelfth Century, the 
common law had become so com­
plicated that tha friend gave way 
te a profeaaional called a “ nar­
rator.’* This narrator waa the an- 
•-aator of, the present day English 
Sartister.

Toward the last part of t h e  ̂
Thirteenth Century, a second]  
class of professionals emergeu.  ̂
Many litigants, who were large 
landowners, found it difficult to 
maka a personal appearance in 
court to aasist with the case. In 
lieu of their presence, they sent 
an agent or “ attorney’’ who was 
the forerunner of the English so­
licitor of today.

Thus, tha distinction between 
the attorney or solicitor, and the 
baAkter Or narrator. As written 
isleadings became the vogue, it 
was the attorney or solicitor who 
saw the client, elicited the facts 
and prepared the necatsary pa- 
oers. The barrister then argued 
the case Tn court.

Tha American legal profession 
has not followed the English tys-, 
tem since the frontier atmospl>ere J 
and experimentation wi t h  new 
government and new laws did net 
lend itself lo the divided English' 
method of handling legal matters.

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On January .llth  the Congress 
|rece'ved the Budget Message of 
the President of the United StateH 
lor Fiscal Year 19«3. The 1W3 
Fiscal Year begins on July 1, I9<i2 
and ends on June $®, ISSS. The 
Budget Message reBected a bah 

^anced budget for 1M3. However, it 
» «  well to note that very Jew budg­
ets have ever been presented to 
the Congress in which balance 
was not claimed. It might also be 
noted that the final result was an 
unbalanced budget,. In the past 16 
years there has been a deficit 10 
times. Deficit spending has been 
the order of the day I  years out 
of the past 11. The year 1950 pro­
duced the highest peacetime de­
ficit in the history of this country. 
This, together with prior deficits, 
continued to push up the public 
debt to near the three hundred 
bitlion mark. Another increase in 
the national debt will be request­
ed. We cannot continue to operate 
on a deficit. It should not have 
been permitted as many times as 
It occurred in the past. There are 
times when deficit spending is 
necsesary for the protection of our 
country. But in peacetime when 
we have the abundance that we 
enjoy in thii country, recovery 
should be made to offset the de­
ficits created during wartime, 

i —This has been a controversial is­
sue every step of the way, and 
will continue to be a controversial 
issue. An analysis of the Congres- 
•ional votes on spending metters 
will reveal that a substantial mi­
nority has consiMently voted for 
an actual balanc^ budget rather 
than a proposed balanced budget. 
Had those of us who base strong­
ly advocated an actual bilanced 
budget every year been success­
ful. then  would be no need for 
a requested increase in the public 
debt. r ■

One of the main raatons that 
ere in this country have suffered 
from deficits is the age-old prob­
lem of greed. Then  are too many 
.people who a n  willing to cut Fed­
eral expenditures so long as it 
docs not personally affect them, 
their community, or their Stale. 
The result is deficit spending. If it 
Is to be cured, every a n e  of this 
country and every segment of its 
economy should take a long, hard

In its Introduction, the program 
notes that for th® first fesl years 
after WoHd War II, the United 
States w a s  the world’s only 
"super power" in terms of vigor, 
wealth and its atomic monopoly.

Despite hindsight differences of 
opinion over how that power was 
used, the Foreign Policy Asso­
ciation notes:

"The United States did not im­
pose its singular power on the 
rest of the world, preferring in­
stead to confer as an equal sov­
ereign state with others on the 
common problem of reconsfruCf-' 
ing a war-tom world.

Aa far as costa art concerned, 
wa eitimata that crime c o s t s  
around $22 billion a year—about 
1121 for every person in the U. S. 
For every dollar spent on educa­
tion, crime coats 11.11; for every 
dollar donated to tha c h u r c h ,  
crime coats $1.

On tha credit side, there were 
12.400 convictions in cases inves- 
tigeted by the FBI in 1*81 — tha 
highest number, yet (or a peace- 
time year; almost 10,700 fugitives 
sought by the FBI were appre­
hended — abeut 1,000 more than 
in 1900.

Fines, savings and recoveries 
due to FBI investigations in IN I 
came to approximately 8IS0 mil­
lion — «n  amount which, at in 
previous years, exceeds the funds 
spent to operate the FBI.

All together, a number of sig­
nificant increases wart recorded 
on the credit tide by tha FB I and 
other-criiiM<fighting agaiicic#. But 
the' debit side of the ledger re­
mains menacing indeed.

Crime has changed quite a bit 
tinea the ‘ 'roaring lO t.”  Tha big 
bosses of orgenixed crime no long­
er have to hide out. With t h e  
enormous proTita from their il­
legal aertvifiet. they h ave ' been 
able to buy into legitimate busi- 
nett.

Under the guise of. this new re­
spectability, they can now axtrt 
prtsaura on govemmant and busi­
ness to further spread their cor­
ruption. Much of the vice they 
support, however, iawbesicetly lo­
cal crime not under Federal juris­
diction.

But the series of anti • crime 
bills sponsored by Attorney Gen­
eral Robert Kennedy and passed 
by the 87th Congress will be a

big help. They give us valuable 
new tools for combating the pro­
fessional elements of the under- 
wrorid whose operations e x t e n d

In particular, now that the 
scope of the Fugitive Felon Act 
has been expended to cover in­
terstate flight in connection with 
any ftlony, wa anticipate greater 
accomplishments than ever be­
fore.

But if the future against crime 
looks e , little bleak at this stage, 
it is partly because so many cit-

Willmut Gas A Oil Co., HatUes- 
burg. Miss., which buys gas from 
United Pipe Line Co., Shreveport, 
Le., and the Federal Power Com­
mission.

The commission, bound by 
terms of the Natural Gak Act, had 
overruled Willmut when it com­
plained that United had illegally 
piled four rate increases on top 
of atu>ther before the commission 
coud act finally on the original, 
All the increases—633.759,200—are 
being collected under suspension, 
subject to refund if found unjusti­
fied.

Willmut argued that superseding 
rates invalidated previous ones. 
But the U.S. Court of Appeals 
here ruled otherwise. It said the 
commission had no other course 
under the gaa act and inferred it 
was up to Congress to remedy 
this.

The Supreme 0)urt. by refusing 
to review the issue, also upheld 
the commission and thus tossed 
the problem to Congress where 10 
bills to outlaw pyramiding are 
pending.

The measures are backed most­
ly by stata public utility commis­
sions which assert they esmot 
jtdequately protect consumers 
from ever-mounting prices unTest 
price-raising pressures from inter­
state pipelines are brought under 
control

As of Dec. 31, pipelines were 
cottecting tSOWM.MO subject to 
refund st 7 per cent interest. This 
represented 65 rate-increase appli­
cations. At the same- time there 
were 4.221 independent producer 
rate increases under suspension 
totaling $167,525,597.

The $388 million figure repre­
sents mostly previous producer 
increases — a fact of economic
