toward its aim of welding the 178 
million people of West Germany, 
France, Italy, Luxembourg, The 
Netherlands and Belgium into a 
singre economic unit.

This week the six nations of the 
common market passed another 
important m i I e s t e n e. They 
reached agreement on a general 
farm policy, which on July 1 will 
lift import contras from wheat, 
other gesuBs. pork, poultry, eggs 
and highH|uality fruits and vege­
tables.

It has led Britain to apply fgr 
membarship over the strong ob- 
jectioBs of some members of the 
British commonwealth and it has 
caused the United States to re­
view its own tariff policies.

Industrially, it had led some 
U. S. firms to establish factories 
inside common market countries 
to make sure they are abit to 
participate in the benefits. These 
moves have raised accompanying 
faars of an increasa in the out­
flow of U. S. gold.

Fears also have been voiced for 
the future sales of U. S. farm pro­
duce abroad. Thaaa era an iin 
portent source of income, chiefly 
from grains, fats and oils and cit­
rus fruits. Reportedly, tha new 
agreement among the six assures 
that U. S. farm exports will not 
be hurt.
