UNITED NATIONS, N Y. (U P I) 

The United Natioq.s political com­
mittee, on record with two ovef- 
whelming voles egaiost further 
nuclear weapons tests, turned to­
day to a demand to declart all 
Africa a nuclear-free neutral zone.

Despite its advance rejection by 
all four nuclear powers, the Gen­
eral Assembly late Monday, by a 
71-20 vote wjih eighL-xhatentions, 
approved an Indian-originated de­
mand for immediate renewal of 
an uninspected moratorium on nu­
clear weapons tests.

The assembly showed no dispo­
sition to vole quickly on another 
resolution, given a prior rejection 
by Russia, calling for resumption 
of negotiations on a nuclear last 
ban treaty under a fool-proof sys­
tem of inspection and control

The 10.1-nation world parliament 
was scheduled to meet this after­
noon to consider colonialism and 
the economic development of 
Africa.

Gunmen Waiting Day 
Cardinal Reappears

(EDITOR’S NOTE: Os Nov. 4, 
ItM.

VIENNA (U P I) — Outiide the 
U.S. legation in Budapest waiti 
an eight-man squad of Hungarian 
secret police. They watch the 
building day and night.
2 Two more agents wait in lepa- 
^ate patrol cart. When someone 
Heaves the legation, or civilians ap- 
;proach it. they warm up the en­
gine*.

They are gunmen waiting (or 
their quarry. Their target—a man 
who entered the legation five 
yaart ago.

Inside the building, an Ameri­
can diplomatic officer locks him­
self up every night to watch the 
man—Josef Cardinal Mindszenty.

On Nov. 4. ISM. as Russian 
tanks rumbted through the streets 
of Budapest, putting an end to the 
 ̂Hungarian r e v o l t ,  Mindszenty 
asked for political asylum. He has 
remained within the legation since 
that day—a prisoner within the 
walls of freedom..

Apparently, Mindszenty’s case 
has become taboo for both the 
Hungarian Communists and the 
U.S. Stale Depanment, since the 
last official diplomatic move on 
his behalf was made in 1959

To the Hungarian regime of Ja- 
nos^Kadar, the cardinal—in terms

of George Orwell's "1994” —has be- 
coma an "unperson." In 1949. at 
his trial on trumped-i^ treason 
charges, Mindszenty was labeled 
the arch-enemy of the Hungarian 
people, tha - iheamation ol the 
devil.

Now. the official Communist 
press has stopped mentioning hit 
name so people will forget, he ex­
ists.

"A *  far as we are concerned.”  
Kadar once said, "he can stay in 
the U.S. legation as long as he 
wants to, die there and go to 
heaven or hell."

Yo the United States, Mindszen­
ty has become a frustrating dip­
lomatic cate with no solution in 
sight. When negotiating for Minds- 
zenty’s safe conduct to leave Hun­
gary, the State Department ran 
into a triple "no” —from the Hun­
garian regimt, the Vatican, and 
the cardinal himself.

According to church sources, the 
Vatican, which disapproved the 
cardinal’s decision to seek sanc­
tuary. in the legation after the re­
volt broke down, now wants him 
to stay on. so, at least nominally 
he continues to be the head of the 
Hungarian Catholic Church. ‘

But as things now stand, the 
man who fought both the Na­
zis and the Communists may die 
ironically as a prison% on Amet- 
kan terriiory on "Liberty Square”  
in Budapest.

N in d f his time reading 4uid writ­
ing his voluminout memoirs. They 
deal mainly with his fight against 
the Nazis and eight years of con­
finement by the Hungarian Com­
munists, which began in 1949.

NEW YORK (U PI)-D oaa the 
Atla^ ic Ocean have a glass bot­
tom? Two scientists bdievt it may 
well have, and they’re eager for 
other oceanographers to look into 
the question. The promise i* of 
fresh and importani news con­
cerning the birth of the earth,

G. D. Nichblls and V. T. Bowen 
were believed to be the first sci­
entists to get a sample of the ac­
tual ocean bottom with which to 
make something of. What they 
made of their sample was that the 
earth may have been still in a 
molten state when the hollows be­
gan filling with, water to form 
oceans.

They were*'nd5f"di)inW(l' WHfrijiCi' 
cumulated layers of sediments on 
the ocean bottom, mind; hut with 
the underpinning of those sedi­
ments which is much closer to the 
earth's core than anything even 
remotely accessible to hole-diggers 
on the continents.

What they had was a small 
chunk of natural glass, very dark 
brown, almost black in color, 
which was so brittle ii broke al­
most from being touched. It re­

sembled natural glass formed by 
intense heat in the rocky layers 
of the continents, hut chemically 
it was entirely different.

Its water content was extremely 
high. This together with other pe­
culiarities of composititm suggest­
ed the heat which formed it was 
under water—that (he earth was 
a simmering lump of molten me­
tals at the time it came into ex­
istence.

Separation of church and state 

Is a basic principle in our law. 
For example, the other day a 
Maryland citizen sought a no­

tary's commission. To get it. he' 
would have had to declare his be- 
Vief in God. Refusing to make 
this religious declaration, he got 
no license. He sued for it and 
lost.

He look his case to the U.S. 
Supreme Court. The court said 
he should get his license without 
taking the religious oath. T h e  
court. will not enforce such a 
state law since it violates the 
safeguards of freedom of religion.

At common law all oaths re­
ferred to God. Their reference to 
God was a reminder of possible 
divine puni.shment for a f a l s e

oatfi. For etoturfes, an English- 
incourt.
man who would not take such, an 
oath could not enforce his rights

Today, other solemn declara­
tions arc allowed to bind a per­
son’s conscience instead of an 
oath referring to God.

The U.S. Consitution Says that
‘no religious test shall ever be 

required as a qualification to any  ̂
office or public trust under the 
United Sta|ek."
"ThouglT'sbme fedonal o si t h s ' 

have religious references, the gov­
ernment cannot force a person to 
profess a belief or d isM ief in 
religion.

Government cannot "establish 
religion" and must remain out of 
religious activities so far as pos­
sible.

How far can the government go 
in religious activities? The state 
can provide buses for parochial 
schools 4o promote safety f o r  
children (not to establish religion). 
State schools may release chil­
dren for church classes. A church 
or church school may claim tax 
exemptions.

In the past, the U.S. has pro­
vided fun^ for ex G.I.'s to go to 
colleges, some of tlwm religious. 
The Armed Services have long 
had chaplains of various religious 
faiths A long time ago the U.S. 
used funds to aid missionarie#.
