 ̂The Soviet ifnion today formally 
announced a ’ "coneihatory pro- 
p-'sal”  calling for appointment of 
a temporary veto-free. United Na­
tions chief executive who would 
ppei^te with tho aid of a panel of 
three deputies.

The proposal, presented hi; the 
Soviet Union delegation antf pub­
lished today by the official Tuk» 
news agency, was similar to one 
circulated by th  ̂ Russians at the 
U.Kf. last week and reported at 
the lime by UPI

When the plan was first circu­
lated it met objections from the 
United Sotos—and-.other Western 
powers on the grounds that it 
could amount to a move in the 
direction of the Troika principle.

The Soviets proposed that the 
tomporary leader be named by 
the General Assembly on the rec­
ommendation of the S e c u r i t y  
Council. It said his three deputies 
should be “ skilled international of­
ficials (who) now work in the 
leading section of the secretari­
a t."

Secretary of State Dean Rusk, 
according to the o f f i c i a l s ,  has 
feported to President Kennedy 
limited but encouraging progress 
In three New York conferences 
with Soviet Foreign Minister An­
drei Gromyko.

Rusk was said to feel that ad­
ditional moderation of the Soviet 
portion could lead to an East- 
V'*«t foreign ministers' confer- 
enc in November.

The Cabinet officer planned to 
confer with Gromyko again, this 
week, this time in Washington. 
Gromyko then was expected to 
meet with Kennedy to discuss the 
tense situation.

Gromykor plans to return to 
Moscow about Oct. 8 to be on

Cut-Rate Bait
There are still a few, people in 

the United States who can’t under­
stand many of the stock political 
arguments for increased govern­
ment spending for federal power 
plants. L

The plea is always advanced by 
public power advocates that such 
construction .is., necessary to 
strengthen the national defense or 
prevent some future power short­
age in the particular region af­
fected

But the same proponents of ex­
panded government - owned, tax- 
exempt power opposed efforts of 
taxpaying investor - owned, pub­
licly . regulated power companies 
to increase production in the same 
area.

To justify lax-exemption for gov­
ernment competition with private 
enterprise, plus other special ad­
vantages denied aH other businesi 
and industry, "cut-rales”  are the 
bait used to attract tha public to 
the socialistic lure Thus is the 
general public hooked to pay ad­
ditional taxes to make up for those 
which privileged users of "cheap" 
federal power escape

Of rouree if the whole power in­

dustry wept socialized, the rates 
would hg^c to be increased to 
make up" for lost taxas of over S2 
billion dollars a year now paid by 
investor - owned power company 
customers in taxes levied against 
the companies by city, c o u n t y ,  
state and federal governments.

A present proposal calls for the 
Atomic E n e r g y  Commission to 
build a S9S million steam • electric 
generation facility at the plutoni­
um production reactor at Hanford. 
Wash.

This SOO.OM kilowatt plant at 
Hanford is not needed In fact, the 
Bonneville Power Administration, 
which would market the p o w e r  
from.Hanford, has an idle plant ca­
pacity of 400.000 kilowatts. In ad­
dition, a proposed treaty with Can­
ada for development of the Colum­
bia River is expected to add 
600.000 kilowatts more

NO UMBRELLA

What now seems many yeara 
ago. witnessed the sacrificing of a 
principle and the appeaiamenl of 
a mad msn, that thert might be 
"peace in our time.”

And when 
it came millions of people perish­
ed as an extra dividend to the God 
of War.

Mpnich and an umbralla became 
symbols of compromise unto de­
struction, betrayal of a nation to 
buy temporary security. But the 
holocaust that ended at last with 
tha decisive defeat of Hitler only 
brought us ngw Munichs, without 
umbrellas. -

We deserted a friendly and faithful 
ally only to build up the commu­
nist "agrarian reformers" w h o  
turned what had been our friendly 
ally Into a bitter enemy led by 
the then minions of Russia. We 
have not yet paid the price for 
that folly.

We gave Berlin and j^ast Ger­
many into the power of an alien 
philosophy and murderous hi­
jackers, potentially a worse ene­
my than Hitler.

