He had a string of fish dangling 
into tha water tied to his belt.
. Robert J. Lauer of Harlingan, 
said tha shark hit Fix twica. i 
Lauer, whs Vas swimming near­
by, towed the wounded man to  ̂
shore and applied a tourniquet to i 
the nearly-severed leg.

Fix was rushed to the Port 
Isabel office of Dr. J. A. Hocka- 
day. Hockaday rode with Fix to 
Mercy Hospital in Brownsville, 
where Fix died.

The doctor said Fix* leg had 
been slashed three times. He said 
a shark did it.

It was the first shark attack in 
years around Padre Island, which 
IS being considered by Congress 
as a potential National seashore 
area. Moct of the sharks caught 
in the area are of the hammer­
head variety. Many are caught 
from fising jetties on standard 
fishing equipment.

Tha Supreme Court’s shocking 
decision in the New York prayor 
case continues to causa endless 
discussion and questioning, as 
wall it might. What puzzles so 
many people is how six justices 
of the Supreme Court could reach 
so to rh ii^  and distorted inter­
pretation of the First Amendment 
to the Constitution as to ban the 
uea of a voluntary prayer in a 
school in a nation that recognizes 
God on its coins, in its pledge of 
allegiance to tha flag, in its oaths 
of office, in its employment of 
military chaplains and in innu­
merable other instonces. T h e  
clause in the First Amendment on 
which the six justices based their 
decision had only one purpose— 
to prevent the establishment of 
an official church in the United 
States. Anyone familiar w i t h  
American constitutional history 
and judicial precedents is aware 
of this. Justice Potter Stewart, the 
lone dissenter in the prayer case, 
called tha reasoning of tha ma­
jority ‘‘unenlightening,” which is 
judicial understatement. But it 
indicates that perhaps the answer 
to this and many other strange 
Supreme Court decisions lies in 
the type of men who have been 
namMl to the Supreme Court in 
the past 25 years by political- 
minded presidents either wedded 
to or deluded by liberal and left 
wing philosophies. Many of these 
Supreme Court appointees w e r e  
without previous judicial experi­
ence and thus parltaps w i t h o u t  
knowledge a n d  awareness of 
American judicial history and the 
meaning of the great debates 
which surrounded the forming of 
our Constitution.

WASHINGTON — Massachu­
setts’ o n e  million independent 
voters could be the decisive fac­
tor in tha tense senatorial race 
between Ted Kennedy, 30-year-old 
brother of the President, and State 
Attorney General Edward McCor­
mack.

Polls made by the two candi­
dates show definitely that most 
of the independent voters are far 
more interested in the McCor- 
mack-Kennedy battle than in the 
Republican senatorial race be­
tween George Lodge, eon of for­
mer UN Ambessador Henry Cabot 
Lodge, and Representative Lau­
rence Curtis.

Under Massachusetts law, in­
dependents can vote in e i t h e r  
primary without changing regis­
tration. In registered voters, the 
independents outnumber the ap­
proximately 130,000 registered 
Democrats and 010,000 tnrollad 
Republicans.

Young Kennady and McCor­
mack are crisscrossing tha state 
in hectic 10-hours-a-day election­
eering to win the support of these 
key independents.

At this point, after thousands of 
miles of traveling and hundreds 
of speeches by the candidates, the 
consensus among poll taktrs is 
that McCormack appears to hava 
fared slightly better than Kenne­
dy.

RODEO : America's Most Exciting Sport
Rodeo—the unique sport with unmatidied excitement I t embodies that pri­

meval thrill of an athlete pitting his brain and skill against the cunning and 

strength of the animal. It has the spine-tingling element of true physical

danger for the participant 
and the color pf a fiesta. 
All of this is rolled into a 
th r il lin g , fast-m oving 
package calletl *'Ro<ieo”
— A m erica’s top th r il l  
sport and a piece of living 
history.

Rodeo, which means 
"round-up”  in Spanish, ' 
had its beginning on the 
ranges of t'alifornia. the 
Southwest and Mexico. 
The Mexican Taqueros 
were the first to throw off 
the rares of a long, bard 
day by competing with 
their compadrea to see who 
could stay aboanl an un­
broken home, or lieat rope 
and tie a calf. The Ameri- 
ean cowboy who followetl 
the vaquero on the aoene 
was just as eager to prove 
hie skill.

The cowboys"first com­
peted among themaelres. 
and then began rhalleng- 
ing hands fmm the next 
ranch. Soon, the word that 
cowhands from neighbor­
ing ranchm were going to

compete with rope and 
horses a ttracted  people 
from miles around.

The firs t town-spon­
sored rodeo ia said to have 
occurred at Pecoa, Texas, 
in 1883, T h at year the 
cowboys were invited into 
town to bold their contests 
on the main street. (Tjevi 
Strauss had already been 
making hia blue cowboy 
pants for 33 .veara. at this 
time.) In  1888, the citi­
zens of Prescott, Arizona, 
built a corral and charged 
admiMinn to " a  cowboy 
celebration.”  Rodeo, as we 
know it today, w as on its 
way.

Today, over 8,(XX) pro­
fessional cowboys eompete 
annually in more than 400 
RCA rodeos throughout 
the country. Rodeo attend­
ance approximates 15 mil­
lion people each year.

Top cowhanda trave l 
much of the rodeo circuit, 
appearing in small towns 
and large throughout the 
country. Not many peopla 
realize th a t the cowboy 
pays en try  fees, which 
may run into several thou­
sands of dollars annually, 
for each event in which he 
participates. These fees 
are added to the prizes es­
tablished for each event 
by the local rodeo man-

\JK

agement. —
Today, rodeo is a truly 

organiz^ sport carried on 
twelve months of the year. 
However, the men in the 
big hata and Levi’s who 
compete for cash prizes 
are the heirs of a tradition 
and h ia to ry  th a t  ia as 
American as Plym outh 
Rock and Bunker Hill.

Timo bogins 
wbon tbs front foot of tbs horss hit tbs ground os It 
brooks from Ibo chuts. Ths cowboy, wooring dullod 
spurs, nt4Mt hovo Ms hools touching high on ths
bsrss't shouldsrs until tbs first jump is coinpistsd. If hs doson't do this, hs is 
automatically disqualtfisd. During tbs rsmaindsr of tbs rids hs is sesrsd on how bs ksspt 
bis fsst moving, spurring tbo animal from shoulders to flanks.
