Tlie Rothenbergers. and l.IOO,-

A t the Rothenberger* special­

Out of all of this has grown agri­
business. our biggest and fastest 
growing industry — a SICO bilfion 
wheel with farmers at the hub.

Music offers youngster* an out­
let to explore end develop the 
sensitive end cultural pert* of 
their growing pereonelitiee. It 
contributes to pleasure e* they 
eing, listen, and maatet fki|l*

The relating of music to stu­
dents' daily activities not only 
creates a framework for the cul­
tural development but add* greet­
er understanding to their other 
studies. Just as a classroom 
teacher encourage* in childien an 
awaroness of surrounding*, th e  
music teacher develop* an aware­
ness of sound patterns.

A music program should in­
volve a variety of activities. Al­
though singing is closely associ­
ated with a music program, there 
is no necessity (or children to 
consider their voices as the only 
means of music eppreeciation.

There may be some individuals 
who simply do not like to sing. 
In such case*, pressure mav be 
unpleasant. The best approach is 
exposure to a wide variety of ex­
periences so that yspreciafion _ha* 
the opportunity to g -ow.

Most school systems have an 
organized music program. Many 
schools are fortunate in having a 
mus'C specialist to direct the ac­
tivities.

Some music is taught for the 
sake of music itself. This refers 
to such activities as playing in- 
strumants, reading musical notes, 
studying various musical form*, 
c h o r a l  stag ing, etc. Musical 
knowledge and appreciatioii a r e  
tha mam values and purposes of 
these activities.

Parents should follow (hrough *.

Erland's. 17-yetr-oId son, last year 
raised 1.398 market hogs, fed out 
34$ yearling steers and grew 360 
acres of corn that produced over 
130 bushels per acre.

To do this they had to be en­
gineers enough to run $20,000 
worth of machinery and b l a c k  
smiths enough to mend a broken 
axle a mile from home. Tliey had 
to be economists enough to know 
when to spot weak points in their 
(cerling system.

They were gamblers betting on 
the weather when they socked an 
extra 100 pounds of nitrogen on 
com. They were veterinarians 
when they spotted disease in their 
hog yards, snuffing it out before 
it could do damage.

He will follow me all over t h e 
house wanting to know why he 
CitCl go out arrd play in the ram 
or bring our neighbor’s big collie 
into the house. When I tell him 
why, he hardly waits for me to 
finish explaining before he starts 
pestering again. . .

ANSWERi I can’t equip you to 
tolerate yourself as a di^plcasutg. 
possibly mistaken person.

Yet that’s what it means to de­
liver an effective "N o" to a child 
or to anyone elje We have to be 
prtparvid to loleiate his judgment 
of us as mean, unfarr nr unkiivf 

An effective "N o " invariably in­
volves the courage to be alone 
with our own displeasing and pos­
sibly mistaken selves.
Hk'e—may.’ fe r  example, “bo mis­

taken to refuse to let a youngster 
bring a dug he loves into t h e  
hou^. Our refusal may not only 

please him but may f i n a l l y  
confirm his opinion of us as 
"mean,”  so that he holds hii mem­
ory of it against us for the rest 
of hii life. But this is the kind of 
nsk we have to take when we say 
No" to anyone, whether it’s a 

child who wants to bring a dog 
in*«r the house, an employer who 
wants to cut our salary or a man 
who wants to marry us. Saying 
"N o " not only compels us to dis­
please but to tolerate the possibili­
ty that we should have said "Y es ." 

If we can't endure ourselves as 
displeasing, possibly mistaken 

person, the chiW at once senses 
our uneasiness — and refuses to 
take our "N o " for an answer. He 
registers our dependence on his 
approval and will pursue us with 
hit demands until we yield to our 
need to please him and agree to 
what he wants.

To discover the strength to 
stand firmly on tho "N o "  we have 
given to him, it may be necessary 
for us to recognize the lofty ab- 
^rd ity « f our demands on our- 
solves.

To try to protect a child against 
disappointment in us is as hope­
less an effort as to try to proect 
him against growing up. To de­
mand such a task from ourselves 
IS as fantastic as our fear of being 
wrong. Every human being has to 
come to terms with himself as an 
occasionally mistaken, displeasing 
person. That you think ypu can 
avoid ao revealing you^elf to. your 
child is your real prcmem.. f

TULSA. OKLA.. (Spl)-Enough 
petroleum is available f r o m  
domestic oil resources alone to sat­
isfy the needa of tha United States 
for the foreseeable future, one of 
the nation’s foremost geologists 
said here Saturday.

Dr. A. L_ Levorseh of ‘  ^ Is a ,  
who it recognized as the dean of j 
the nation*! petroleum geologists, i 
said opportunities On a broad and I 
challenging scale are still avail­
able for the domestic oilman. 
Great volumes of sedimentary 
rocks in the U.S. have not been ex­
plored or have been inadequately 
explored, he added.

" It  is very safe to assume that i 
only a relatively small propor-: 
tion of geologically favorable rocks 
in the U.S.—excluding Alaska and i 
Hawaii—have been tested to date,”  
he said. |

The amount of undiscovered i 
petroleum will not limit the growth ■ 
of the domestic oil industry, he j 
said. "The incentive to explore is 
of much greater importance.”  
he pointed out. " It  may prove to 
be the limiting factor."

