Freedom Of Speech And Press

in a place where freedom of

speech and of the press are con-
sistently upheld, there will al-
ways be a tendency for certain
por-son\ to abuse this freedom and
to capitalize on its abuse.

Yet, the existence of abuse must
never cause us to waver from a
firm determination to support
freedom of speech and of the
press.

It is, unfortunately, a trait quite
prevalent in human beings that we
are proné to strike back when
smear and lie and innuendo quick-
en the pulse and awaken emotional

~ responses. s

This is well known by smear
artists, who never concern them-
selves with intellect nor with fact,
but rely heavily upon an ability to
awakén feelings. Research in this
field - reveals that it aiways
easier to awaken emotions of hate
than of love. And hate groups, de-
structive .in.character and _moti-
vated by nothing more than-a-de-
sire to injure, are very apt to at-
tract a rabid following

We can think of a number of
instances of this kind within mem.
ory. During World War 1II, for
instance, Hitler's propaganda min-
istry, led by Goebbels, pumped up
emotional diatribe and- contumely

IS

against the Jewish people. The
“hate” message was at first re-
jected by most Germans. But as

the constant reiteration continued,
all but those of staunch character
and unblemished intelligence suc-
cumbed finally to a belief in the
emotional lies and highly pitched
half-truths of the propaganda spec-
ialists

That 'is, as a mattér of fact, a
rather common occurrence, and it
can be ‘‘managed’’ by adroit and
unscrupulous persons who take
advantage of freedom of the press
%o distort and villainize

“But the existence of this type of
thing usually also awakens a de-
sire on the part of those who rec-
ognize the evil in such procedures,
to try to turn the matter over to
the government; to pass new laws;
to restrict what can be printed or
said; or otherwise to dimish the
area of freedom which we still

have in the communications field.
We would surmise that most of the!
real inroads . against freddom of
speech-and of the press have been
made by persons acting defensive-

ly against pu.xsnk;l_v unwarranted
abuse.
If we are to have a climate

where freedom of speech and of
the press exist at all,..we must
strive to awaken private charac-
ter, Wwhich is always the antidote
to unreason, deceit and verbal
trickery, [f accusations .are made
which are unwarranted, the way
to overcome such falsity is by a
- demonstration —of their “untruthiul
nature, and not by invoking law.
or enlarging the area of law en-
forcement

If the accusations happen to be
true, even tho pitched in emotional

rather than informative tones, it
is better to let the accusation be
uttered than to seek to stifle the

area of freedom wherein they can
be made:

Persons who provide the great-
est danger to freedom of speech
and of the press are both those
who invoke force by abusing free-
dom in a direct assault upon
truth, and those who would invoke
force by inveking law or pewer to

prevent such assault
It is too ¢asy 1o fose freedom
to succumb to either temptation.

In the end, the liar is discovered.
Truth—is—mighty-and will prevail
And even those who can, perhaps,
be swayed by emotional appeals to
non-reason will, - finally,- observe
the error and make restitution.
They will do it best if they are not
forced into self-confession, but in-
'stead are inwardly motivated to
regain their lost stature

In other words, to hold sacred
the freedom of communication in
any area is to insist on a climate
of risk. There will always be pal-
try men, who, moved by the hope
of unjustified gain, will descend to
making any statement, no matter
absurd. Let them make their
statements. We learn by this proc-
ess who t}w) are. Further,
learn by their own evidence which
they abundantly provide that such
are never to be trusted and that
the truth is not in them
