A prolonged drought—similar to |
the one that ruined winter wheat |
crops in the Texas Panhandle and
South Plains early this year —is
now threatening Southern Texas
with a mulimillion dollar loss.
A survey Tuesday showed that
small “run of the river" dams |
are rapidly losing power generat-|
ing capacity because of the lack
of water.

Run of the river dams depend
on continuous river flow and are
not backed by large storage ca-
pacity,

The Guadalupe - Blanco River
Authority has six such plants
stretching from New Braunfels to
Gonzales and all are producing
only about 10 per cent of their
capacity. ;

Chief engineer John Vandertu-
lip of the Texas Water Commis-
sion said large dams that provide
most of Texas' hydroelectric pow-
er are still holding enough water
to produce adequately,

The Lower Colorado River Au-
thority has been buying power
from nearby steam generators
most of the summer and is pump-
ing water from Inks Lake into
Lake Buchanen at night to in-
crease Buchanan's power produc-
tion during peak daytime hours

WASHINGTON — Senate Re-|
publican leaders are squaring off
to raise -a nuclear inspection 1ssue
of their own in the crucial debate
on the test ban treaty

They propose to formally ask
President Kennedy to submit for
scrutiny by the Senate his extend-
ed exchange of letters with Pre-
mier Khrushchev on the test ban,
other disarmament proposals, |

The GOP senators will contend
that “‘on-site inspection” of the
“K-K'' communications is neces-
sary to reach a sound decision on
the full implications of the test
ban pact on U.S. foreign policy.

“But we felt it should be po
sible for individuals to group to
gether and accomplish something
on their own Maver said

They began to search for aid
by letter. Fifth graders took turns
writing superintendents of school
throughout the state asking them
to ask other students to help with
money-making projects

They wrote surrounding counties
to ask for a brick or stone from
an historic building to transplant
to the crumbling agency

They baked and sold 1,800 cup

cakes — nearly $90 worth. They
begged for and were promised
two windows from a recently raz
ed courthouse

Every Saturday the 10.vear-olds
themselves turned out to hack at
enveloping scrub  and berry
bushes, round up bricks fallen be-
neath the building, mix mortar
and help put stones in place
