{ What is meant by “periodic
[payments?” They may be either

an indefinite period of time or

at regular intervals.

Generally, fixed payments for

years are not periodic payments
and are not deductible. The only
Iom to this is where a

contingency, such as death or

Then the payments will qualify

as deductible “periodic pay-
ments.”
Are a divorce lawyer's fee

deductible? No. Oridinarily not,
unless the fee can qualify as
payments in connection with tax
advice

Sometimes a divorced hus-
band is required by a court to
pay the insurance, mortgage, in-
terest, taxes and utilities for a
house he and his ex-wife still
own jointly (with rights of sur-
vivorship). Are these expenses
deductible as alimohy? No. The
IRS says he cannot deduct as
alimony any of these expenses,
except the utilities. However,
he can deduct the interest and
taxes 10 the extent these items
ordinarly are deductible by
any homeowner.

U.S. Caught ||
