She pointed out, ‘‘Ameri-
ca's theater history begins
with the non-professional play-

Merchant of Venice” in 1752
presented by the Hallam
Company of London. Prog-
ress of the theater was ham-
pered by the Puritans, but
even so, the theater groups
with their performances were
found all over the country,
first along the Atlantic sea-
boards, then in the Mid-West
groups have been known
travelling in covered wagons
following the settlers and gold
prospectors to Utah and the
“Wild West"”.

“The fist play printed in the
States, ‘‘Androboras’ in 1714,
was a satire aimed at New
York’s Trinity Parish.
