INCREASED SAVINGS 
One of the most interesting,

During the second 
quarter of 1964 individuals saved 
8.2 percent of their total income 
after taxes. ThU is the highest 
percentage recorded in the past 
6 years.

The 8.2 percent compares with 
a 6.8 percent savings rate in the 
same quarter of 1963. The gain 
may not seem spectacular, but 
to achieve this individuals had 
to save one-quarter of the in­
crease In their total incomes 
over the year.

To the extent 
that they can ^  financed by 
drawing on voluntary savings, 
inflationary Increases of bank 

I credit can be avoided. ~
I The increase in the savings 
rate may be only temporary. 

That is to say it may give us 
protection from inflation only 
for an interim period. But even 
what has happened so far has 
an important bearing on econo­
mic issues which will surely 
arise again in the future.

Saving is not an evil to be 
avoided on the ground that it 
puts a drag on total demand. A 
high rate of saving can be a 
stabilizing force and one which 
promotes non-inflationary eco­
nomic growth.

We might keep this in mind 
when the next opportunity for 
tax reduction comes along. The 
idea that it ought to be given to 
the people who would spend it 
most rapidly, and that weshould 
avoid giving it to people who 
might save it, doesn’t seem to 
hold up under experience.

In fact, many persons who 
are outside the union persist in 
the belief that the union pulls 
up wages.

This prevailing notice has 
something to do with the man­
ner in which the union aristo­
cracy manages to keep power 
over those whom it rules.

As a matter of fact, a goodly 
proportion of union rank • and- 
filers — however much they be­
lieve in the union Itself - have 
some distrust of the union aris­
tocracy. You can’t live that 
close to the milkhouse without 
getting an occasional whiff of 
the sour cream — the fat salar­
ies, the convention junkets, spe­
cial assessment slush funds anfl 
strong-arm electioneering.

On the^ other. hanHI linioin' 
membership rose significantly 
in the period between 1896 and 
1916 But the rate of rise in 
wage rates was less than half 
that of the previous fifty years.

.Again from 1936 to 1945. union 
membership was having 11 s 
most rapid increase. Simultan­
eously, however, the rate of in­
crease in wage rates continued 
at a consistent pace from 1917 
to 1955
