Out of the
mouths of babes comes observ-
ations unsoftened by tact,. .un-
tinted by prejudice

As a rule, it is up to the trial
judge to decide whether a par-
ticular child is qualified to be
a witness. Of course, age is one
factor. But age provides no hard
and fast guide. The judge also
must consider the child’s intelli-
gence, the time that has elap-
sed between accident and trial,
and even the type of question to
be asked. Thus, a tot of seven
is better fitted to say whether

The one-time ruler of “all the
Russians’’ has become the man

He is the first complete “‘un-
person’ of that stature since
the Russian Revolution. '

Khrushchev's name has been
assiduously omitted from the
press, and erased from new edi-
tions of history books in which
it figured prominently in earlier |
editions published  before his
ouster last Oct. 15. |

Name Never Mentioned

Khrushchev has been criti-
cized obilquely by reference to
some of his policies and style
of government, but never b
name.

The authorities have gone tn
the length of requesting owners
of desk-calendars to remove the
page dated April 17 which car-
ried a notation of Khrushchev's
birthday.
