certain eligibility requirements 
for Social Security recipients— 
would take effect Sept. 1

Average 7 pe. cent increases 
In Social Security benefits, ret­
roactive to Jan 1, are expected 
to begin showing up in month­
ly checks later in September 
when beneficiaries will get a 
check for the new amount plus 
a seven - month retroactive in­
crease

The landmark program of 
medical care for the elderly 
will not go into effect for near­
ly another year. In line 
with this, Rep John W. Byrnes 
R - Wia., senior Republican 
member of the House Ways A 
Means Committee which draft­

ed the bill, cautioned prospec­
tive beneficiaries of the medi­
care program Wednesday not 
to risk dropping their present 
health insurance protection in 
anticipation of medicare.

doctor bills and other medical 
expenses.

All Social Security benefits 
will be increased by at least 
7 per cent, the lowest being 94 
a month.

Viet Nam Conflict 
First for Goldberg

(U P I) — Arthur J. Goldberg 
plunged Into his new • job 
as U S. ambassador to the 
United Nations today with solu­
tion of the world organization's 
paralyzing constitutional crisis 
as his first order of business.

Goldberg presented his cre­
dentials to Secretary General 
Thant Wednesday and delivered 
a letter from President John­
son asking for U.N help to re­
move the Viet Nam conflict 
“ from the battlefield to the ne­
gotiating table.”

Johnson said Thant’s past ef­
forts to solve the Viet Nam 
crisli were appreciated. He 
said he hoped the secretary 
general would continue and he 
asked him to communicate 
through Goldberg “ any helpful 
suggestions that may occur to 
you that can strengthen our 
common search for the road to 
peace In Southeast Asia.”

Goldberg talked with Thant, 
whom he met socially on pre­
vious occasions, for 75 minutes, 
discussing Viet Nam, the Do­
minican Republic and the U.N. 
financial • political crisis, Gold­
berg told a news conference..

“ It is clear that the world 
needs the United Nations as 
never before.”  he said. “ I have 
said before that the first order' 
of business is to resolve the 
U.N financial and constitution­
al crisis.”

That crisis revolves about 
article 19 of the U.N. charter 
which provides that member 
countries two years delinquent 
in assessments “ shall”  lose 
their General Assembly votes. 
Refusal of Russia, France and 
some other countries to pay 
peace-keeping assessments they 
contend were levied illegally 
by the assembly forced the 
world parliament to suspend 
last year's session without con­
ducting any business.

"If we don’t put our own 
house In order,” Goldberg said, 
"I doubt that we will succeed 
In putting other bouse* in or­
der 1 cannot give you any for­
mula* as to how the crisis can 
be received.

The House pasted the bill af­
ter three days of debate and 
months of intense lobbying by 
labor organizations. President 
Johnson and V i c e  President 
Humphrey helped r o u n d  up 
votes in the last stages of the 
House showdown.

On the final vote of 221 for 
repeal and 203 against repeal, 
200 Democrats and 21 Republi­
cans supported the bill. Oppos­
ing it were 117 Republicans and 
86 Democrats.

As national chairman of the 
Youn^ Socialist Alliance <YSA), 
Barnes is one of the more vocal 
spokesmen of what has become 
known as the far-out left. He is 
on the outer edge of today's 
new radicalism, an edge where 
a young man's fancies fondly 
turn toward Mao Tse-tung, or 
Castro's Cuba, or Josoah Stalin, 
or—almost always—a revolution 
In the sweet by and by.

These are the extremists of 
the extreme, the shrillest and 
least listened to of the galaxy 
of proudly radical young organ­
izations which have come to be 
known as “ the new left.”  The 
far-outs’ numbers are tiny-no 
more than a few thousand by 
their own count, quite possibly 
less. Their perceptible influence 
on young America is minimal 
Their capacity for creating 
mischief cannot be truly calcu­

lated. It is certainly greater 
than their numbers.

May Seem Alarming 
To -the average America^, the 

young demonstrators of Students 
for a Democratic Society (SDS) 
or the unashamed "Marxist So­
cialists”  of the allegedly Com­
munist lining W E.B. Du Bois 
clubs may s e e m  alarming 
1 enough. They and their sym-^ 
pathizers have helped turn the 
campuses of 1965 into cook- 
stoves of controversy. - 

But to the far outers, the 
(SDSers and Du Boiscrs are 
stick in the muds. Orthodox 

[communism is even stodgier 
Khrushchev, generally, is a 
dirty word Out on the fringe.

