Preliminary Plans 
Ready for Lake 
Recreation Areas

Congressman Walter Rogers 
of Pampa reported from Wash­
ington today that the l ' 8 Bu­
reau of Reclamation and the Na­
tional Park Service had filed 
with him a preliminary1 report 
on plans for recreational faci­
lities at l ake Meredith

Rogers said the report details 
the proposed exfienditure of $1 1 
million authorized last year by 
Congress

"First class facilities will be 
constructed under Jhe plan out­
lined in the report presented 
to me today." Congressman 
Rogers said "I am hoping that 
the necessary review by con­
gressional committees will be 
completed quickly so that work 
mav begin on the roads, picnic 
and parking areas, boat launch­
ing ramp*, sanitation facilities 
and other facilities outlined in 
the plan "

Rogers pointed out that the re­
port cover* only federal expen­
ditures for the recreation deve­
lopment Late in the summer, 
he said, the National Park Serv­

Strange indeed are the de­

cisions emanating from that 
mixed-up crowd headquartered 
in that mixed-up city on the 
Potomac. Need we name it’  
Not that that particular segment 
of the privileged class is any 
more confused than its lower 
echelon counterparts located 
elsewhere; it’s just that its 
frantic reactions to the inexor­
able workings of economic law 
which it fails completely to 
understand — get more public­
ity and thus generate more 
astonishment and concern.

NEW YORK (N E A )-lt  came 
as quite a shock to learn that 
Sargent Shriver had been asked 
to give up one of his two gov* 
ernment jobs — either Peace 
Corps chief or leader of t h e 
War on Poverty.

We would have sworn that the 
War on Poverty had been re­
solved and dismissed long ago. 
It is very hard to imagine any 
minority more ready to submit 
to the spoils of defeat than the 
poor.

But on further investigation, 
we have discovered that the bat­
tle has not yet really begun.

The government force4 a r e  
ready, to be sure The problem 
seems to be that nobody is 
available to speak tor the poor.

(In Philadelphia, for example, 
an attempt to get 12 slum dis­
tricts to elect a leader pulled 
out only 2 5 per cent of the eli­
gible voters.)

And as Mr. Shriver puts it, 
you simply cannot walk in and 
start doing things for a sup­
pressed group that is fed up 
with being pushed around. If 
they don’t feel part of the pro­
gram. they will be resentful, un- 
co-operative, rebellious and — 
well. >ou know what happened 
in the Dominican Republic.

On first view, that analysis of 
the situation does not appear to 
be reasonable.

After all. there are many Pov­
erty experts in the nation today. 
In fact, all the dedicated social 
work students we ever k n e w  
seemed to be majoring in Ab­
ject Squalor, often at gieat ex­
pense to their families.

What Goes on, Worm?
The way things are popping 

all over the world today, y o u  
might think that nothing could 
surprise anybody.

But when you read that 8.000 
flatworms — are attending the 
University of Michigan, y o u  
just can't help raising an eye­
brow.

And when you are informed 
that some of these worms are 
stupid and som* are smart, and 
that the stupid ones can loam 
from th* smart ones—chiefly by 
eating the smart ones—well, you 
have to wonder what there is 
to discover.

The researcher who la con-j 
ducting the experiments with 
MOO Georges says his findings

indicate that one of these days 
retarded humans may be helped 
by injecting from normal hu­
mans — assuming, of course, 
that there will be any normal 
humans left by that time

Now. this is all very intriguing 
and doubtless augurs well for 
the future But before that
