GRAESOE, Sweden (U P !)— 

Dr. Carl A. Germell, the Swed­
ish physician who helped to 
pioneer hormone treatments for 
certain types of infertility in 
women, is married but child­

less himself.
“ I do not see our methods as 

being the solution for ALL," he 
said at his summer home on 
Graesoe Island off the Swedish
coast.

The 55-year-old d o c t o r  
warned that the methods he 
helped pioneer at Sweden’s 
Uppsala University can aid 
onlv an estimated 5 to 10 per 
cent of the world’s women.

But he said he has received 
hundreds of letters from all

over the world since his name 
made headlines when two pre­
viously infertile women, one in 
Sweden and the other in New 
Zealand, gave birth to quintup­
lets after they received hor­
mone treatments by h is  
method.

"Tell them," he said, “ please 
no more letters.”

Genusell said most of his pa- 
tients are women 30 to 35 years 
old “ who have waited a long 
time for children."

Then, he said, they are dis­
appointed if they have only one 
child. “ They have waited that 
long that they want two at 
once,’ ’ he said.

Gemzell said he also is inter­
ested in the problem of over­
population and is working to 
find out how contraceptive pills 
work.

"We know a little but not 
enough," he commented.

There is Irony in Gemzell's 
life. Married to bis wife, Lisa,

for 31 years, the doctor is 
childless.

Gemzell is physician, teacher, 
administrator and writer in his 
chosen field, biological chemis­
try. Since 1961, he has headed 
the department of obstetrics 
and gynecology at Uppsala, 
Scandinavia’s oldest university.

Gemzell said his patients are 
those women who have lost the 
pituitary gland, or whose pitui­
tary gland is malfunctioning 
and does not produce the hor­

mones wrucn are a factor n  re­
production

He wants the record straight 
once and for ail on what he 
and his teem of physiciaee can 
do to help barren women pro­
duce. The women he caa help 
are a small percentage, he 
said.

"We are not the great white
hope for ail the childless," said 
Gemzell.

Poor Outlook:

Few observers at the 17 na­
tion disarmament conference in 
Geneva believe that anything 
concrete will come from the 
hastily convened meeting. At 
best, the conference  ̂ partici­
pants will go on talking across 
the conference table until early 
September when they will ad­
journ or rer>ort to the U. N. 
General Assembly. At worst, 
tfi^ Russians will pull out soon­
er. after some inconclusive dis­
cussion with the Americans... 
Press conference:

President Charles de Gaulle 
will spend considerable time 
during his August vacation at 
Colombo'-lcs - Deii'c - Eglises 
preparing for his Scot. 9 new 
conference. It is expected to 
deal mainly with Viet Nam. the 
European Common Market cri­
sis and other foreign policy 
problems He also will g i v e  
much thought to his final de­
cision — expected late in Octo­
ber — on whether to run for a 
second term in December.
Show Trial:

A public show trial for for­
mer Algerian strong man Pres­
ident Ahmed Ben Bella n o w  
seems unlikely any time in the 
near future — if at all. Offi­
cials say it would be too risky 
politically, but the Algerian gov­
ernment is preparing a “ white 
book”  against him. Meanwhile 
he i$ reported held under strong 
army guard in or near Algiers 
jtselif. There is nothing in Al­
gerian law to force the govern­
ment to bring Ben Bella to trial 
or even to bring charge? against 
him. He can be held indefinite- 
lv without either.

French officials see little pros­
pect of resumption of talks on 
the European Common Market 
crisis before the year’s end.
