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Rookie Astronaut Will Take 96-Minute Walk Around the World!
SPACE CENTER. Houston 

(U P I) —- Unheralded Rookie 
Astronaut David R. Scott will 
set out early next year to walk 
completely around the world 
in 96 minutes.

Scott will take his suner- 
stroll more than 100 miles 
above earth, as copilot aboard 
Am erica's orbiting Gemini 8 
spaceship.

Along the way, he plans to 
stop long enough to turn a few 
bolts with a snecial set of space 
tools, retrieve a special radia­

tion measurement package at­
tached to Gemini 8’s exterior, 
and perhaps take a side trip to 
another satellite.

Slender, 3.1 ■ year - old Dave 
Scott, an astronaut fur le.ss 
than two years, was named by 
the U. S. space agency to ride 
alongside the nation's first civi­
lian space pilot, Neil Arm­
strong, aboard Gemini 8.

Officials said the voyage is 
set between April 1 and July 1, 
1%6. However, informed sour­
ces said pilot Armstrong and

rlghthandman Scott should take 
their fierv leap perhaps as ear­
ly as February or March.

Fabulous Cosmic Feat 
And when they set out aboard 

a Titan 2 booster from Cape 
^Kennedy, they will begin the 

most fabulous cosmic adven­
ture ever.

Gemini 8 will swing around in 
orbit for only two or three days 
—but long enough to send Scott 
o f f o n t h e  m o s t  d a r i n g  
“ spacewalk”  ever attempted, to 
link up repeatedly with another

satellite after a unique game of 
“ hide and seek,”  and to com­
plete a “ heavy experiment 
schedule.”

Scott, a former Air Force 
test pilot and son of a retired 
general, was a surpri.se choice. 
Astronaut Elliot See, a civilian 
had been considered the unoffi­
cial favorite. But See 'is  .18 
years old, There wag specula­
tion tlie agency preferred a 
younger man.

• A s t r o n a u t  Edward White 
stayed outside for about 20 mi­

nutes on the first day of the 
four day (light of Gemini 4 la.st 
June 3-7. Scott expects to make 
his walk last through at least 
one complete revolution around 
earth.

One circuit will take about 96 
minutes, give or take a few se­
conds.

Wearing a special, heavy-duty 
gpacesuit to ward off the dan­
gers of radiation and high 
speed dust particles in space, 
Scott will first venture out at 
the end of 2S foot long,. metal

plated tether.
He will carry along a 

“ zpt gun,”  similar to the device 
White used to propel himself 
around, only more powerful and 
carrying more fuel.

The gun got its name from a 
comic strip ( “ B.C.” ). En­
gineers at the manned space 
craft center became fascinated 
with the expression “ zot ”  
shown in the comic strip every- 
time a lightning bolt hit.

I ’ sing the zot gun to aim him­
self since there actually is no

surface to walk upon in space, 
.Sc-ott will zip around to the 
thick adapter section of the 
spaceship, ret-fieve the nuclear 
measurement package and pick 
up a bottle of life giving oxy­
gen.

A.s Gemini 8 speed.s along at 
five miles per second, he will 
exchange his 2.5-foot tether for 
one a b ^ t 75 feet long.

Thus firmly attached to the 
ship, Scott will take out his 
tools and try to find out what

ME.XICO CITY (U P I I -  The 
Mexican cotton crop will prob­
ably be about 150.00U bales 
higher than was previously es­
timated. the National Cotton 
Producers Union said Monday.

Increasing crop yields in the 
Texas border state of Tamau- 
lipas and in the northwestern 
region along the Califomia- 
Arizona border, were among 
the chief causes cited by the 
union.

The union said initial reports 
coming in from around the 
country indicated a total na. 
th>nal crop in the neighborhood 
of 2.5 million bales.

Mexico now exports close to 
two-thirds of its total annual 
cotton production, with the ma- 
jority of its exported cotton 
sold of the United States. How. 
ever, this may change abruptly 
in the wake of the one-price 
cotton system passed in W'ash- 
ington last week as part of the 
Johnson administration’s farm 
bill. 'The bill sharply lowers 
U.S. price supports for cotton, 
by almut 19 a bale.

Only on the television screen 
at the dinner hour is it permis­
sible to talk out loud about such 
horrid subjects as armpit odor, 
nasal drip, stomach acids and 
the shrinking purchasing power 

• of the U.S. dollar.

T h e  shrinking purchasing 
power of the U.S. dollar is espe­
cially verboten. To mention this 
shrinkage at any time is to put 
in doubt the boom-is-here-to- 
stay magic of the Johnson ad­
ministration. To put in doubt 
any of the Johnson administra­
tion magic has come to be re­
garded as an anti - American 
practice engaged in by extre­
mists, rightists. Republicans, 
and such nonconformists, not to 
forget those simple minded ci­
tizens who believed still in sim­
ple arithmetic.

Chairman Gardner Ackley of 
the President’s Council of 
Economic Advisers (CEA) was 
cry stal ball gazing only the oth­
er day. Me gazed right through 
19»i6 and reported that the ex­
isting expansion of economic 
activity would continue through 
that eletcion year. Ackley a n d  
most other economists scoff at 
fears of current inflation. 
Dollar Shrinking

Sdme of the simjde arithnte- 
tic. however, and a great many 
American h o u s e w i v e s  are 
against the economists on that. 
The simple arithmetic is that 
the dollar is shrinking in purch­
asing power, if ever so slowly. 
Simple minded citizens who ap­
ply to this shrinkage the rules 
of simple arithmetic cannot es- 
ca(>e the conclusion that any­
thing that continues to shrink 
year after year and month af­
ter month must be expected to 
disappear altogether unless the 
process is reversed.

