Gardening News
By THELMA BRAY

Spring is almoet here! Many 
signs are visible. Crocus are 
bloofniag all over towm. Grape 
Hycinth, Daffodils and For- 
sythia arc just beginning to 
bloom. The Pussy Willows are 
loaded with their little catkins. 
Leaves of the lilac bushes are 
barely vissbie.

On the first day of spring, gen­
erally, March 21, the time be­
tween sunrise and sunset ia ex­
actly 12 hours. Tha sun rised ex­
actly in t)te east and sets exactly 
in the west according to T h t  
World Book.

Ixtngfellow has said of this 
special time of year, “ If spring 
came but once in a century, in­
stead of once a year, or burst 
forth with the sound of an earth­
quake, and not in silence, what 
wonder and expectation there 
would be in all hearts to behold 
the miraculous change! But 
now the silent succession sug­
gests nothing but necessity. 'Toi 
most men only the cessation of 
the miracle would be miraculous 
and the perpetual exercise of 
God’s power seems less wonder­
ful than its withdrawal would 
be."

The weather has been so nice 
these last few days, it's hard to 
keep from going overboard in 
our work in t)ie garden. Quite 
a bit of work can be done now, 
but be sure to allow for that cold 
weather that is yet to come. 
Flower beds can be improved 
by digging and adding whatever 
is needed to improve t)ie soil 
now so they will be ready for 
planting when the time comes. 
Old stalks that weren’t removed 
earlier can be cut now; especi­
ally on the peonies, since the 
eyes of the peonis are just be­
ginning to show. There is a 
chance of breaking the new 
shoots when removing the stalks 
later.

Be sure to water when neces- 
! isry now. The wisteria trees and 
I vines will produce a better show 
if not allowed to become too 
dry.

' Besides our pussy willows, 
there is also a plant called pus- 

jsytoes. It is a small rock gar- 
' den, hardy, perennial plant with 
white woolly leaves and thri.es 
in poor soil. Its botanical name 
is Antennaria.

Another interesting plant Is 
the Easter Cactus. It is similar 
to the Christmas Cactus. They 
receive their names from the 
time of the year in whioh they 
bloom. The Easter Cactus is of 
more or less upright or spread­
ing growth with pendant, green, 
flattened branches which a r c  
often mistaken by amateurs for 
leaves. The flowers are showy, 
red or purple-red and are usual­
ly at tha tips of tha branches.

But even without any^ 
specific requirements, a manu­
facturer generally has a duty to 
give warning, when needed, of 
dangers inherent in his wares.
