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Deadline Thursday
For Enrollment In

Federal Medicare

Thursday is a special day for
many Pampa area senior cit-
izens.

Persons who were 65 before
the first day of January, 1966,
must sign up for Medicare be-
fore the Thursday evening
deadline,

If these persons do not sign
up before the Thursday dead-
line, Virgil Holloway, direc-
tor of the Social Secruity of-
fice, said today, they must
wait until 1967 to sign lor the
Medicare benefits.

This does not apply to per-
sons who were 65 after the first
of the year, Holloway said,
“The Thursday deadline ap-
plies only to persons who were
65 before January 1, 1966,”
he said.
