A—Tuberculosis is more like­
ly to be arrested than cured. 
The great danger lies in the fact 
that many persons with tubercu­
losis, when they begin to feel 
better, discontinue treatment 
even though the disease is not 
arrested. When the disease is 
arrested, however, the tissues 
wall off the tubercle bacilli, iso­
lating them completely. T h e y  
may then live in a state of sus­
pended animation for decades 
or until the victim dies of some 
other cause.

Reactivation, when it occurs, 
is'usually the result pf a chron­
ically run - down condition 
brought on by insufficient rest, 
inadequate diet and not enough 
outdoor exercise or by an acute 
debilitating disease.

Alcohol would not be likely to 
reactivate Ihis disease unless 
it was accompanied by late 
hours and provided that by mod-

—How doe* one get tuber­
culosis of the kidneys? Can such 
a person still live a normal 
life?

A—TuberculosV of the kidneys 
usually results from the tuber­
cle bacilli entering the blood 
stream from a tuberculous foc­
us in the lungs and settling in. 
the kidneys. They may remain, 
there for many months or years* 
before progressing sufficiently 
to produce symptoms such as 
painful urination with blood in 
the urine. This used to be a rea­
son for removal of the infected 
kidney, but with modern anti­
tuberculous drugs this is now 
rarely necessary. Once the dis­
ease is arrested throughout thw 
body, the victim should be able 
to live a normal life.

Time and again during recent 

months American* have viewed 
television programs or read 
articles that presented a grim 
picture of “ life in the ghetto,” 
as it is now tashionable to call 
the slums of big cities. T h e  
public has been fed the idea 
that one group of Americans — 
the slum-dwellers — are virtal- 
ly captives imprisoned in 
tenement cages.

It is tragic that serious pro­
blems in America should be re­
duced to melodrama and gross­
ly sentimentalized. Problems 
cannot be successfully overcome 
when realities are ignored 
and planning is conducted on 
the basis of emotionalism.

Certainly, the United States 
has slums, notably in the big 
cities of the North and Middle 
West. For decades, municipal- 
ties have been concerned 
about blighted neighborhoods 
and attempted to do something 
about them. Over the last quar­
ter century, large sums of public 
and private money have been 
spent to rid cities of decaying 
blocks of tenements. But t h e  
programs have not been suc­
cessful. Why? What is the rea-

slums has been the decision to 
begin the efforts in the wrong 
places. Slums are not national 
problems except in the most 
general sense. They are the 
problems of the particular cities 
that have slum districts. Like so 
many other problems, they are 
not susceptible to treatment 
from Washington.
