MIAMI (UPI) —Hurricatif 
Faith pushed ioto the “ hurri­
cane doldrums pocket" Satur­
day and menaced the southeast­
ern Bahamas with its 8j-mile 
an hour winds.

Medical Report 
Due on Whitman

AUSTIN,. Tex (UPI) -  The 
committee of medical experts 
stud) ing the brain and back­
ground of sniper Charles Whit­
man is expected to present its 
final report to Gov. John Con- 
naliy within the next week, it 
was disclosed Saturday.

Chiurman W. \V. Heath of The 
I ’niversity of Texas Board of 
Regents said Dr. R. Lee Clark 
of M D. Anderson Hospital at 
Houston, chairman of the select 
group, told him the work “ is in 
the concluding stages.”

"They are probably drafting 
the final report now," Heath 
said, adding the Governor will 
receive it in the “ next week or 
80.

Connally called on the ex­
perts to study Whitman’s brain 
and history in an effort to deter­
mine what caused him to climb 
the 29story University tower 
and spray deadly rifle fire onto 
the campus, taking 14 lives and 
wounding ^  before police end­
ed his life.

Before Whitman ascended the 
tower on Aug. 1, he killed his 
w ife and mother in their homes 
and left notes complaining of 
headaches. After death. Path­
ologist Coleman De Chenar dis­
covered a brain tumor at the 
stem of his brain, which he said 
had nothing to do with the Jti3- 
ing. Othe*" medical experts have 
disagreed, stating that a “ pecan- 
sired" tumor, as described by 
De Chenar. would be massive 
in such a location.

True to form, Hurricane 
I Faith showed signs of slowing 
down and indecision on a future 

I course
A midday advisory centered 

I the storm about 850 miles east- 
southeast of Miami near 
latitude 2 10 North, longitude 
68.0 west. It was moving 
toward the west-northwest at 12 
miles per hour.

“ It has slowed down and it 
looks like it will get slower and 
slower." said Gilbert Clark, 
forecaster at the National 
Hurricane Center in Miami. 'It 
is entering the famous area 
where hurricanes seem to have 
trouble making up their mind 
which way to go."

Nearly a year ago. Hurricane 
Betsy dawdled, stalled and 
drifted for almost six days in 
the same general area deliver­
ing a merciless pounding to 
some of the Bahamas “ out 
island”  T h e  hurricane then 
did a turnabout and finally 
headed west across southern 
Florida and into New Orleans 
to cause the greatest destruc­
tion in modern storm history.

Clark said it was too early to 
determine if Faith will strike 
Florida;

"There is no threat to the 
mainland for at least another 
three days,”  he said. “ The 
storm may turn a little more 
toward the northwest but we’re 
not off the hook.

The present danger, as 
forecasters limited their projec­
tions to 12 hours, was to the 
eastern Bahamas which span 
800 miles of ocean in a 
southeast to northwest chain.

Weathermen predicted the 
storm's center would pass 
about 40 to 60 miles north of 
Grand Turk Island, at the 
extreme southeastern end of 
the chain, tonight and about the 
same distance north of Caicos 
Island late tonight and early 
Sunday.

Forecasters predicted “ heavy 
squalls of near hurricane 

! force" would buffft the islands 
 ̂and said heavy seas and turf 
would begin building un late 
Saturday from Grand Turk to 
Cat Island.

“ Small craft in thase areas 
should seek safe harbor imme­
diately," an advisory wamad.

Medical credit is the exchange 

of professional advise and ser­
vice at present time for pay. 
ment at a future date. Unlike 
most credit purchases medical 
credit is rarely planned.

Ideally, a physician strives to 
seek the proper balance between 
the scientific and buriness as­
pect of medicine. The practice of 
medicine must never become a 
business but there is a business 
side of medicine. Physicians, 
Dentists, Hospitals and all the 
technicians connected with the 
health professions are actually 
humanitarians. Most ot them 
bound by the Hippocratic oath 
to provide treatment to anyone 
in need at it regardless of their 
ability to pay for the service . . .  
that’s the way the medical pro­
fession is.

Similarly a hospital does not 
serve in order to collect money 
but it iftust collect money in or­
der to serve. The application of 
good credit and collection prin­
ciples to the medical office a& 
well as the hospital is most im­
portant.

