Connally Proposes
Revised Teen-Age
Licensina Rules

AUSTIN (UPI) — Gov. John
Connally recently urged a re-
vision of state traffic laws, in-
cluding the possibility of taking
drivers’ licenses away. from
many teen-agers.

“We continue to kill at a rec
ord rate on our highways, and
it is absolutely unthinkable that
we can continue to watch such
carnage without taking correc
tive action,” be said

Connally pointed to statistics
showing that persons under 21,
while constituting only 12 per
cent of all drivers, are respon-
sible for 20 per cent of the acci-
dents

“It would be unfair to penal-
jze all young drivers for the ac-
tions of the irresponsible minor-
ity,” Connally said. ““According-
ly we should consider issuance
of some kind of provisional U-
cense to drivers under 21, with
a means for revoking those of
this irresponsible minority."”

Perhaps too You'g

The governor said he is not
satisfied that a 14-year-old boy
or girl is mature enough to
handle a car.

Connally, in a speech before
the Texas Association of De-
fense Counsel, said the
response has been overwhelm-

Floyd, Cooper
Battle Tonight

LONDON (UPI) —Two-time |
world heavyweight champion |
Floyd Patterson, with his sights |
still set on regaining the crown |
a third time, is a strong HI
favorite to defeat British|
champion Henry Cooper tonight |
in a bout that could be the |
“most important” of the|
Paterson's career.

Patterson, who has become a
millionaire through boxing,
stands to get another shot at
hevyweight champion Cassius
Clay if he defeats Cooper and
West German's Karl Mildenber-
ger according to matchmakers
Hal Conrad and Al Bolan, who
are here to watch tonight's
fight to arrange a bout between
Patterson and Mildenberger.

“We figure this fight is the
most important in Patterson’s
career,” Conrad told United
Press International. “If he
wins, it’s Mildenberger.

And if he comes through that
we can put him in with Cassius
Clay early next year.

“Clay told me after he had
beaten Mildenberger in Frank-
furt that he would accept Floyd
as a challenger if he got past
Cooper.~ .

“There’s $500,000 ahead for
Foyd if he produces the goods.
But it's curtains if he loses,”
Conrad added.

Patterson and Cooper, both of
whom have been savagely
beaten by Clay, have definite
weaknesses that could at any
time change the outcome -of the
fight. Patterson has a notor-
jously weak chin.

Cooper is a recognized
“bleeder”” with - tissue-paper
eyes that can be cut at thol
slightest impact.
