This highlv-ciassified docu-
ment seen only by a handful of
Johnsen - admimstration
cials, could turn out to be as
significant as those U-2 photo-
graphs taken over Cuba just
four years ago this week.

The intelligence report, which
includes information from U-2
flights over the China mainland,
{reveals that Peking's atomic in-
istallatiops aré being put under
the army’s direct control on the
orders of Defense Minister Mar-
shal Lin Piao, who is gradually
taking  over leadership from
Mao Tse-tung, the aging Chin-
ese Communist Party chair-
man

Under changes set in motion
earlier this vear, the Chinese
Academy of Sciences, which in-
cludes the Third Bureau of the
tMinistry of Geology, is being
stripped of its vast administra-
