If the automatic landing sys-
tem now being tested is ready

The system ‘‘locks on™ to an
aircraft on final approach and
lands it without assistance from
the pilot, Its use is most ad-
vantageous under extremely
bad weather conditions,

“It's true we don’t have that
much bad weather here,” said
Newman, “but the ‘airport will
have everything available to
man just the same, It will be
needed someday, anyway.”

Sullivan said: ‘“We can fore-
see larger and larger aircraft,
and at some future point com
mercial airlines will have gross
weights of from one to two mil
lion pounds, We must plan for
flexibility to meet any eventual
contingency,

“We can’t afford another cri-
sis like that of 1958 and 1959.
Airports were just not ready for
the jet,” he said.

‘“We used the land bank con-
cept in our planning philosophy;
that is, all fuure expansion is
planned to take place within the
initial airport boundaries. Thus,
as the airport faciliies need to
be expanded in the future, we
won't have to go through costl
land acquisition and-or polifical
mayhem,’” he added.

Commercial air carriers will
no longer use Dallas’ Love Field

Steelworkers' Wage Accord
Leaves Unresolve

NEW YORK (AP) — A last-
minute wage agreement has
averted a threatened steel
strike but it leaves unresolved
the problem of how the nation
can deal with inflationary ex-
pectations.

Unless some miracle of pro-
ductivity can be achieved—and
the stee] industry is hardly the
one in which miracles may be
expected — the agreement will
force up prices of numerous
manufactured items.

Price increases already have
been announced for basic steel.
Manufacturers who use stee]
may be expected to follow with
their own,

The three-year, 31 per cent|
increase comes as no surprise.
It follows a pattern. In the first
half of the year wage increases
for -all industries averaged 31.5
cents an hour,

Union leaders, no matter how | *

broadminded, can hardly be ex-
pected to seek less than that
which they feel is obtainable. To
do so, even in the name of
statesmanship, would be to
break faith with their mem-
bers.

The parallel situation for the
stee] companies is whether they
should, for the .good of the
country, refrain from raising
prices or, because of their obli-
gations to shareholders, protect
their profits.

Suggesting that the answer
hardly perplexed them was the
speed with which U.S. Steel an-
nounced an 8 per cent increase
for most products less than 24
hours after signing an agree-
ment with the steelworkers.

Over 225 U.S. Firms Operating .

Along Mexico's Northern Border

JUAREZ, Mexico (AP) %
looking to-cut costs and compete

bly. plants in Juarez under a
Mexican program set up in 1965

|along the northern. border,

The U.S. firms are being
tempted by labor costing less
than three dollars a day.

Under the program, U.S. com-
panies are permiited to own all
of their Mexican investments—|*
but only approved companies
that locate within 12% miles of
the border. Previously, Mexican
nationals were required to own
51 per cent of any business oper-
ating in MeXxico.’

Now there are more than 225
U.S. firms operating along the
border, with about $33 million

initial' capitalization in Juarez

alone. Mexican officials say.
About 3,500 Mexicans are em-
Ployed directly by U.S. firms in

'I‘hc United States, by requir-
ing customs duty only on the
foreign value added, which is
often little more than the cost
of low-wage labor, is indirectly
sanctioning the program.

Mark T. Miles, plan and pro-
grams director for the El Paso
Chamber of Commerce, said,

‘The advantage of a Mexican
operation centers almost entire-
ly around labor costs, but some
companies actually achieve
higher production in Juarez than
they could.in the United States.”

Miles said Mexican workers
“are more willing to perform
repetitive tasks.than American
workers."”

The official minimum wage

rate for the Juarez area is set
by the Mexican government at
$2.88 a day.

This leads program promoters
fo claim a savings of more than
75 per cent over the cost of U.S.
labor, The figure is somewhat
deceptive, however, since work-
ers must be paid fer a seven da l¥
week and employes must for
up Mexican social security bene-
fits.'

One former plant operator,
Carem A. Ayoub, said hidden
costs forced him to estimate. la-
bor at 80 cents an hour.

But even that cost is cheap
by American standards and the
unskilled labor pool seems in-
exhaustible.

“I know of plants that put out
a call for 200 workers and they
have more tham 1,000 apply.
