Still Holds Good After Century

Henry David Thoresu wrole that one

s wealthy sccording lo the number of
things can do withoul. Unlike many
other philosophers, however, he practiced

what he preached. He bullt » amall eabin
on the shores of Walden Pond, in the
woods near Concord, Mam., and [lived
thers alone for the rest of his life. His
living expénses wers almost Incredibly
low, slnce he allowed himsell mo lusxuries,
but only the barest necessities. Much of
his food he grew himself, and I was
seldom that he had to pay out any money.

Thoresu has Jeft us a record of this
experiment in a book entitled “Walden ™
which is an inferesting today an it was,
when [first published & century ago.

Your true philosopher I8 no crpbbed
misanthrope; on the contrary, he I8 hap-
pler than the majority of men because he
can take’ the good things of life slong with
the evil, Thoreauy, In particular, pever
permitted his hardships in the woods. to
sour him, while youthful clashes with
authorily merely served o decpen his
sympathy for suffering humanity. At the
same time, he proved by his own life
that much of this sullering s noedless,
and arises from too great attachment to
material things:

1 haye In mind a man who mi;l:l be
living today H he had followed Thoreau's
example. I knew this man well, but 1
shall refer to him ss Mr. Jones. He was
an employe of a big oll company., and
while still a young man was promoted to
vice-president and put in charge of a re-
gional office, which was located In one
of th largest cities of the Southwest 4

Here hin troubles began. He had mar
ried a socially ambitions woman, and she
flatly refused to let him buy a modest
home for her in a qulet, inexpensive
neighborhood. Insiead, she Insisted that

e rent a 550000 house in a Cashionable
suburb, Naturally, she had her way

Although Jonew' salary as vies-presh
dent of the ofl firm was over 510000 »
year, he soon found himself In the red.
The rent of the suburban mansion drale
od away nearly 52,000 annually, but that
was only a drop In the bucket compared
with his other expenses. In the first place,
his wife saw to it that their home was
furnished from cellar to garrel in the
most costly style. Next eame a big, gleam~
ing limousine to replace his battered Cheve
rolet; a Negro couple to do the house-
