Martin and the c¢hildren had been
llving hers with Fraley and she
went by the name of Fralley.

The couple were married some
tima ago but Fralley later learn-
od that his divorcé™decres from
his former wife had been set
aslde., .

Martin's sult for custody of
the children began & week ago.
He clalmed his former wife was
unfit to retain custody of the
children becanse of her reln-
tions with Fralley.

The agreed judgment provided
that Martin and -his former wife
divide custedy of the children,
esach keeping them for six-month
periods, Martin was to have first
custody, until Sept. 14.

The Martin boy was taken to
Parkland hospital In a eritieal
eondition. Beth children were
shot through ths head.

Nearly 2 Billion In
Goods To Russia

WASHINGTON, May 6 P —
Lend-Lease Administrator Edward
R. Stettinius, Jr., disclosed today
that the United States had shipped
SLE25ATT,000 worth of goods to
Russia by April 1

An overwhsiming majority of
these shipments, totaling 3,500,000
long tons, reached Russia safely,
Stettinius sald, adding that losses
were suffered principally on the
north Russian route.

The shipments Included more
than a milllon tons of foodstuffs,
“many tens of thousands” of
trucks, jeeps, and other military
vehicles, and pseveral thousand
planes.

Many Women Job
Applicants Have
Security Numbers

A majority of the applicants who
walk into the Big Spring office of
the Boclal Beourity Board to apply
for a social mecurity ecard are
women, Bome of them have bables
in their arms. Most of them are,
according to Manager KEillott W.
Adamn, going to work in some war
job or to replace men who have
been drawn mors directly into the
war affort, Before ths war, most
of the applicants were men.

Many of thess women worked
several years ago, quit thelr jobs
when they married, declded to go
back to work recently mnd found
they had lost thelr soclal security
cards, Hence, from 20, to 20 per
cent of tho cards now baing lssued
are duplicates. So, says Adams,
here is a concrets sxample of why
an-individual should safeguard his
soclal security account number,

The increase Iin new accounts
has been accompanied by a de-
creases In requests for primary
benefit payments for old-age and
survivors Insurance, Indlcating
many 05-year-olds are staying or
their jobs and in addition a lot of
persons who were already drawing
benefits have gone back to work,
thereby stopping thelr Income
from Undle Sam temporarily. Bane-
fit payments of this type will be
resumed when these workers re-
tire from covered employment.

Payments of death benefits to
dependents kave Increased, how-
ever, This s natural Adams
pointed out, since a larger num-
ber of persons come under pro-
vislons of the act than formarly.

Farmers Shown
Importance Of
Keeping Records

Texas farm faumilies who made
their first federal income tax re-
turns this year have been im-
pressed by Importance of kesping
records, according to Tyrus R.
Timm, economist in farm manage-
ment for the A, & M. college ex-
tension service.

Hea prescribes accurats records
as the best course for the approxi-
mately 300,000 Texns farm families
‘who will have to file returns In
March 1044, either for Victory of
Income taxes or both,

8ince at least 65 per cent of
Texas farmers, including most be-
ginners, file returms on the cash
basis, Timm f{temizses what should
£0 Into the record book.

Income on a farm subject to tax
Includes all cash and wvalus of
merchandiss received from sale of
livestock, livestock products, crops
and other wsoures, together with
cash and value of merchandise re-
celved for work and other services
outside of the farm. All AAA pay-
ments recelved should be Included.

Deductions allowable in deter
mining the  net farm business
profit include cost of lvestock,
livestock products, and crops pur-
chased which are sold within the
year. If desired, depreciation may
be taken also on livestock for
work, breeding, or dairy purposes
All ordinary and necessary ex-
penses in feeding and ralsing live
stock, as well as other disburse
ments in erop production, and
cultivating and processing should
be Included. Depreciation on farm
buildings, (except residence), per-
manent improvements, machinery
and equipment should not be ow
erlooked. Depreciation on small
orchards, usual charge on small
tools, death flosses of purchased
livestock, and state, county, school,
poll and gasoline taxes, as well as
auto and truck licenses are proper
deductions,

Timm suggests seeking the ad-
vice of ccunty extenslon agentis on
the records needed.

Most effective way of controlling
horn flies, according to Dr. John-
ston, is & trap placed so that cows
will be compelled to pass through
it dally going to and from wa-
ter, pasture and barn. A series of
curtains within the trap frame-
work brush the flies from the ani-
mals and they are caught In
screen wire traps on the side.
Plans for these traps may be had
fiom the counly agent.

Fliea also may be killed by using
& spray containing pyrethrumm ex-
tract and kerosene: It is not
necessary to direct the spray Into
the snimul's body, and better re
sults are had by developlng a fine
mist with & good hand or power
sprayer arcund the animal, e
pecially the legs and under body.

Production of dalry herds may
be lowered as much as 50 per cent
when Lhe stable, or biting housefly,
becomnes sbundant. Most prastical
menns of control is elimination of
breeding places. Biray or hey
bedding or ltter furnishes oppor-
tunity for fly breeding and must
ba kept dry and changed freguent-
ly. Bimilarly, manure snd solled
bedding should be spread on the
field ot least once & week or
stored in dry bins. Pyrethrum oil
sprays also are effective for stable
fliea.

When Truck Sold

Procedure to be followed when
& truck is sold is outlined by the
Office of Defense Transportation
toe help the huyndreds of persons
who seem to bs exchanging trucks
more frequently today than before
the war, according to John W.
Reed, Ban Angelo district ODT
manager,

When a truck or other com-
mercial motor vehicle is sold, the
unused ration coupons must be re-
turnsd to the War Price and Ra-
tioning Board while the Certificate
of War Necessity remains with the
original holder. He must return
it to, the ODT district office or
have it revised by ODT if he buys
another truck, Mr. Reed sald

If the new owner already has a
Certificate of War Neceasity he
must get it revised by ODT when
hs amcquires the new truck. If
he has not, he must get one in or
der to operate legally or to buy
fuel or tires.

After obtalning Wim Certificats.
the new owner will apply to his
Local War Price and Rationing
Board for *T" rations,

Fleet operators who transfer
vehlcles must advise the nearest
ODT office of the change and
return the appropriste sub-certi-
fieate. Operators chehging their
address, the area of operation or
substantially echanging the nature
of thelr business, must inform the
ODT district office of such change.
