Income Tax
Boost Draws

Opposition

WABHINGTON, April 23 Up—
The first evidence appeared today
of developing opposition to the
treasury’s drastle plan for collect-
ing from two to six times as much
income tax from taxpayers in the
low and middls brackets,

Part of a program to raise $3.-
600,000,000 In new federal revenue,
ths treasury proposal would im-
poss & schedule of new and high-
er surtaxes on sveryons who pays
& penny income tax.

The plan, it adopted, would have
the effect of making the tax rate
on the lowest incomes 185 per
cent. The present basic rate for
the lowest bracket Ils 4 per cent,
but taxpayers misut add 10 per
eent to thelr payments as a spe-
clal defenns levy, The higher raten
would yleld an estimated $1.517.-
100,000 of the new revenues sought.
Other levies would produce the re-
mainder,

In normal times, surtaxes are
something that cause ne concern
to Income taxpayers In the lower
brackets, At present an individual
must have a taxable {ncome of
more than $4,000 befors he has to
pay a surtax. If the treasury pro-
gram I» adopted, however, the sur-
tax and the basic tax would apply
simultaneouniy—to the wery first
dollar of taxabls income,

Both the current and the pro-
posed income rates Include the 10
porcenl defense supertax—or tax-
on-a-lax—imposed by congress lust
year,

The treasury surtax schedule, It
was reported authoritatively, al-
ready has encountered opposition
in the staff of the jolnt congres-
slonal committes on Internal reve-
nue taxation, st least as far as
some detalls go,

This also was said to be the case
with some members of the house
ways and means committes, which
will do the actual drafting of the
bigr new tax bill
