Diplomatic authorities described 
Mr. Truman as eager to reach a 
decision on China quickly bo he 
can reply in greater detail to 
Chiang’s urgent appeal last week 
for more American help.

But France, thrice overrun b y 1 
German armies in seven decades, i 
is insisting on international op­
eration of the Ruhr. She i* afraid 
to let Germany' control an asset i 
which is a potential war threat.

France's General Charles de 
Gaulle says the decision to turn 
the Ruhr mines and mills back 
into German hands is “ the grav­
est decision made so far during 
the 20th Century." He adds;

“ England and America flatter 
themselves they can make some­
thing of the Reich to oppose 
Russia. Perhaps they can. But 

-perhaps they can't. Hitler didn't 
have any difficulty In reaching an 
accord with Russia when he want­
ed to dominate Europe.”

That'a a disturbing thought, and 
knowing France very well I should 
say the average Frenchman would 
agree largely with De Gaulle. They 
haven’t forgotten how Hitler tore 
up the Versailles Treaty in 193« 
and goose-stepped his troops Into 
the Rhineland. Then came World 
War H.

Forbes has traveled by horse or 
buggy to preach In tha churchea 
of Parker and neighboring count- 
lee

“ When I  were out my loot
buggy,” ,he ssya. “ I  couldn’t get 
anether one. lo  for M years Ollic 
has been carrying ms.”

OUls is Forbes' 20-year-old point 
mare, a fat, patient creature which 
pulls the preacher’s plow five 
days a week and totes him to 
and from bis guest pulpit ossipi- 
ments the other two days.

Before Ollie, Brother Forbes, as 
he is known, hod a sorrel horse 
23 years.

” Ths sorrel was too rough to
ride but he sure could get along 
with that buggy. Ollle ridea 
smooth and easy. She’s a ’fox trot­
ter’ and a single-footer but most­
ly a fox trotter. A ‘fox trotter'

I is a lot easier on a man than 
a jog trotter.”

Forbes lives In the Batch Com- 
1 munity of Parker County, 12 miles- 
I south of Weatherford. He owns 
265 acres, most of which he leases 
to hla daughter and aon-ln-law 
with whom he resldea. But he 
reserves for himself and Ollie 
a small orchard, a garden and 
10-acre plot on which he grows 
cotton, feed and com. ” 1 also own 
a couple of hogs.”

Up at dawn, Forbes farms un­
til dusk five days per week. He 
works without rest, not even tak­
ing time out for lunch. "Ollie 
and I figure two meals a day are 
enough for u i.”

A minister of the Church of 
Christ, Brother Forbes preaches 
In Parker, Palo Pinto, Erath and 
Hood counties. “ Distances don’t 
make mush difference Ollie and 
I get up early and travel late.
And we take the near ’ cuts— 
just atrik i right out over the 
fields and little roads and once 
in awhile we hit an old road, { 
no longer in use, that I  trav­
eled decades ago. A man1 
can really think back riding an| 
old road, for an old road's like! 
meeting an old friend.”

While following the plow on 
weekdays or riding Ollie to church i 
on weekends, Forbes composes and 
rehearses his sermons. “ I  followed 
Brother Forbes across my ranch 
th# other day,”  a friend says.
He didn't know I  was there 

and I  listened to one of the best 
sermons I  ever heard.”

And Forbes declares: “ A man 
can lose himself and prepare a 
sermon on horseback. He never 
could do In a car — rryjst likely 
he’d find himself In a ditch.”  

Sometimes, riding along on 
Ollle, Brother Forbes reflects on 
the state of the world. “ I ’ve al­
ways been an optimist and hope 
t always will be. I  think ev­
erything will turn out for the 
best. There’s a great world crime 
wave on now, but crime waves 
ebb and flow like the ocean tides.”

A native of Pettus County, 
j Mo., Forbes came to Collin County 
Texas, In 1889. He went to Adcl- 
Aan Christian College at Throp 
Spring, Hood County (a school 
that later became Texas Christian 
University). After leaving the col­
lege In 1893 ha taught school 
In Parker and Hood Countlea 
before settling down to his main 
occupation aa a farmer.

Brown-eyed Brother Forbes was 
Parker County's representative In 
the Texas Legislature from 1926 
to 1932. Slightly built and of 
medium height, he weighs 140 
pounds. His thick crop of hair 
is now grey. ’ ’Once it was red 
as a woodchuck — folks could 
warm their hands over it In Fre 
winter.”  Overalls, a cotton shirt 
and an old straw hat cannot hide 
the innate dignity of this quiet,

what produces the right-to-left spin.
The thumb is turned toward the 
body, or to the left, making the 
fingers come up to "the right aide 
of the ball and slightly below cen­
ter.

As you look down at the ball in 
the stance, the thumb and index 
finger should make a “ V.”  The 
“ V ”  is held in that same relative 
position all through the swing.
Make no effort to apply wrist turn 
during the swing.

Getting a hook this way Is easjT 
on the hand, and that is why I  
recommend It particularly for 
women, and for that matter, to 
most people. The hook you get 
will be short but It wtU be effective 
and it is not difficult to control.

Swing-through is doubly import­
ant in delivering a hook this way.
First for direction; therf for a con­
sistent hook turn, and most im­
portant because the spin pressure 
isn’t applied until the ball is re­
leased, and that is the start of the 
swing-through.
