1973 the Gulf Export Price for
grain sorghum was $4,37 cwt,,
compared to $3.85 for corn.

During other months a year
ago, corn and sorghum alter-
nated as to which grain was
selling at highest prices in the
export market,

Harp said, ““As buyers begin
now topurchase more grain sor-
ghum , we feel that it will not
be long before sorghum prices
start moving up in relation to
corn. Therefore, we encourage
those who have grain to sell to
watch the markets very closely

and not sell too cheap,”’

Harp stated that a producer
who is concerned about the
market dropping below its cur-
rent level can protect himself
by setting a “stop order’ to
hedge his grain in case the
market does start dropping, He
said this would give price pro-
tection and a seller also would
get the advantage of future in-
creases in market prices,

If the corn and sorghum crop

cattle prices. The number of cattle on feed is declining and
may mean less beef on retail meat counters later on. The
Texas Crop and Livestock Reporting Service said there were
1,930,000 head of cattle and calves on feed June 1, which
is 14 per cent lower than a year ago and seven per cent
below the 2,072,000 on feed May 1. During May, 219,000
head went into feedlots, which is 55 per cent below May,
1973 and 11 per cent below placements in April. A total of
361,000 head of fat cattle went to market in May, and that
is 10 per cent below a year ago and eight per cent below
marketings in April. The same kind of decreases is reported
in lowa, Nebraska, and California, other beef-producing
states.

DIGGING OF lrish potatoes in Texas is almost
complete, and production is forecast at 92,500,000 pounds,
or 10 per cent more than last year. The acreage in potatoes
was 7,400 acres which is 10 per cent above last year, but
the yield of 12,500 pounds an acre is the same as it was last
year and that was 14 per cent more than the per-acre yield
in 1972.

IN ADDITION to the discussion of livestock in the
first paragraph, it might be noted that worsening ranges in
West Texas are causing some selling of cattle. Some rains in
the area helped, but the Texas Crop and Livestock
Reporting Service says that a good general rain is needed
over the entire western two-thirds of the State. At that,
range conditions averaged 68 per cent of normal on June 1,
compared to 60 per cent May 1, and the best pastures are
to be found in East Texas. Stock water is said to be short in
many areas of the Panhandle and West Texas.
