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CLARENDON — Mac Thomberry, Republican
13th Congressional District candidate, Thursday
night called for an immediate debate and vote in
Congress on whether to invade Haiti.

After President Clinton's address to the nation,
Thornberry said, “It is up to Congress to stop this
misguided policy.”

Thornberry has stated he opposes an invasion of
Haiti, saying the United States has no vital interests
at stake and there are no clear, obtainable goals.

“Bill Sarpalius should demand an immediate
debate so that representatives of the American people
can make this decision,” Thomberry said. “He must
do this now because by Monday it will be too late.”

Thornberry said he believes Congress has a right
and a duty to prevent the president from taking
actions that damage U.S. interests.

Clinton: Haiti invasion would be short term

WASHINGTON (AP) — The Clinton
administration said today the U.S. inva-
sion of Haiti could come within days and
when it does, the military mission would
be over “in a matter of hours.” There
were hints that Haiti’s leaders had made
an overture toward a peaceful exile.

President Clinton told Americans in a
televised address Thursday night, **We
have exhausted diplomacy,” and he put
Haiti’s rulers on notice that a massive
deployment of U.S. troops were ready to
remove them by force.

Overnight polls and morning inter-
views indicated that many Ameéricans and
members of Congress were opposed to
military intervention in Haiti and uncon-
vinced that the situation there was a threat
to U.S. interests. Clinton laid out his rea-
soning and said he’d made up his mind.

“When brutality occurs close to our
shores, it affects our national interests.”

Clinton signaled that an invasion could
come at any time and has authorized the

call-up of 1,600 reservists to support the
20,000-strong invasion force.

One high-ranking official said, howev-
er, an invasion was not likely before
Monday and Secretary of State Warren
Christopher told ABC today, ‘‘It’s a mat-
ter of days. It’s a very short time”

Christopher also suggested that ousted
President Jean-Bertrand Aristide would
not return immediately. It would be a
short time. I would say a week or two, It
depends on the security situation there,”
Christopher said.

Perry, in interviewed NBC, said the U.S.
invasion would be overwhelming and fast.
“The military aspect of this would be over
in a matter of hours, at most a day or two,”
he said, adding that U.S. soldiers would
stay longer “restoring order and establish-
ing security on the island.”

Perry also suggested the invasion would
not turn into a manhunt for Lt. Gen. Raoul
Cedras and the other military leaders, as
happened in Panama when Manuel Noriega
was taken prisoner only after disappeared
for several and then holed up in a church
residence surrounded by U.S. soldiers.

*“Our military task is simply to separate
the leadership from the military forces ...
we do not have any orders or directions to
track down those leaders,” Perry said.
“If, in the course of our military opera-
tions we come across them, we will arrest
them,’” he added.

Even as two U.S. aircraft carriers
moved to join 20 warships off Haiti's
shores, Cedras stood firm.

In a CBS interview after Clinton’s
speech, Cedras said he was *‘prepared to
fight with my people.”

Nevertheless, Cedras and his col-
leagues were putting out feelers for a way
out of their dilemma, according to former
Jamaican Prime Minister Edward Seaga.
Scaga told The Associated Press
Thursday night that he was contacted
Tuesday by a well-placed Haitian inter-
mediary close to Cedras.

The intermediary said the junta lead-
ers were offering to step down and allow
the return of Aristide *'if there was an
agreement not to proceed with the inva-
sion” and a pledge of no retribution
against some 600 people associated with

the Haitian regime, Seaga said.

He passed the proposal to U.S.
Embassy charge d’affaires Lacy Wright in
Kingston for relay to Washington, but
said he had no reply following a series of
conversations to clarify different points.

State Department spokesman Mike
McCurry would not confirm or deny
Seaga’s account of the offer. But he said
the military leaders would have to leave
Haiti unconditionally.

In his address, Clinton forcefully por-
trayed Haiti as a critical U.S. interest,
worthy of risking American lives in an
invasion. But he promised the American
mission would be short-lived.

“The vast majority of our troops will
come home in months, not years,’’ he said.

An ABC poll after Clinton’s speech
indicated that he had won over some
support, with 60 percent opposed to an
invasion, compared- with 73 percent
four days earlier. Republican lawmak-
ers are strongly opposed to military
action, and many Democrats are insist-
ing he should seek a congressional vote
of approval for invasion.

Industrial production surges in August

WASHINGTON (AP) - Industrial produc-
tion surged 0.7 percent in August in the 15th
straight advance, the government said today,
making another round of interest rate increas-

es more likely.

The Federal Reserve also said output this
spring and summer was greater than previous-

ly estimated.

The increases are larger than analysts
expected and suggest inflationary pressures in
the economy are increasing more rapidly than

anticipated.

Financial markets reacted negatively, with
bond prices down sharply and the Dow Jones
industrial average declining in morning trad-

The August increase was the largest since
March and was led by stepped-up automobile
assemblies and gains in machinery, including

computers, the Fed said.

The economy also was operating closer to
capacity last month, the central bank said, up

0.4 percent to 84.7 percent. That matched the
highest operating rate in more than five
years.

Though the figures make higher interest
rates more likely, analysts said in advance of
the report they expected the Fed to wait until
November before tightening credit for the
sixth time this year.

The figures are closely watched by the
Federal Reserve in its campaign to maintain
price stability.

The Fed said production at the nation’s fac-
tories, mines and utilities also rose a revised
0.3 percent in July and 0.5 percent in June.
Both figures are 0.1 percent higher than earli-
er reports. In May, output was up 0.5 percent,
revised from 0.3 percent.

The operating rate of 84.7 percent equals
that of April 1989, If it rises too high, it could
mean production limits are being reached and
shortages will result, leading to higher prices
and wages.

Bush proposes revision
for state juvenile code

HOUSTON (AP) - Republican
gubernatorial candidate George
W. Bush wants a tougher state
juvenile code to deal with what
he believes is a growing crime
problem involving youths.

Bush got a firsthand look at the
effects of juvenile crime
Thursday when he visited a
Houston-area high school.

Police told Bush that
overnight, gang members had
spray painted two images on a
tennis court. One was the outline
of a person with a tennis racquet
and the other was a figure carry-
ing a big gun.

The message was meant to
threaten someonc who had used
the tennis court and apparently
had a run-in with a gang, said
Spring Branch school district
police Capt. C.A. Brawner.

“*Random violence, disregard
for the law and the no fecar of
consequence — it doesn’t surprise
me,”” Bush said after visiting
Northbrook High School.

“But when you witness it first-
hand, it is a frightening thought
to think that some youngster is
now targeted for a serious crime
in the state of Texas.”

_Bush downplayed Department
of Public Safety statistics last
week that showed crime down in
the state and instead blamed a
lack of action on the state gov-
ernment level for what he said
was a rising juvenile crime rate.

““The juvenile justice code was
written years ago to protect chil-
dren from the law,”” Bush said,
pushing his own 17-point juve-
nile justice plan. **“We need now
unfortunately to change the code
to protect us from the children.”

Among items favored by Bush
is allowing police agencies to

share fingerprint and photograph-
ic information about juveniles,
certification of 14-year-olds as
adults in some cases and auto-
matic certification of juveniles as
adults if they are repeatedly
charged with felonies.

While Bush was campaigning
in the Houston area, officials of
the Ann Richards re-election
campaign said his refusal to take
an active role in the baseball
strike negotiations illustrated a
pattern of neglect.

Bush is managing partner and a
minority owner of the Texas
Rangers baseball team.

**He never showed any interest
in government or the state of
Texas until he decided he wanted
to be governor,”” Richards
spokesman Chuck McDonald
said. “*“Now he travels about say-
ing everything is rotten in Texas.

“George W. Bush talks about
our young people and parents
accepting responsibility, yet he
seems unwilling to hold himself
to the same standards.”

In other developments Thurs-
day:

Texas Treasurer Martha
Whitehead, a Democrat, said her
Republican opponent, David
Hartman, has repeatedly vowed
that he wouldn’t resign as chief
executive officer of Hartland
Bank if elected treasurer.

