badge.

Imagme that. When a
speeder is approached by an
officer with a big star pinned
on the vest of a Hart Schaffner
and Marx — or some other
brand — he can remind this
“law” that under the statutes
an arrest would not be legal.
But the framers of the bill in-
tended to create just this situ-
ation, and they are aroused
ovef the possibility that sher-
iffs and constables may not
be included. They are-mak-
ing suggestions to Assistant
Attorney - General Calhoun
who is writing an opinion to
construe the law into some
workable form.

“To hold that the law does
not require sheriffs and con-
stables to wear uniforms and
display badges would rob the
measure of some of its effec-
tiveness,” it was said to the
attorney-general, “because
some of the worst ‘highway
hawks’ have been constables
who have pounced upon motor-
ists and collected fees for con-
victions for speeding.”

If Gray coumty deputies are
“deputy highway officers”
they must wear uniforms and
display appropriate badges un-

ers to defeat justice.
