JAPAN TAKES LEAD IN
NAVAL BUILDING
RACE

WABHINGTON, Sept. 3 (AP)--
An increase in the submarine

strength of the world’s sea powers
to nearly one-third more tonnage
than permitted by existing naval
treaties was forecast today by Jap-
an's announcement that it will re-
tain 165508 tons of undersea boats
scheduled to be scrapped by Decem-
ber 31.

Japanese embassy officials sald
today that a note on the sub-
marine question had been received
from Tokyo and would be transmit-
ted to the state department soon.

They said “it could be assumed”
to be similar to the note presented
to the British government announc-
ing the intention of keeping ton-
nage sufficlent for approximately
12 submarines,

The Japanese move was made In
answer to Great Britain's recent
invocation of the escalator clause of
the London treaty of 1930. The
British announced they would re-
tain 40,000 tons of destroyers in
addition to the 150,000 tons per-
mitted by pact.

Any signatory nation—if it con-
siders it necessary to its national
defense—may invoke the escalator
or “escape” clause and increase its
ptrength. in any category of ships
by notifying the other signers.
They, in turn, may make propor-
tionate increases.

results, Possibly Ehrlich's dream of
chemical warfare against germs may
yet be realized in full measure

The latest conquest, as yet, be it
| noted, not hniubn.ﬂ;ly established, is
in the field of puerperal infections,
the infections developed by certain
womeén following childbirth, due to

treptococcus germs

The chemical combination em-
played was originally developed in
| Germany, and has undergone modi-
fications at the hands of English
and French chemists. These chemical
combinations oddly do not destroy
the germs outside the human body
but according to reports, they do
have an inhibiting and destructive
effect upon the germs when they
are in the body

Thirty-eight cases of puerperal in-
fection treated with this chemical
combination yiclded a death rate of
8 per cent, while the death rate
among -similar cases of puerperal in-
fection, not treated with these ¢hem-
ical combinations, was 22 per. eent.

These results point to the possibil-
ity of much gain from further de-
velcpments of chémotherapy. We
now have the promise of a useful
weapon to combat childbirth infec-
tion.

NEW YORK, Sept. 2 — Dick Mer-
rill and Harry Richman established
an unofficially computed record of
18 hours, 38 mintes from New York
to Great Britain today when they
set their monoplane “Lady Peace”
down in Wales.

Aviators praised the flight as
“hitting it on the button,” saying
the point of landing indicated the
thip was flown on a perfect great
circle course for London,

The estimated elapsed time indi-
cated the fliers had averaged 1838
miles an hour, since the great circle
route places their landing péint
about 3,300 miles from New York.

The speed, about 17 miles an hour
less than Merrill and Richman had
heped to maintain, indicated they
bucked headwinds over a great por-
tion of their journey.

Nevertheless, flicrs talked of the
trip as a new high in transatlantic
flying, both for speed and accuracy.

One of the remarkable aspects of
the trip was that neither Merrill
nor Richman are navigators. They
bascd their calculations as to posi-
tion completely on their directional
compass and its radio position finder
devices.

STOCKHOLM, (/) —Fodeclosures
on mortgaged farms, with the own-

er bundled off bag and baggage,
Swedith agricultural experts say,
are” now practically unknown in
Sweden

No' honest, hard-working farmer
need feéar the loss of his land through
crop faflures or other circumstances
beyond his control, they say..

Theé threat of the sheriff’s notice
of sale, the rise and fall of the auc-
tioneer's hammer virtually have been
eliminated. A

Tenant farmers, moreover, have
unusual opportunities, it is asserted,
to buy their farms. They also have
legal rights which give them a
defininté measure of security. The
prablem of the share-cropper is de-
clared almost non-existent

These achievements by modern ag-
riculture in Sweden, the experts say,
have been made possible by elabor-
ate land legislation dating from
the beginming of the present cen-
tury and by extensive government
finaneial aid to farmers

To' alleviate foreclosure distress,
the government in 1938 voted 10,000,-
000 kronor (about $2500000) to aid
farmers who, because of the depres-
sion, might “face the possibility of
eviction from their land.”

Problems Talked Over

The individual farmer, confronted
with financial difficulties, now ap-
peals to a local committee which
hears his case in detail. Bankers are
ealled in. Solutions to the individual
farmer's problems are talked over.
Recommendations are made to a na-
tional committee,

simply. step in and foreclose.

Po check farm tenancy Swedish
legislation has aimed at restricting
acquisition of land by industrial en-
terprises, keeping peasant properties
in peasant hands and developing
ownership of small holdings

Few Tenant Farmers

Today only a small percentage of
Swedish farms are leased. A census
in 1932 revealed that the total num-
ber 'of farms and holdings with more
than five acres of cultivated field,
247,187, or 804 per cent, were farm-
ed by the owner; 60,192, or 196 per
cent, were leased.

Leasehold farming is most common
for the really small holdings—below
five acres—and for the largest—over
