Many are too big to go
barefooted and they are asham-
ed when they go to school with
the cardboard slipped in be-
tween their foot and the big hole
in the bottom of their shoe.
There is no city nor county fund
to buy children shoes and has
not been for three years, so bring
the children’s shoes or the
money to the relief office on the
third floor of the courthouse.

LET'S KNOW
TEXAS
AND TEXANS

BY WILL H. MAYES.

A. The battle was fought, June 27,
1875, at a trading post of that name
about 18 miles from the present city
of Borger. It broke the strength of
the Comanche Indians and marked
the turning point of their control of
land in Texas, The battle, between
20 white men and 1,500 Indians, re-
sulted in the killing of one white
man and 112 Indians, with 300 In-
dians wounded, the Indians being
completely routed.

Q. We believe that the Kelly Plow
company, still operated at Long-
view, is the oldest plow manufactory
in the South. Is that true? E. P,
Longview.

A. It was organized by George
Addison Kelly at Jefferson in 1860,
Kelly came to Texas in 1852 at the
age of 20 and became foreman of a
Jefferson blacksmithing establish-
ment, which he persuaded to make
cow bells and other hollow ware,
and later designed and made a plow
that proved popular and was the
beginning of the present plant.

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TRIALS OF NEUTRALITY

Amazing things are being told about Spain. But noth-
ing—not even the horrer of what Spaniards are doing to
each other—matches the impudent, bold effrontery of the
powers which are meddling in Spanish affairs .

The trouble with neutrality is the inability of men to
feel and to act neutral. Recent reports from Spain tell of
German planes flown by German aviators on bombing ex-
peditions against the Spanish loyalists, Italian planes pick
up loads of bombs from Italian bases, fly over Spain to
drop them and return to their bases, according to the
stories which are being written by eyewitnesses.

Against such a background of interference by gov-
eraments which want to bring about the defeat of the
Spanish loyalists, their desperate regime could not be ex-
pected to remain sweet and reasonable about the neutral-
ity of other European powers. To the loyalists it must seem

that the hands-off policy .of Great Britgin and France, for
instance, amounts to little more than tacit support of the
rebels.

The government has men, but lacks material. The reb-
els have material, thanks to their foreign sponsors, but in
the long run they may find themselves short of warriors.
Furthermore, they may digcover in the not distant future a
grave lack of unity among themselves. They are an un-
natural combination, held together temporarily by a com-
mon interest in overthrowing the red government at
Madrid and supplied by foreign governments which, one
gathers, are thinking less about establishment of stability
in Spain than about the disestablishment of communism.

A QUEER WAY TO AGT

George Andrew McMahon, the discontented Irishman
who staged the startling demonstration against King Ed-
ward July 16, has started a year’s imprisonment for his
offense,

Because the English do 8o many things differently, it is
worth noting a few differences in the MeMahon case, if
anly #o skow that some of the patterns of British thinking
really are wholly unlike those prevailing in the United
States. The differemces aren’t imaginary.

McMahon was given no opportunity to appear either as
& hero or martyr. His sensationgl story of complicity was
ridicnled in the courtroom. He was convicted on a charge
of displaying a weapon with intent to “alarm” the king.

On top af this strange tendency tg play down the inci-
dent, instead of to bléW it up inte a sensation, the judge
who passed sentence on the wretched man had this to say:
“l am quite satisfied that you never, at any moment, had
any intention of harming the king. If I had thought for a
moment you had, I would be bound to take the severest
measures possible. I have come to the conclusion that you
are one of those misguided persons who think that by
notorety they can call attention to their grievances. Luck-
ily for you the police were guick enough, as they often
have been in the past, to save misguided persons from con-
sequences of their own acts.”

HOW'S,...

ETHER ANNIVERSARY

In October we will celebrate the
60th anniversary of the first public
demonstration of the effectiveness
of ether as a surgical anesthetic.

On Oct. 16, 1846, Dr. Warren, of
the Massachusetts General hospital
in Boston, first employed ether in
the surgical removal of a tumor. Dr
Warren's comment at the end of the
operation, “Gentlemen, this is no
humbug,” served to convince the
doubting audience that witnessed the
performance

The following November the dis-
covery was announced to the world
in a paper by Dr. Henry J. Bigelow,,
published in the Boston Medical and
Burgical Journal. The terms anes-
thesia and anesthetic, now universal
thesia and anesthetic, now univer-
sally used, were proposed by Oliver
Wendell Holmes.

Sulphuric ether was originally dis-
covered by a brilliant German scien-
tist by the name of Valerious Cordus
(1514-1544). He called it oleum dulce
vitriol, or the sweet oil of sulphuric
acid.

Ether has remained the leading
anesthetic. In a recent study on the
anesthetics employed over a five-
year period in 213 New York City
hospitals, it was found that ether
was employed in 51 per cent of the
operations performed. Second in [re-
quency was nitrous oxide gas, an
anesthetic discoversd 136 years ago
by S8ir Humphrey Davy, of Penzance,
England.

Recently a new anesthetic called
Ethylene has been developed. It Is

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ating gas, Certain claims of superior-
ity over ether are made for this
newer anesthetic, namely, that the
nervous, respiratory and circulatory
systems are not injured by the drug,
and that following its use, there is
less post-anesthetic vomiting and
fewer gas pains than follow the use
of ether.

There are many who, facing an
operaticn, fear more the anesthetic
than the surgical experience. To
them the loss of consciousness, “the
approach to death,” is the menacing
experience. And yet statistics show
that anesthetization at the hands
of an experd is fraught with very
little danger. One authority reports
262,002 ether anesthesias, with but
34 deaths, a a rate of 1 in 7,706. An-
other reports 45,507 ether adminis-
trations with no deaths at all.

For nitrous oxide, the records
estimated are 1 mortality in 20,000
administrations., Another authority
says 1 in 5,000,000 (probably includ-
ing dental extractions).

The person requiring a major op-
eration has little warrant for fear-
ing anesthesia. In the 60 years since
its practical introduction, much
progress has been made in this field,
50 that the risk in anesthesia has
been reduced to infinitesimal pro-
portions.
