COLD WAVE TO LINGER 
UNTIL ABOUT NOON 

TOMORROW
The weatherman pot hit finger" 

on the Panhandle region today, ! 
gave the populace a taste of freez­
ing temperatures and threw In 
snow flurries for good measure.
Pampa had an official U. 8. tem­

perature reading of 29 degrees above 
zero at 8 o ’clock this morning, cold­
est of the fall and probably the 
lowest recorded today anywhere In 
the state. The mercury registered 
30 at Amarillo.

The three degrees below freezing 
point was recorded on the Pampa 
Dally NEWS government thermom­
eter. situated at the KPDN radio 
transmitter station in Fairground 
park. On the instrument here are 
recorded the daily temperature re­
ports which are forwarded to the 
Texas office of the United 8tates 
Weather Bureau at Houston. Tlie 
Daily NEWS also maintains a gov­
ernment rain and snowfall gauge a$ 
the same place.

Snow began falling ln Pampa to­
day in mid-afternoon, melting as fastj 
as it hit the ground. The flakes 
continued to fly until shortly after-* 
ooon. McLean, Alanreed and other 
communities southeast of here re-! 
ported even heavier snowfall earhr 
oday. i

The new cold spell, blowing off thd ; 
northern Rockies, first was felt hari) 
"bout midnight last night and By • 
o'clock this morning the mercury . 
had dropped to 34 ln Pampa. Two 
hours later It had taken another 
5-point slide down to 29, the lowest 
point, at 8 a. m. ;

Traces of snow, according to As-’ 
sociated Press dispatches, fell over 
the Panhandle area from Amarillo 
to Memphis and the temperature lit 
several spots fell to sub-freertng 
levels for a brief period. Overe^M 
skies and cold rains fell over seoJ 
tions of North Texas, the showerd 
for the most part being light and, lh 
some sections, liimted to drizzles. *

The north wind carried the M  
turbance deep into Central Tern* 
today and, the weatherman lndft* 
cated, would reach the Gulf CoasP 
tonight or tomorrow.

Weather observers ln the Pan** 
handle Indicated the cold wave would 
linger until about noon tomorrow 
and then fade out here.

Borger had a low temperature' of 
32 and the mercury hovered around 
this point until nearly noon. There 
was no snow around Borger.

Rainfall at Wichita Falls, where 
the temperature dropped Ur 'IP, 
amounted to .40 o f  an inch. Reports 
indicated general but light precipi­
tation all over the area. It waa 
drizzling steadily at Wichita Falk.

Light showers fell at Tyler, Parle 
and other East Texas points, ac­
companied by decided temperature 
slumps. The mercury fell from 74 
yesterday at Paris to 47 today. Tfler 
had a 50-degree minimum.

Misty rain dampened the Dallas 
area, seeping out of overcast sides.

The “norther," dissipating balmy 
fall weather, hit Corsicana list 
night and the temperature plunged 
from 83 to 50 degrees. Corsicana 
had no rain but was cloudy.

Proposal
WASHINGTON. Oct. 22 UP) — A 

proposal to reduce transportation 
rates for crude oil one-third brought 
representatives of a group of major 
pipe line companies before the In- 
iterstate Commerce commission to 
day to file oral protests.

J. C. Donally, Indiana pipe line 
company; C. W. Morrison, Tidewater 
pipe line company; Clay Tallahan, 
Stanollnd pipe line company; J. C. 
Jackson, Texas pipe line company; 
A. M. Gee, Illinois pipe line com­
pany; T. H. Burgess, Standard Oil 
company of Ohio. The latter com­
pany approved the report of Exam­
iner J. Paul Kelley in many partic­
ulars.

The issue arose several years ago 
When a number of companies filed 
reduced rate schedules with the 
commission. They were suspended 
pending an investigation which was 
placed fn Kelley’s hands.

O f the 37 concerns named “res­
pondents”  in the case, 34 answered 
his detailed questionnaires, 19 filed 
exceptions to his report submitted 
several months ago, and one com­
pany replied to the exceptions, agree­
ing with Kelley in part.

DRUGGIST TESTIFIES 
IN TRIALOF HUSBAND

ABILENE. Oct. 22 (/P)—Diagrams 
and descriptions of the farm place 
near Trent where Mrs. Mary Dun­
can’s charred body was found In 
burned ruins o f  the house on April 
10, 1935. were given this morning by 
R. B. Johnson, Trent druggist and 
owner of the farm Where Mrs. Dun­
can lived with her husband, Clar­
ence Duncan, at the time of her 
death.

