The cow testing assoclation con-
sists of about twenty.six farmers
who co-operate and employ a trained
tester to test their cows for gconoms

The tester spends ohe day a month
on each farm and obtains a complete

terfat production, feed consutied,
feed cost, growth, and lacome, and
income over feed.

The first cow testing assoclation in
the United States was that organized
at Newaygo County, Michigan, in
1905. BSince then, there has becn a
fairly constant growth  until 1923
shows a tally of 732 cow testing r.ss
soclations with excellent prospects of
the number doubling within the next

three years.
