••xceptlon of the main oil field road.
In two weeks large numbers of 

business men from the Amat-tllo con­
vention will visit Pampa and Its oil 
and wheat Aelda—this section la be­
ing prospected now as never before 
by business men and farm ers from 
over the entire southwest.

About th ree quarters of a mile of 
this road stands under water for sev­
eral days following a rain Mr. ('lark  
Is of the opinion that this section of 
the rosd can be drained by a shallow 
ditch to  the north.
