The ailment which caused Ma­
dame Schumann-Heink's death be­
came grave six months ago. halting 
her on the threshold of a film ca­
reer which Producer Jesse Lasky 
predicted would make her an out­
standing star

It was lasky who gave her a bit 
in her first movie, "Here's To Ro­
mance," and her characterization 
was so favorably received upon the 
picture's release last year that Lasky 
and a rival concern raced crass 
country to Chicago to sign her to a 
contract. The rival won.

As the news of Madame Schu- 
mann-Heink’s death was made 
known, spontaneous outbursts of 
sorrow and acclaim of her genius 
were evoked from noted admirers.

AUSTIN. Nov. 18 UPi—After the 

first of next month, bettors at Texas 
horse race tracks in the aggregate 
will begin losing another cent of 
each dollar they wager.

The track’s "take” of each pool 
will become eleven Instead of ten 
per cent. Bettors who shove $1,000 
into the windows, for example, will 
get only $890 back. The track's 
share will be only $70 instead of the 
present $75 but the state's will be $40 
instead of the present $25.

Mrs. Elizabeth Threatt. secretary 
of the racing commission, said the 
Texas "take" then would be higher 
than in any other state except Cal­
ifornia.

Track men contend heavy tax 
places them at a considerable disad­
vantage in competition with book­
makers, who operate Illegally. The 
bookies don't have to pay a tax. 
have no money tied up in a track, 
aren't forced to give purses to the 
horsemen and don't pay the track 
odds on the longest "long shots."

Rep. Pat Dwyer of San Antonio 
proposed in the special session that 
bookmakers' operations be legalized 
and they be forced to pay a license 
fee of $5,000 a year each. He claimed 
the levy would raise $10,000,000 an­
nually. far more than is realized 
from the tax on tracks. Observers 
say there is no chance of enactment 
of such a law in the near future.

The tax on track bets will be five 
times as large as it was when racing

Davy Jones, and his royal 
court, come over the ship's side.

STUDENTS HELD IN KILLING

REX TUGWELL 
RESIGNS NEW 

DEAL OFFICE
Will Quit W o r k  in F e w  

Weeks; Dr. Alexander 
Will Succeed Him.

WASHINGTON. Nov. 18 i/P>— Rex- 
ford Guy Tugwell announced today 
he had resigned his two jobs in the 
Roosevelt administration to become 
executive in a molasses company.

In Memphis, Tenn . Tugwell told 
newsmen he had handed President 
Roosevelt his resignation as under 
secretary of agriculture and admin­
istrator of the resettlement adminis­
tration.

Shortly afterwards the American 
Molasses company In New York an­
nounced he would become executive 
vice president of that firm.

In the absence of the president— 
now en route to Buenos Aires—the 
White House made public Tugwell's 
letter of resignation and the latter's 
acceptance with the statement that 
later on I fully expect to ask you 

to come back to render additional 
service."

Tugwell told reporters Dr. W W. 
Alexander, chief deputy in the reset­
tlement administration, would suc­
ceed him in that post.

Spokesmen at the agriculture de­
partment said they had no idea who 
might succeed Tugwell as under sec­
retary.

Alexander. 52-year old former 
clergyman, has been much Interest­
ed In racial and tenant problems 
and has been Tugwell's assistant 
for a year and a half.

The White House exchange of let­
ters disclosed no definite date for 
Tugwell's resignation to become ef­
fective was stipulated, the President 
assert ing that when lie had returned 
from tils trip to South America 
that could be talked over between 
them

Tugwell's letter was handed to 
President Roosevelt yesterday, a few 
hours before the chief executive left 
on the first stage of his Journey to 
the Buenos Aires peace conference.

Tuvwell said he would continue 
his interest in low Income farmers 
and that he would serve on Presi­
dent Roosevelt's tenancy commis­
sion to which he was appointed yes­
terday.

Collegian Is Arrested 
After Kidnaping 

And Shooting
FORT WORTH. Nov. 18 OP)—Two 

youths—one wearing the uniform of 
an R. O. T. C. eadet of North Texas 
Agricultural college—were held to­
day in the death of Roy Tipton. 48. 
who was kidnaped and shot during 
a robbery attempt last night.

Charges of assault to murd?r and 
assault to rob were filed against 
Noel Cowden. 17. N. T. A C. cadet, 
and Kenneth Eberly. 18, Arlington 
high school student.

Tipton died at a hospital after 
telling officers how he was forced 
to drive with two youths, in his own 
car. to a point just west of Arling­
ton and how he was wounded when 
he struggled for possession of a gun.

H. H Cotton, who operates a cafe 
on the pike, heard the shot and dis­
covered the wounded man in the 
automobile. He called an ambu­
lance.

Young Cowden was arrested' at a 
pike cafe shortly after the shooting. 
The woman operator notified police 
he was loitering around the back 
door of the place. Officers noticed 
blood on his trench coat and held 
him for further Investigation. Later 
he was identified by Tipton as the 
cadet who fired the shot.