We backed awgy from fhe bluff 
that sealed off Berlin and used our 
airlift instead of the far more 
practical and less costly t r u c k s  
and cars over thC road that was 
ours by treaty to use.

We recently reiterated o u r  
pledge to defend the freedom of 
Berlin and sent in additional sol- 
diert as a confirming gesture. But 
Mr. Khrushchev goes on sealing 
off eastern Berlin and our momen­
tary spasm of determination may 
even prove to have been a fod ’i  
paradise.

At Potsdam another President 
gave Russia control of Eastern 
Europe and walked out on help­
less people who could not defend 
Ihemeelvee against the u n h o I y 
capitulation.

We have Cuba, on which we do 
have a military bate surrounded 
by an entire island in the process 
of becoming a base fnr Russia, a 
point of entry for subversion and 
attack from communism only nine­
ty milee from our shores. The ring 
of strangulation promised us by 
Stalin is drawing cloMr and tight­
er, while we talk and hope for 
peaceful agreement with an ene­
my bent frankly on our destruc­
tion

We had warning of what rould 
happen in Cuba. A senator from 
Florida tried, months ago and 
without success, to alert the Amer­
ican people and government to 
what lay in prospect there.

Senator George Smathers s e e s  
clearly. He has courage as well as 
vision. And he seems to under­
stand what so many others have 
thus ftr  failed or refused to rec­
ognize — that we cannot preserve 
principle and freedom through ne­
gotiation with nr appeasement of 
governments that are utterly con­
temptuous of the ethics and bases 
of character that we hold up as 
standards for our conduct.

Lacking the umbrella that hid 
the vital truth from Chamberlain. 
Senator Smathers knows t h a t  
there comes a time, postponed 
only at frightful perH, when we 
must recognize that the curcst 
way to avoid war is to be ready 
and instantly willing to risk it in 
defense of freedom, character and 
honor — to meet colossal bluff 
with measured precision of action.

It may yet not be too late. But 
the time slipe by and if action 
continues to wait on futile words, 
we may discover that what was 
an opportunity to establish re­
spect for ouraalvea in the eyes of 
the world has become the invol­
untarily chosen act that precipi- 
tatPB mutual deatruction.

Miss Taylor 
and Cleopatra far out-distance the 
War of the Roses, the invention 
of the automobile, the origin of 
the species, the discovery of pen­
icillin. the doings of Jack Paar, 
World War H, tha opening of thq 
West, the shooting of Dan Mc- 
Grew, and the Bolshevik Revolu­
tion.

This deluge of words started in 
Hollywood, where the picture was 
originally scheduled to be* shot, 
then to London, and now to Rome,

The Romans have added at least 
10,006.(KX) words since shooting was 
switched the Eternal City, and 
as I write this I can hear the 
typewriters of f i l m  journalists 
pounding out copy as fast as their 
Italian fingers will fly.

The Rome papers are filled with 
the stuff. Is Miss Taylor well?-Is 
she ill? Is she fat? Is she thin? 
Will she be able to finish the pic­
ture in Rome or move on to Tan­
ganyika, Madagascar, or North 
Dakota? Is she happy with Eddie? 
Is Eddie happy with her?
~  Is she strong enough to wear 
the heavy hairdress that Cleopatra 
wore? Can tha stand a ten • hour 
working day?

Where 
did Miss Taylor spend last night? 
What does she eat? Does she like 
Italian food?

Why all this unending avalanche 
of stuff on thia 20th Century Fox 
epic, still 'months, maybe years, 
from the projection room?

When he thought he had 
the process, down pat, he made 
plates and ran off a few bills.

They were inferior. He decided 
not to try and pass them. His 
next step was to get real 120 
bills and experiment on how many 
he could past hy making small 
purchases H ’ stores. N o b o d y  
seemed to check the bills.

Then Rogan graduated to a 
course on the work and operations 
of the Secret Service. H# became 
convinced that these, federal 
agents were ao efficient that he 
tbd not have a chance. So ha 
abandoned his plant.

It was a bad check that finally 
brought him faca to face with the 
agents he feared. Police in Har­
lingen arrested him and found tha 
printing platea and bogus bills he 
held as kaepsakei.