Dr. Levorsen has served as 
president of the American Assn, of 
Petroleum Geologisis, the Geologi­
cal Sociefy of America, and the 
. A m e r i c a n  Geological Insti­
tute. From 1945 to 1951, he was 
professor_i.of geology and dean, 
School of Mineral Sciences, Stan­
ford University. From 1919 to 1934, 
^  was asaociatad with several oil 
companiea. Sinca 1934, except for 
the time at Stanford, Dr. Lavorsen 
hat been a' consulting geologist.

In an Interview for the Independ­
ent Petroleum Monthly, official 
magazine of the Independent Pe­
troleum Association of America, 
Dr. Levorsen streaaed this point 
on incantives and new discover­
ies:

"So many oil diacoveriea are 
unexpected — by geologists, drill­
ers and operators alike — that the 
number of test wella drilled bears 
a direct relation to the number of 
discoveries. When the incentive 
drops, the number of wells drops, 
and consequently the number of 
diecovefies.”

The big factor, he said, "is 
whether the incentive to drill and 
to find new reserves will be suf­
ficient fo motivete men into teking 
the risks and the hard work and 
the disappointments that are con­
nected with the oil industry.”

Levorsen added: "The In­
centive question is whether the

domestic producer can m a k e 
enough ‘ money to stay in busi­
ness." He said the oil producer is 
hard-pressed, with the price of 
crude oil well below what it was 
six years ago. At the same time, 
costs of labor, machinery, equip­
ment and leases have gone up! ”

"This cost-price squeeze," he 
said, "has hurt drilling, with al­
most I2.0M fewer wells being drill­
ed now than in 1956."

Levorsen said estimates of re- 
co\ erable primary reserves in the 
U.S. vary from 175 billion to 1,- 
IMM billion barrels. He said ulti-

the expense of paying somebody 
to put a drill bit tlwussmdf of feet 
into theTocks."

And there is also the unpredict­
able nature of men in the oil in­
dustry, be said. "There's always 
some hard-headed guy who will 
take a drilling rig into a place 
where the best geology and the 
best geophysics indicate not the 
remotest chance of finding oil.

"He it carried along, and 
at a given time and place on the 
escalator, he makes an estimate 
of how things look to him. But the 
escalator keeps moving him along, 
and soon he reaches a p o i n t  
witcre new data and new horizons 
have changed his point of view, 
and therefore, his estimates.

"In  the case of our petroleum 
reserves,”  Levorsen said, " t h e  
change in point of view has result­
ed in ever-increasing estimates.”

Breakthroughs and new ideas in 
technology are constantly being 
contribute to Jhe oil industry to 
make estimates of future resour­
ces out of date, he said.

Also, there it the basic role of 
the unexpected and the unpredict­
able in the oil industry, Levorsen 
added. "There it no way to know 
oil ii down there until you go to

AUSTIN—If you w«nt to put 

your knowledfe of public tffairs to 
the acid test, ask yourself this 
question—

Who represents you on the State 
Board of Education?

You may know. If you do, you 
can be sura your Public Affairs IQ 
is pretty go^ .

The Board is comprised of 31 
members—one elected from each 
of the congressional districts that 
were in existence at the time the 
Board was reorganized and ex­
panded in 1949.

There are a couple of g o o d  
reasons why you might not be able 
I© call o ff the name -of your State 
Board of Education member with­
out hesitation. One is that races 
for Board positions s e l d o m  
provoke contests or attract wide­
spread political attention. T h e  
other is that Board members sel­
dom come up for re-election and 
never come up as a unit. They 
ser>e six-year staggered terms.

The State Board of Education, 
like the Texas school system, has 
grown.

llie  original Board was provided 
for in the Texas Constitution of 
1866. It consisted of the governor.

I the state comptroller, and the sec­
retary of state. In 1)I2<. the Board 

[ was reorganized. It was recon­
structed as a nine-member body 

' appointed by the governor a n d  
approved by the Senate. It was at 
that time that six-year staggered 
terms were established.

The present Board structure 
was a product of the general 
overhauling of the State education­
al system that resulted from es­
tablishment of the Gilmer-Aiken 
Program. Also overhauled was the 

Loffice of state superintendent of 
' public instruction. In fact, the 
! state superintendent's job — one 
I that had existed since 1866 a n d  
I  had been elective since 1884 — 
wws abolished, in its  ̂place was 
created the position of state com­
missioner of education, a job fill­
ed for four-year terms by t h i  
Board. ,

I The State Board of EducatiolT 
i rides herd from a policy-making 
standpoint of the Texas p u b l i c  
school system. It follows the guide- 

I lines set forth by the Texas Legis- 
 ̂lature and translates them i n t o  
action. It establishes school ac- 

' creditation regulations. It prepares 
budgets and exercises financial 
controls over the State education 

I program. In addition, it doubles as

the State Board for Vocational Ed­
ucation.

Members of the State Board of 
Education must be at least 30 
yearr old, They also have to be 
citizens of the United States and 
qualified electors in the districts 
they represent. They can't spend 
more than $1500 in their ca '^ ' 
paigns for office and they can't 
take campaign contributions from 
people or companies in the text­
book business.