. re olutinn becomes the ideal 
and violence is alwavs a possi­

b ility  _  assuming the fringers 
have the numliers and cohesion 

, to he effectively violent.
On the fringe, the young revo­

lutionists c o n g r g a t e  in 
cramped, hothouse offices and 
dusty apartments; they swear 
loyalty to obscure organizations 
whose abbreviated namps look 
like optometrists' charts: they 
sneer at their fellow leftists and 
talk darkly of what they may 
do. Whatever their allegiance 
they have much in common, in­
cluding youth, tireless mimeo­
graph machines, and angry con 
tempt for things as- they are.

Elder Statesman 
Among such a breed, Jack 

Rarnes of the YSA can sound 
like an elder statesman. He did 
not sound like one as he talked 
with the UPI reporter Stanley

Scott in a New York restaurant.
Barnes' left arm la missing 

at the elbow. He slammed his 
right arm on the table and said 
“ We are revolutionary social­
ists: We believe that the racial 
evils, war, poverty, unemploy­
ment, are basically a part of 
the capitalistic system. We offer 
revolutionary socialism as an 
alternative.''

Barnes isn’t calling for vio­
lence vet. but he said "We 
don't think those In power will 
stfp aside voluntarily to allow 
basic changes for others. We 
advocate violence in no way, 
but never in history has any 
ruling group stepped aside 
peacefully. Violence will not 
come from us hut from the es­
tablishment w h i c h  refuses 
change ”

Describes Views
At the ripe age of 25, Jack 

Barnes is still a little young to

consider himself a onetime 
“ Taft Republican.”  Yet that is 
what he says he was when he 
left Dayton. Ohio, to attend 
Carleton College in Minnesota.

" I  received a Ford Founda­
tion grant during my junior 
year to travel to Cuba," he 
said. "Meeting with the Cu­
bans. talking to them, 4 found 
out for myself. That’s when I 
became a socialist."

Barnes put in some time as 
a graduate student in econom­
ics at Northwestern University 
before becoming a professional 
socialist. By his count, he is 
now the leader of 1,000 YSA 
members scattered In 50 uni­
versity based chapters.

They believe in the doctrines 
of Leon Trotskv, the man Stalin 
beat out in the battle to rule 
the Russian revolution, Castro, 
and the building of "a  party 
for the working people.”

Great Society Doesn't Come Free
Federal aid payments to both 

state and local governments and 
to Individuals totaled $12.8 bil­
lion in fiscal 1964. a 17 per cent 
increase o v e r  the previous 
year. Good old Uncle!

The increase was substantial­
ly larger than those of recent 
years. In both fiscal 1962 and 
1963, there was a 6 per cent 
hike from the preceding 12 
months and in 1961, a 7 per 
cent increase. Not since 1959, 
when a 29 per cent increase oc­
curred, has there been such a 
sizeable jump. , .

But the 1964 increase contin­
ued a lO-year trend. Except 
for 1960, federal aid to state and 
local governments and individ­
uals has risen annuallv over 
the decade, as new piograms 
were initiated and old ones ex­
panded. In )960.a four per cent 
decline occurred.

The totals and pereertages 
are compiled annually nv Con­
gressional Quarterly from basic 
statistics collected by th e  
Treasury rtpartme.it. T h e  
most recent figures are for the 
government's accounting year 
which ended June 30, 1364.

Nevertheless, it is clear that 
the trend will continue to be 
upward — perhaps dramatically 
—over the i.ext few yean a? an 
Increasing number of President 
Johnson's Great Society p r o ­
grams are enacted.

Already this year. Congress 
has approved a $1 billion pro­
gram to aid the economically 
depressed Appalachian region 
and a program of federal-aid- 
to-education The latter is ex­
pected to cost at least $13 bil­
lion during the first year and 
much more in the following 
;cars.

In addition, Congress Is ex­
pected to approve legislation to 
assist other reg ons of the na- 
*ion that are experiencing eco­
nomic difficulties This bill au­
thorizes spending of up to $665 
milbon a year, 
ciety doesnt

Last year. Congress approved 
a $948 million anti-poverty pro­
gram. President Johnson is 
asking the present Congress to 
raise the figure to $1.5 billion.

Of the total $12.8 billion in 
federal payments, $10 billion 
went to state and local govern­
ments and $2 8 billion went di­
rectly to individuals. The 1963

Federal aid covers a wide 
variety of programs that have 
grown up over the years. They 
range from highway construc­
tion to public assistance and 
include such other activities as 
public health, education, hous­

In trying to ram through re­

peal of section 14< b) of the Taft- 
Hartley Act which permit* .state, 
right-to-work laws, the Johnson 
administration is using rough- 
stuff on members of the Con­
gress.