Housewives measure this dol­
lar shrinkage in terms of the 
High Cost of Living or HCL. 
HCL were magic initials nearly 
60 years ago just after World 
War I and since have gone 
pretty much out of style. But a 
Louis J. Harris poll of house­
wives this month was a remin­
der that the women are HCL 
conscious. Very much so. The 
poll reported the women unhap­
py with rising prices. These wo­
men do not get their opinion of 
the U.S. dollar from Chairman 
Ackley or, even, from LBJ. 
They tend to measure their dol­
lars against what happens at 
the supermarket checkout coun­
ter. The Republicans are begin­
ning to get the word The Sept 
13 newsletter of the Republican 
Congressional Committee notes 
the Harris poll finding that 87 
per cent of American house­
wives are concerned about the 
rising HCL, especially food pri­
ces.

Slow Process

The U.S. Bureau of Labor 
Statistics has reported the dol­
lar's purchasing power as of 
July compared with the year 
19.39 Since 1939 the dollar ha.s 
lost 581 cents in purchasing 
power. Its July value was 43.9 
cents. From 1949 to last July, 
the dollar cost 28 cents in 
purchasing power, F'rom .luly 
19.59, to last July the shrinkage 
was 9.3 cents. In one year from 
July 1984 to July 1985 the loss 
In purchasing power was 16 
cents. This is a slow process, 
painless and useful for stoking 
the fires of the economy to 
make good on political assuran­
ces that the boom is here to 
stay.

That is, this process is pain- 
les.s unless it is tagged as con-, 
tributing to the rising HCL. Un­
der those circumstances, the 
politicians most likely to be ac-‘ 
cused of responsibility for a 
shrinking dollar had ^ s t  take 
to the woods or to the storm 
cellars And hear this:

The Bureau of I.,abor Statis­
tics reported that more than 1 
miilion workers would receive 

■cost-of-living pay increases of 
from one to three cents an hour i 
on the basis of price hikes not-1 
ed in July. If that is not an ' 
instance of the effect of curren­
cy inflation, someone in LBJ’s 
stable of economists should ex­
plain'what it should be called.

Foreign Commentary

LONDON ( I T I )  -  P r w n t  
rumblinirs in the Kremlin re­
flect the 5U)viet leadership's 
growing uneasiness over worse 
mng relations with Peking, 
mounting domestic economic 
troubles and disarray in the 
Warsaw pact alignment.

It has long been clear that 
the chances of reconciliation 
betw’een Moscow and Peking 
are virtually nil while Mao Tae- 
Tung's regime is pushing with 
increasing determination for 
nuclear power status and lead 
ership of the Communist and 
unaligned camps.

Red China's aggressive pos­
ture in .Asia has helped to 
range Russia in some cases— 
however reluctantly — on the 
side of the Vnited States, thus 
supplying Peking with further 
ammunition to attack Moscow 
for playing the “ imperialists”  
game. For Moscow it is a very 
grave problem.

DemesUc Problems
The dohnestic front, too, 

presents the Kremlin leadership 
with problems of extreme gra­
vity nght now. The harvest is 
once more bad and recent re ­
ports suggest that things are 
far worse than had been ex­
pected even a few weeks ago 
Moscow has placed orders in 
the West for nearly 10 million 
tons of wheat, at the cost of 
about half a billion dollars 
Now it looks as if Russia will 
have to buy another three m il­
lion tons.

The powerful Central Com­
mittee is meeting in Moscow 
next month to decide on emer­
gency measures. They may in­
volve drastic changes in the 
economy and some changeg in 
the go\ernmental setup — not 
necessarily on the top level, at 
least not yet. The Kremlin lead­
ership appears to be reluctantly 
inching toward the capitalist 
idea that nothing short of incen­
tives can promote a significant 
boost to the economic and agri 
cultural effort.

Finally, the' latest comings 
and goings in Moscow of East 
European leaders and a sur 
prise trip to Warsaw of party 
chief L ^ l d  Brezhnev have

I spotlighted the Kremlin’s grow­
ing preoccupation with it$ East 
European posture.

Realign Pact
W'ith Romania firm ly set on 

an independent course and oth­
er satellites anxious to widen 
their political and economic 
contacts with the West, Moscow 
is apparently about to revamp 

'the Warsaw Pact alignment.
There has been Russian talk 

of “ strengthening”  the pact, 
but it looks as If Russia may in 
effect have to loosen it, at least 
politically, to allow for the 
growing tendency toward grea- 

.̂ t e r national independence 
among the East Europeans.

Russia, which hag dominated 
the alliance in the past and has 
been in full control of its milita­
ry aide, may now have to allow 
a bigger say to some of her 
partners. Already their econom- 

' Ic alignment in Comecon, the 
Communist counterpart to the 
Western Common Market, has 
all but petered out because of 
the refusal of some of the East 
European nations to nwrge 
their economic plans with those 
of Russia and their respective 
neighbors.

The Kremlin leadership has 
lot on its plate.

Can you blame the public 
when it looks at the federal 
anti • poverty p r o g r a m w ith 
skepticism . when it sees wage 
rates and salaries paid to work­
ers and officials hired by this 
f̂ederal program far exceeding 
compensation paid for c o m- 
parable jobs in other fields?

There can be no 
doubt it comes in handy in help, 
ing to shore up the rickety sys­
tem by which they enslave a 
nation of millions with a proud 
history of loving liberty.