The hospital has r  responsibil­
ity to the community to provide 
an efficient administration and 
this includes collecting the ac­
counts. Hospitals must operate 
on a business like basis in or­
der to keep their doors open. 
Hospital business is big busi- 

{ ness. It runks fifth in the na- 
' tlonal picture. Hospitals have 
I over thirteen billion dollars in 
I assets. They employ over two 
; million non-professional mqdi. 
cal employees and provide over

cent of all b ililnp. Twenty-one 
per cent of the twenty-five per 
cent is four per cent on unae- 
cured billing. This figure has 
been true for many years but is 
a little surprising.

Through years oi experience 
in handling medical credit ad- 
counta for the health profes­
sions, the members of the As­
sociated Credit Bureaus of 
America find:

1. The patient to whom doc­
tors extend credit ig the same 
person who uses retail credit.

2. Doctors are eompeting for 
thei. fair share of the patients 
credit dollar.

3. Credit la a part of the busi­
ness side of medicine.

4. Medical debts are as just 
as retail debts.

5. A doctor can benefit from 
some of the tools used by retail 
credit grantors and still main, 
tain hia ethical standards.

it is this last item that caused 
the Associated Credit Bureaus 
of America several years ago in 
conjunction with the American 
Medical Association, the Ameri­
can Dental Association, and the 
American Hospital Association 
to organize a medical credits di 
vision.

The local Credit Bureau of 
Pampa is a member of this spe­
cialized division. Members ol 
this division must meet rigid 
standards and prove beyond 
question that they are able and 
willing to render a specialized 
service to memberg of the 
health professions. Thus the 
Medical Credit Division is al­
ways working to encourage 
prompt paying and good credit 
records.

SotaBons suggested by Price 
which be said be will attempt to 
get enacted if elected were out­
lined by the candidate as fol­
lows:

“ A means to reduce our wa­
ter losses here in the Panhandle 
through evaporation and runoff.

“ Finding the most feasible 
means of getting surplus water 
from other areas into our part 
of Texas where it is so vitally 
needed.

‘Also,”  Price said, “ we must 
explore methods of storing and 
using this water when it is 
made avaialbe. This should in­
clude further exploration of the 
possibilitiei of underground 
storage of surplus water. We 
need to .trap and store the na­
tural rainfall here and not let it 
drain into the ocean grave 
yards.”

As to changes in the govern­
ment’s farm programs. Price 
stated most farmers he has 
talked with would like to see a 
gradual withdrawal of the gov. 
ernment from this area.

“ I do think the direction our 
agricultural policy must take is 
toward becoming less subject 
to the whims of politicians. Con­
gress must not shirk their re­
sponsibility by shoving off onto 
the Secretary of Agriculture the 
authority to make decisions that 
affect many people’s lives,”  he 
stated.

to do something about 
things if I am elected. I 
requested and have virtual as­
surance of a seat on the House 
Agriculture Comml*tee. This is 
the committee that dominates 
the field of farm legislation and 
I think it could well use some of 
the ideas from our people here 
in the Panhandle,”  Price stated.

Price also trouched on the sub­
ject of the war in Viet Nam 
where he backed the United 
States policy in being there but 
suggested steps be taken to 
halt the shipping of war mater­
ials into North Vietnamese 
ports.

He also said there is a need 
to blockade Cuba and provide 
assistance for exiled Cabans 
who would Uke to return a n d  
fight for their homelar.d.

Price added that there ar# 
guerillas in partial control of 
eleven South American, coun­
tries who were trained In Cuba.

“ This is much more dangerous 
to Us here in the United States 
than any other Communist acti­
vity,”  Price said.

On the subject of- the rising 
cost of living Price said the on. 
ly way to stop or slow down In­
flation is to get rid of some of 
the poorly conceived and con­
structed programs such as the 
Job Corps and the Poverty Pro­
gram.

“ I predict the Johnson Admin­
istration will ask for wags and 
price controls after the elec­
tions this fall if the inflation 
does not slow down,”  the candi­
date stated.

The wealth of this country is

He firln- 
ly feels that if more shoppers 
brought a checklist to the store 
they would be happier with their 
purchases.

He also urges they stop buy­
ing lamps for appearance only 
rather than for good lighting. 
Both areas can be combined.