That would be ““one giant con-
flict of interest,” she said.

But Hartman said he will
resign his position at Hartland
Bank if he is elected. And, he
said, that he never said he would-
n’t.

“lI don’t know what
smoking,” he said.

Steve Garven, a spokesman for
Ms. Whitehead, said Hartman
had avoided answering questions
about whether he would resign.
Hartman denied that.

Astronauts conduct
untethered spacewalk

SPACE CENTER, Houston (AP) — Astronaut Mark
Lee floated outside Discovery today and tested a new jet
pack without a safety line in the first untethered space-
walk in a decade.

Lee unhooked his lifeline about half an hour after he
and astronaut Carl Meade left the safety of the shuttle’s
crew cabin, Lee emerging first with the jet pack on the
back of his bulky white spacesuit.

The free-flying astronaut then fired jets on the pack to
propel himself at just half a foot per second above the
shuttle's open cargo bay.

“This thing works like a champ,” Lee said.

The only apparent snag was in recharging the jet pack
with nitrogen gas, a task that took longer than expected
because a connecting hose had to be emptied. The pack’s
tanks were refilled several times as part of the test.

A dramatic part of the demonstration had Meade,
attached to the end of Discovery’s 50-foot robot arm,
spinning his untethered partner head over heels in cir-
cles again and again as the arm was backed away.

Nuns gallery
to move art
exhibit on sex

SAN ANTONIO (AP) — An art
exhibit ‘on sex and AIDS that pro-
voked raging debate within the
city’s sizable Roman Catholic com-
munity is being moved out of a
gallery run by nuns.

‘Artist Donell Hill and administra-
tors of the Sisters of Charity of the
Incarnate Word, who run the gallery,
met privately Thursday afternoon
then issued a joint statement
announcing the decision to move the
art show.

“It has been mutually agreed to
relocate the exhibit to another San
Antonio gallery in order 10 better
serve the interests of the artist, the
sisters and the community,” the
statement said.

The exhibit, titled ‘‘Spiritual,
Sensual, Sexual,” opened last
Saturday at ReBarn — A Center For
Spirituality and Art amid only slight
controversy. But it was shut down
Tuesday after news of the art spread
through the city.

The Sisters of Charity of the
Incarnate Word and the Archdiocese
of San Antonio, which does not
oversee the nuns, received hundreds
of calls criticizing the exhibit.

The show features oil paintings
and sculptures, some of which show
human anatomy and explicit sexual
acts. The painting that received the
most criticism was called “Initia-
tion" and depicted an angel having
intercourse at an altar.

“Both parties recognize that cen-
sorship is a central issue, but agree
that there are larger issues
involved. In light of threats to the
gallery, the move is being made to
ensure the safety of the sisters who
live on the premises,” the joint
statement said.

The gallery sits next to the nuns’
motherhouse and retirement center.

ReBarn director Sister Alice
Holden was away on vacation this
week and unavailable for com-
ment. Before the exhibit opened,
she said she prayed about it and
decided the art should be shown
because it depicts sexuality in a
spiritual way and because it calls
attention to AIDS.

“The goal of the exhibit was to
show that sexuality and spirituality
are connected,” Ms. Hill said,
adding that the message of art is
about healing.

The exhibit features a body of
work calléd “Inner AIDS™ consist-
ing of oil paintings conveying the
struggles of people with the disease.

Ms. Hill said the exhibit will be
moved to another as yet undeter-
mined gallery in San Antonio so that

it can be shown in its entirety.

NEW ORLEANS (AP) — The Rev.
Henry J. Lyons says he was first told
around age 11 by his pastor that he
would one day be president of the
Nafional Baptist Convention U.S.A.
Inc.

In 1966, during his seminary train-
ing at Morehouse School of Religion
in Atlanta, “God quite emphatically
gave me my marching orders.”

Before he was married 23 years
ago, he asked his wife if she could
live with the rigors of being married
to the head of the nation’s largest
black church. And prior to assuming
the pulpit at Bethel Metropolitan
Baptist Church in St. Petersburg,
Fla.,, he gave his congregation the
same warning about his intentions.

Soin a sense it was a prophecy ful-
filled when Lyons narrowly defeated
the Rev. W. Franklyn Richardson,
convention general secretary, and
three other candidates last week to
become the convention’s third presi-
dent in the last 42 years.

Now comes the hard part.

Lyons takes over the convention
presidency at a time when many black
colleges are in trouble, black youths
are tuming to Islam in .significant
numbers and drugs, crime and vio-

lence have reached a crisis stage in
many communities where the conven-
tion’s 33,000 churches are located.

“I come to this moment with a lot
of humility. I really do have a sense
of service,” said the 52-year-old
Lyons, president of the Florida
General Baptist Convention.

Having received just over a third
of the total vote, the first thing Lyons
did after his victory was announced
was (o pray for unity.

“l don’t have a minute for
reprisal,” Lyons said in a later inter-
view. “We’ve got to hit the ground
running.”

In restructuring the convention, the
Florida pastor has said he wants to
expand the Home Mission Board to
address issues such as AIDS, eco-
nomic discrimination and other issues
of importance to black Americans.

On the political front, Lyons said
the 8 million-member convention
wil be a more active force in
Washington, working closely with
the president and groups such as the
Congressional Black Caucus.

“We've got to let it be known we
will not be taken for granted,” Lyons
said.

In particular, one project Lyons
said he would like to see the conven-
tion take the lead on is to help devel-
op mentoring programs pairing adult

church members with youths in the
community.

“I don’t mean some football play-
er. | mean some John Doe who gets
up to go to work every moring,"”
Lyons said. ““We have to get to our
children. That's our first priority."’

Another priority promised by
Lyons is 1o increase financial aid to
struggling black schools.

“Our black colleges are closing at
an alarming rate,” Lyons said.
“We’'ve got 1o get in and bail those
schools out.”

But to finance his proposals and to
make the church a major player on
the American religious scene, Lyons
also realizes the convention is going
1o have 1o reach a lot deeper into the
tills of its 33,000 churches.

To replace the current system in
which churches pay a set fee ranging
from $100 for smaller churches to
$1,200 for the largest churches to
register with the convention, Lyons
is proposing a system more like the
Southern Baptist Convention, where
churches give a percentage of
income to a national cooperative
program.

The money will come, Lyons said,
as the convention also offers its
members regular, audited financial
reports that show how the funds are
being spent.

Austin American-Statesman on Phone Privacy:

I'he Texas Public Utlity Commission took a laudable step
toward enhancing the right of customers of local phone compa-
nies to keep personal information from being distributed.

The three-member commission adopted a rule that requires
local phone companiés to send a yearly notice in customer bills
that individuals have the right to prevent the utilities from giv-
ing personal information to their marketing divisions or those of
their subsidianies and competitors. Additionally, phone compa-
nies must print the notice in the front of telephone directories.

While the onus 1s still on customers to notify the phone com-
pany that they want personal information kept private, the
required notification will remind. customers of their rights as
well as remind them that such information can be distributed.

There are federal protections already in place, but many cus-
tomers are unaware of them. Under privacy rules enacted by the
Federal Communications Commission, telephone customers
can restrict the use of such information. But the PUC ruling is
an improvement because it requires local phone companies to
remind customers of their rights. '

The privacy issue is particularly important for local phone
companies because customers have access to only one compa-
ny, because of federal regulations. Because local phone compa-
nies are regulated monopolies, customers cannot shop around
for a carrier that does not share information if that is their pref-
erence. But the PUC ruling will help customers protect their
privacy.

The new rule is laudable because of the privacy issues raised
by advances in technology. Computers can spin customer infor-
mation in a variety of ways, with a potential for abuse. Any
steps that can be taken to protect an individual’s shrinking zone
of privacy is to be applauded.