The state offered testimony of 
Johnson as the first witness in the 
trial o f Duncan, charged with mur­
der in his wife's death. J i 0 /  for 
the trial was complete late Wed­
nesday, in fbrty-second district court.

Johnson said the house was burned 
to the ground when he arrived at 
the scene, early in the morning. He 
saw the bulk o f  Mrs. Duncan’s body, 
he said, in a southeast bedroom of 
the four-room house, which fronted 
north.

Describing the premises, he said 
the cowlot was 50 or 75 steps south­
west of the house and joined a 36 
by 12 foot bam on the northeast
comer.

The witness said he arrived at the 
scene of the fire "before daylight, 
after being notified of it by the 
Trent telephone manager, who lived 
next door to him in Trent.

Duncan at the time of the fire 
was employed by a renter on the 
Johnson farm.

Trent is 20 miles west of Abilene.

Beat together until fluffy 1 egg, 1 
cup milk and 4 tablespoons melted 
butter. If you want to keep the high 
cost of butter worry out o f  your bud­
get, use a good quality o f  oleomar­
garine Instead. Or better,' use 1 ta­
blespoon of butter for flavor, and 3 
tablespoons of the substitute for fat 
and economy. Add the egg mixture 
to the flour mixture, beating only 
enough to dampen all the flour. 
Now fold In 1-2 cup canned crush­
ed pineapple. Grease 12 muffin pans, 
fill three-quarters full with dough 
and bake in quite & hot oven for 
about 25 minutes.

NAVY DEPARTMENT TD 
PROBE MARINE LAYOFF

. WASHINGTON. Oct. 24 OP)—The 
Navy department teday said an In­
vestigation would be made of asser­
tions by a marine workers union that 
shipyards holding government con­
tracts were laying*off workmen in 
an effort to destroy confidence in 
the Roosevelt administration.

A statement issued by the office 
of Admiral William H. Standley, 
chief o f  naval operations, said "an 
exhaustive investigation will be 
made by the Navy deDartment and 
appropriate action will be taken in 
the premises.”

Navy officers said the assertion 
was made in a letter sent to Secre­
taries Swanson and Perkins. > The 
letter—written hy the industrial un­
ion c f  marine and shipbuilding work­
ers of America—said hundreds of 
shipyard workers have besn laid off 
in the past few weeks, even th'-ugh 
shipyards were far behind in their 
construction schedule. .

Firms the union said were laying 
off men were the Bethlehem Ship 
corporation, Quincy, Mask.; United 
Shipyards, inc.. Staten Island. N. 
Y.; | Bath Iron Works, Bath, Me,: 
Newport News Ship Building and 
Dry Dock company, Nrwport News, 
Va.; Federal Ship Building com­
pany. Kearny. N. J., and the New 
Yo rk ship building corporation, Cam­
den, N. J.

The letter contended that deliber­
ate intent to create anti*admin»stra- 
tion feeling had been demonstrated 
"by the fact that the Sun Ship­
building corporation in Chester. Pa..” 
the only yard with any considerable 
amount of private contracts, is hir­
ing all the mechanics it can get.”

The union added that workmen ‘ 
were being given the impression 
that "private industry is putting 
them to work, while the government: 
is turning them out on the street.”

" I  see no occasion for calling an­
other session for deliberalization if 
we can’t obtain it at this time." he 
said. "I am confident, however, 
that we will get both a tax bill for 
pensions and deliberalization."
\The governor's announcement 
went a step further than a previous 
statement that he positively would 
not call another session if a tax 
bill was not passed.

He observed also that in event of 
another session a “ serious" question 
might arise as to whether members 
of this legislature or those to be 
elected in November should sit still 
in a special meeting. Many mem­
bers of this legislature have been 
defeated. •

On the other hand, Reps. John 
Fain of Weatherford, Earl Hud­
dleston of Oglesby and A. B. Tar- 
water of Plainview favored, giving 
the committee definite instructions 
against deliberalization.

It’s a fact that the Gophers have 
equaled the "Notre Dame record.”