The Eberly youth was taken into 
custody at his home in Arlington 
after detectives learned he had been 
seen earlier in the night with Cow­
den. Young Eberly signed a state­
ment in the district attorney's office.

Schoolmates of the Cowden youth 
were shocked Wednesday morning. 
He had been regarded as an excep­
tionally good student, both In high 
school, where he graduated last 
spring, and at N. T. A. C. He was 
a football player at Arlington high 
school and president of the Hi-Y 
club. He had been a student at N. 
T. A C only six weeks but made a 
B average during that time.

At the C M. T. C. camp last sum­
mer Cowden was cited for being an 
outstanding cadet and won medals 
in boxing and marksmanship.

TO FLEE FROM 
REBEL BOMBS

SUBWAY STATIONS ARE 
CROWDED WITH 

REFUGEES
BY A. E. STUNTZ.

| ROME. Nov. 18 —Italy and
Germany, the world's great Fascist 
power., formally recognized the 
insurgent regime of Dictator-Des­
ignate Francisco Franco in Spain 
today.
The Joint action came on the 

Italian "day of ignominy and Ini-, 
quity," the first anniversary of the 
day on which most of Europe’s pow­
ers — not including Germany — re­
sorted to League of Nations sanc­
tions in a futile effort to stop 
Italy's conquest of Ethiopia.

It followed by less than a month 
in Italo-German agreement under 
which the two countries, both ac- 
used by the Spanish and Russian 
•overnments of aiding the Spanish 
nsurgents with men and arms, 
igreed to work together on major 
problems of Europe.

MADRID. Nov. 18 </P)—'Weary 
thousands streamed out of Ma­
drid's packed subway stations to­
day, after a night of terror, to 
view the blackened skeletons of 
buildings and great shell and bomb 
craters in the heart of the captaL
A nightmare of bombardment and 

great fires which found white-faced 
Madrilenos packed four deep in the 
underground city, took many lives 
and caused incalculable property 
damage gave way to bright sunshine 
and a lull In the battle for the 
Spanish capital.

One early morning air raid was 
directed at the Ventas workers' sec­
tion and the vicinity of the Toledo 
bridge, but big guns of Fascist in­
vaders limited themselves to occa­
sional shots along the southern and 
western front.

Bullding-to-building fighting in 
University City, the no man's land 
within tiie northwestern limits of 
Madrid subsided into sporadic ex­
changes of rifle and machine gun 
fire.

Many of those who jammed the 
subway stations tried to push aboard 
trains running to the eastern sec­
tions of Madrid and away from the 
bombarded western and central por­
tions.

LILLE. France, Nov. 18 (A*)—Min­
ister of the Interior Roger 8alengro 
died today ip a sealed and gas-filled 
room, a sucitle, his brother said, be­
cause of a rightist "campaign of 
infamy."

His death created grave new prob­
lems for the French government 
of Premier Leon Blum.. Observers 
considered the passibility the rightist 
opposition, which had repeatedly 
charged Salengro was a war-time 
deserter, might base a new attack 
on the grounds that the government 
protected a "guilty" man.

Both a court, of honor and the 
chamber of deputies recently cleared 
Salengro of the desertion charges, 
which rightists described as consti­
tuting "betrayal'' of France.

Salengro* private secretary con­
firmed the suicide announcement 
by Henri Salengro. the minister's 
brother, who declared Roger Salen­
gro was “harrassed and broken in 
hcatlh by the campaign of infamy 
against him."

At the same time it was learned 
in Paris that the cabinet had re­
ceived new and secret charges 
against Minister Salengro during a 
meeting Tuesday.

The death, which occurred about 
8 o'clock this morning, was sur­
rounded by mystery for several 
hours. First annuoncements said 
the cause of death was heart dis­
ease.

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LABOR WARFARE IN SOUTHWEST
FRIDGES A R E  BURNED 

AND SEVEN KILLED 
IN CONFLICT

8HREVEPORT, La., Nov. 18 (/P>— 

While the A. P. of L. and the C. L
• O. battle to a showdown, the Big 

Pour brotherhoods of American rail­
roaders wage a major labor strug­
gle of their own along the right-of-

.  way o f the Louisiana & Arkansas 
Railway.

I t  is a conflict that began six 
years ago, subsided intermittently, 
flared anew Sept. 19 with a strike 
Call affecting 500 union trainmen.

Sporadic violence since has claim­
ed seven lives. Bridge burnings, de­
railments, and sniping along the 
300-mile main line of the road from 
Shreveport to New Orleans have 
taken unestimated property toll.

Initially, the troubles of the Lou­
isiana St Arkansas Railway began

• in 1930, when Harvey W. Couch and 
his brother, C. P. Couch, acquired 
the line. Decision o f the new man­
agement to Inaugurate altered pay 
schedules and working rules met

" with immediate opposition o f the 
Big Pour Brotherhoods.

Repeated employer-employe nego­
tiations proved fruitless. Eventually, 
strike ballots were taken and medi­
ation boards called in, but with no 
success.

President Hoover at one time 
named emergency boards under the 
authority o f the Railway Labor act 
to conduct mediation hearings. 
President Roosevelt took the same 
step.