El Paso Times on fencing off the U.S.-Mexico border:

Silvestre Reyes presents a reasonably solid argument. A 1.3-
mile steel fence along the border at Sunland Park, the Border
Patrol chief says, would help curb not only illegal immigration
but growing gang violence that has put his agents at risk.

There, in the dusty desert dividing Sunland Park, N.M., from
Anapra, Chihuahua, Reyes envisions a solution, a “steel
fence' that will help his agents keep gang violence at bay as
they dutifully watch the line.

This vision - one that the Border Patrol is skillfully touting
along with props and statistics that underline Reyes’ message —
should never become a reality.

If Reyes’ boss, President Clinton, truly wants to promote free
trade, improve relations with Mexico and treat our neighbor
with the respect and diplomacy it deserves, this fence cannot be
erected. ...

It would be the last symbol the United States would want to
erect along this particular part of the border, where free trade
promises improved economic ties between the United States
and Mexico. ...
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Do we deserve what we get?

It is accepted that the culture of government is

askew. What is not explained is why this should be °

s0, given that ours is a democratic society.

The theory of it is that the government screws up,
the people ‘react by throwing the rascals out and
getting ourselves a fresh set. But this is not hap-
pening - the bureaucracy sits there, grows and
grows, has good days (Reagan), but mostly bad
days (almost everybody else). So why do not the
people react?

The more local the problem, the more illustrative.
Consider, then, the problem of public toilets in New
York City. They are somewhere between a conve-
nience and a necessity, and a few years ago New York
City entertained an offer to do something about the
embarrassing scarcity of public toilet facilities.

A French firm (JCDecaux) stepped forward and
offered to install and maintain automatic self-clean-
ing, coin-operated toilets throughout the city,
demanding only the right to sell advertising space on
the exteriors of the cubicles. Sounds good?

Not good enough, because the coiled advocates of
the handicapped stepped forward. Such facilities,
they insisted, had to be spacy enough for wheel-
chairs. The French company went back to the draw-
ing boards and said OK, we’'ll have one wheelchair-
sized cubicle per set of six toilets. A pretty good
exchange, given that the crippled community using
wheelchairs amounts to less than one-sixth of the
population. OK?

No! Shades of separate but equal!’Every single one
of the toilets, the handicapped lobby insisted, had to
be large enough for a wheelchair. This insistence gen-
crated a counter-lobby, which argued that if New
York City had a few thousand wheelchair-sized cubi-

cles, they would in no time at all be transformed into
shelters for the homeless, drug-exchange kiosks and
prostitution sites.

So what happened? Nothing. All the above was
two years ago, and Fun City is still without readily
accessible public toilets.

Is this the government’s fault? Yes, it is, to the
extent that the Americans With Disabilities Act
imposes practical obstacles to progress. But where is
the lobby against the use of such an act for such pur-
poses?

Is there a better laboratory of public sentiment than
a jury? In midweek, in San Francisco, a jury pro-
nounced a punitive judgment of $7.1 million against
a law fimi one of whose members had sexually
harassed a 41-year-old secretary. Now the jury
assessed the dollar value of the damage inflicted by
the partner’s behavior at $50,000. But the failure of
the partners to heed the complaints of the secretary
was, in the judgment of the jury, punishable — by $7
million.

If you assign the value of a lawyer’s time at $100
per hour, then the fine is the equivalent of 70,000
hours of labor. Or if one wishes to read this in terms

of time in jail, it comes to 2,916 days in jail, i.e., eight
years. Isn’t it safe to assume that the kind of people
who award judgments of that size are the kind of peo-
ple who would be undismayed by budget deficits of a
couple of hundred billion dollars?

But perhaps the week’s best was the judgment
against McDonald’s restaurants. A lady was given a
cup of coffee, spilled it on herself, suffered burns and
sued McDonald’s for serving coffee hot enough to
bum. The jury considered the case and awarded the
scalded coffee drinker $2.9 million. An irony here is
that McDonald’s has been fiercely proud of its truly
hot coffee, hugely popular with a clientele that too

. often gets lukewarm coffee. Presumably McDonald’s

will now cool its coffee, and while at it, McDonald’s
should consider warming its ice, lest it overchill a
customer. And of course, fire any man any time any
woman complains of harassment.

Due process for the employee charged? No, no, no.
Due process is too expensive to risk, when you're
talking about judgments in the millions of dollars.

Only 29 percent of the American people, the polls
tell us, have confidence in government. What per-
centage of the American people have confidence in
the American people? Ought it to be a corresponding
number?

If we generate the kind of jurors who do the kind
of thing done to the law firm and to the coffee ven-
dor, aren’t we generating the kind of politicians who
would rather appease fanatical advocates of the hand-
icapped than expedite relief for handicapped and
non-handicapped?

Is there anotfér way of facing the tired but vexing
question: We deserve the governments we live
under?

WASHINGTON (AP) - When American troops go
into foreign peril, the line between backing them and
supporting the policy that put them there blurs, often
to the vanishing point.

That political dilemma awaits congressional critics
of President Clinton’s impending invasion of Haiti.
Let it happen and, at least for the first phase of the
operation, the legal, legislative debate will be moot,
while the focus shifts to the soldiers ordered there to
topple the military regime and return elected govern-
ment.

Critics like Republican Rep. Newt Gingrich say
they can separate the two, backing the troops to the
hilt while assailing the policy of invasion. ,

Perhaps so, but nobody has managed to pry the two
apart in past operations, certainly not at the start,
when the risks and uncertainties are high.

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Study confirms
toxic chemicals
in Rio Grande

EL PASO (AP) — Environmental
agencies found the Rio Grande was
in better shape than they expected
during a study to identify toxic
chemicals in the river. But they
noted Thursday that doesn’t mean
all's well.

*“(It) doesn’t mean that it should-
n’t be cleaned up more than it is. It
doesn’t mean it's a healthy river,”
said Myron.Knudson, a water quali-
ty official with the U.S.
Environmental Protection Agency.

The EPA was just one of the agen-
cies involved in the unprecedented
binational effort to catalog the
chemicals present in the river as the
result of industrial waste dumping,
the runoff of water containing agri-
cultural pesticides and other factors.

The agencies said testing over sev-
eral months in late 1992 and early
1993 revealed concentrations of
toxic chemicals in samples of water,
sediment and fish taken from sites
ranging from El Paso to Brownsville.

In particular, trouble spots were
identified downstream from the El
Paso-Ciudad Juarez area and near
Laredo-Nuevo Laredo.

Near El Paso, researchers found
high levels of some toxic chemicals
and impairment to aquatic life. The
study showed aquatic life was affect-
ed more adversely in the Laredo area
than at any other testing site.

But although those two spots were
singled out, the rest of the river was
by no means clear.

In some cases, chemicals were
found in concentrations exceeding
the levels at which long-term expo-
sure, including eating fish caught in
the river, can cause health problems
for humans or harm river life.

However, Knudson noted the con-
centrations were such that someone
would have to have been eating the
fish for several decades before they
suffered harmful effects.

_An environmentalist not connect-
ed'to the study said he expected such
assessments and was skeptical of
them.

_ “We've never been able to rely on
government figures on these kinds of
things because they have a tendency
to protect the polluters,” said Richard
Boren, coordinator for the Inter-
national Environmental Alliance .of
the Bravo.

Environméntal officials them-
selves were quick to acknowledge
that they consider the study’s results
to be preliminary.

They said the sampling hasn’t
given them a definitive answer
about the quality of the Rio
Grande’s water, nor a true under-
standing of health risks involved in
exposure to the water.

The study also didn’t take into
account disease-causing organisms
that may be found in the river, since
the sampling focused solely on toxic
chemicals.

INS to consider
refugees parole

HARLINGEN (AP) - Immigra-
tion officials said Thursday that
Cuban and Haitian refugees with
children or other ‘‘compelling
humanitarian concerns’’ will be con-
sidered for parole from a South
Texas detentjon center.

Twenty-nine Cuban families and
five Haitian families with children
are being held at the U.S.
Immigration .and Naturalization
Service’s detention center in
Bayview.