LOUIS.— In Missouri’s capital, Jefferson City, is a 
big building which newspapermen, .lobbyists, and some 
legislators call “ Uncle Tom’s Cabin.”

The fact that this building is the state capitol will give 
you some idea how important is Tom Pendergast’s Kansas 
City political machine in Missouri politics and in any 
state-wide election.

* The Pendergast machine and fraudulent elections are 
the chief issues in the campaign. The machine, with its 
ability to deliver a huge vote, is one of the chief props for 
the commonly held theory that Missouri is in the bag for 
Roosevelt.

At the same time, revelation of huge registration 
frauds in St. Louis and Kansas City may prove to be F. D. 
R.’s outstanding campaign liability.

Democrats are predicting that Roosevelt will carry 
the state by from 100,000 to 250,000. More neutral observ­
ers are inclined to shade the former figure considerably.

The Republican attitude can best be described as hope­
ful. In 1932, the Roosevelt plurality over Hoover was 
480,000.

Paradoxically, both St. Louis, whose voting lists have 
jusf been scrubbed clean after exposure of the worst elec­
tion fraud in Missouri in history, and Kansas City, where 
critics say the registration lists are padded with 60,000 
“ ghosts,”  have had record-breaking registrations this year. 

: Although the Pendergast machine is given almost full 
credit in Kansas City, argument rages as to the proper in­
terpretation of this phenomenon in St. Louis.

“ The employers are against Roosevelt, the employes 
are for him, and the farmers are split,”  says one old-time 
Democratic leader in St. Louis.

“ The workingman and the farmer, along with the bus­
inessman, have come to realize that only Landon’s elec­
tion can save them from a disastrous future,” says a Re­
publican.

1 At any rate, the Democrats, controlling the governor­
ship, the two senatorial seats, the whole congressional 
delegation, the municipal setups in St. Louis, Kansas City, 
and other cities, along with most other offices, have a 
much superior organization for campaign and electoral 
purposes.

. Business is good and throughout the state are many 
who have been sweetened by federal spending.

Jesse W. Barrett, Republican candidate for governor, 
seems to have a much better chance of defeating Maj. 
L16yd Stark, Democratic and Pendergast candidate, than 
Landon has to beat Roosevelt.

Stark extols the New Deal. Barrett says nothing about 
national issues and makes his slogan, in effect, “ Clean up 
Kansas City.”  State-wide resentment against machine 
domination may elect nim.

KNOW YOUR COLDS
A stuffed nose, Infected eyes, 

sneezing and the secretion of copious 
amounts of musus, do not them 
selves establish the existence o f  a 
cold. These symptoms merely indi­
cate that the upper respiratory 
system has been Irritated and Is 
reacting to the irritation in its phsy- 
siologically defined manner.

Measles, hay fever, grippe and 
even emotional disturbances can 
give rise to this combination of 
symptoms, so generally interpreted 
by the public as signs of a cold. 
Hence it is valuable to be able to 
distinguish at least In a preliminary 
way the signs and symptoms of the 
common cold frr*n those o f  some 
ether, perh' ^s more serious condi­
tion.

This is advised not to encourage 
self-diagnosis, but rather to warn 
against the danger of considering the 
symptoms as pointing to “nothing 
more than a cold." when indeed they 
are due to a serious influenza, or to 
a pneumonia.

The common cold seldom If ever 
has a fulminating onset. H ie suf­
ferer doesn’t come down “ of a sud­
den” . There may be some headache 
and a general feeling of malaise. 
But there are no sharp pains in 
the chest, and seldom any sudden 
exhaustion. These iatter symptoms 
are more suggestive o f  pneumonia 
and Influenza, respectively.

Fever is not usually present at the 
onset of a common cold. On the con­
trary, the temperature is more likely 
to be slightly subnormal. The pa­
tient frequently complains of feel­
ing chilly or cold, and his skin feels 
dry and cold.

At first the nose is dry and feels 
irritated, but within a few hours 
there appears a thin and watery dis­
charge, Sneezing Is usually common 
at this stage. Subsequently the nose 
becomes stuffy and the discharge 
changes from a watery to a  thick 
consistency. The Inflammatory con­
dition may extend to involve the 
tonsils, the throat and the chest 
(bronchi).

The clincial picture then changes; 
t * w  may M  c o *  fever and pain

in the throat and chest. The uncom­
plicated common cold runs its course 
in from three days to two weeks.