In  each case, however, officials of 
the road and employes deadlocked 
on a final settlement. Failure to 

. break this Impasse caused the 
Roosevelt board to withdraw recent­
ly from further action in the case. 
Violence has flared sporadically, 
meanwhile.

„  On Sept. 28, shortly after the 
present strike was called, the crack 
New Orleans-bound passenger train 
was derailed near Winnfield. La., 
the birthplace of the late Huey 
Long, resulting in the death o f En­
gineer H. Vaught and J. T. Dempsey, 
guard. Several other members o f the 
crew were Injured.

Strikers contended the wreck was 
caused from excessive speed on a 
sharp curve. Railroad officials 
charged that a switch was deliber­
ately thrown.

Trainmen Are Attacked
Less than a month later. Oct. 20, 

,a  group of women, allegedly strike 
sympathizers, boarded a passenger 
train at Minden and attacked the 
engineer.

When E. P. Salisbury, chief en­
g in ee r  o f the line, intervened, the 
'  women attacked him and, it is 
charged, ripped o ff part of his cloth­
ing.

The remainder o f the crew, except 
two negro brake men, fled the train. 
The negroes were beaten.

The saihe night, railroad officials 
claim, a section foreman was at­
tacked and severely beaten near 
Waskom, Tex. The following night 
the Waskom station operator, they 
assert, was attacked by three men 
and a woman, unidentified.

About the same time a railroad 
bridge was burned at Jonesville, La., 
and on Oct. 26 another span was 
fired near Destrehan. Oct. 22 a pas­
senger train of the Louisiana St Ar­
kansas line was fired upon in the 
train yards at Alexandria, La., but 
no one was wounded. Three nights 
later a group of women attacked 
and severely beat a fireman on this 
run.

Guard Is Slain
Violence flared again on Nov. 3, 

when a second New Orleans-bound 
passenger train was ambushed near 
Winnfield and a special guard, Max 
Osborne, riding on the engine cab, 
was shot and killed.
• The fireman was badly injured 
and officials said the engineer's neck 
was grazed by a bullet. Strike-break­
ing crews now operate the lines.

Nearly a week later, Nov. 9, the 
♦headon collision o f two Louisiana 
St Arkansas freight trains near 
Grant, La., brought death to four 
more trainmen. In this wreck died 
H. G. Hunter, engineer; C. C. Steel­
man, fireman; 8. W. Wright, guard; 
and Prentiss Frazier, brakeman.

Women Again Attack
Railroad officials attributed the 

wreck to failure of Hunter to observe 
a stop order to clear the road for 
another train. Strikers attributed 
the accident to “ inefficiency o f the’ 
strike-breaking trainmen.”

The next day, Nov. 10, women 
strike sympathizers again are alleg­
ed to have entered the picture, 
beating and tearing clothing from a 
Louisiana St Arkansas engine crew 
in the Minden, La., yards.

A t this Juncture Gov. Richard W. 
Leche called in railroad officials and 

» union representatives for new arbi­
tration efforts.

But even as mediation efforts 
were resumed, two of the road’s 
freight trains were derailed, one at

* Jamestown, La , and the second at 
Spring Hill, La.

Three trainmen were slightly in­
jured in one derailment and W. N. 
Adams, vice president o f the L. St N. 
A., charged that "vandals" caused 
both derailments.

Other derailments have occurred 
in recent weeks, some resulting in 
serious damage, but with no injur­
ies. Railroad officials described them 
as “normal wrecks ” Strikers charg­
ed, however, that they were caused 
6y "inefficient crews."

Authorities o f Louisiana. Texas, 
and Arkansas, states through which 
the railroad runs, have refused rail­
way guards permission to carry fire­
arms.

Dr. Dafoe Rests in New York

AUSTIN, Nov. 17 (/P>—Liuet-Gov. 
Walter F. Woodul is convinced the 
best way to assemble a large crowd 
is to obtain the presence o f a movie 
star. He was at the Centennial 
exposition in Dallas on John Boles 
day.

Woodul and Boles were school­
mates at the University o f Texas, 
and the former remembers that the 
motion picture star showed musical 
promise then, being a member of a 
campus trio.

When Woodul attended ceremonies 
Incident to the presentation o f an 
honorary degree to Jesse H. Jones, 
chairman of the Reconstruction F i­

Woodul and other Hous­
tonians sent 19 rockets Into the air 
in quick succession as the Jones 
train arrived.

Explanation Of Federal 
Old-Age Benefits

EDITOR'S NOTE—This is an­
other in the series of questions 
and answers dealing with many 
phases of the governmentment’s 
Social Security legislation which 
goes into effect next Jan. 1. The 
questions and answers are de­
signed to fully explain provisions 
o f the act.

Q. 21. Suppose in one year my 
wages are $2,000 from one em­
ployer and $3,000 from another, how 
miifch o f my wages for that year 
will be counted in the computation 
of benefits?

A. $5,000.
Q. 22. How much of my wages 

would be counted in the computa­
tion o f benefits if in* one year my 
wages are $3,500 from one employer 
and $3,500 from another?