Amid the recent influx of Cuban
raft people to Florida, the INS began
housing Cuban and Haitian children
in barracks with their mothers at the
Bayview facility.

A total of 270 Cubans and 61
Haitians are among the current 748
detainees at the Bayview center,
which normally does not admit chil-
dren.

INS spokesman Doug Mosier said
the agency’s district director will
determine which detainees will be
granted parole to reside in the
United States while their immigra-
tion case is settled.

““This is on a case-by-case basis,”
he said. “I think the process will
take a couple of weeks, just as a
guess.”

Whether a family has children
will be a primary consideration,
Mosier said. Other people possibly
eligible for parole include the elder-
ly, the sick and, for example, a man
who recently had a death in his fam-
ily in Miami, he said.

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Judge awards $653,0Q0 civil judgment in foreign exchange student’s death;:

BATON ROUGE, La. (AP) - A Japancse exchange
student’s parents wanted to show the injustice of his
death more than they wanted the money they won in
court from the man who shot him, their lawyer said.

“The point had to be made that what happened that
night was wrong,” said Charles Moore, attomey for
Masaichi and Micko Hattori, after they won a state
District Court civil judgment.

Judge Bill Brown ordered Rodney Peairs 10 pay the
couple $653,000 for the wrongful death of their son, who
was mistaken for an intruder while looking for a
Halloween party. Moore said Peairs, a 32-year-old super-
market butcher, probably couldn’t afford w pay the
award.

“To a large degree, this verdict is symbolic,” Moore
said. “Sometimes, justice can be served by a symbol.”

Peairs used the same defense that got him acquitted
last year of manslaughter: He thought 16-year-old

Yoshihiro Hattori was a crazed attacker approaching his
house.

Brown rejected that argument.

*“Self-defense is not acceptable. There is no justifica-
tion that the killing was necessary to save himself or his
family,” Brown said. *

Peairs and his wife, Bonnie, would not comment after
the verdict. Peairs’ lawyer planned to appeal.

The Hattoris had tumed down a settlement offer of
$100,000 for the killing, which reinforced the United
States’ image in Japan as a violent nation.

The Hattoris, who are from Nagoya, Japan, held a pho-
tograph of their son while they talked to reporters
through an interpreter.

“Although the verdict was in our favor, the hole in
my heart will always be there, forever,” Mrs. Hattori
said. And she had a plea for the American people:
“Please decrease the number of handguns as much as
possible.”

Aside from the funeral costs, the Hattoris will give
whatever money they collect 10 a foundation they estab-

lished in Yoshihiro’s memory to foster better under-
standing between the United States and Japan, Moore
said.

Yoshihiro and an American friend went to the wrong
house looking for a Halloween party on Oct. 17, 1992.
Yoshihiro was wearing a white tuxedo and open-collar
shirt, masquerading as John Travolta in “Saturday Night
Fever.”

Peairs and his wife, Bonnie, said that when the teen-
agers went to their front door, Mrs. Peairs looked out of
the carport door and shouted to her husband to get his
gun.
Hattori, who spoke little English, didn’t stop when
Peairs shouted, “Freeze!™ Peairs opened fire with a .44-
caliber Magnum handgun.

Peairs’ lawyer, Howell Andrews, said in his closing
argument that the couple’s fear was understandable.

“Bonnie Peairs was in her nightclothes,” he said.
“She looked out the door, saw strangers, slammed the
door and said, .'‘Rodney, get a gun.’ There’s nothing
wrong with that. We still have a right to do that in

America. It's what a reasonable man would have done.” ;

The judge disagreed. “A reasonable person would
have said, ‘Why do I need a gun? What did you see?"”’
he said.

Brown ordered Peairs to pay $85,000 - the maximum
allowed under state-law - for the youth's pain and suf-
fering; $275,000 to each of the boy’s parents for their
son’s wrongful death, and $18,000 for funeral expenses.

John Hainkel, who represented Peairs’ homeowner’s
insurance company, said he would appeal. The policy
covers $100,000; the Peairs are responsible for the rest.

The Hattoris collected 1.7 million signatures in Japan
on a gun control petition. Their son’s host family col-
lected 120,000 signatures in the United States.

News of the verdict topped the main national moming
news program of the Japan Broadcasting Corp.

“I hope the ruling will provide an opportunity for
Americans to think about how they can keep their soci-
ety safer,” said Masanori Suzuki, head of AFS Japan
Association Inc., which set up Hattori’s exchange pro-
gram.

WASHINGTON (AP) —Congress
didn’t anticipate the wonders of the
electronic age when in 1940 it
enacted a law banning the sale of
lottery tickets across state lines.

That ban was effective for
decades until private dealers set up
computer networks that enabled
customers living in one state to buy
chances on big state lottery jackpots
elsewhere in the country.

The business began in Pennsyl-
vania and spread to several other
states, including Texas, after a fed-
eral judge invalidated an attempt by
Pennsylvania legislators to stop it
The judge held that the Pennsyl-
vania law violated the Constitu-
tion’s provision that only the federal
government could regulate inter-
state commerce.

But anti-crime legislation that
President Clinton signed into law
Tuesday will shut down the inter-
state electronic network by closing a
loophole in the 54-year-old federal
law.

“These people built their business
on a very technical loophole,” said
William Bergman, executive direc-
tor of the North American
Association of State and Provincial
Lotteries. “I think they should be
shut down.”

The anti-crime statute changes the
lottery law to cover sales of
chances, shares and interests in
addition to the tickets.

Through a network of agents, Pic-
A-State Pa. Inc. of Lakewood, NJ.,
and Fortune U.S.A. of Pittsburgh
have been selling shares in chances
of out-of-state lotteries within Penn-
sylvania.

Agents held the tickets in the state
that ran the lottery and the dealers
gave reccipts to customers.

Under that arrangement, a person
could play the Florida lottery by
going to a vendor in Pennsylvania.
The dealer would transmit a com-
puter order to an agent in Florida,
who would purchase the ticket and
hold it for the customer, who would
get a receipt.

The agent in Florida would for-
ward winning tickets to lottery offi-

cials in that state, instructing them
to either send the prize directly to
the customer or hold it for the cus-
tomer to pick up.

The Pennsylvania Legislature last
year tried to ban such sales, but a
federal judge in Harrisburg struck
down the state law, holding it was
an unconstitutional restraint on
interstate commerce.

Lottery officials said they feared
the court ruling would only encour-
age the practice to spread to other
states. Since the decision, similar
companies have sprung up in Ohio,
West Virginia and Texas, Bergman
said.

The crime bill’s lottery provision,
sponsored by Sens. Arlen Specter,
R-Pa., and Harris Wofford, D-Pa., is
seen largely as an attempt to nullify
that ruling.

Pic-A-State had challenged the
Pennsylvania law on ground that the
state was trying to protect a $1.5 bil-
lion-a-year lottery monopoly.

The company argued it was only
providing a service for people who
want 1o try their luck on bigger jack-
pots in other states’ lotteries.

UT changes its
policy on public,
financing for

HOUSTON (AP) - Conservatives
ar¢ claiming victory after the
University of Texas changed the
funding of gay workshops following
complaints about the use of student
fees 10 finance the “Living with
Pride” seminars.

The workshops “for gay, lesbian
and bisexual students questioning
their sexual identity” now will be
paid for by private donations.

The six workshops, sponsored by
the UT student health center in con-
junction with AIDS Services of
Austin and OUT Youth Austin, cost
$882. They were to be funded
through a $47 fee for health services
and at a cost of 1.8 cents per student,
UT officials said.

“I'm glad UT has decided not to
use state funds to promote homosex-
uality and homosexual activities,”
said Rep. Warren Chisum, D-
Pampa, president of the Texas
Conservative Coalition, a group of
73 legislators.

“Had they not made the change,
the funding arrangement could have
jeopardized their credibility with the
Legislature.”