The common cold is one of the 
most widespread diseases. The ma­
jority of the population experience 
from two to four colds a year. By It­
self the common cold Is not a men­
acing condition but, in that it lo v ­
ers resistance, and "opens the way" 
for m ofe serious disease, it repre­
sents a major health problem.

"Colds” that begin with fever and 
fains, colds that hang on, cold* that 

" ’knock the patient out," are not of 
the common variety. They should 
not be home treated. The patient 
should get to bed at once and call 
a doctor.

CHICAGO. Oct. 22 (/P)—Terrified 
by a jury’s decree of 199 years in 
prison for the murder of a crippled 
and aged widow. 15-year-okl Roland 
Munroe. Jr., today pinned his hope 
of escaping that penalty upon the 
possibility of a new trial.

A jury qualified for the death 
penalty—which the state, however, 
did not demand—decided in three 
hours last night that Roland was 
not Insane, as the defense contended, 
when he clubbed 65-year-old Mrs. 
Agnes Roffeis to death with her 
own cane and a tack hammer in a 
cheap robbery last August 29.

Roland, red-haired and effemi­
nate. sat in smiling indifference with 
his attorney. 8am Hoffman, as they 
awaited the jury’s finding. But when 
the sentence was read an expres­
sion of terror—the first emotion he 
had shown since the trial began— 
supplanted the smile.

“ Is there any more chance?”  he 
asked as guards led him to his cell 
at the county jail.

Hoffman assured him there was. 
The attorney had filed a new trial 
motion and Judge John Prystalski 
said he would hear arguments on 
Nov. 6.

In vain Hoffman had pleaded with 
the jury that Roland’s womanish 
addiction to perfumes and his soli­
citude for the appearance o f  his 
long, bushy hair was indicative that 
he was insane when he made the 
wolfish attack upon Mrs. Roffeis, 
left her dead body with a wire 
twisted around the neck and stole 
away in blood-stained clothes with 
his loot, a box of trinkets valued at 
less than $10.

Prosecutor Samuel Freeman, cit­
ing a psychiatrist’s report that Ro­
land was a “ moral imbecile”  but 
legally sane, urged the ’’cruel char­
acter of the crime" as a reason the 
jury should "put a high fence around 
this boy” for the rest o f his life.

SPECIAL PRIVILEGE AND TAXES 
ARE DISCUSSED BY PRESIDENT

ABOARD ROOSEVELT T R A I N  

EN ROUTE TO HARTFORD, Conn., 
Oct. 22 (/Ph- President Roosevelt
swung his flying 32-hour campaign 
tour of southern New England into 
Connecticut today after telling a 
Massachusetts audience the New 
Deal had cut taxes for the “aver­
age American”  and the choice in 
this election, as in the past, lay be­
tween “Democracy” and 'special 
privilege" in taxation.

Carrying memories o f  Bay State 
crowds that surpassed In numbers 
all others in his re-election cam­
paign travels, the chief executive 
headed by special train for Hartford 
for early morning flood control con­
ferences, a brief talk on the capital 
steps, and another long auto tour 
through Connecticut towns before 
heading from Stamford back to 
Washington for the week-end.

“Taxes,”  he said, “are higher for 
those who can arford to pay high 
taxes. They are lower for those who 
can afford to pay less.

YESTERYEAR NOT 
IN NEWS

GREAT THRONG STANDS IN RAIN TO HEAR ROOSEVELT

CHICAGO. Oct. 22 oTV-The Chi­
cago Crime Commission's case re­
ports on “public enemies" of yester­
year disclosed today the erstwhile 
hoodlum headliners were down to 
paragraphs—or less—in accounts of 
the day’s events.

Death, violent or natural; im­
prisonment. flight and apparent re­
form had placed the designation 
“ former" before the names of one­
time beer barons, vice overlords and 
racketeers, said Col. Henry Barrett 
Chamberlain, operating director of 
the commission.

Repeal o f  prohibition and exploits 
o f  the Dillinger school o f kidnap 
outlaws robbed the dry era “big 
shots" o f crime o f  the spotlight, he 
said.

Six and a half years ago. in April. 
1930, the commission listed 28 "pub­
lic enemies” and the colonel s records 
today showed:

Nine dead, three in penitentiaries, 
one g  fugitive from justice. 15 at 
liberty with no charges against 
them.