A. $6,000. Only the first $3,000 
a year from each employer will be 
counted as annual wages in the 
computation o f benefits.

Q. 23. I f  I  work for an employer 
who furnishes me with a house in­
stead o f paying me entirely in cash, 
will only the wages in cash be 
counted in my total wages?

A. No. The law provides that, If 
remuneration for employment is in 
any form other than cash, the cash 
value of such remuneration will be 
considered as wages.

Q. 24. How much will the use of 
the house count In my total wages?

A. The cash value of the use of a 
house which is furnished by the 
employer to the employee will be 
determined in computing wages.

Q. 25. I f  use of a house is deter­
mined to be worth $25 a month and 
my wages in cash are $125 a monpr, 
how much will my wages for a year 
amount to?

A. Your wages In cash will amount 
to $1,500 a year. To tills will be 
added the cash value of rent for the 
house, which at $25 a month would 
be $300 a year. Your total wages 
for the year would In such case be 
considered as $1,800 for the purpose 
of computing benefits.

BENEFITS.
(Whenever the term "wages" Is 

used, it refers to wages for serv­
ices performed after 1936 and be­
fore age 65 in included employ­
ments.)
Q. 26. How is the amount of bene­

fit computed?
A. The amount of benefit will be 

determined by the amount of total 
wages from employment after Dec. 
31, 1936, and before the age of 65.

Q. 27. How can I  tell what my 
benefits will be?

A. The first step will be to add up 
all your wages for employment after 
Dec. 31, 1936. In doing this, you 
will not include remuneration from 
any of the employments listed under 
the answer to Question 10. Further­
more, I f  your wages in any one 
calendar year during this period 
were more than $3,000 from one em­
ployer, you will not Include the 
amount above $3,000.
Monthly Federal Old-Age Retire­

ment Benefits.
Q. 28. After finding the total 

amount of my wages by this method, 
how can I  then figure the amount 
of monthly Federal old-age retire­
ment benefits?

A. I f  your total wages are less than 
$2,000, you are not eligible for 
monthly retirement benefits. I f  your 
total wages are $2,000 or more but 
not in excess o f $3,000. your monthly 
benefits will equal *4 per cent o f 
your total wages. I f  your total 
wages are more than $3,000, your 
monthly benefits will equal % per 
cent o f the first $3,000 plus 1/12 per 
cent of any amouirt over $3,000 up 
to total wages of $45,000. I f  your

total wages are more than $45,000, 
your monthly Federal old-age re­
tirement benefits will be V4 per cent 
of the first $3,000 plus 1/12 per cent 
of $42.00 plus 1/24 percent of all over 
$45,000, up to atotal that will provide 
a monthly payment of $85, .the high­
est monthly payment that will be 
made.

Q. 29. Why was this method of 
calculating the amount of monthly 
Federal old-age retirement benefits 
adopted?

A. The purpose o f paying a higher 
percentage o f the smaller amounts 
of total wages is to provide more 
liberal benefits for lower-paid work­
ers. Workers who are already mid­
dle-aged will also benefit by this 
provision, since their total wages 
used in the computation o f benefits 
will be- wages for only a few years.

Q. 30. I f  I  become 50 on July 1, 
1936, and from June, 1936, until I 
reach 65 my wages average $160 a 
month, how much will my total 
wages be?

A. Only wages from employment 
after Dec. 31, 1936, can be included. 
Your sixty-fifth birthday occurs on 
July 1, 1951, and you will be able to 
include wages from employment dur­
ing 14)4 years, or 174 months. I f  
your wages during this period 
amount to an average of $150 a 
month, your total wages will be $26,- 
100.

Q. 31. I f  my total wages are $26,100 
when I  reach 65, what will my 
monthly old-age retirement benefits 
be?

A. The amount of your monthly 
Federal old-age retirement benefits 
will be ' i  per cent of the first $3,000 
plus 1/12 per cent of the remaining 
$23,100.
M per cent o f $3,000...............$15.00
1/12 per cent o f $23,100............ 19.25

NEW YORK, Nov. 18 </P>—Many 
millions of dollars were sluiced to­
day into the nation’s rising stream 
of purchasing power by year-end 
wage increases, larger dividends and 
Christmas bonuses.

Previously the autumn wage in­
crease tide had swept over the steel, 
woolen and worsted, meat packing 
and parts of the rubber, motor and 
miscellaneous manufacturing indus­
tries, lifting payrolls of more than 
1,000,000 workers by upwards of
$100,000,000 annually.

WAREHOUSE SUPPLIES 
TO BE EXHAUSTED 

IN 10 DAYS
BY CLARK LEE.

HONOLULU. Nov. 18 (/P)—A seri­
ous food shortage in Hawaii was pre­
dicted by business men here today 
unless the 19-day-old maritime 
strike Is settled quickly.

With prices rising steadily, busi­
ness leaders estimated a crisis will 
develop within the next ten days 
when warehouse supplies o f eggs, 
fresh vegetables and potatoes will be 
nearly exhausted. Rice supplies, the 
major Item In the diet o f Hawaii’s 
Oriental population, are already sold 
out.