Chisum’s warning appeared in a
press release of the Young
Conservatives of Texas, the UT stu-
dent group that led the fight against
the workshops. Group members also
alerted the American Family
Association of Texas, whose mem-
bers placed protest calls to UT.

University President Robert
Beérdahl, who approved the funding
change, acknowledged that his
office received a dozen or so protest
calls. He said Thursday that the
change allowed the school “10 avoid
a controversy,”’ although he does not
think the use of student fees was
inappropriate.

HANOI, Vietnam (AP) — In anoth-
er sign of closer relations between
former foes, Vietnam's foreign min-
ister said today he would meet with
Secretary of State Warren Christo-
pher and senators and congressmen
in Washington next month.

Nguyen Man Cam’s announce-
ment came at the end of two days of
high-level meetings between U.S.
andgVietnamese negotiators. The

-negotiators said progress had been

made on resolving the fate of
Americans missing in action and on
opening diplomatic offices in each
other’s capitals soon.

“Each time when we meet each
other, we understand each other
more and it creates a good basis for
further development in bilateral rela-
tions,” Cam .said. “Both sides
emphasize the effort to promote
bilateral relations.”

Cam said he also planned to meet
with U.S. trade organizations, as
Vietnam tries to encourage American
investment following the lifting of

the 19-year trade embargo by
President Clinton. Cam will be in the
United States for the 49th session of
the U.N. General Assembly.

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New leader heeds ‘divine mandate’ to lead black Baptists

NEW ORLEANS (AP) — The
Rev. Henry J. Lyons says he was first
told around age 11 by his pastor that
he would one day be president of the
National Baptist Convention U.S.A.
Inc.

In 1966, during his seminary train-
ing at Morehouse School of Religion
in Atanta, “God quite emphatically
gave me my marching orders.”

Before he was married 23 years
ago, he asked his wife if she could
live with the rigors of being married
to the head of the nation’s largest
black church. And prior to assuming
the pulpit at Bethel Metropolitan
Baptist Church in St. Petersburg, Fla.,
he gave his congregation the same
wamning about his intentions.

So in a sense it was a prophecy ful-
filled when Lyons narrowly defeated
the Rev. W. Franklyn Richardson,
convention general secretary, and

" three other candidates last week to

become the convention’s third presi-
dent in the last 42 years.

Now comes the hard part.

Lyons takes over the convention
presidency at a time when many
black colleges are in trouble, black
youths are tumning to Islam in signifi-
cant numbers and drugs, crime and
violence have reached a crisis stage in

¢. ~Mmany communitiecs where the con-

vention’s 33,000 churches are locat-
ed.

“I come to this moment with a lot
of humility. I really do have a sense of
service,” said the 52-year-old Lyons,
president of the Florida General
Baptist Convention.

Having received just over a third of
the total vote, the first thing Lyons did
after his victory was announced was
to pray for unity.

“l don't have a minute for
reprisal,” Lyons said in a later inter-
view. “We’ve got to hit-the ground
running.”

In restructuring thie convention, the
Florida pastor has said he wants to
expahd the Home Mission Board to
address issues such as AIDS, eco-
nomic discrimination and other issues
of importance to black Americans.

On the political front, Lyons said
the 8 million-member convention
will be a more active force in
Washington, working closely with the
president and groups such as the
Congressional Black Caucus.

“We've got to let it be known we
will not be taken for granted,” Lyons
said.

In particular, one project Lyons
said he would like to see the conven-
tion take the lead on is to help devel-
op mentoring programs pairing adult
church members with youths in the
community.

“I don’t mean some football play-
er. I mean somé John Doe who gets
up to go to work every moming,”
Lyons said. “We have to get to our
children. That’s our first priority.”

churches give a percentage of income
to a national cooperative program.

The money will come, Lyons said,
as the convention also offers its mem-
bers regular, audited financial reports
that show how the funds are being
spent.

“Financial responsiblity and

integrity will be a hallmark of the
Lyons’ administration,” said the Rev.
Roscoe D. Cooper Jr. of Richmond,
Va., the new general secretary of the
convention.

The times may be uncertain, but
Lyons has a clear sense of purpose.
Becoming president of the Baptist
convention is a role he has been
preparing for most of his adult life:

“I feel a divine mandate 1o do
something here,” Lyons said. “Since
1966, I've dedicated my life to noth-
ing more than this.”

The State Department said the
diplomats would make periodic vis-
its to Somalia from Nairobi to keep
abreast of the situation and maintain
assistance programs.

U.S. troops arrived in December
1992 to help Somalia recover from the
famine and aparchy which claimed
350,000 lives that year. It turmed the
operation over to the United Nations
in May, but it quickly soured.

Critics say the United Nations
focused too heavily on trying to capture
warlord Mohamed Farrah Aidid at the
expense of its humanitarian mission.

Thousands of U.S. troops headed
back to Somalia in the wake of an
Oct. 3 firefight that killed 18
American soldiers, a Malaysian
peacekeeper and about 300 Somalis.

The pitched battles in Mogadishu
sharply divided the multinational
peacekeeping force in Somalia,
prompted changes in the American
policy toward the U.N.-led operation.

Allowing JAT to fly abroad and
letting sports teams return to inter-
national competition are modest
moves. But they are potent with
symbolism for Serbs, who have
chafed at the humiliating isolation as
much as at the economic pain
broughy by sanctions.

Any¥asing of sanctions would be
a huge boost for Serbia’s nationalist
president, Slobodan Milosevic, who
is widely blamed for inciting
Bosnia's 29-month-old war.

Former U.S. Secretary of State
Lawrence Eagleburger once said
Milosevic was a candidate for war-
crimes charges. Now Washington
and its allies in Europe tentatively
view him as a vehicle for peace.

Milosevic agreed to let unarmed
foreign monitors come to Yugo-
slavia this week. They are expected
to move out along the border with
Bosnia this weekend.

Washington has warned that there
will be no letup on sanctions unless
the monitors certify that the border
is sealed, but Milosevic seems @
consider that a foregone conclusion.

“The Genocidal Sanctions Are All
But Dead,’ trumpeted one state-run
newspaper.

*‘Before the end of September, we
can expect the first phase of the dis-
mantling of sanctions,” said
Yugoslav Foreign Minister Viadi-
slav Jovanovic in a radio interview.
He predicted a full lifting of the
embargo would follow.

The sanctions were imposed in
May 1992 to punish Serbia for back-
ing Bosnia's minority Serbs in their
rebellion against a vote by the
republic’s Muslims and Croats to
secede from Yugoslavia.

A new peace plan would require
Bosnian Serbs to relinquish about
one-third of the 70 percent of Bosnia
they captured. A Muslim-Croat fed-
eration would get 51 percent of the
country.

Bosnian Serbs have fervently
rejected the plan in spite of warnings
from Milosevic, who wants sanc-
tions against his country lifted.

Though some analysts say Yugo-
slavia’s economic plight stems
mainly from Milosevic’s misguided
fiscal policies and costly military
ventures in Bosnia and Croatia, the
sanctions have hurt.

Some of the heaviest damage is
psychological. Serbs were stunned
when the Yugoslav national soccer
squad was suddenly banned from
the 1992 European Championships.

M. BRIEF SUMMARY OF LITIGATION

On February 8, 1994, a class action lawsuit was filed
against defendant, Ciba-Geigy Corporation (“Ciba-Geigy”), in
Alabama State Court, which lawsuit was later removed to the
United States District Court for the Southern District of Alabama.
The Complaint, as amended, alleges that the Settlement Class as
defined above is entitled to damages for medical monitoring and
other compensation as a result of Exposed Persons’ exposure to
Galecron®.