A1 Capone, o f course, was the No. 
1 man. He went to Alcatraz p e n i ­
tentiary as an income tax dodger 
and the government gave notice only 
this week it would sell his big villa at 
Miami Beach. Fla., to satisfy a $51.- 
498 federal tax lien filed against his 
wife.

George (Bugs) Moran's gang from 
the North Side used to war furiously 
with the Capones over bootleg 
"rights" and both made tall head­
lines on St. Valentine’s day, 1929. 
when seven of Moran's boys were 
lined up in a garage and chopped 
down with machine guns.

The police humiliated Bugs the 
other day by picking him up on 
general suspicion. It was no head­
lines and the case was dismissed. 
He said he was operating a coal 
mine now at Morris. 111. Other 
sources said the government was in­
vestigating his income.

Terry Druggan. jailed and released 
after a policy showup this week, said 
he was a '’ legitimate brewer.”  His 
one-time partner in the beer racket. 
Frankie Lake, was said to be in the 
ice business in Detroit.

In 1933, the Mustang band was 
taken to San Francisco for the first 
Mustang-St, Mary's game. The band 
took the San Francisco fans by 
storm. Between halves the stands 
rose to a man and gave the Texas 
musicians the finest tribute possible. 
In 1934, the band was taken along 
to New York with the team and 
metropolitan fans still talk about 
the tunes played by these boys. Dur­
ing the game they were invited by 
the president of the Columbia 
Broadcasting System to play a pro­
gram on the network. As a result 
o f the New York trip that year, the

sicians stole the hearts of Los An­
geles fans. When the Mustangs were 
invited back to California, this fam­
ous band went back with them to be 
the first visiting band to perform in 
the Rose Bowl. At the same time 
they played a week's engagement in 
one o f  the theaters and, as the Los 
Angeles papers expressed It, "they 
out-Hollywooded Hollywood."

The Mustang head coach, Matty 
Bell, played his football at Centre 
college In 1916, 1917, 1918 and 1919, 
when the famous Praying Colonels 
were the toast of the fotball world. 
Bell played quarterback, guard and 
end during his college career, but It 
was at end that he played his last 
two best years.

Immediately following his gradua­
tion in the spring of 1920. Bell be­
came head coach of Haskell insti­
tute. He remained there for two 
vears and then served as coach at

Carroll college In Wisconsin. In the 
fall o f 1923 he took the post at 
Texas Christian university where he 
remained for six seasons. He was 
largely responsible for starting Texas 
Christian up in the football world, 
and during his last three years he 
had a team that was a real con­
tender for the conference cham­
pionship.

In 1929. Bell was called to Texas 
A. and M. to replace Dana X. Bible, 
who had departed for Nebraska. He 
served as head coach of the Texas 
Aggies for five years, 1929-1933.

Bell went to Southern Methodist 
as an assistant coach under Ray 
Morrisc i in 1934. The Mustangs 
had a great season under Morrison 
and Bell that fall. Following Mor­
rison’s resignation from S. M. U. to 
accept the coaching job  at his alma 
mater, Vanderbilt, Bell was the 
unanimous choice to succeed M orri­
son as head coach of the Mustangs. 
In his first year as head coach, he 
guided the Mustangs through a 12- 
game schedule undefeated, and saw

his team invited to the Rose Bowl 
where 8. M. D. bowed to Stanford,
7-0.

Morrison, the original ringmaster 
o f  the Mustangs’ aerial circus, left 
Bell some mighty fine talent when 
he departed for Vanderbilt, and 
among the clever ball-passers was 
numbered his own son, Jack. Jack 
Morrison is doing a  pretty good Job 
o f  carrying on the work started by 
his famous dad and Is rated one of 
the most clever ball-handlers on  the 
Mustang squad.

The presence o f  Morrison’s son In 
the Mustang lineup calls to mind 
that the sons o f  other outstanding 
coaches are making their marks on 
the grid-iron today. “ Navy Bill” 
Ingram’s boy is one of the best ball 
carriers at Annapolis this fall.

Andy Kerr has two of his off-spring 
on  the Colgate squad. Next fall an­
other Knute Rockne will be seeking 
gridiron fame at Notre Dame. Knute 
Jr. is star quarterback at the Mimia 
Military academy and is headed for 
South Bend.