Faced with the certainty of a 
Thanksgiving without turkey, house­
wives are becoming alarmed as food 
prices rise and it becomes Increas­
ingly difficult to obtain fruits and 
vegetables for their children.

Housewives said smaller stores 
have raised the price of eggs, milk, 
and butter approximately eight per 
cent and the cost of Imported vege­
tables had been doubled In some 
cases.

Importers agreed continuation of 
the present situation would skyrock­
et prices In a few weeks.

Gov. Joseph B. Poindexter is con­
sidering an appeal to the navy de­
partment to permit the use of 
Uhited States fleet transpbrts to- 
bring supplies here. The governor 
already has appealed to President 
Roosevelt to act In relieving the 
situation In the Islands. He point­
ed o.ut the additional drain on food 
supplies by upwards of 700 travelers 
and 900 striking seamen stranded 
here by the tie-up.

Honolulu annually consumes 83,- 
000,000 pounds o f rice. Wholesale 
firms reported they had no rice left | 
and very little was in the hands o f I 
retailers.

Fifty per cent of the monthly con- ' 
sumption of 120,000 dozen eggs Is 
imported. The present supply is j 
sufficient forw10 more days.

The daily production of milk has' 
declined 10 per cent, and Is steadily |

Every wise home-owner and business-owner carries 
insurance— but if he is really wise, he will realize that 
his policy, no matter how complete, can never complete­
ly pay for the results of a fire. He will realize that pre­
vention is better than cure— and that systematic fire 
prevention, carried on by every individual as well as by 
the authorities, is good business that keeps money in all 
our pockets.

DAILY WASHINGTON LETTER

TH E  N O B E L  P R IZ E ?
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By Rodney Dutcher-
WASHINGTON.-—Predictions as to the harmony or 

discord which may be expected between a president 
and a new Congress are as often wrong as right.

Checking the list, it would appear that this Congress 
would be neither more radical nor more conservative 
than the last.

However, Congress in the main is more conservative 
than the president. It can be more “ radical”  when large 
pressure groups are bent on raiding the treasury, but 
it can also be much more conservative when expensive 
high-pressure lobbyists from Wall Street come to Wash­
ington to block a White House program.

There’s a common theory now that Roosevelt need 
but snap his fingers in the next session to exact con­
gressional obedience. Only 17 of the 96 senators will be 
Republicans and that includes several progressives. Only 
89 of 435 House members will be Republicans. So it is 
argued that Congress will again be a “ rubber stamp” 
for Roosevelt.

This theory fails to take several things into account. 
Although many members of Congress rode back into 
office on the Roosevelt coattails, that doesn’t mean that 
any of them will support Roosevelt legislation out of 
gratitude.

Even though it will be impossible to find any effec­
tive opposition outside the Democratic ranks, those ranks 
have managed to provide effective opposition in the 
oast. And a president proverbially has a harder time in 
his second term to control Congress.

Furthermore, despite all the speeches of Republican 
campaigners and Liberty Leaguers, it just isn’t true that 
Congress has served as Roosevelt’s “rubber stamp.”  It 
became especially recalcitrant after the big Democratic 
victory in the 1934 elections, when nearly all candidates 
rode in on New Deal popularity.

NEW YORK—Almost every day 
someone writes in to ask some ques­
tion about New York. A  high school 
teacher in Minneapolis wants to 
know where James Melton went to 
school. A factory hand in North 
Carolina has written a novel and 
desires the name o f a reputable lit­
erary agent. The daughter of a Utah 
rancher is interested in collecting. 
Irish lace and is anxious to get in 
touch with others who are inter­
ested in the same thing.

These queries are direct and easily 
answered. But sometimes a stickler 
comes through, such as this one 
from the wife of a Louisiana rice 
planter. . . “ You’ve been writing 
about the metropolis for years now.” 
she says. “Tell me, what is New 
York?”

Madame. I  wish I  knew. I  might 
call it a modernized Babylon with a 
ballyhoo complex. But then so is 
London with its Piccadilly circus, 
and so is Paris with its Champs 
Elysees and its over-stuffed Mont­
martre. Frankly. I  don’t know what 
New York is. But, I  can tell you 
this:

Hotels Ban 13th Floor
New York is a place where Jane 

Pickens keeps three telephones in 
her boudoir, and all o f them ring 
at the same time: where the Para­
dise restaurant, famous for its nudes, 
has never had a girl whose first 
name was really "Eve” ; where hotels 
refuse to have a “ 13th” floor be­
cause their patrons are superstitious 
and where Eugene O'Neill visits Just 
twice a year—to see his dentist.

It  is where Lillian Gish keeps 
a pet parrot in her drawing room, 
where George M. Cohan insists on

having his shirts initialed, where 
plays that should be hits fold over 
night and where those without merit 
sometimes linger indefinitely.

New York is a metropolis where 
modernized surface passenger trans­
port has supplanted street cars on 
all the main thoroughfares—except 
the two which are synonymous with 
New York itself. Bgoad way and 
Forty-second street.