Ciba-Geigy has filed an Answer denying all essential al-
legations of the Complaint, and asserting affirmative legal de-
fenses. The Court has decided that the case can proceed as a
class action for purposes of settlement only. This does not mean
that the Class Representatives would have been successful had
the case gone to trial. The Court has made no such determina-
tion, and the proposed Settlement is not to be construed as an
expression of any opinion by the Court as to the merits of any of
the claims asserted against Ciba-Geigy

IV. PROPOSED SETTLEMENT

A Settlement has been entered into between the Class
Representatives, Class Counsel and Ciba-Geigy, which will re-
solve all past, present and future claims against Ciba-Geigy aris-
ing out of Exposed Persons’ exposure to Galecron®. The Settle-
ment provides for the establishment by Ciba-Geigy of two funds
to provide medical benefits and compensation to Exposed Per-
sons or their legal representatives.

The MMT Fund will pay for a medical monitoring pro-
gram designed to detect at an early stage the form of bladder
cancer alleged to be associated with Galecron®: specifically,
primary urothelial carcinoma of the urinary collecting system,
i.e., renal pelvis, ureter, bladder and urethra. The MMT Fund
also will pay for all medically necessary treatment not paid for
by Medicare or Medicaid if the Exposed Person has been or in
the future is diagnosed with such bladder cancer.

The MMT Fund will pay for medical monitoring to Ex-
posed Persons for a period of 20 years, and will pay for medical
treatment until one full year passes with no claims for treatment
being filed but in no event less than 20 years.

In the event, however, that a Court approved Epide-
miology Panel determines to a reasonable medical certainty that
any other medical condition is caused by Galecron® exposure,
that condition will be deemed a compensable claim, and will be
eligible for medical monitoring (if feasible); medical treatment;
and cash payments. The cash payments will not exceed the maxi-
mum amounts payable for the covered medical conditions set
forth above.

(4)  Administrator. A nationally recognized entity or
entities with substantial investment and medical claims admin-
istration experience will be appointed by the Court to administer
the Settlement. The Administrator will determine whether a
Settlement Class Member is eligible for benefits under the settle-
ment. Any disputes concerning a Settlement Class Member's
entitiement to benefits will be resolved by a Medical Advisory
Panel or by a single arbitrator, depending upon the issue in dis-
pute. The decision of the Medical Advisory Panel or arbitrator
each have the effect of an arbitration decision and shall be bind-
ing upon all parties, including the Settlement Class Member.

(5) Release. Settlement Class Members who do not
exclude themselves from the Class release all past, present and
future claims: (i) relating to the covered medical conditions listed
above; and (ii) relating to an Exposed Person's exposure to
Galecron®, including all claims alleging that any other cancers,
personal injuries or risks are caused by exposure to Galecron®.
This means that claims that Galecron® exposure caused any con-
dition other than those medical conditions listed above will be
released, but will receive no compensation or treatment, unless
the Court approved Epidemiology Panel finds that such other
condition is caused by Galecron® exposure. The release is ef-
fective as against Ciba-Geigy and certain additional releasees as
defined in the Stipulation of Settlement, including Ciba-Geigy,
Ltd., the parent of Ciba-Geigy.

On May 14, 1787, a convention
began in Philadelphia, to design a
better and stronger central gov-
ernment. The Congress had only
the Articles of Confederation,
which gave no real power to the
Congress. The Congress asked
the states to send delegates to a
convention, to consider ways of
improvement.

Fifty-five extraordinary men
assembled to guide the states to
their goal. Of the 55 members, 29
had been graduates from the uni-
versities of England, Scotland and
America. An unusual fact for that
time. Another significant fact was
the large number of young men,
average age was 44 years. Eleven
of the most effective were under
34. The oldest was Benjamin
Franklin, 81 years, the youngest,
Edward Rutledge of South
Carolina was 25. There were con-

gressmen, merchants, soldiers,
planters, doctors, financiers,
lawyers and judges. There were
men of great wealth, who were
prosperous enough to. give time
and talent to their country. Labor
was not represented, as labor was
not organized in 1787.

George Washington was
elected president of the assem-
bly. He took no active part in
the debates, spoke only twice,
for less than a minute, but his
presence had tremendous influ-
ence on every man present.

Robert Morris, of
Pennsylvania, a true patriot,
was called “The Financier of
the Revolution.” A merchant
prince of Philadelphia, he had
almost singlehandly raised the
funds that prevented the col
lapse of the Revolutionary
army.

James Wilson of Pennsylvania,
Morris’ lawyer, a walking ency-
clopedia of knowledge of govern-
ment — he was one of the few
who realized loyalty to the nation

came first, but that loyalty to the
state must not be forgotten.

Governor Morris, no relation to
Robert, drafted the final form of
the Constitution, and it is to him
that credit is due for the excel-
lence of its literary composition.

James Madison of Virginia, 4th
president of the United States,
was most intriguing. He was small
in stature — 5'6” — and unpre-
possessing in appearance, but a
giant intellect. No man in the con-
vention had a clearer vision of the
kind of Constitution needed.
Madison came with a plan, “The
Virginia Plan”, which — with
modification was eventually
adopted — so he has been rightly
called the “Father of the
Constitution.” His journal of the
proceedings of the Convention, is
one of the most remarkable docu-
ments on record.

George Mason, had formulated
the Virginia Bill of Rights. He
assumed an active role in drafting
the Constitution, but refused to
sign, because the Bill of Rights

was not inclided. He opposed rat-
ification in Virginia. After the
convention, through his tireless
efforts, the first 10 amendments,
the Bill of Rights, officially
became a part of the Constitution
on Dec. 25, 1791.

Alexander Hamilton represent-
ed New York. He argued for a
Constitution that would make the

central government supreme, but

his extreme position prevented
his having much influence. He
left the Convention early, but
came back, approved, and signed
for New York.

James Madison, the person
best qualified to evaluate the per-:
sonnel of the framers, said
“There never was an assembly of
men charged with so great and
arduous task, who were more
pure in their motives, or more
exclusively or anxiously devoted
to the object committed to them,
than were the members of the
Federal Convention of 1787.”

Thomas Jefferson, who was in
Paris at the time, said “The

Constitution makers were not
demigods, but men and flesh, as
you and I. They had their
strengths and weaknesses; some
possessed open minds and others
were full of prejudices; there were
statesmen and politicians: there
were big men and little men, but
the men of superior intellect tri-
umphed.”

George Mason, author of the
Virginia Bill of Rights, said “The
eyes of the United States are
turned upon this assembly and
their expectations raised to an
anxious degree. May God grant
that we may be able to gratify
them by establishing a wise, and
just government.”

On Sept. 17 at 4 p.m., the
Constitution was approved by
the States present. The document
had to be ratified by the states.
After a bitter struggle the
Conseitution was ratified.
Delaware was the first state to
ratify the document on Dec. 7,
1787, and Rhode Island was the
the last on May 29, 1790.

On Sept. 16, 1810, Miguel Hidalgo y Costilla,
priest of Dolores in Guanajuanto province about
200 miles northwest of Mexico City, called for
the end of Spanish rule, racial equality and the
redistribution of land from the big estates.

Hildago and his army captured quite a few
towns but he wrned back before he reached
Mexico City and members of his army soon
began to leave.

Hildago was captured and executed after the
battle of Calderon in January of 1811. But his
“grito de Delores,” or “‘cry of Dolores,” is known
as the call for Mexican Independence. The day on
which it was said, Deiz y Seis de Septiembre, is
celebrated as Mexico’s Independence Day.

Jose Maria Morelos y-Pavon, a parish priest and
former student of Hildago's, assumed leadership
for the independence movement.

His small army-was able to gain control of most
of Southern Mexico.

In 1813 and 1814, a congress meeting issued a
declaration of independence and drafted a repub-
lican constitution.

Morelos was defeated in 1814 after Spanish
troops put down the revolution and he was later
executed in 1815.

In the garden

Flirting with the fires of the garden

POUND RIDGE, N.Y. (AP) —
Peppers get ever more affection
from  American gardeners.
Adventurous to the palate, intrigu-
ing botanically and rich in histori-
cal lore, peppers come second only
to tomatoes in today’s vegetable
patch.

There are sweet peppers, of
course, but the drama is in the hot
chilis. Pleasure and, yes, pain com-
bine to make a pepper junkie. It’s a
macho thing, and terms like “pure
fire” and “fl#me throwers”
abound.