It  is also a place where Leslie 
Howard spends his o ff days play­
ing polo, where international horse 
shows and local flea circuses vie for 
patronage in the same neighborhood, 
where Jack Dempsey run* a restaur­
ant and referees prize fights, where 
the Communist party has its head­
quarters on capitalistic Fifth avenue.

•Not E\en New York*
Too, New York is a community 

where Clifton Webb keeps a ba­
boon for a pet. where a theatrical 
agent noted for his stinginess died 
(so the doctors say) o f an "enlarged 
heart”. Where the manager o f a 
revue with an undressed chorus 
wears a toupee “to keep from looking 
so nude.”

New York is where a former opera 
diva warbles tunes in a nightclub, 
where a dealer in junk made a for­
tune out of rusty tin cans, where 
people are Introduced and get mar­
ried within a day. where gratitude is 
only an ironic myth, where Harry 
Richman never wears a hat.

So it goes. New York is a place 
where these things happen every 
hour and every day. As for saying 
Just what New York is. I  don't 
know. Ford Maddox Ford once wrote. 
"New York isn’t America." Indeed, 
I'm  beginning to believe that New 
York isn't even New York.

Christmas if  they only receive and 
never give. Giving tactfully and 
with imagination is in itself an art 
and cannot be learned to early. And 
half the fun o f Christmas lies In 
getting ready for it. The day after 
Christmas is and should be an anti­
climax. The Important part of the 
festival lies in its preparation, and 
can be stretched over a period of 
weeks, with Christmas Day as a 
grand finale.

I t  is too bad to deprive the chil­
dren of the fun of preparation. 
They, too, want secrets which they 
are bursting to tell; the excitement 
o f doing up parcels; the thrill of 
poking their work out o f sight when 
someone comes into the room. Most 
of all they want the Joy of seeing 
faces light up with surprise and plea­
sure when they make their presen­
tations on Christmas morning.

Half the Christmas spirit is gone 
if one has nothing to give. The little 
child feels this even if  he does not 
explain it. Let him learn early that 
no one is to little or too poor to 
share with someone else.

. Roosevelt wa# overruled by the Senate when he 
sought American adherence to the World Court. Nearly 
all his tax measures have "been chewed almost beyond 
recognition. His vetoes o f veterans’ benefit bills have 
been overridden.

Congress made important changes in the securities, 
stock market, and public utility holding company mea­
sures. Repeated administration efforts to obtain adequate 
food and drug protective legislation have failed. The 
A A A  amendments were blocked entirely at one session 
and passed at the next only after extensive rejiggering.

The long haggling and revision which preceded pas­
sage o f the $4,500,000,000 work relief bill, including 
Roosevelt’s defeat on the prevailing wage issue, caused 
the president’s prestige to suffer.

And few  will ever know how many legislative pro­
posals were snatched back from Capitol Hill or buried 
before they saw daylight on the assurance of congression­
al leaders that they could not pass.

Some observers see the next Congress as a group of 
shifting blocs in which nearly every member, as usual, 
will be primarily out for himself.

Labor legislation has usually had little trouble during 
the New Deal and probably will have less than ever now. 
But legislation affecting corporate setups and corporate 
profit* may encounter hard sledding.

RESPIRATORY DISEASES 
IN  THE YOUNG

During the last 20 years, the In­
fant mortality rate and the deaths 
due to the common infectious diseas­
es o f childhood have been very 
appreciably reduced. Heretofore the 
diseases of the digestive tract, and 
principally cholera Infantum, ac­
counted for a large percentage of 
the mortality among infants and 
young children.

Thanks to the pasturleation of 
milk, the refrigeraUon of foods and 
the general improved anti-bacterial 
and dirt cleanliness, diseases of the 
digestive tract in the young have 
been reduced.

In prominence, therefore, today 
stands out the respiratory diseases.

Certain anatomic and physologic 
facts concerning the respiratory sys­
tem of the young child will help us 
to understand why youngsters are 
particularly susceptible to respira­
tory diseases, and why once develop­
ed. they prove so serious a menace.

The respiratory mechanism has to 
start work quite suddenly within a 
few moments after birth. This abrupt 
taking over o f the task of oxygen­
ating the blood in the newborn may 
account for the marked liability of 
the young infant to respiratory in­
fection.

Significant, too. is the young 
child's low resistance to Infection. 
Germs which in the adult may 
cause a mild condition are In the 
infant and young child quite likely 
to cause very severe or even fatal 
diseases. As the child grows older, 
it acquires greater immunity, so that 
after the age o f three or four it is 
able to withstand respiratory infec­
tions much better.

The heat-regulating mechanism 
of the child Is also unstable In its 
operations. The result Is that the 
child Is not always able to meet 
the respiratory requirements of in­
fection.

The respiratory system plays a 
very Important role In regulating the 

o f the body. In the in­

fant and young child, the surfaces 
presented by the so-called bronchial 
tree are large In ratio to the air 
cell area. ThLs in part explains the 
frequent involvement of its bron­
chial structures by so-called bron­
chitic inflammations.