In a Gallup Poll conducted every
five years for the National
Gardening “Association, peppers
were wn by 68 per cent of gar-

deners in 993 arise of 10 per cent
over 1988, Tomato-growing during
the same period increased to 94 per
cent from 85.4 per cent.

With this upbeat trend, seed
houses and nurseries are offering
gardeners an enormous variety of
peppen.bothsweamdhot.lumo

At the same time has come an

explosion of recipes in newspapers,
books and magazines. For exam-
ple, a cook book called *“Peppers”
(Simon and Schuster 1992), fea-
tures 50 recipes arranged according
to the hotness of the pepper.

Of tropical origin, peppers need
heat to thrive and are killed by
frost. You grow them like toma-
toes, sowing them indoors and
transplanting them to the garden
when the soil warms up. They’'re
fairly easy to raise and you can
plant a lot of them because they
keep in place and don’t spread
around like vines.

Aside from sweet bell peppers, a
beginner who wants to experience
a little, but not much heat, would
do well to start with Anaheims or
Anchos. If you like the moderate
pungency, you can move up in
degrees of fire until you reach the
torrid habanera, also known as
Scotch bornet from its shape. This
is regarded as the hottest garden-
grown variety. In between come
many types, like Hungarian, san-
dias, cayennes, jalapenos.

All peppers, sweet or hot, are
g' nerally green in their infancy.

y turn color as they mature.
as Sweet peppers, 0o, will turn red or

brown or other shades, which does-

n’t mean they're becoming hot.

The green peppers you see in the
supermarket are picked before they

are ripe to make their shelf life
longer. Incidentally, the nutritious
vitamin content rises as the color
turns red.

The heat, one may be surprised
to learn, is not primarily in a pep-
per’s outer skin. The pungency
comes from the alkaloid capsacin,
which resides in the whitish ridges
inside the pepper, the stuff to which
the seeds cling. This is known as
the placental tissue. Experiments
have shown that the ratio of the
fiery capsacin in this tissue is 100
compared with 6 in the rest of fruit
and 4 in the seeds.

Capsacin, by the way, provides
the clout in anti-mugger pepper
sprays.

Removmg the tissue from a hot
pepper is risky business. You
should wear rubber gloves and be
careful not to rub your eyes. Use a
sharp knife to cut the pepper from
the outside down the middle. Then,
as it folds open, carefully excise the
tissue and seeds. If you take all this
material out, you'll be left with a
mild pepper. You can increase the
heat in proportion to how much tis-
sue you leave in.

Exploring people’s reactions to
the heat in peppers, scientist Harold
McGee comes up with fascinating
explanations in his classic book,
“On Food and Cooking”
(Scribners 1984.) Psychologists

think sofne of us play *“‘chicken™
with peppers to savor the “vertigo
shock.” McGee also suggests that
the brain releascs opiates in
response to a burning tongue “and
these contribute to the pleasurable
hangover of a fiery meal.”

Long a food of American
Indians, peppers got their name in
European languages from
Columbus’s  exploration. He

The Plainview Bulldogs may not
be the most talented wam the
Pampa Harvesters face this season,
but can anybody match their size?

For stariers, the Bulldogs can
make the ground shake with 400-
pound Bill Bradley at defensive
tackle, 270-pound Jason Jack at
offensive tackle, 260-pound Jim
Coleman at defensive tackle,
260-pound Mark Ramos and
250-pound Richard Maora and
Dustin White in the offensive
line.

“They are huge, both offen-
sively and defensively,” said
PHS head coach Dennis
Cavalier, “Not only do they have
excellent size, but they have the
appropriate people at the skill
positions, much like Amarillo
High does.”

Cavalier said linebacker Ross
McCoy, a 6-5, 210-pound senior,
is one of the wp players in the
state at his position. McCoy made
the all-state team last season,

“He's as good a player as

you'll see anytime, anywhere,”
Cavalier added. “He's definitely
a blue-chip prospect.”

Bradley, the 400-pounder
anchoring the Bulldogs' defense,
is a three-year starter. He has a
unique standup stance and made
56 tackles in 12 games last year.

The two eams meet at 7:30
tonight in Harvester Stadium and
the Harms Rating System has
Plainview favored by one point.
But senior tailback Kip Hardin,
who makes Plainview's wing-t
offense go, has a brain hemor
rhage and is sidelined for the
remainder of the season. Hardin
rushed for 348 yards and three
wuchdowns in Plainview's two
wins over Lubbock Estacado
(18-14) and Clovis, N.M. (19-
17). Hardin will be replaced by
155-pound  junior Richard
Ewing.

“Knowing the Plainview pro-
gram and coach Parr like | do,
they will use Kip's absence as a
rallying point for the wcam. His
backup (Ewing) is adequate and
as good, if not better, in some
ways. I'm sure they will upgrade

their play out of respect for Kip.”

Plainview has 732 yards in
wotal offense and leads the seven
tcam District 3-5A in that cate-
gory. Pampa has twtaled 596
yards in two games and ranks
fourth in District 1-4A in total
offense. Pampa is still the dis-
trict’s best weam defensively in
total yards allowed with 334,
Plainview is second in 3-5A with®
420 yards allowed.

“If Plainview has a weakness,
it’s thewr kicking game. If we do
well on punt returns and kickoffs
we might have a chance 10 win
this thing,” Cavalier said.

Pampa will go with basically
the same lhineup it has the first
two games, but there will be
some changes. Punter and field
goal kicker Matt Finney will
alternate plays with Luke Long
at flanker, Linebacker Floyd
White, who bruised a shoulder in
Pampa’s 34-10 loss 10 Amarillo
High last week, won’t pull any
double-duty Friday night. White
has seen some acuon at fullback,
filling in for starter Matt Garvin.
That spot will be taken by Ross
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Sizing up Plainview: 400-pounder anchors defense

Watkins, who starts at strong
safety.

“Ross has done a good job
there and that may be a perma
nent positon for him,” Cavalier
said.

Baylor looking for respect

Texas Tech

With due respect to their oppo-
nents, the Baylor Bears are still look-
ing for respect.

The SMU Mustangs got it last
week in a close 17-10 loss to UCLA,
and the Bears want to get it this week
against Oklahoma State.

The Bears have pounded two life-
less opponents San Jose State (54-
20) and Louisiana Tech (44-3), and
have been encouraged by the emer-
gence of freshman quarterback Jefl
Watson. But coach Chuck Reedy
wants a good test.

“In all honesty, we haven’t been
challenged in our first two games,"
Reedy said.

Baylor (2-0) will get a bigger test,
but they are still a 12-point favorite
to beat Oklahoma State (1-0).

In. other games: Rice (0-1),
shocked by Tulane (1-1) last week, is
a 12-point underdog at Kansas State
(1-0); the reeling Houston Cougars
(0-2) host Missouri (0-2) with no
line.

Southern Methodist (0-2) hosts
New Mexico (0-2) and is a 3 1/2
point favorite; Kansas (2-0) is a 6-
point favorite at Texas Christian (1-
1) and Texas Tech (1-1) is a 21-point
underdog at Oklahoma (1-1).

The Texas Aggies (2-0) and Texas
Longhorns (2-0) have open dates.

Baylor's early success is being
autributed to the quick study by
Watson, who has impressed offen-
sive coordinator Jack Crowe with his
early understanding of the Bears
offense.

“It's obvious he’s the onc that's
moved the football,” Reedy said.
“Right now, we're beginning to say,
‘Hey, there are some things we can
do now we weren’t sure aboul
before.’

“We're not going o change a lot
of stuff, but we're going to empha-
size some of the things he does. We
can throw the football about any way
we want 1o throw it.”

TCU ran the ball just about any
time quarterback Max Knake gave
the ball 10 Andre Davis last week.
Davis rushed for 325 yards for his
fifth 100-yard performance.

Davis' effort eased coach Pal
Sullivan's concern about running
back depth.