The respiratory system of the 
child has a protective mechanism 
consisting of lymphatic tissue (ton­
sils. adenoids, lyaaph glands) which, 
while o f value in fighting o ff in­
fections. is likely to prove a source 
o f chronic infection. The various 
lymph glands, subsequent to an 
acute infection, may fall to return to 
their former state. They may be­
come* so enlarged that they Inter­
fere with normal breathing and may 
continue to harbor a smouldering 
Infection.

8chool authorities and civic lead­
ers were being urged today to sup­
port the Harvester football team 
by attending the game Friday, 
the last home game of the season. 
Attendance at Harvester football 
games in Pam pa this season has 
not been as large as in former 
years when the team won more 
games but the expense of operat­
ing the club has been Just as 
great. School authorities have not­
ed with regret that the fans have 
not supported the team as in for­
mer years.

Many fans, it was pointed out, 
fall to consider that Pampa's 
schedule this year was the tough­
est in history, and that the team 
was the smallest in history.

Plainvlew is set 
for the Harvesters, who are not 
taking the meeting lightly. The lit­
tle Harvesters realize that the Bull­
dogs will be all steamed up to 
break into the win column.

Kelley made an "impos­
sible” catch o f a touchdown pass 
and otherwise played inspired ball 
in the second half, while Frank rip­
ped through the Tiger line, threw 
passes with deadly accuracy, called 
signals, and led the secondary de­
fense. Chris Pappas of Temple. Bill 
Osmanski of. Holy Cross. Boyd Brum­
baugh o f Duquesne, Harry Harrison 
o f Penn State. Lew El verson of 
Pennsylvania and Bill Ingram of 
Navy were other outstanding -backs. 
Princeton’s Charley Toll and Dart­
mouth's Dave Camerer were con­
spicuously good tackles.

Mid-West — Backfield performers 
Include Cecil Isbell, who tossed two 
touchdown passes for Purdue over 
Iowa; Vern Huffman, multiple threat 
for Indiana; Sam Francis, whose 
passing, kicking, line bucking and 
defensive play for Nebraska made 
him the outstanding back in the 
game with Pitt; Art Guepe, who ran 
wild for Marquette against Missis­
sippi. and Andy Uram, still the No. 
1 threat in Minnesota's Juggernaut.

South—A poll of Dixie football 
writers shows Gaynell Tinsley. Lou­
isiana State’s 1935 all-America end. 
unanimous choice to repeat. His de­
velopment as a pass-receiver has 
emphasized im p r o v e d  all-around 
ability. North Carolina's Andy Ber- 
shak also is highly rated aniong the 
wingmen. Among a flock of fine 
centers. Wally Gilbert of Auburn. 
Moose Stewart of L. S. U., and Gene 
Meyers of Kentucky are rated the 
"tops.”  Arthur (Tarzan) White of 
Alabama is rated the outstanding 
guard. Among the backs. Duke's 
Ace Parer. Tennessee's Phil Dickens, 
Maryland's Bill Guckeyson. Ala­
bama's Joe Riley and Louisiana 
State's Cotton captured applause for 
their exploits.

Southwest — Sam Adrian Baugh. 
Texas Christian quarterback, heads 
the all-star parade in this section. 
Best known for his bullet passes. 
Baugh also rates high as a ball 
carrier, kicker, tackier and safety 
man. Other standouts; Joe Routt, 
Texas A. St M. guard, fast, aggres­
sive and consistent; Jack Robbins. 
Arkansas quarterback, who has star­
red in three successive conference 
upsets sprung by the Razorbacks; 
Jim Benton, ace pass-receiving end 
of Arkansas, and Lloyd Russell, ver­
satile Baylor quarterback. Hugh 
Wolfe. Texas back, achieved ball­
carrying distinction against Minne­
sota.

Pacific Coast—With Byron Haines 
on the sidelines with a leg injury. 
Washington’s Jimmy Cain moved 
into the all-star picture with a 
flashy performance in a victory over 
Southern California. John Waitrak. 
Huskies' center, returned to action 
and shared line honors with Max 
Starcevich, guard. Ed Goddard, 
Washington State quarterback, re­
gained the spotlight.

Rock Mountain—Kent Ryan, back- 
field star o f the champion Utah 
State team, rated best all-around 
performer. Others turning in con­
spicuous performances: Alex Drob- 
nitch. Denver guard; Mulleneaux. 
Utah State, and Dreher. Denver end.

Jones May Not Coach 
After Next Season

NEW YORK. Nov. 18 (AV-While 
42 proposed amendments to the laws 
and rules of the amateur athletic 
union will come up for considera­
tion at the annual convention at 
Houston. Tex., Dec. 4, 5. 6. the high 
spots on the list are a proposed 
''Olympic contribution.”  added to 
ticket prices and the abandonment 
of {metric measurements.

The legislation committee report, 
containing all the proposals, was 
mailed to the delegates yesterday by 
Chairman Fred L. Steers and the 
same time leading legislative chang­
es to be considered were announced 
my Dan Ferris. A. A. U. secretary.