He started out last weck by holding
tryouts for his depleted running back
corps. Davis is the SWC lcading
rusher with 359 yards on 45 carries.

The Red Raiders, clubbed by then-
No. 1 Nebraska on Sept. 8, plays at
angry Oklahoma, beaten last week
by the Aggies at Kyle Field.

Tech coach Spike Dykes is sull
mulling a starting quarterback. Topy
Darden will start and Zebbie
Lethridge will play against the
Sooners.

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Justice Department withdraws
from church bankruptcy case

WASHINGTON (AP) - President
Clinton, under pressure from reli-
gious groups, ordered the Justice
Department to withdraw from a case
in which the government was o
argue against a church’s claim.

The department had filed legal
papers in the bankrupicy case this
spring, contending that financially
troubled parishioners had no right to
make donations to their church a
year before a bankruptcy filing.

But the White House said Clinton
told Atomey General Janet Reno on
Wednesday to pull out of the case. The
department withdrew shortly before
the 8th U.S. Circuit Court of Appeals
started oral arguments on the matter
Thursday moming in St. Louis.

“This is consistent with his per-
sonal interest and his record in sup-
port of religious freedom,” said Phil
Lader, Clinton’s deputy chief of
staff. -

Judge Theodore McMillian began
the appeals court hearing by announc-
ing that the Justice Department’s
lawyer would not appear.

“I suppose he was spoken to by
God on high,” the judge said.

The case is one of the first major
tests of .the Religious Freedom
Restoration Act, passed last year,
and religious freedom groups were
outraged when the Justice Deparn-
ment intervened.

At issue is $13,500 that Bruce and
Nancy Young gave to the Crystal
Evangelical Free Church of New
Hope, Minn., in the year before they
filed for bankruptcy.

A judge ruled that because the
Youngs got nothing of value for the
donations, the offerings amounted to
a fraudulent transfer of their assets.

Lawyers for the church, however,
say that contributing money to a
church is an act of worship protected

by the new law, which says govemn-
ment must have 4 “‘compelling inter-
est” to interfere with religious prac-
tices.

“The president recognized that
reasonable arguments could be made
on both sides of the case. But he
believed that RFRA was intended o
protect the practice of good-faith
tithing in these circumstances,”
Lader said.

“President Clinton has proven that
he is sincerely committed 10 mean-
ingful legal protection for religious
exercise,”” said Steve McFarland,
director of the Christian Legal
Society’s Center for Law and
Religious Freedom.

The Justice Department’s lawyer
left the bankrupicy trustee’s attorney,
Richard Thomson,.to argue the case
alone.

“They have run, for reasons
unknown,” Thomson told the court.
“I was given no explanation.”

The Justice Department issued a
statement later Thursday saying that
Clinton thought it had interpreted the
religious freedom law to0o narrowly.

Lader said he did not know why
Clinton had waited until the last
minute to order the department to
withdraw.

Reno had defended the depart-
ment’s position before the Senate
Judiciary Committee as recently as
late July. She told the panel the
“‘government has a compelling inter-
est in protecting the property rights
of creditors.”

Sen. Ormrin Hatch, R-Utah, who
coauthored the religious freedom
law along with Sen. Edward
Kennedy, D-Mass., has called the
case “a shocking disregard of reli-
gious liberty.”

Several members of the Christian
Legal Society met with White House
and Justice Department officials in
June to urge the administration to
pull out of the case.

Scientists unlock plant growth gene

WASHINGTON (AP) -Scientists
have unlocked a gene that one day
could bring bigger ears of comn, mere
roses on each bush and even faster-
growing forests, all by controlling a
hormone inside each plant.

“When I think of the uses — it's
fantastic,” said Jedrzej Szerszen, a
plant pathologist at Michigan State
University who helped discover how
to genetically manipulate plants’ nat-
ural growth hormone.

In a study published today in the
joumal Science, Szerszen and col-
leagues Robert Bandurski and
Krzystof Szczyglowski isolated and
cloned a gene that controls the natur-
al growth hormone in plants.

By manipulating this gene, farm-
ers could make small planfs and their
fruit bigger, tall plants stockier to
take better advantage of sunlight,
even create more stems to hold more
flowers, the researchers say.

Now, farmers try to boost growth
by spraying plants with chemicals.

“It’s exciting,” said Dr. Jerry
Cohen of the U.S. Department of
Agriculture, who said genetic engi-
neering might begin replacing
growth chemicals in two to five
years. “This is the first step.”

Plant growth depends on a hor-
mone called IAA. A gene called
iaglu produces an enzyme that con-
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trols how much IAA is free within
plants to boost growth and how
much is locked away in inactive
forms, explained Bandurski, who
has researched 1AA for 30 years.

The Michigan State scientists
plucked the iaglu gene out of com,
cloned it and manipulated it to pro-
duce more of the vital enzyme.

They then injected tobacco, which
grows quickly and accepts genetic
engineering well, with the gene.
Instcad of the normally unwieldy
plant, they grew bushier tobacco
with more branches — ecssentially
getting the same amount in a smaller
space.

Now they’re turning the gene
around to block the enzyme and
make plants bigger.

“If we can regulate plant growth
without the application of chemicals
... it would be a big boon to agricul-
ture,” Bandurski said. “It would
decrease harmful residues and
decrease the expense” of food pro-
duction.

laglu appears to work the same
way in all plants, and can be made
highly specific, he said. That means
it could make bigger ears grow on a
standard height corn plant or speed
the slow . growth of an oak tree’s
trunk. ‘A Texas A&M scientist
already wants to test whether iaglu
will make banana stems more com-
pact so each tree would produce
more bunches.

Hong Kong residents prepare for election battle

HONG KONG (AP) - On the face of it,
Sunday’s election doesn’t amount to much. It's
-about who will do a better job of advising Her
Majesty’s governor on garbage collection,
typhoon shelters and the like.

But beneath the surface, this is a battle over
who will command the high ground in the last
critical years before China takes over the British
colony in 1997.

Although they’'re about as local as elections
can be, they will be closely watched for signs of
whether Hong Kong'’s democrats, at last count the
most popular party in the colony, can hold their
ground against the rising pro-China forces.

Many votes are likely to go to independents, so
the election is not a wholly reliable guide to the
big picture.

But even the tumout will have political meaning.

A high turmout will suggest that despite China’s
hostility 0 the democracy introduced by Gov.
Chris Patten, voters still believe in the system.

The elections for Hong Kong's 18 District
Boards are being held under rules devised by Patten
in defiance of China’s wishes. These have lowered
the voting age from 21 to 18 and scrapped appoint-
ed scats on the boards, and given the boards the
right to elect one-sixth of the colony's legislature.

But although the boards have no powers except
to “advise,” China has vowed to disband them
along with Hong Kong’s other elected bodies in
1997, in retaliation for Patten’s reforms.

Yet China is encouraging its supporters to con-
test Sunday’s elections. Why?

Because China fears Patten’s reforms will favor
democrats who are “hostile to Beijing,” explained
Tsang Yok-sing, head of the pro-China Democratic
Alliance for the Betterment of Hong Kong.

“That is why China wants to see us take an
active part,” he said. Boycotting the election

would only ensure “‘we wouldn't get anybody in.”

Ironically, one of Tsang’s arguments for back-
ing the pro-China ticket is that if it does well,
China will realize that it 100 can win dividends in
a fair election.

A record. 757 candidates are contesting 364
scats. The battle is expected to be fiercest
between the DAB and the Democratic Party, an
alliance of the two factions China considers most
hostile and pro-British.

In Hong Kong’s last election, for the legislature
in 1991, the democrats won by a landslide. But
then, no pro-China party ran.

Tsang’s DAB was formed in 1992 - “a very
late and poor start,” he said. But the pro-Beijing
press provides friendly coverage, and pro-Beijing
organizations and businesses give money.

The DAB’s biggest strength is its networks in
Chinese-aligned banks, companies and trade unions.

“We are the leftists, so we have to support each
other,” said Tsang.