Indications are that the A. A. U. 
will vote to return to the old system 
of measuring races in yards and mil­
es instead of meters. The Inter­
collegiate A  A. A. A., which initiated 
the change to meters.- already has 
returned to the old way.

The "Olympic tax” proposal, which 
was suggested before the 1936 Olym­
pics. would add five cents to the 
established price of all tickets to A. 
A. U. sanctioned events as a “con­
tribution" to pay the expenses of 
American Olympic athletes and aid 
in The development of material.

Other major proposals listed by 
Ferris were:

Restoration of the 1934 A. A. U. 
rule of governing life guards which 
will make it possible for those who 
do not coach or instruct to be re­
instated for American competition.

Allowing athletes developed by 
their clubs to represent their school 
or college in open competition and 
their club in association and nation­
al championship.

Eliminating from the champion­
ship program the 200-meter hurdle, 
56-pound weight, pentathlon and 
1,500 and 3.000-meter walks.

Because o f Europe's vast partici­

AND TEXANS

Q. By what people was Castro- 
vllle settled. H. K . M.

A. By Alsatians, who located there 
in 1844. the place being named for 
Henry D. Castro, who brought the 
colony to Texas.

Q. Where was the granite obtain­
ed from which the Jetties at Galves­
ton were constructed? U. O.

A. The granite was from Burnet 
county near Marble Falls.

Q. Is the original report of the 
Battle of San Jacinto made by Gen. 
Houston to President Burnet of the 
ad interim government of the Re­
public' of Texas In existence? U. R.

A. The original can not be found 
in the archives, but it is believed 
that It was filed and destroyed by 
a fire that burned the Adjutant 
General’s office at Austin, in Oct­
ober, 1855. There Is a certified copy 
however, attested by Adjutant Gen­
erals J. G. Swisher and James Dav­
idson. The Dallas News has a copy, 
the complimentary closing and sig­
nature of which is in Houston's 
handwriting, dated April 25. 1836, 
and addressed to the editor of the 
Louisiana Adverlser by Houston, 
in which paper It was first printed.

Q. What was the "Mier expedi­
tion’’ and what were the results? 
O. P.

A. When Gen. Adraln Woll invad­
ed Texas in September, 1843, some 
750 Texans under Gen. Alexander
Somervell chased the Mexicans to 
the Rio Grande where Somervell 
ordered his forces to withdraw to 
Gonzales because o f lack of provis­
ions and equipment. About 300 re­
fused to obey the order and under 
leadership o f Col. W. 8. Fisher pur­
sued the Mexicans to Mier, where 
the Texans were forced to surren­
der after a desperate fight, Dec. 
25-26. 1842. Every tenth Texas pris­
oner was executed by the Mexi­
cans, and the survivors were im­
prisoned in Castle Perote.

Nov. 18 UP)—Af- j
ter telling the government some- | 
thing about himself and his work 
in the next fortnight or so, the 
worker In commerce or Industry 
will receive a card saying a num- i 
be red account has been established 
for him under the social security j 
act.

As planned, these millions of ac- j 
counts will be kept practically up 1 
to date here to show how much each 
worker has earned from next Janu- j 
ary 1 until he reaches 65. But ; 
amounts will be entered only to the I 
extent of $3,000 from an Individual 
employer In one year. I f  a day’s 
work is missed and he is docked, 
that amount will not be credited to 
the worker's account.

Those qualified will be entitled to 
a monthly pension from their 65th 
birthday, or from January 1, 1942, 
whichever is later, except In months 
that they draw wages from an em­
ployment covered by the law. After 
being pensioned, however, a man 
can go to work as a school teacher 
or in some other excluded employ­
ment and still collect the pension.

Take the situation of Brutus Bolt, 
a grocery clerk. After signing his 
account card on the front, he can 
turn it over and read:

"Keep this card. It  shows the ac­
count number used in keeping rec­
ords of your social security rights 
under federal and state laws. Keep 
a record of this number as you might 
lose the card. Mention the number 
in all letters regarding your ac­
count.”

He also is enjoined to report the 
number to his employer, Mr. Ben. 
The same holds true for steel work­
ers. stenographers, baseball players, 
corporation executives and all oth­
ers covered by the law.

I f  he wishes to compute the 
amount of his prospective pension, 
the worker needs to brash up on 
fractions. It  will be measured by 
percentages of his taxed earnings 
from the end of this year until he is 
65. as follows;

One half per cent of the first 
$3,000;

One twelfth per cent of the next 
$43,000; and

One twenty-fourth per cent of 
all over $45,000.

This method was adopted, in the 
words of the security board, "to 
provide more liberal benefits for 
lower paid workers," and also to give 
those already middle-aged a better 
deal, since their total wages for 
pension purposes will cover only a 
few years.

Suppose our friend Bolt receives 
$75 a month for ten years After 
1936 and before reaching 65. His 
monthly Washington check, after 
stopping work. In an Included em­
ployment, will be $20.

I f  his total wages are only $2,000, 
he will get the mlnitnum $10 a 
month for life! $20,000 will bring 
$29.17; $130,000 will bring the maxi­
mum. $85.
